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History of the Roman Republic
· The settlement of Augustus would be defined as the first settlement amongst modern historians. At the time of the settlement, he gives power back to the senate (to restore the republic). Still traditional institutions in office they could have trials and have appeals (1st time since triumvirate). *Imperator imperial ruler Princeps = 1st among equals. In Augustus’ best interests. *Principate the time where he will lead.
· 1st settlement for 10 years; it is not coming to an end. He is now figuring out how to rule without actually being there and realizes he needs support of the senate and he does not need to be a show off. Tries to encourage the senate to debate on matters without referring to Augustus (only will approach senate impersonally if it is in interest to him). The senate will do now do what they wants because Augustus still maintains this good guy image amongst them and not an imperial one. He was a manipulator.
· He now decides he needs a stronger position while making it look like it is nothing. He decides he cannot hold the consulship every year; he believes people will get inpatient because there is now one post available (he was counsel every year). He wants his sphere of authority to be much bigger (contradictory to what he is saying).
· 2nd settlement in 23 BC he wants to look like he has no authority while unofficially maintaining it all or potentially getting more. There is a plot this year to end his life. It is discovered and he escapes with his life. However he gets sick midway through the year and almost dies (near fatal illness). 
· He is going to change his actions into 3 folds July 1st, 23BC, resigns consulship under normal conditions; he will maintain his provinces as co-counsel. He asks for his imperium to become Maius (maius imperium) (the right to rule the army and give death penalty) this imperium is greater than that of the counsel and praetors (now two seats in the senate). He is going to receive the power of tribune (tribunicia potesta) tribunes were elected and they looked out for the interest of the plebeians.
· The tribunes had power of sacrosanctity (could not touch them, they could not kill them), they can summon the senate anytime he wants, and he can veto any decisions or laws made. He wants the public to not know he has maius imperium, but just to show he protects the interest of the “little man”. He is camouflaging that he has all these powers because he does not technically have a seat.  
· In 23BC, the senate never expected that the people would be bewildered that he would not be counsel again because they feel like he’s their greatest benefactor. In 22, they beg him again to do it but he refuses. In 21 & 20 BC, the people were rioting because they want him to be counsel again. The people refuse to elect more than one counsel, when the election happens they vote only one and keep one spot for Augustus. In 19 BC, the senate allows him to look like a senator to please the people. He will accept/take/voted the title of Pontifex Maximus (13 BC) the head of religion in Rome.  
· Pontifex Maximus is the equivalent to the pope. Augustus at this point has all the power in all walks of life. 
· In 2 BC they vote him the title of Pater Patriae (father of the fatherland) basically father to the Romans.
· 2 sources for history literary sources and the non-literary sources. Non-literary sources: artifacts (archeology) fossils, tombs, buildings, architecture, artificial propaganda, numismatics (study of coins), epigraphy (study of inscriptions in abbreviations), papyrology (study of papyri [Egyptian paper made of specific leaves from Egypt]), etc.  
·  Literary sources: Historians very often senators (get the view of the rich and famous), certain class of people wrote the history (could be biased based on beliefs). I.e. Plutarch (d. 126 AD) wrote on the life of Julius Caesar. A lot of parts incomplete in books, many rewritten by monks.
For the Romans, history was seen as an art. We have only 10% of the writings form the classical era. Greek sources before the time of Alexander. Latin sources sources of republic and the sources written during the empire 
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· Greek Sources: sources before Alexander and after.
· Latin Sources: from the republic split/and then the empire, they were mostly based on early writing and oral traditions. It really began when writing law. Annales were the lists of people and consuls and the Romans dated their texts within who was in power of consul or what not. Annales were the archives of the college. They had the name of the magistrates, etc.
· Publius Mocius Saevola wrote Maximi (120 BC) in 80 volumes that started in the republic and wrote the names of magistrates, senators, warfare, triumphs and annual lists of high officials, etc. When the first historians began to write about Rome it was mostly analytic and began to write better history after the second Punic War 210-201 BC. What comes before the first century BC is usually mostly fragmentary. Cicero wrote the Golden Age of Roman literature and Caesar wrote commentaries. They were usually what a general writes on battlefield. Usually you give them to a historian and tell them to make it look good. Caesar wrote in such beautiful style and his work was mostly left as is.
·  Now with the Empire and Augustus, he had a ministry of propaganda called Maecenas. He was asked by Augustus to find the best writers; he wanted the old virtues back. During the imperical period, there was a man called Vergil who wrote the Aeneid in 12 books. He really wrote the books that praised the past. He also wrote the Georgics in 4 books speaking about bee keeping, wine making, and planting fruit trees and is written in a very poetic way. He also wrote the Bucolics, which were 10 pastoral poems. They always sang the praise of the era.
· Horace was another poet hired by Maecenas. He wrote a lot of poems about travelling and food in Rome. He wrote a lot of poems about the good old days and the glory of Augustus. In exchange for his writing, Maecenas gave him a farm, He lived from 68-8 BC. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Dionysius of Halicarnassus wrote 20 books on roman antiquities and old history of Romans. Livy wrote the history of Rome Ab-Urbe condita (written in 142 books). It is basically from the founding or beginning of Rome. 
· Ovid lived from 43 BC to 18 AD. He wrote the fast the Roman calendar. They were the bad days, unlucky days. Also good days, sacrifices, festivals. They were said to hold the empire together. He also wrote the arts of love it is pretty much how to score a girl, how to get a women handbook.  Also wrote the arts of love. Eventually exiled from Rome because he slept with Julia. 
· Vitruvius wrote a treaty on architecture in 10 books. 
· Strabo (a.k.a the geographer) 64 BC to 21 AD. Wrote general history in which we do not have it anymore but was quoted by other authors. Also wrote a geography book in 17 books. 
· Pliny the elder (23AD-79AD) wrote a natural history, statues, rocks, glass etc. Was in charge of the royal fleet. Had a nephew Pliny the Younger.  
· Jewish author Josephus (37AD-100AD) wrote the Jewish histories and antiquities. Wrote it in Greek because Jews did not speak Hebrew anymore at this time. 
· Plutarch (45AD-100AD) ( wrote the parallel lives (wrote much later, had access to Great libraries and other materials). 50 biographies (25 Roman, 25 Greek).
· Tacitus wrote from 55-120 AD. He wrote the Agricola (agri-diet-cola), he was his father in law and wrote praise for him. Wrote the Germania showing the Germans are strong (the enemy is strong, the romans are becoming weak and corrupt). Also wrote the Annales of Rome, where he speaks about Roman history. He might have given someone money to poison his father in law. 
· Pliny the Younger He was placed in Bithynia, he was under Trajan and wrote letters to him. We can see letters where he would write to Trajan about problems with Christians. He wrote a praise to Trajan (Panegyricus).  
· Juvenal wrote satires; they speak about everyday life in Rome (i.e. about being in the common bath). 
· Martial writes interesting poems that people would want (i.e. poems for their dogs, epithets about dogs). 
· Suetonius (69-150AD) was the imperial librarian. Wrote about lives of illustrious men and prostitutes. He also wrote about the 12 Caesars, which begins with Julius Caesar. These chapters were short and concise and were sometimes scandalous. 
· Cassius Dio wrote a Roman history from 164AD-229AD.

Augustus and the succession
· After the 1st settlement of 27, Augustus wants to have more and more power without the titles. He wants to start appointing a successor (not republican to do so). Hisotrians think because there have been successors in the past, the Romans would look the other way because they did not want another power struggle. Only one problem he had one daughter (from Scribonia, Julia born 39 BC). He has a 2nd wife in 38 BC, she was named Livia Drusilla, she was pregnant with her second child not with him, he fell in love with her, she left her husband. Tried to make it look glorious. Her son with Tiberius was named Drusus. Augustus never had children of his own with her. 
· In 25 BC, he makes his choice that will succeed him. Markus Claudius Marcellus (born in 42, 1st husband of Julia, also her 1st cousin, son of Octavia by her 1st husband not MA). Married but don’t have children and he dies in 23 BC. Augustus still had not chosen Marcellus, Augustus almost died that year but Marcellus was too young to be named successor, he gave the right of succession to Agrippa.
