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History of the Roman Republic
· 14 AD Tiberius comes into power. He had been in Rhodes (pretty much in exile, never asked back). Livia often pleaded his case to Augustus. Most of his adult life outside of Rome, he was a good soldier often sent campaigning by Augustus. Before he was a princeps he had little friends in Rome. He was introverted; he gets a sense of isolation, very secretive and cautious. According to Switonius. Tiberius did not wait long to exercise his power, requested praetorians for protection (just like Augustus has). It took a long time for him to become emperor, his friends kept persuading him to become emperor. He did not want because he knew the monarchy was corrupt. Similar to Octavian coming into power, wants it but does not want to be flashy about it. He was trying to be Julio-Claudian.
· His interaction with the senate did not increase, they did not like that. More cases of Maiesta (high treason) to court, this is a conspiracy against the princeps life, lible and slanders against the princeps, and adultery committed with a member of the imperial family. A successful prosecutor took a portion of land from the person convicted. Tiberius became paranoid; he does not really trust anyone other than the people in the military and praetor guards.
· Between 19-23 AD, Tiberius builds a large barracks for the praetorian guards and it is built outside of Rome’s Pomerium (this is the closure surrounding Rome, the soldiers sleep there). 
· In the early 20’s AD  a man named Sajanus (Lucius Aelius Sajanus) is the commander of the praetorian guards (praetorian prefect). Tiberius decides to leave Rome, moves to Capri and he leaves Sajanus in charge. He controls all the letters that go to Tiberius in Capri, everyone in Rome is scared of him, and it is party time for the Maiesta trials, a lot of trials and executions. Rome is now in a state of fear. Meanwhile Tiberius relaxing and enjoying Capri. 
*Tiberius leaves because being emperor is not intriguing to him as well as not wanting to co-rule with Livia (his mother and adopted sister [adopted by Augustus]). She always wanted to get involved in Imperial affairs and etc. This drove him crazy and into retirement. His house in Capri was a house for sexual endeavors, became a dirty old man, sexual lifestyle.
· Executions, banishments and arrests were sky rocketing in Rome. Sajanus could not be removed from power because he controlled all letters to Tiberius. Sajanus trying to marry into the family (one of Tiberius’ nieces). Eventually someone snuck a letter through to Tiberius. It is believed Sajanus killed Drussus the younger so Tiberius has no heirs. Nobody could say anything or they would be arrested. Sajanus controlled everything until 31 AD.
· In 31 AD Sajanus gets arrested and executed probably under orders of Tiberius. 
· Sajanus replaced by Quintus Sutorius Macro. 
· Tiberius was the first was to build a big house on the palatine hill (hence the world palace), but he was never with the populous. He did not build a lot of monuments, did not give jobs, he did not give much at all to the people. 
*When people go to events and games hosted by the emperor, people like to see the emperor enjoying the games and etc., this makes everyone happy. The change was a welcomed break after the golden age of Augustus. However, whenever there was a natural disaster (i.e. earthquake), he was quick to respond (give and send help, pay out of his own pocket and listen to the people in times of crisis), yet he chose never to highlight them. A lot of people put a bad name associated with Tiberius (trying to darken his character, historians can do that). Never highlighted the good that he did so it could not be recognized, this failed to improve his reputation. 
· Tiberius died in 37  in 26 AD he returned to Capri and never came back to Rome. He did not return to Rome for Livia’s death in 29AD. According to Suetonius, he was physically built, above average height, left handed and a strong one. The image we have of Tiberius is striking. Very military and administrative, would sometimes send Garmanicus (father of Caligula) to summon troops in Germany. In 14, 16 & 17AD, he ordered fights vs. the German along the Rhine. He believed external war will bring people together, harmony within the empire, a common enemy would bring people together. He sent Drusus against a revolt and he would never travel within the empire. It did not cost much for the people because there were no official visits, therefore saving them money. He died in 37AD at the age of 77 (pretty old for a Roman). He was replaced by the next emperor, a young lad named Gaius. 
· Gaius will rule from 37-41 AD, he is the great-grandson of Marc Anthony (via his mother Antonia the younger). The grand-nephew of Tiberius and he is also the son of Germanicus and Agrippina the elder, his grandmother was also Antonia Minor (Livia his great grandmother). He had a hard childhood, suffered epilepsy when he was younger. His parents loved him a lot and took him everywhere. When he was younger his parents bought him a Caliga (soldiers outfit, little army boots). When he was 7, his father died mysteriously. According to people his Germanicus was believed to be poisoned because when they cremated him his heart did not burn (therefore being poisoned). Tiberius executed his mother and brothers, exiled his sister. At 18 years old he is summoned to Capri and is not treated very well there. Tiberius is trying to get rid of anybody who can take his place. If a boy of upper class would shave his first beard he would wear a toga virilus, sacrifice his beard to his god. He did not have a big party to become a man, this was a way to bring him down. No contact with his peers, equestrians, and senate. Only people that were there were slaves; people performing for the family in any way they wanted (i.e. sexual favors and games). Keeping his enemies closer

· When Tiberius died in 37, he adopted his grandson Gemellus (as co-heir with Caligula, the son of Drusus the younger, who is the son of Tiberius [who was poisoned by Sajanus]). Drusus the elder was the brother of Tiberius. Vipsania is Drusus the younger’s mother, Gemellus’ grandma.
· Praetorians preferred Caligula because he has not gone crazy. After Tiberius and Sajanus, Caligula seemed more appealing. When he arrived in Rome everyone was happy because he is the son of the great Germanicus, there’s hope that Rome is going to be alright. The senate comforts him the imperial powers (tribunicia potesta, maius imperium) and first order he will do is restore senatorial prestige. He grants them the authority to make their own decisions and also will now publish an imperial budget (to post it in the forum for everyone to see). He always did what people liked; he became popular by promoting games and being present, cheering, etc. He was in an insula, which is a high rise apartment. Within a year however, Caligula has a serious brain fever and nearly dies, there’s even a senator who offers his life to save Caligula. He then recovers and the fun begins. After this fever this is when he starts to become erratic. 
· By 38, Gemellus has been executed because he was constantly coughing. He was the praetorian prefect Macro who had replaced Sajanus executed too. 
· The man who said he would give his life for him while he was sick was executed or committed suicide.
· By 39, he was arguing with the senate and he eventually became a sole ruler. Apparently he liked races (according to Suetonius) the leek green was his favorite team. Before a big race he would send soldiers to the area near where the horses stayed to shut up the people so as not to disturb the horses before a race. 
· Incitatus was a famous race horse. Apparently Caligula built a stable of marble and give him a blanket of purple cloth (made by the shells of Murex, when you boil one of them it gives you one drop of purple. It is expensive and a symbol of royalty. They would race in chariots called Quadriga (classic four horse chariot). 
· He caused religious insults towards the senate. Made people worship him and his sister Drusilla like a god (deified), this was a shot to the senate because this only happens when you die in 38AD. He came into public in the dress of a god or even an actor (would wear platform shoes in public so people would see him more [called coturnis]). He would appear in public wearing silk dresses and etc. He wanted to change the statues of the gods and replace it with him. Apparently he would dress a certain way and the slaves would dress the statue of Jupiter like him, seen yelling at the statue and etc. He made a dowry for his daughter for people to give money, would collect for her. 
· His reign was a reign of terror; everyone was scared of him during his reign. Since he was balding he was jealous and insecure and did not like people with hair. He liked to screw with senators and would throw in the old senators to fight each other. He outraged senators and euqites. He would be popular with the lower class because he would have games, upper class hated him.
· Gaius attended the army. Caligula had not been in the army previously, no military career unlike other generals. In the winter of 39-40AD, he launched a small expedition, one of them to Germany where he took revenge on the army who revolted against his father. His army was going to invade Britain also. When he returned to Rome, he said he waged a war vs. Neptune (or Poseidon) but did not bring back gold and treasure that was usually brought back; he brought back shells and said he stole those treasures from Neptune.
· In Mauratania, Caligula had King Ptolemy deposed and executed. This prompted a revolt that lasted until the next reign of Claudius. He dethroned the king or Armenia, which caused problems until the later reign of Nero.
· He appointed Agrippa the 1st (grandson of the Jewish king Harod the Great) to rule part of Judaea. He starts playing on the international chess board, causing havoc and international revolution. When he is appointed he insists that the statue of him will be in the temple of Jerusalem and in the most important synagogues. After his death in 41AD, the statues were removed. This contributed to the 1st Jewish revolt.
· Caligula had religious arrogance, was deficient in military leadership. He humiliated soldiers very often and they resented that because they took their careers seriously. Some of the Praetorian guards might have been at the root of his assassination because of the harassment on January 24th 41AD. After his death the Praetorian guards chose Claudius as the next princeps. Praetorians were the only ones close enough to Caligula.
· Claudius would rule from 41-54AD. Claudius is the brother of Germanicus and uncle of Caligula. Also Livia’s grandson. Claudius was born in Lyon, France (the youngest son of Drusus the elder and Antonia (daughter of MA and Octavia). He is also Tiberius’ nephew. As a child had several diseases (might have had polio and cerebral palsy), deaf in one ear. He never had a political of military career because the family pushed Germanicus to be successful and left Claudius in the dark. However, Claudius was a scholar and intelligent man. One of his tutors was Livy (who wrote the Ab-Urbe Condita). He knew how to speak Etruscan, it was a disappearing language. Before he became princpes in 41AD, he had no Cursus Honorum. He must have been clever to survive Tiberius and Sajanus’ reigns. He was married to Aula his 2nd marriage (she is Sajanus’ sister). Under Caligula he played stupid to survive. 
· The senate is slow to grow on Claudius, they want a republic back. They are disorganized and the populous wants Claudius. Since the senate is scared of the praetorian guards they hopped on the Claudius bandwagon.
