The role of cultural models
What are the functions of cultural models?
1. organizing beliefs about a certain concept, like personhood. 
2. directive- dictating how members should act in certain cases, like social norms. 
3. evocative - dictating how members will feel given certain cases, like western pride upon success vs eastern modesty.

Cultural variation in social cultural models of the self
What is the independent model of self? A unique, seperate complete individual who is prior to society.
What is the interdependent model of self? An individual that is part of the whole, embedded in relationships and defined by social context.
Cultural ideals and values represented in legal, historical, and religious texts
What is the analytical worldview? A view where the world is seperable, and things can be analyzed without accounting for the environment they are found in. 
What is the holistic worldview? A view where the world and the individual are one continuous phenomenon in a net of relationships.
Core values produce culture specific customs, norms, and practices
You should be familiar with at least one difference across cultures for child rearing?  US: Children taught to use parent as a base to explore the world. East: Children taught to depend on mother, rest of family. 
You should be familiar with at least one difference across cultures for schools? Eastern: Focus on learning as a class, progressing as a class. Western: Focus on learning and progressing as an individual.
Culture related psychological tendencies
What is the independent self construal? The person is defined by stable properties seperate from society and what is inside is defined by one's self.
What is the interdependent self construal? The person is defined by embeddedness in the social web of relationships.Not stable, rather fluid and changing in accordance with interpersonal relationships. 
Cognitive consequences of independent and interdependent models of the self
What are two differences that have been obtained across cultures for the “Who am I?” task?
-Much more variability in Japanese women's answers compared to American women
-Japenese answers were more self-critical, especially when in the room with the conductor. American answers were more positive regardless of alone or in company.
What is naïve dialecticism?
An acceptance of contradictions, focus on change and a holistic worldview. Easily accepted feedback that may contradict self-views. Malleable. 
What are the consequences of independent versus interdependent self construal for how similar or different people think they are from others, for first-person versus third person experience, for attention to social norms? IndSC identifies themselves as different than others, through first-person experience. InterSC identified with their experiences through the generalized other.

Models of the self and motivation
What are the results of the study conducted in the US and Iceland? What is the explanation for the difference across cultures? Icelandic children found it more difficult to answer the question "What are you like?". The explanation lies in that in that traditional mostly homogenous culture, one doesn't need to construct as much of an identity outside his or her role in society. Self-scrutiny isn't as much of an important activity
What is a disjoint model of agency? A model that highlights the importance of "making one's own decision", and going against the grain to be unique.
What is a conjoint model of agency? A model that aligns with the importance of accordance to other's expectations, behaviors and collective preferences. 
Culture and cognitive dissonance
How do the independent self construal and interdependent self construal relate to preferences for control strategies? To self regulatory focus? InterSC seeks to change the self to fit the situations, IndSC seeks to change the situation to fit the self. For self-reg focus, InterSC is associated iwth a prevention orientations, and IndSC is associated with a promotion orientation.
Culture and self-esteem
In which instances do Japanese individuals self enhance? When rated against a non-specific "average" person in communial aspects like "motivating" "compromising" "cooperative". 
What is the cultural trade-off hypothesis? Members of collectivist cultures are higher in ratings of self-liking but lower in ratings of self-competence.
Multicultural selves
What is a fused identity, a blended identity, and an alternating identity?
A fused identity is when two cultures fuse to form a completely new cultural identity.
A blended identity is when two cultures fuse, but the individual is aware of the differences between the original host culture and the new cultural identity. 
An alternating identity is when one experiences moving between two nonoverlapping cultural identities, like mexican americans at home and at work. They are able to fully commit to both because the don't overlap, and identify with both. 
What is frame switching?
Frame switching is when alternating identity people "take turns" alternating between cultural cognition systems. Their thoughts and feelings are directed by two different systems in two situations. Example: Lil Jiminez feels American in school but feels Mexican at home.
