	Edmund Burke
	(His understanding of prejudice) There are real rights that only exist when you are a member of the community. Natural rights don’t exist without something to enforce or regulate them. Right of citizen are the only rights that exist. The rights that the social contract is supposed to secure are not universally recognized. Formal legal equality is inadequate for achieving justice because it seeks to readdress historical injustices that undermined the meaningfulness of formal legal inequality. The current social contract is founded on social norm principles that do not fit mainstream society and institutions.

	Prejudice
	Preconceived opinion that is not based on reason or actual experience – a dislike, hostility, or unjust behaviour deriving from unfounded opinion

	John Wilkes 
	Elected member of parliament in 1757 that fought for the rights of his voters. He introduced the first Bill for parliamentary reform. Found for liberty – precedent free elections, free speech and free press

	Anatole France
	French novelist

	Primo Levi
	Italian Jewish scientist and Holocaust survivor. 

	Magna Carta
	A charter of liberty and political rights which came to be seen as the seminal document of English constitutional practice in 1215. It promised the protection of church rights, protection for the barons from illegal imprisonment, access to swift justice, and limitations on feudal payments to the Crown

	Martin Luther
	Intolerance for the Roman Church. Exhiled in the Diet of Worms Council. His translation of the Bible made it so everyone could have opinions on the Church. One can publish his own book and ideas. Individualism and the consequences of his statements:
1) Authority comes from logical interpretation of scripture
2) Truth compels, once we are conceived by reason we must obey
3) Yet it is as an individual, we must be convinced, argument and reason must persuade me
4) Religious belief is best left to the conscience of the individual 

	Johannes Gutenberg
	War of Religion – ideas and new media and the print revolution. German who introduced the print press to Europe. Started the printing revolution and laid the basis for the modern knowledge based economy and the spread of learning to the masses. 

	St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre
	August 24th 1572. Pogrom kills 20,000 french protestants (Huguenot) and Germany lost 1/3 of its population during the French Wars of Religion. Lasted several weeks, and by the end of it, throughout Europe it was believed that Catholicism was a treacherous religion

	Edict of Nantes
	Response to Bartholomew’s Day Massacre – Protestant Toleration. Substantial rights and was aimed to promote civil unity. It sererapted civil from religious unity, which opened a path for secularism and tolerance. Marked the end of religious wars

	Peace of Augsburg
	In 1555, a treaty signed to officially end the religious struggle between the two groups and made the legal division of Christianity permanent within the Roman Empire. Established the principle cuius regio, eius religio, and laid the groundwork for two co-existing religious confessions

	Ciuis Regio
	Whose land, their religion – meaning that the religion of the state was the religion of all its inhabitants

	Sectarianism 
	so dangerous but not merely a problem of the reformation or christianity (syria, iraq, india, canada, nigeria). Religious authority is based on irreconcilable assumptions and on someone who has authority. Thomas Hobbes (preachers trick those into following them so there is temptation to exaggerate difference and bribe collection plates increases loyalty and power) faith in a particular creed is merely disguised faith in your preacher, not God - identity and trust

	Treaty of Westphalia
	1648 agreement to recognize state sovereignty and push religion out of international politics. The treaties ended the 30 year war in the Roman Empire and the 80 year war between Spain the Dutch republic. Created a basis for national self-determination. New system of political order based upon the concept of co-existing sovereign states and a balance of power.

	Toleration
	European solution is toleration to freedom of conscious. Ciuis regio, egis religio but if monarch changes religion, the established church does not switch. Right of emigration and all existing churches tolerated. Religion no longer gives foundation, it is a personal issue.  In trouble for refusing to doff hats, sweat oaths, pay tithes and dress differently, sent to prison in their thousands - resulted in toleration act and affirming testimony in court and toleration for dissenters (Baptists, Quakers, Puritans, Presbyterians). But does toleration still matter? E.g. Quebec and rights infringed upon in Charter

	Thomas Hobbes
	Idea of injustice comes from a broken contract. Nature has no injustice because there is no sovereign. Sovereignty enforces all human rights – stability, competition, self-interest. If we have lived in a state of nature, we may not need human rights. Hobbes believes that men has a desire to circulate power of ideas for one’s own benefit

	John Locke
	Believes in the state of nature but they are not evil like Hobbes believes. There is a right to life, liberty, and property. Social contract comes with the people of a state, which is partial. The idea of a community willing to give up power for peace and safety. People are free to do as they wish unless they are harming someone

	Laicité
	Is the absence of religious involvement in government affairs especially the prohibition of religious influence in the determination of state politics

	Isaiah Berlin
	Social and political theorist, freedom to and freedom from (difference between ancient and modern political philosophy). Freedom to: design a just state that will develop good humans - Plato, Aristotle, St. Augustine. Freedom from: the state - creates a political order that enshrines liberty - Hobbes and Locke

	Declaration and the Rights of Man
	Created by Francois Furet demonstration of the social contract constituted the basis for a new way of living together. In August 2, 1789, abolishes and renounces ancien regime with its privileges and different rights for different classes, Men are born and remain free and equal in rights; social distinctions may be based only on general usefulness - the state exists only if it serves us

	Liberté, Egalité, Fraternité
	Brotherhood od man.  Its origins in the French Revolution. Freedom from the state and letter de cachet, end to the ancien regime and source of demands for the right to welfare, solidarity and collective identity rights

	Ancien Regime
	Was the monarchic, aristocratic, social and political system established in the Kingdom of France

	Due process
	No one is above the law. Everyone is innocent until proven guilty of having violated a known law. The police cannot enter a home without a warrant obtained from a judge. The right to bail and a speedy trial. Habeas Corpus: produce the body – to be taken out of jail to stand before a judge on the grounds of arrest. Independent judges and juries. The right to non-self incrimination and freedom from torture.
Political rights gained from Due Process: prevention of the use of the court system to persecute political opponents. Prevent the use of scapegoats. Creation of a neutral and fair justice system. Jury system and jury nullification. 

	Petition of Rights 1628
	Written by Parliament in England as an objective to an overreach authority by King Charles. Contained four main points: No taxes could be levied without Parliament’s consent. No English subkect could be imprisoned without cause – thus reinforcing the right of habeas corpus. No quartering of soldiers in citizen’s homes. No martial law may be used in peacetime. All four points enumerated specific civil rights that citizens felt Charles had breached upon throughout his reign. His abuse of power escalated to an intolerable level after Parliament refused to finance his unpopular foreign policies.

	Bill of Rights 1689
	Creates a separation of powers, limits the powers of the king and queen, enhances the democratic election and bolsters freedom of speech. The Bill of Rights guaranteed certain rights of the citizens of England from the power of the crown. The Bill gives the legislative body of Parliament absolute sovereignty and makes it supreme over all other government institutions. In detail, the first provision states that the crown should have no interference with the law – the king and queen may not by themselves establish new courts of law nor may they act as a judge. Second, the crown may not create new taxes without the approval of Parliament an act must be passed. Third, Parliament may petition the crown to do something without fear of the crown retaliating against them. Fourth, no army may be kept during peace time without consent of Parliament. Fifth, gives people the right to bear arms so long they are allowed to by law. 

	Impunity
	Means exemption from punishment or loss or escape from fines.  If you do something that usually results in punishment, but you do it with impunity, you will not be punished for the deed. 

	Habeas Corpus
	Produce the body. Judicial mandate to a prison official ordering that an inmate be brought to the court so it can be determined whether or not that person is imprisoned lawfully and whether or not he should be released from custody. 

	Jean Calas
	Living in France, was a victim of a biased trial due to his being a Protestant in an officially Roman Catholic society. Calas was arrested and charged for having murdered his son to prevent or punish his conversion to Catholicism. He first claimed that is was an unknown intruder, but then later insisted that his son committed suicide. 

	Voltaire
	French philosopher in the Age of Enlightenment. Was a supporter of social reform and worked to criticize Catholic dogma and French institutions of his day. 

	Dreyfus affair
	Political scandal that began in 1894 and was finally resolved in 1906. Dreyfus came under suspicion of providing secret information to the German government. Most likely because he was a Jew and he had access to this type of information. He was found guilty in a secret military court martial, during which he was denied the right to examine the evidence against him.

	J’accuse
	A denunciation of the army cover-up in a daily newspaper. 

	Emile Zola
	Found guilty of libeling the army and was sentenced to imprisonment. 

	Louis Althusser
	State and the prison complex of courts, schools, social workers, police. All participate in providing discipline and controlling “delinquents.” Hard power that operates by the means of violence.

	Repressive apparat
	Consists of the army, the police, the judiciary and the prison system. It operates primarily by means of mental and physical coercion and violence. 

	Four Freedoms
	Freedom of Speech, freedom of worship, freedom from want and freedom from fear

	Historic Bloc
	Dominant class enters into agreements with other elites. Subaltern classes also agree to compromises. Result of struggle not generosity: coalminers, auto workers

	Subaltern classes
	It is a person who fits within the model of the Oppressor/oppressed as the being so marginalized as to not even have the voice of the oppressed. Those who are invisible to both the colonizer and the colonized are the subaltern. 

	Matewan
	Mingo County wars 1920 shootout between local miners and the detective agency. 

	Immiseration
	Economic impoverishment. The impoverishment of working people applied to every aspect of their lives under capitalism

	Taylorization
	Product efficiency methodology that breaks every action, job, or task into small and simple segments which can be easily analyzed and taught. It aims to achieve maximum job fragmentation to minimize skill requirements and job learning time, separates execution of work from work-planning, separates direct labour from indirect labour, replaces rule of thumb productivity estimates with precise measurements, introduces time and motion study for optimum job performances, cost accounting, tool and work station design, and makes possible payments by result method of wage determination

	Realization crisis
	Occurs when the owner of mass production does not manage to realize their commodities on the market, namely, doesn’t manage to sell them and get a profit out of them. 

	Fordism
	Henry Ford and the assembly line – increases productivity four fold. A solution to realization crisis. In return for higher wages and labour stability. Recognition of union leads to wage increases in line with productivity increases. Virtuous cycle of Fordism: increased capital investment equals increased productivity, increases wages and hence creates mass market for Fordist production which increases profits for reinvestment. 

	Ernst Gelner
	“An agreement that the best form of government is being ruled by one’s own” quote shapes politics of the 19th, 20th and 21st centuries and ends European Empires. Patriotism was worth killing for by millions

	Civic Nationalism
	Loyalty to institutions and political cultures, e.g. U.K. Parliamentary tradition and the monarchy. In France, revolutionary symbols of the storming of the Bastille and its glories setter colonies of Australia, Canada and the USA Constitutions. Loyal to parliament – loyal to the rules that are in place

	Ethnic nationalism
	Central claim for most nationalists shared blood to a common background obvious to all. Problem is that everyone is from a mixed genetic background. 

	Ernst Renan
	Ernst Renan; “Getting it’s history wrong is part of being a nation.” or “Forgetting and error is an essential factor in the formation of a nation.” Creating a shared story of victory and defeat, glory and victimization is a central part of nation building

	Benedict Anderson
	Observation that we imagine we share a community with all other member’s of our nation. Safety, identity and meaning

	Imagined Communities
	World view

	Lifeworld

	Johann Gottfied Herder
	German philosopher argued that the soul and history of a people is recorded in its language

Woodrow Wilson’s solution to Europe’s problems like toleration was for the Wars of Religion. Give everyone their own state, own jobs and a right to determine their own future. Why is this a problem?

	Postmodernism is from a European tradition of critique. Understanding reached by not merely criticizing and refining a theory but by understanding the unacknowledged assumptions, context and history of a theory. From a tradition of hermeneutics. Postmodernism is a stale deadlock of the Cold War. Communism’s grey sterility versus the gaudy empty capitalism of the West. Revolt of ’68. Both diseased relics of the dream of the Enlightenment and drive to science and the mission of modernity. Danger of post-modernism:
1. Be careful who and what you justify: the US South’s peculiar institution. Chinese authoritarianism as a cultural value.
2. If all values are relative, then so too is the value of recognizing cultural difference and autonomy.
3. If human rights are not universally true because there is no truth, then how do we condemn evil? How do we condemn death squads, residential schools or the Holocaust?
4. Even if our current construction of human rights is just a consequence of Western civilization, or more accurately, the consequences of failure in human civilization, do we not prefer to live with the illusion we have rights?

	Technology
	We have suppressed questions about ethics as the compulsion of technology directs our future. Knowing and making, understanding defined by our ability to re-create and reproduce results. But technology as process becomes compulsive, once we know how, we do without being able to ask, “But is it just, is it good.”

	Aktion T-4
	Nazis in 1933 pass Law for Prevention of Hereditarily Diseased Offspring. Those who deemed inferior were brought before Genetic Healthy Courts and either sterilized or euthanized in reality gassed en mass in trucks. 200,000 murdered, 400,000 sterilized

	Eugenics
	By eliminating unhealthy stock we will be able to breed better humans

	Khmer Rouge
	Cambodian Communist Maoist party take over 1975. Determined to return Cambodia to pre-European Year Zero. 

	Killing fields
	Depopulate cities and annihilate the educated, 2-3 million die by starvation and execution.

	Year Zero
	Cambodia and the Killing Fields

	Epistemology
	How do we know what we claim to know? Knowledge as a claim to power and shaped by power relations in ways of which we are not aware.

	Discipline
	How the state controls authority over knowledge. If post-modern analysis is correct we should be able to find power relations in the discourse of human rights. Power exercised in what is pursued and what is ignored in human rights. That human rights are useful and used to maintain power. A discipline of human rights with practitioners is being created to include and exclude its initiates. Founded as a reaction to an abomination, the Holocaust. Need to describe and define what was done as a crime against humanity. Need to put genocide outside acceptable actions. 

	Universal Declaration of Human Rights
	Revitalizes old human rights discourse. Attempts to express a universal consensus on human rights, includes Chinese, Indian, Pakistani, Lebanese, Philipino, Canadian, French and American voices in its drafting. Enshrines liberal and social rights. Followed by series of conventions and treaties that enshrine rights at the heart of the American imperium.

	Separate spheres
	Seperation of work and family – industrialized Europe. Men aimed to be the breadwinner and women ran the household. Before industrialization, women worked alongside men in the open economy. The man’s notion that his home is his castle. Proper role for women and the proper version of femininity: kids, cooking and church (Kinder, kuche, and kirche)

	WCTU: Women’s Christian Temperance Union
	Voluntary abstinence from the consumption of alcohol. For God and Home and native land. 

	Suffragettes
	Led militant women fight for women’s suffrage or the right to vote

	Second wave of feminism
	Causes of women’s liberation:
1. The pill and reliable birth control
2. Change in domestic engineering or vacuum cleaners, dishwashers, washing machines, cans and swanson
3. Increased education and Betty Friedan’s “Problem with no name” or “park your brains in a diaper pail”
4. Changes in technology and mechanization in the workplace or rosie the riveter
5. Stagflation and the oil crisis and increasing family incomes
6. Change in divorce laws to no fault, and women make the personal political end their silence on spousal abuse, enter the work force and everything changes
Feminism as essentialism: there was something essentially so different about being female, that is superseded all other forms of identity. That the values of patriarchy were so imbedded in our consciousness that women needed to be separated from men to be free. Women as victims of sexism and oppression make them morally superior to men.

	Anomie
	Lack of the usual social or ethical standards in an individual or group, provides moral guidance

	Orientalism
	The representation of Asia, especially the middle east, in a stereotyped way that is regarded as embodying a colonialist attitude

	Occidentialism
	West as the threat, the inferior site of degradation of women

	Malala Yousafzai

	Shot by the Taliban for daring to advocate for education for girls in Swat

	Indigenous
	Distinctive from the dominant society and self identify and desire to be difference. Connected to their lands for and from and form history, culture, economy and spirituality. They have occupied their lands since time immemorial. Individual’s relationship with the collective not merely utilitarian, also necessary for health and balance of the individual. Community exists prior to the individual, service central to our wellbeing.

Established in the midst of another and superior race..they must necessarily yield..and ere long disappear.”

	Trail or Tears
	1837 all rounded up, household goods confiscated along with their property and sent on the trail to Oklahoma. No provisions for food or shelter provided. One quarter to one third of the Cherokee died on the Trail (4000 people). New golden age as newspapers reestablished until land taken again and Cherokee left with 33% of original land grant

	Interculturalism
	Self-segregation – moving beyond mere passive acceptance of a multicultural fact of multiple cultures effectively existing in a society and instead promotes dialogue and interactions between cultures. Are we a Metis political culture based on accommodation and interculturalism?

	Royal Proclamation of 1763
	First recognition of Indigenous title. Land can only be ceded to the Crown and not individuals. Then paternalism and infantillization as we attempted to solve the problem by assimilation: residential schools. Imposed band system of governance and dependence on the Federal government.

	Court Jews

	Emancipation
	During Napoleonic era, Jewish special liberties and taxes both abolished as Jews were granted citizenship or emancipation. Shifts from finance to intelligentsia. As Jews secularize and assimilate, leads to a golden era in German art, science and literature

	Wannsee Conference
	High level leaders decision reached to implement the final solution the mass murder of every Jewish person under Nazi control. Use Zyklon B a pesticide to gas millions and cremate the remains so no evidence will be left

	Einsatzgruppen
	Organization of the Holocaust: tasked with murdering Jews en masse in newly conquered territories in Eastern Europe. 132 murder 138,000 in 7 months. Everyone else concentrated in ghettos in the cities where they are to die from starvation, overcrowding and disease.

	Treblinka
	Death Factory. In 3-4 hours, murders 2-3000 people at a time, becomes more efficient with practice 1.5 hours. In a year and a day, 900,000 persons murdered.

	Righteous amongst nations
	Danger of resistance real: immediate execution for you and your family if found hiding Jews. Greatest similarity amongst those who resisted: the compulsion of conscience 

	Interahamwe
	Army

	Umbuletwa
	Surplus extracted via labour dues or corvee

	Ubuhake
	Tutsi would bestow a cow on a Hutu client, possibility of social mobility and Hutu becoming a Tutsi

	Arusha Accord
	President Habyarimana signs accord with RPF a power sharing transitional government followed by multiparty elections. Hutu extremists in government organize a Hutu power military the Interahamwe armed with panga or machetes. Propoganda broadcasts referring to Tutsis as cockroaches who must be wiped out

	Extra legal violence
	Use of coercion and fear by organized groups that are not subject to the rule of law or accountable for their actions, and that support the status quo. Paramilitaries: private organizations that resort to the physical elimination of presumed auxiliaries of rebel groups and of individuals seen as subversive of the moral order.

	Ku Klux Klan
	Maintains segregation in the “gallant South” through violence. First wave of KKK was the organization of the secret society to break black power in the south. Use extra-legal violence, Knights of the White Camelia, to overturn Republican reconstruction state governments in the South. 

	Reconstruction
	1876-1908 reconstructions dissolved and Jim Crow and Segregation instituted. The power of the whites over blacks was continued through taking away the right to vote. White capes terrified them into suppression. 1876-1908 laws passed to restrict segregation through education, imposition of legislation.

	Segregation
	The action or state of setting someone or something apart from other people or being set apart. The enforced separation of different racial groups in a country, community or establishment.

	Black Codes: Jim Crow laws
	Tie vagrancy laws, debt peonage to enforce sharecropping and tie labour to land. Local laws (Jim Crow laws) that prevent blacks from voting, enshrine segregation in services and public education and enforce anti-miscegenation laws.

	Tulsa
	Black community established with services and a middle class. Competition and threat in oil boom town. WWI Veterans set up lines of defense when white lynch mob formed, burned out

	Montegonery bus boycott
	Attack acceptance of segregation economically, Builds solidarity across class in a non-violent way. Confronts white hypocrisy over separate but equal.

	Night and fog
	More severe than a jail sentence. Disappear without warning one’s opponents with an arrest in the middle of the night. No acknowledgement that the state has arrested suspects, no habeas corpus. Terrorizes the families of the disappeared into silence. The disappeared prisoners through doorless flights over the atlantic

	AUC


	A paramilitary (private organization that resorts to the physical elimination of presumed auxiliaries of rebel groups or individuals that are seen as subversive to the moral, social and political order) group created to attack FARC. A long standing guerilla forced financed by kidnapping and revolutionary taxes on narcotics trade.

	Failed states
	Massive human rights violations, collapse of rule of law: impunity for perpetrators in security services, economic collapse as both cause and consequence, fear of attack by others

	Hobbes state of nature
	Without sovereignty authority, there is no law and descend into the state of nature

	Ubuntu

	Restores dignity of the victims allow for catharsis by allowing victims to be heard. Restores: prohibitions against murder and violence, memory and allows society to establish a new shared history and narrative

	Hybrid courts
	Creates category of crimes against humanity to describe crimes against civilians. Seems to have worked, created a stable democratic Germany that has renounced and denounced its Nazi past. 
1. May conflict with local customs and undermine local dispute settling mechanisms
2. End out with international staff floating offshore
3. Can feed into national myths of being victims
4. Can set a moral hazard of first victim becomes the victor

	Degradation ceremonies

	Privacy Information Protection Electronic Data Act. Privacy commissioner:  check on Government invasion of our privacy. Concern springs up from realization it was identifying and collecting information on Jews that allowed the Nazis to round them up, all from a census question. Need Consent, clear stated and open purpose, citizens need to be able to correct information easily and it must be updated. Keep it siloed  or separated between government departments and hence information safe. Concern private misuse of databases
