Shift from classical to positivism: increase in number of police 

Importance of Statistics: important to factor into making decisions, the more info we have on behaviors that are problematic the more likely it is for us to be able to prevent the problem.

Crime rates = Indicators: indicates types of criminal behaviors more frequently occurring depending on ie. Location, types of individuals, etc.

Context

Urbanization: Assoc. with industrial revolution (larger pop within cities = need more control)

Dangerous Classes:
· Threat: individuals not participating in society/following social norms
· Need for state to have information on Citizens
· Need for Control: at this time development of solid borders, therefore the beaurocratization of states is become more important

Compte General: 1827 France
· Details of crimes, acquittals and convictions

Police: Play a particular role in gathering information that is translated into statistics (gather for the state). Impression of crime increase was only because they had just begun documenting it.

Prisons: Study captive population. (Gathering information within prisons) Issue: prisoners were not giving consent.

Higher Crime rates: As mentioned earlier, they were seeing a relatively high recidivism rate = Prisons are not necessarily very effective. The reform concept seems limited. 

Quetelet:

Average man: who worked in Belgium in mid 1800’s, began to gather own information and observe previous info. Recognized significant patterns in who was commiting the crimes, how, why, etc. He developed the concept of the “average man” that we use to compare all people too, in order to determine whether or not they have the characteristics of a normal person. 

Dark Figure: Understood that Stats were not entirely accurate and the limitations of the gathering.

Criminal Propensity: Quetelet observed patterns in these following groups:
· Young males (gender and age) (elderly didn’t have the passion)
· Poor
· Less educated
· Jobless
(issue: not acknowledging “why” these crimes are being committed)

Causes by Quetlet (in txt)
· Accidental
· Variable
· Constant

Perspectives

1. Demonic – Deviance: Sin
2. Classical – Crime: Result of Free will
3. Neo-Classical – Recognition of Mitigating circumstances 
4. Positivism – Determinism: People are so influenced by biological/psychological/Psychiatric factors that they really have no choice.

Positivism:

Individual = Determined (assuming people are not free to make choices)

? = How are “Criminals” Different? – trying to answer the question, what is different about criminals than the “average man”?

Search for Causes: (assumption that we can identify causes of crime in Human Behaviour) Interest now is on the person no longer the act: what is driving them?

Method: Biographical Reconstruction (explained in a few slides from now)

Positivism: Basic Characteristics

Individual Behaviour (actors): focus

Determinism: they couldn’t act in any other way. 

Differentiation: Assumed Distinction between criminals and non through biographical reconstruction

Pathological Images: Darwinism ?

Higher Crime Rates: again assumption that there are higher rates of crime

Classical Crm: Ineffective. Punishment only is not achieving recitivism

Need for alternatives: alternatives to cruel and harmful punishments. 

Shift to: Correction & rehab and Treatment & Classification
Positivism offered a new way we could deal with crimes and criminals and correct the individual. First concept established to focus on rehabilitation and treatment of individuals.

Classification: introduced classification based on peoples abilities; also brought forward a new set of biases. 
Two classes specifically est: Corrigible vs. Incorrigible (correct-able and not)
                                                       Non-Crim vs. Criminal

Pathological Approach
1) Organic Analogy: Crime = Disease
Ideas of Darwin and human reasoning are starting to take hold. Also being complemented by other sources. Starting to think of crime more as a disease. Moved from being a sin all the way to it being a disease that individual has no control over
2) Evolution: anyone not thriving/engaging in criminal behaviour are less adapted – more caveman like (survival of the fittest)
3) Determinism: Blame the Individuals biographical makeup. Understand why individuals are committing deviant acts even sometimes based of off physical appearance. Micro Level Focus.

Technique to discover differences: Biographical reconstruction. Understand and then try to correct.

Solution

1) Treatment: Rehabilitation – Great hope/faith in the concept of rehabilitation
2) Eugenics: Identifying differences in criminals. Elimination of “inferior”. Sterilization. (issue: can lead to excessively problematic situations ie. Holocaust)

Lombroso: (reading on this: original writings)

His book: The Born Criminal (dev: in 1876)
                   The Female Offender

Constitutional Model: Often was brought into court to determine whether people are guilty or not based off of skull shape, appearance, and defects. (considered an expert). 

Criminal Men: Atavistic Throwbacks – Lobroso’s theory that Less developed, defects, could determine whether someone was a criminal

Stigmata: 
1) Ears – 20% of criminals had ears like chimpanzees
2) Hair – Dark Hair Prevails in murders
3) Chin – In criminals it is often very small/flat or very long and thin
4) Nose – Theives had an unturned nose vs. thieves hooked (bird of prey nose)
5) Lips – Rapists murder fleshy full lips vs Thieves long thin
6) Feet – 
7) Eyes – Mongol: racial comparison. Eye shape. More common among criminals
8) Moles – In females, hairy moles in criminal females
9) Female Crm – Deeper more masculine voices (specifically in prostitutes)

Racist: made a lot of comparison to Indian tribes, described them as deviant and primitive (very European thought style)  

Sexist: Lombroso Alogometer (used to determine pain tolerance) View 8 & 9
Prostitutes are almost free from wrinkles, have more large jaws, deeper voices, cheek bones, hairy moles, crooked noses. 

Classist: Rich women who were thieves were “monomaniacs” (medical label) vs. Poor women thieves were “common thieves”

20th Century Sexism

Otto Pollak: Women: Penis Envy
Followed Freudian theory
Argued: “all women grieve to be men. Every 28 days she acts out bc she is not a man.” “Women are naturally deceitful bc they can fake orgasms and men cant………………”
“Women commit more crimes like arson and perjury in menopausal years”

Eleanor and Sheldon Gluecks: Women = Feebleminded 
“Observed a swarm of antisocial misfits, recommended sterilization because they were such feebleminded misfits they should not be involved in procreation”

Two Documentaries: Good and Evil Documentary (optional) & Born Bad (watching it in class)
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
