Discovery
· 1492 – Columbus landed on island of Española. Within 30 years entire indigenous population was completely eliminated.
· Colonialism: Discovery or Destruction

Religion
· Dissenters & New Churches 
· Monarch = Religious Power (protestants with criminalized and punished)
· Protestant Ethic – cath. Belief: the way to heaven is through salvation/through your faith and how hard you worked. “if you work hard enough, that is your root to salv.” People not working hard enough are bad

Age of the Monarchy:
· Implications for justice
· Shift in conceptions of Deviance – anyone who didn’t agree with the monarch was considered deviant / heretic. A lot of crimes that were small crimes then became crimes punishable by capital punishment in England.
· Role of Laws Changed

Age of the Monarchy Punishments: 
· Workhouses: people financially struggling were forced to work in workhouses which were essentially slave houses. Criminals, Orphans, beggars, prostitutes, were also segregated to workhouses so that they were no longer considered a problem to society.
· Corporal Punishment
· Pillory and Stocks 
· Flogging and mutilation: used for relatively minor crimes.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Capital Punishment: head crusher, pulled apart on the wheel, buried alive, shot, shot out of a cannon, burnt a alive, ducking stool, pillary (head lock) (public shaming, mutilation, and public executions)
· Jails / dungeons – living conditions were so poor that often the people died while in prison. There was a debt for being in prison because they were privately owned and one could not leave until they paid/worked off their debt
· Transportation – punishment was people were transported to the “new world” to other colonies, ie. Us and aus from England
· Hulks – ships that are out of commission used originally for war ships. They were tied to ports and individuals were tied there over night (alternative space to prevent over crowding)
