About Sociology:
· August Compte defined sociology as: (1831 and defines social problems)
	1. The study of laws of sociology dynamics – no qs
	2. The study of the laws of social statics – no qs

Compte thought the social direction was natural laws (i.e.: gravity)
Observed society and change in 1830
*We have change because we HAD change*
A lot of change in a short period of time

Why the interest in social change and sociology stability?
1. Scientific revolution – no qs on midterm
2. Industrial revolution – no qs on midterm
3. French revolution
Redefining the sociological problems: 
· As more observations were made sociologists rejected the idea that there were laws of society
· a consequence of this was a re-definition of the sociological problem
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Sociology today is best understood as the study of culture

Definition of Culture:
· socially constructed (made by man)
· Consists of material and non-material facts (physical i.e. the road)
