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Purpose of the Study
_ To examine and compare pathways or transitions
to independent living among high-risk young
women and men over time
_ To understand patterns, predictors and
consequences of housing status in relation to drug
use, drug selling and other factors such as mental
health, victimization and service utilization
_ Compare young women and men in gender
analysis
_ To understand the intersection of youth
transitioning from care of Children’s Aid Societies
to youth who are on the street
Definition of Homeless
_ Homeless street-involved youth:
_ “Young people up to age 24 who are
absolutely, periodically, or temporarily
without shelter…or at substantial risk of
being on the street in the near
future”(Daly)
_ “In past 12 mos. used services for street
youth regularly and/or needed a place to
stay >once” (Roy)
_ Key aspect: instability of housing
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
