Why Sovereignty Matters after 1648?
· Onuf= deal with competing authority structures 
· Majestas: institutions inspiring respect ex: monarchy, church. This does not exist anymore because they don’t have as much power anymore as they used too
· Potestas Imperiandi: coerce and enforce rules ex: states, Kingdom. The state doesn’t follow you to the afterlife; the state instead used coercive tactics such as violence to control you. It transfers sovereignty from the church or monarchy to the state structure. You’re not loyal to Steven Harper rather your loyal to the Canadian political structure and system 
· Stewardship: rule on behalf of citizens (Burke) democracy. Once you vote, your vote is saying that you give politicians to act on your behalf
· Spruyt: rationalize resources and economies. State economy (capitalist economies of scale) you sovereignty to consolidate the economy, everything is done on a larger scale. Get rid of competing political organizations based on (papacy, ethnicity, and religion) and moves the loyalty to other things. The form of European statehood after 1648 becomes used throughout the world. International agreements and equal standings (all European states are equal autonomous)
· One voice: you want one person to speak for the group of people to make agreements and enforce rules 
**Sovereignty was once linked to Capitalism 
** There are 8000 ethnicities throughout the world 
** state sovereignty today is 
Today’s challenge= Transsovereign Issues
· 8000 ethnicities or 191 states (nation states don’t exist, states do)
· Need manage without closing borders, economies, flow of info etc. (India, Israel)
· Require cooperation (Iraq; Af-Pak, Us needs to look at the entire problem of these nations in the war
· Coordination: resources and outcomes (what is success?)
· Economic and social issues= interconnected ex: drugs= wealth, lifestyle, job, respect, stress, health insurance
· Contracting out—selling sovereignty? Paramilitary; mercenaries for hire; Ugandan soldiers
· Global economy – open markets? Managing financial crisis BUT return to “Performance Bonus” culture

· corporations work together, NGO’S, TERROSIST, OTHERS all can be very powerful in changing political decisions
·  ex: 911 changed a lot of security polices throughout the world 
· Retreat of the state –Susan Strange
·  state can’t perform its functions 
· defence of territory<deved=no threat, deving =can’t stop threats 
· reduce social safety net< decrease spending and reduce taxes= can’t help own population
· lower taxes =less public works, better markets
· decisions about trade les about states interest, states are marginalized and central to their own marginalizing (getting selves out of the way)
· they all need some entity whether it be jobs or something else to keep the economy a float
· cannot build infrastructure, privatize, property rights, keep taxes low

· During the cold war: dominated by “state security” (keeping the government safe and intact) and “nuclear security” (avoiding nuclear war) frameworks
· Focus on alliances, national security problems, nuclear issues
· Collective security -> NATO, UN, Warsaw Pact
· Sovereignty to be protected… above all else
· Post 9-11: revived!
· Post cold-war: state/nuclear security focus opposed and/or complemented by other conceptions of security, such as:

· Many western leaders would love to have that much power as those in the Middle East, but those governments are fractured due to control issues. (military)
           Rule:

· Definition – system for selecting leaders and determining laws/ policies in a community
· Mechanism for:
· Citizen participation – voting, political parties, etc.
· Information on the condition of democracy – turnout rate
· Accountability – check/limit power of government
· Retrospective evaluation – return/remove government
· Consider alternatives – other parties, other activities (protest, NGO’s, etc.)
· Franchise = right to vote
· Few restrictions – some okay: location and age

Electoral Districting
· Rep-by-pop = number of people in a given territory; should be roughly equal across territories
· Mississauga has more reps than London
· Districting
· Post census – population & its diversity known
· Independent body – some places; many are politically charged as politicians have a stake in the delineations of boundaries, etc.
· Seeks to determine districts without politics
· Gerrymandering – US governor manipulated the electoral boundaries to favour his party (locked like a salamander)
· Get districts that would out-vote the other parties and vote for him
Electoral Voting Systems
· Non-proportional systems = constituency-based 
· First-past-the-post – winner has plurality (most) of the votes
· Majoritarian system – winner must have 50%+ votes
· Majority run-off – top 2 candidates go to second round, and winner than must win a majority of votes
· Majority plurality – usually drop candidates below a minimum, and then whoever wins most votes in second round wins
· Alternative vote – rank candidates and winner with most number of “#1-choice” votes wins
· Proportional systems = translating votes into party representation, but also district reps
· List system – choose from a list of party candidates, and you will pick particular candidates
· Closed-list system – select a party; party has chosen a rank-order of candidates who will sit in the legislature
· Open-list system – select and rank-order candidates from different parties
· Single-transferable vote (STV) – rank-order vote for a number of candidates; transfer extra votes to next highest candidate, etc., until all seats are awarded

· Free markets
· Minimal government 
· Private market stimulating investment, if company is better they will build schools in order to educate the society and people can work for their company and will improve the standard of living

· How there are threats to safety to individuals and groups 
· Before we get to development, we must secure threats of security first
· In Afghanistan when development is built whether it be school or government offices the Taliban will destroy it

· For women they get jobs in low paying fields and are not accessed to benefits, therefore exploited. 
· Most women work in the informal sectors such as prostitutions and many illegal industries and are not payed fairly. 
· There is a gendered division of labour; there is an assumption that there are certain jobs that each gender performs.

Regime breakdown 
· Retrenchment of political order 
· The powerful do not give up willingly 
· Breakdown might mean democracy 
Causes of regime breakdowns
· Economic causes
· Modernization-> wealth and education improve, new groups/powers emerge and this is difficult for the centralized regime
· Poor economic performances-> anger amongst inhabitants, unable to buy or deliver to the loyal followers 
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Regime Breakdown
Causes:
· Social causes – South Africa
· Rising expectations – lowered prospects for future or stagnation
· Relative deprivation – change has created worse situations; ‘other’ groups are doing better still
· Ethnic conflict – religion, identity, etc.; Syria: minority populations rule
· Political causes 
· Corruption – threaten livelihoods; inefficient
· Institutional failure – government bodies fail in their assigned areas; distrust = self-aggrandizing politicians
· War – government is unable to protect border of a state; invasion by regime-changing force; people may not trust the government or support them

Non-Democratic Regime Change
· Most common outcome of regime change
· Political dissent
· Protest – demands for change; negotiate; political support (protection)
· Domestic violence – violent protests; random attacks
· Terrorism – orchestrated acts to generate fear and change political policies
Rebellion in order to be successful requires military support
· Rebellion – usually needs military support
· Coup d’etat – power seizure amongst political elites (VP, military leader, etc.) and those already in government e.g. Pakistan in mid 1990’s
· Military intervention 
· Non-partisan adjudicator – protect the state when civil authority fails
· Self-preservation – ensure survival, protect interests/role
· Autonomy – prevent subservience to political authority
· Autogolpe – leader rules by decree, and gets rid of contending instituions, groups, etc.
· State failure
· Civil war – violent conflict over control of state
· Total social breakdown – no political authority can control/run state

Democratic Transitions
· Democracy = “procedures for constituting government” + “free and fair elections”
· Schumpeter: institutional arrangement
· Dahl: meaningful contestation/competition
· Waves (Huntington):
· 1800’s-1920’s: first wave – Europe/North America
· 1940’s-1960’s: second wave – Asia/Africa/Latin America
· 1970’s-present: third wave – Asia/Africa/Latin America/Eastern Europe
· What do we make of the “Arab Spring” and “Occupy” movements? Fourth Wave?
Democratic Consolidation
· Two elements:
· No considerations of ‘alternatives’ to democratic process – play by rules; accept defeats/wins
· No veto-power actor, etc. – ‘rule of law’
· Anti-democratic actors marginalized, and not relied upon – not turn to singular/non-democratic authority to redress issues
· International community:
· Does not intervene militarily – security only
· Provides economic incentives – trade relations
· Democratic elements entrench over time: elections, parties, etc. = become Canada
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Religion & War & Peace
· Currently, religion is portrayed/analyzed as a cause of conflict and war
· Terrorism
· Land/territorial disputes
· Social-cultural wars
· Abuse of children and women – child sexual abuse, curtailing women rights
· Religious wars?
· “pure’ religious, like a crusade or jihad, amongst religious parties are unlikely
· Manipulation & re-interpretation of religious practices, writings, etc., but politically motivated leaders = Al-Qaeda
· Most conflict has some religious elements BUT generally not the central or catalytic basis for conflict
· 9/11 did not attack churches, synagogues, etc. = low fear
· subway bombings, etc. = high fear
· Minority group within a religion acting/claiming in the name of the majority of the religion – Wahabism, Evangelicansm, Shiv Sena
· Fundamentalists: literal interpretation including the dictums against violence

States & Religious Organizations
· complex and difficult relationship
· Many global religious organizations have greater resources, expertise, knowledge and influence than states -> development projects
· “Contract out” social services to religious organizations
· Contradictory roles?
· Support for repressive or theocratic regimes favouring their religion (Iran, Chile & mother Theresa, Sudan)
· Encouragement of terrorist linkages
· Undermining state authority:
· Sanctions – south Africa apertheid
· De-ligitimation – Ontario Tories
· Actions opposing/subverting state policies – Poland’s communist state overthrown
NGO’s and Religious Organizations
· Generally: religious organizations acting as civil society actors would be NGO’s
· Specifically: religious organizations act on religious bases, not on issue-agreement like NGO’s
· Differents from NGO’s:
· Religious abses for creation of organization
· Membershup requires being part of the religion
· Address a multitude of issues a part of the organization’s overall religious framework
· Stable and organized membership and organization
· Draw funds and labour from co-religionists
· NGOs and religious organizations can come into conflict = moral or ethical issues and actions; proselytization

Globalization and Religious Organizations
· Religion is global
· ‘psotorpreneurs’ = build global following, networks, buildings, etc.
· Many turn to religion to deal with globalization’s excesses:
· Purposeful life, not just wealth or justify wealth as god-ordained
· Social justice: redressing of social, economic, and other inequalities or justify social inequality
· Values and moral as limits on actions (also justification for immorality)
· Growth = amongst poor <- there are more poor people now than 20 years ago
· Communal/community
· Powerlessness redressed
· Fatalism but rewarded in next life or post-death

Intergovernmental Organizations
· Only between states
· Include: UN, IMF, WTO, WHO, IAEA, UNICEF, G-8, G077, OPEC
· Explosive growth
· 1909:37
· 1960: 180
· 1960:400+
· 300 formal IGO’s
· 200-700 informal IGO’s
· Why created?
· Coordination & communication between states – EU
· Third-party forum for diplomacy, discussion and debates – UN
· Serve broader purposes and goals – UNHCR = refugees, UNIFEM = women’s rights
· Problem-solving: deal with inter-state problems in the world – ASEAN during Cold War
· ‘Cost effective’, economies of scale – NATO = war, NAFTA = economic input, taxes, etc.

Intergovernmental Organizations
· Control & discipline: force compliance by states, and by people – IMF, NORAD
· Information gathering and analysis – OECD
· Usually result from consequences massive conflict between states or peoples
· UN agencies especially: war, refugees, economy
· May be imposed: IAEA, ICSS [Vietnam], UNHCR
· Legitimate state actions – ‘seal of approval’ – including overriding domestic imperatives – Greece 2011-2012
· Characteristics
· Composed only of states
· Treaties between states < international law
· Regular meetings of delegates from member states
· Delegates represent policies/interest of their state
· Permanent headquarters & secretariat
· Executive secretary & beaurocracy
· Types:
· Multi-purpose, universal
· Many 
· All states can join
· Only one = UN

United Nations Organization
· Created after World War II to manage ‘international public goods’
· E.g.: security, health, refugees
· 1945: Charter signed – 51 >191
· Prevent war; protect states

United Nations Organization
· General assembly
· If you’re in GA as a ‘state’, you’re a state!

· History:
· 1995
· born from GATT (1947-1997) – prevent protectionism (using taxes of foreign stuff to protect own) = prevent war like WWI
· membership: 150 states
· key: China & India in 1990’s
· Blocs, e.g. West, Asian tigers
· In Geneva with 600+ staff
· Mandate:
· Facilitate and expand global trade relations through free trade (capitalist)
· Create and expand global trade agreements
· GATS (decided; expand?)
· TRIPs (disputed; evaded?)
· MAI (diluted; excessive?)
· Settle trade disputes through expert panel (arbitration)
WTO’s role: which is incorrect?

Issues with IGO’s
· Issues: 
· Transparency & accountability -> democratic deficit
· Only states = part & act
· Promotes First World War & capitalist interests
· 3rd World lacks the knowledge and people to engage negotiations properly, or represent interests effectively
· Ineffective because US, EU, Russia, China and India do not follow through
· Retaliation against 1st World = difficult

Non-Governmental Organizations
· Important for 4 key reasons:
· Engaging in transnational advocacy & mobilization, including action by ‘principled actors’ [Lady Diana, Ethical Funds]
· Increasing sectors of activism, including those belonging to states such as legal compliance & monitoring [Rugmark, Nukes]
· Rugmark label states that no labour was used to make it
· Focus on non-state actors, too [Corps, NGO’s]
· They go after corporations like Nike for their child labour & sweatshop policies
· Have an impact on sovereignty, including questioning it and transgressing/opposing it [Doctors with Borders]
· What are the two types of NGO’s?
· Traditional – general, broad issues, “umbrella” organizations, Greenpeace
· Special – Focused, narrow(ed) issues, join/feed into umbrella organizations

· GoNGO’s – Governemnt NGO’s – Indonesia – Human Rights 
· BuNGO’s – Business NGOs – chamber of commerce 
· Individuals or groups
· Bill & Melinda Gates Charity
· Facilitate communication [Bono engages in discussions with economic leaders, goes to soup kitchens, helps with development projects, etc.] 
· Often engage in information gathering [ Jubilee 2000, MakePovertyHistory]
· To give you information to encourage you to come out and do something about it
· Seek change policies (pressure group, advocacy of state and non-state actors [CSR’s])
· Voluntary, but professional – minimal paid staff; self-funded participants; entry-exit flex

· Problems:

· Resources are different; you will gain a considerable amount of power because of that fact

· You need to have a legal rule to make change

· Pick up slack = state neglect (cheaper, easier)
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· TOCs = transnational organized crime/criminals
· Same as with MNCS (Multi-national corporations): growing power of private economic actors
· Greater than states, societies, and individuals 
· Ability to cause global change
· Operate in both economies:
· Formal, legal, illicit economy: prescription drugs; cigarettes; migrant workers
· Focusing on> informal, illegal, illicit economy: contra-banned drugs; alcohol; slaves and bonded labourers
· Context and methods – transhistorical (existed throughout history):
· Piracy on the seas [approx. 200 per year]
· Slave trade – Africa, China, North America, etc.
· Sex workers: bounty, indentured, sold, drugged, poverty, won in war
· Gold, silver, goods (horses, cars), and services (mercenaries)
· Key issue: growing links between political actors and economic actors
· Columbian left-wing rebels and narco-traffickers
· Hookers and Johns: powerful men (judges, doctors, politicans, etc.) looking for sex/domination/power/kinky and pimps who exploit women (lower class, abuse, etc.)
· Sex tourism for white women (voters) to access black Caribbean men (voters), e.g. Jamaica – Britain
· Encouraging and ensuring economic flow between Europe and Caribbean 
· Economic impact: taking money from pension, divorce and spending outside the country
· UN Covention on TOC’s
· “structured (not random) groups of three or more persons, existing for a period of time and acting in concert with the aim of committing one or more serious crimes or offences established in accordance with this convention, in order to obtain, directly or indirectly, a financial or other material benefit
· Disting from intra-state organized criminals
· Transcending and leveraging sovereignty – Williams: “resembling transnational corporations” 
· Hierarchic authority
· Operational systems
· Transnational:
· 1. Commit in more than one state
· 2. Plan, etc., in another state
· 3. Group is from another state
· 4. Has a substantial effect on another state
· Activities:
· Straddle legitimate and illegitimate activities
· 1990s: global move to privatize national industries = TOC’s took opportunity to buy legitimate/legitimating operating, esp. Russia and Eastern Europe
· Link: money-laundering and corruption – ‘symbiotic links’
· Drug trade/narcotics trafficking
· ‘Gateway’ to going global
· 2003: $493 billion wholesale – greater than GDP of 163 states
· Focused in certain states:
· E.g:
· Weak government & lots of corruption (Afghanistan)
· Connected to regional or global markets [Panama] – allows the cartel to bring in heroin purchased from Taliban into the states – usage Panama canal
· Vast, remote areas to grow drugs & allow for easy movement [B.C.] – every year BC is busted for many drug cartels
· “Cell sell” process: selling unites operate in small cells (like terrorists) to prevent exposing whole organization; small salaries but large scales
· Freakonomics: earn more at McDonald’s; less likely to get killed or abused on the job
· Human trafficking:
· 1997: $ 7 billion (IOM)
· 2005: $9 billion 
· On-going exploitation = long-term revenue
· Smuggled migrants = freed after arrival or limited servitude – sweatshops [Shanghai, Toronto, Vancouver]
· Trafficking for exploitation – enslave & exploit after ‘delivery’ & disposable – sex workers
· Supply states: Eastern Europe, Russia, South Asia, Southeast, Asia, China
· Demand states: North America, Western Europe, Middle East, Japan
· Moldova: $500/child prostitute
· Kazakhstani traders: buy Ubeki woman = $4-$40 US
· Hours: 15-20 hours: 20-40 men per day – may include children & men
· Locked brothers, snuff boxes, etc.
· Most do not live past 25
· Enslavement or “opportunity”?
· Arms trafficking
· Legal arms trade: $1.2 trillion
· Broad array of weapons to start or continue local and regional conflicts [feed or create demand]
· Also to get around embargoes
· Small arms generally [$4 billion/illegal: $2-$10 billion]
· Problem: one-time profit, i.e. not a revenue generator
· Nukes, chemical and biological weapons
· Problem: best form of income for some
· Smuggling & trade related transnational criminal activities
· Contra-banned products or services: goods, animals, plants, etc. [Kandahar: dog fighting = not ok; North America vivisection (kept alive while we run tests) & animal testing = ok]
· Result of: illegalization, trade embargoes, currency problems, domestic costs of production, religious or social prohibitions or enabling
· New growth area: intellectual property
· Other activities:
· Identity theft [dumpster diving]
· Documentation fraud [passport, health insurance]
· Protection/security [extortion]
· Contract killing – India supari: $100-$200 [5-10,000 rupees]
· Money Laundering
· Converts illegal into legal money
· Various ways to do this:
· Over inflate price of goods & services (pizza)
· Invest in money-losing business (rental property)
· Invest in stocks & bonds (convertible, transferable)
· Difficult to track: phony companies, off-shore accounts, Swiss banking code, Internet banking, hawala (paperless & undocumented transfers of money)
· Three phases:
· Placing: deposit profits, buying financial instruments – getting $ into the system
· Layering: moving money through multiple channels – avoid detection & trip levels
· Integrating: putting money into legitimate economy – failing businesses, car loans, etc.
· Corruption
· Sovereignty is not dead!
· Definition: “misuse of office for personal gain… charging an illicit price for a service or using the power of office to further illicit aims”
· Political corruption = for votes, contracts, etc.
· Economic corruption = collusion, monopoly, cartels, control costs or labour or prices
· Why is it needed?
· Need assistance from state officials (politicians & beaurocrats) – laws, info, documents
· Bureaucrats: low paying jobs, lack of security, low respect for authority – greed, but also circumstances (esp. deving/post-comm states)
· Politicians: money, goods, services, etc. to win elections, public contracts, etc. – 2008 US Presidential election est. $1 billion & need to raise $100 million to be a contender
· State officials may be partners and customers, e.g. Thailand, India, Canada & Japan – prevent accountability, ensure markets
· Don’t stamp your passport
· 3 ways TOCs engage:
· Create supporters in election and intimidate opposition
· Indian elections
· Protect a cartel or monopoly
· Drugs: South America = supply/US = demand
· Gain public contracts and pay bribes

Dealing with TOCs: Problems
· Civil society	
· Weak or non-existent
· May thrive on TOCs activities
· May have no alternatives
· May not trust government or external authorities
· Globalization: TOC’s are link MNCs & terrorists
· Dismantled borders & free markets
· Technology [Internet]
· Operate in many localities – diversify risk, multiple supply & demand channels
· Provide you with whatever you need
· States: 
· Weakened, weaker, indifferent, complicit
· Limited scope for action [territory, jurisdiction, labour, funds]
· Lack of harmonization
· Push to move goods and services quickly versus thorough security checks
· 2003 US drug seizures = 1% of trafficked drugs
· USA = 2% of all containers checked
· Marketing:
· Lower prices for drugs – prescription to illegal’s. Buy drugs from places that may be subsidized. Old people are in need of these drugs – cater to this market
· Generic AIDS drugs from India
· Crack instead of Cocaine
· Improved quality of goods and services. E.g. sex trade: better drugs (Viagra, Morning after pill), HIV tests, ‘better class of people’
· Brothels in Southeast Asia & Mexico
[ON THE EXAM]
· Security: 
· Military & peacekeeping: not factor TOCs into planning
· Somalia – impossible to see a state like Somalia busting these TOCs
· Threat alliance: rogue states, terrorists (Al Qaeda), TOCs and desperate people (need something to do)
· Afghanistan
· Important part of this matrix
· Demand:
· Why do we need drugs, sex slaves, Contra-banned goods? – Lifestyles? Money?
· Stress, 24/7, music/poetry (art), markers of success
· USA: 77 million have tried but 5 million are core market of users
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Definitions:
First use: French Revolution – Reign of Terror
Terrorists are ultimately defined by many other actors - (i.e. states, media & other terrorists)
Pejorative definition:
· Use of violence which one thinks to be illegitimate (wrong)
· Insult
· Morality or values difference

Political Science Definitions:
· Nossal: “anyone who uses terror as a political instrument is a terrorist” (Nossal)
· Threatening someone to change their vote, change government policy – using terrorist policy
· UN: non-state actors using violence against those who are not involved in armed conflict in order to intimidate them or compel their government (or an IGO) to act in a particular manner
· Why only non-state actors?
· US State Dept.: “Premeditated, politically motivated violence perpetrated against non-combatant targets by sub national groups or clandestine agents”
· Terror is not just physical, but can also be in the form of pronouncements, propaganda, threats, actions, etc.
· In general:
· Organized use of violence to (1) generate fear in order to (2) compel political (or social or economic) actions or inactions
· Targets non-combatants/civilians
· Cannot protect themselves
· Held responsible for their states or group’s actions
· Are the “audience” – blowing all of us up makes no sense
· Distinct from other low-intensity warfare – guerilla warfare in 1980’s in South American, Chechnya or other separatist movements
· Nossal notes that if only measured in terms of numbers or terrorized or killed, states would be the most common/significant terrorists
· Crenshaw & Love note that states sign international agreements which favour states not being considered as possible terrorists

Types of Terrorism
· State terrorism: bureaucratized, routine, institutionalized – Chile, US ‘renditions’, India, Isreal, China, Russia … Canada
· State-sponsored terrorism: state pays for third-party terrorism or refuses to act to prevent terrorist actions – ‘Axis of Evil’, Columbia, Nicaragua, Syria (for USA)
· Americans have been after Somalians to get rid of individuals considered to be terrorists; Pakistan – launched planes, identified terrorists and attacked
· Nongovernmental terrorism: dramatic, violent, random and very obvious (in order to garner media attention) – Iraq
· Domestic terrorism: terrorists are from the same country in which the terrorist acts take place – militias, ETA, IRA, LTTE, PLO, Hamas
· International terrorism: terrorists are from a country or (countries) different thn the one with the terrorist acts take place – Al Qaeda
· Draws in groups of people from all over the world

Q: Which of these is not a reason for pursuing terrorism?
A: Money

Why pursue terrorism?
· Generate fear (get you anytime and anywhere) & to compel action or inactions (do what we say and no one else dies)
· Columbia: rebels, paramilitary, government
· Non-combatants: easier targets, surprised, unprepared, emotionally, manipulated
· 9/11: WTF versus Pentagon attack
· De-legitimize governments or opposition groups
· Show the government’s weakness in providing security [no benefit to you]
· Show the ability of the terrorist organization to harm or kill [cost to you]
· Isreal/Palestine
· Use during generally peaceful times
· Prevent peace; cause conflict
· Cheaper than armed resistance
· 9/11 = $75,000
· Lack numbers for concerted & sustained armed resistance or political opposition
· 9/11 = 10 hijackers; maybe 50 people in total
· Technological facility: computers, cell phones, Internet, etc.
· Al Qaeda -> guns & laptops
· Cell phone triggers
· Global media (not local):
· Big news = big audience
· Reach greater population without paying for publicity
· Compete for coverage, etc.
· CNN- factor/CNN moment
· Washington sniper; beheadings
· Necessary for non-state terrorists
· Problems for state terrorism

Terrorism and Globalization
· How has globalization facilitated power of terrorists?
· Contradictions of deregulation, free trade, Internet, etc.
· Aum Shinrikyo’s computer company – Japanese buying computer security programs, etc.
· Easier to evade checks & authorities – ‘act global, evade local’ + training imperatives
· US: 21 million containers = 2% are checked
· Purchase/move goods, services & people throughout the world? – FedEx shipping
· How has globalization facilitated power AGAINST states?
· Sovereignty as a barrier to dealing with terrorism – Saudi, Russia
· Use globalization to be involved in terrorism anywhere in the world
· Limitations of civil liberties
· Globalizations of terrorism has facilitated & increased power for states
· Limitations to civil liberties – Patriot Act
· Increased extra-legal and extra-sovereign powers of states – Gitmo
· Revitalized power of some states militaries – Russia, India, USA
· Muted opposition to some hard-line approaches – Arar case
· NGOs & think tanks as humanitarian orgs & terrorists orgs – Hamas? Khalsa groups? Brith organizations? Heritage Front?
· Do members know when this is happening?
· Working with transnational criminal organizations to gain funds – Afghanistan
· Take advantage of growing global inequality
· “Frustrated young men” problem (and women and children) – Sweden, England, Lebanon
· People like ourselves (well trained and intelligent) are looking for jobs – unable to do so for 7 years
· ‘Global civil war’?
· Engaging because one day it is going to get better
Combating Terrorism
· State responses:
· International cooperation
· Re-regulation – who should pay the cost of security? (Point of origin or arrival?)
· Diplomatic pressure or surgical warfare against states – does this cripple networks?
· Deterrence – buy out terrorists, subvert network, violate human rights
· Decapitate network – hydra? Whose head?
· State-level prosecution
· Negotiation – Ireland
· 1. Government has mandate & willing to make concessions
· 2. Terrorist group willing to self-evaluate and make concessions
· Need for effective intelligence gathering and action
· Indoctrination as education
· Need separate the taliban from the Taliban
· Terrorist organizations:
· Organizational breakdown
· Unable to recruit or deserters
· Lack of funding
· ‘Root causes’ argument:
· Little to no education
· Poor economic situation
· Lack of opportunity
· Threats to security
· Redress these
· Limits to the ‘root causes’ argument:
· Articulate, educated leaders & recruits – 9/11
· Not the people that you would think would fall into that
· Terrorists do not come from backwards societies
· Not everyone in the group behaves the same – profiling
· Al Qaeda is not popular – they kill Muslims
· Are there truly ‘mad men’ and ‘mad women’? – psychopathy?
· Some people cannot be reasoned with
· Redressing will not always solve
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What’s the link between the environment and politics?
· Transsovereign: we are all connected
· People cause environmental dilemmas (human action)
· Have an impact in terms of decisions that we make 
· Environmental changes cause human migration (response, reaction)
· Heat or Cold affects where you will go; hurricanes, flash floods, tsunami
· People move from the devastation of these environmental problems
· States have to react in some ways; how do we assist, prevent migration
· Environment: preservation, conservation, balance (what’s the best approach?)
· Requires multiple actors to acquire goals that they are seeking: states, private groups (MNC’s, NGO’s, etc.), and people = collective effort
· No single solution = political = power, states structures & interests, global politics

Environment
· Climate changes: global warming, ozone depletion
· Industrialization: acid rain, gas emissions, nuclear waste, toxic waster, industrial pollutions
· Deforestation & land degradation: rainforest & forest depletion & soil degradation
· Rain forests = size of England per year
· Desertification = Sahara 5-6 km/yr
· Biodiversity issues
· Water & oil access – another key issue
· Oil is fought over in many parts of the world along with water; access to water
· Connections:
· Export raw materials = generate currency for debt payment
· Land management practices compromised = agribusiness – Amazon
· Structural Adjustment Programs do not take into account environmental consequences – national-lever issue – focus: eco $ = commodify environment
· Foreign investment = reduce/eliminate environmental regulations – ‘race to the bottom’?
· Options: debt-for-nature swap
· Debtor state, creditor organization & donor agency agreements
· Donor buys debt from creditor
· Donor and debtor agree that debtor will use some funds to manage environment, etc.
· Debtor has to ensure local population complies with agreement
· Win-win-win(?): 
· Creditor gets some return on load
· Debtor does not lose titles or ownership
· Donor
Environment: Why Political?
· Why are these political problems?
· Who will pay for it?
· Solutions are scientifically complex & debatable
· Politics has an impact on science – research not neutral or without “costs”
· Economic systems/growth rely on ecological systems/sustainability
· Neo-colonialism through NGOs?
· Waste of affluence = first world
· Waste of survival = third world
· MNCs, IGOs = dictate environ policy
· Shouldn’t 3rd World have sovereignty over its resources?
· “Tragedy of the Commons”
· Garret Hardin
· We all need it
· Who will take care?
· Defection
· Individual overuse vs. communal misuse
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
