The sex chromosomes: determines wether the baby is genetically male or female ,x and y chromosomes ,the maternal always gives us x ,dad gives x or y ,sometimes things go wrong and ends up with one baby chromosome if its the x then the baby can sustain life if only y chromosome then thats not enough on its own 

First few weeks of life in the womb: physically no dif in gender ,must make a dna test to determine ,in the 7th week the gene called tdf lead to the for.ation of testes and testosterone and this leads to more development of male genitalia ,for girls the absence of this hormones leads to female genitalia ,hormones effect sex and behavior ,in animal cases they act as the male and they are more aggressive ,in human cases if more testosterone they become tom boys ,there are men that are genetically males and have testosterone but the cells dont respond to testosterone they are more like women ,high levels of progesterone are more feminine 

The role of culture and society :wen parents talk about their baby girls they describe them as little weak beautiful and delicate ,wen talking about baby boys firm strong alert well cordinated ,medically there are not difference bw them in terms of alertness ,society fro. Wen they after born treat ppl differently
