Information for CDNS1000A midterm exam, Fall 2015


[bookmark: _GoBack]As I mentioned in lecture, the midterm will have three parts. In the first part, you will be asked to write as much as you can about three terms. You will have a choice of six, taken from the terms below, all of which are from the lectures. Please write your responses in good, clear prose. In the second part, you will be asked to write a short essay of three or four good paragraphs about a picture we have discussed in lecture. This is the only part of the midterm for which you won’t have the potential exam material in advance – but the picture will not be a surprise and it will relate directly to course themes. And the last part will be a longer essay. You will have a choice of two topics, taken from the pool of four listed below. This essay should have a structure, with introduction, body, and conclusion.

The exam mark will be out of 25. The first part will be worth 12 points (a maximum of 4 points for each term addressed), the second part will be worth 5 points, and the third part will be worth 8 points. 

Regarding your answers for the terms, please be as thorough as you can. Relate the terms to other terms in the course. Throughout the exam, bring in material from the lectures, readings, and videos wherever possible.
