In speaking of Canadian nationalists of the mid-20th century, Catherine Carstairs writes, “Roots nationalism is perhaps their worst nightmare, but it is perfectly in keeping with a globalized, commercialized world.” What does Carstairs mean by this? What mid-20th-century government commission lends support to her claim? How do notions of a “primordial” Canadian identity link with both varieties of nationalism (albeit in different ways)?
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
