Relationship between language and nationalism:
· What is nationalism, what is the state
· Question: why only one "lingua franca" as the only normal way to communicate:
· Why hasn't one simple language appeared: too much diversity within human race
· Culture and diversity
· There would be no diversity in the world; human beings are diverse. Every community develops community sense; the way to differentiate amongst people is through language (we have different languages)
· "an innate need and desire to protect difference across groups and communities
· Nor only does language: "symbolic role as marker of identity"
 
Nation vs state:
 
Nation: 
· Sharing of characteristics: make them believe they belong to a group
· Sometimes the group has political aspirations; i.e. create own state
· "sense of community"
 
State: 
· Artificially created
· State is more associated with institutions: government forces, armies
· Its a political construct
 
Spain: 
· Multinational state (Catalan)
· Catalans
· Glacians
· They have a sense of community based on cultural characteristics (language, customs) 
· Only one state
 
In some cases, states not congruent with nations
 
1. Indigenous people in Latin America (many don't believe the state believe in their needs)
 
The "history of nation building"
 
· Most powerful group will establish nation; make congruence with state
· Franco: Spanish dictator; went into fight with Catalans. 
· When two groups get into fight; the most powerful tends to apply some linguistics policies to ban minority groups (hence ban other minority group: such as Catalan speaking cannot occur)--> its to make congruence complete (to create one nation and one state) 
· "nation-state": like USA: 
· Separatist movement with Basques and Catalans
 
The Origins
· Video: by 2050, 10% of world population will he Spanish speaking (900 million). The USA will be biggest
· Fallen empires
· Latin is mother and father
· The dialects became the romance languages (after the fall of the roman empire)
· First language of 350 million people
 
The origins of Spanish in the peninsula:
· Before that, not much linguistic evidence. 
· When Romans conquered, they spoke Latin (classical and vulgar)
· One is considered of high prestige (classical); and vulgar Latin (lower prestige) 
 
'mutually intelligible'
· Classical: used in admin and legal
· The vernaculars started to separate. When they start to separate they created 5 distinct vernaculars. 
· 2 forms of Latin: formal and informal
· New languages appeared: why do they evolve: 
· Context: contact with other languages in other areas
· Geographical distance: As languages spread, they become isolated from the source: different groups required 
· There was written formal Latin, but it did not spread to the majority of the people: it was used for elite; not common daily people. Common people did not know the rules of Latin
· Video:
· Town of Babel: groups separated
· Languages spread
· Migration: world less populated
· They became isolated, diff neighbours, diff dialects
· Language family, can have many subfamilies
· Reconstruct earlier languages
· Problem: which dialects should be separated
· Languages tend to develop gradually
· 3000-8000 diff languages; the farther we move back in time, the less we know. 
· 2 varieties of Latin; created different varieties
 
Latin:
· Basque language: different from Latin; and we don't know its family
· Korean and Basque: we have not found the family they belong too
 
Contact with Spanish:
· Izquierda, ezkerra, ezkerdo
 
Latin brought unity in Spain; new varieties appeared
· Happened in 8th century
 
711: important historical moment:
· Contact situation
· Borrowed a lot of vocabulary (as seen in video) and almeula, dalo, almuerzo, algebra) 
· They took Spanish words and took Mozarabic language. 
· Castille: contact situation in almhodas (Latin used with a lot of Arabic words) Arabs also took some Spanish words; from Arab words into repertoire. 
· The power of Castille got stronger, and Mozarabic was taken over; Arabic finished the Mozarabic language. 
· Mozarabic: pigeon, in the moment
 
Basque: contact with Arabs: few to none. They were hardly affected by Arab population
· Hence the maintained identity; there was no cultural mixture
· Basque people and parties keep stating they are different from all people. 
· Language is completely separate. And have no Arabic words 
· Castille: a  catholic kingdom
 
1252-84:
· Alfonso Decimo: 
· He started to standardize the Castilian language
· He started to call the other languages "dialects"
· Written words begin to be written in Castilian: when you start to produce books, the language appears in more communicative domains such as science and other communicative things
 
Importance:
· Gives prestige: more speakers from other languages
· Increased prestige
 
Spain as a world empire:
· Marriage: two of the most powerful kingdoms
· Aragon and Castile: the marriage made Castile the most imp kingdom in whole peninsula; when they defeated the Arabs (as in first video) 
· 1492: grammar of language started. 
· Expansion in other territories: with Christopher Columbus: defeat of Arabs and publication
· First grammar to appear in Europe was the Nebrija. 
 
Castile:
· Most prestigious language, and part of all other communication
· Only castile was allowed to be used between Spain and the colonies (i.e. could not use Basque or Catalan) 
· Siglo de oro: prolific output of literary production
· Which texts were written at that moment: 
· Don Quijote: the first novel written in 'Spanish' (like Shakespeare for Anglophones) 
Continued:
· Multilingualism was still allowed; some were banned in colonies but not in peninsula: in 1624: ideas about centralisation started to emerge. At the moment, there was no identity. There was no nation. A common thing that united everyone
 
XVII: the 18th century: repression of minority languages
· RAE: academy of Spanish language spread; fixing rules of language was the work of Castilians.  The people in power started to downgrade power. They lost the status of language. 
· Dialect in common use and linguistic dialect
· Dialect: geographical variation of a language; "they don't speak the real language"; implying that mine has more prestige than theirs; the structures they have is not has complex as "my language": dialect = bad structure, not grammatically complete. 
· American language: its a language in itself
· People say: "its a broken language"
· Austrian and German: if they can understand each other: its 2 varieties of the same language: its a dialect. Dialect: its a variety of the same language
· The languages have to be analyzed before you say they speak a broken language
 
In 1768: 
· The dominant language will transmit the values of the dominant group. 
· Church began to use Castilian in settings
· The church had a strong appearance in the colonies. If all men had to join army
 
19 century: 
· Started to permit lower classes because of Charles the 3rd
· More started to use Castilian, not just elites
· Spanish started to play an important role in their identity
 
End of 19 century:
· Independence process
· Discussion of revival of power in Spain. --> the way: write only literature (poems etc.) is to avoid using minority languages in literature productions) 
· Using languages would decrease unity and identity in war
· Tensions: poverty, different from when they were part of empire
· Rivera was dictator: second republic: the government realised that power (Rivera) we need to give autonomy to Basque and Catalans, to prevent them from fighting for independence. 
· Civil war: 1939-63
· They became autonomous countries in Spain (like Quebec) --> gave autonomy. As they asked for more, the civil war started. Franco came in an oppressed the minority groups. Franco stopped the civil war
 
Final paper: compare Spain and Quebec: minorities of Spain compared to the minority groups in Quebec
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
