Beginnings of Rome: Early Italy
 
Etruscans
· Most widely spread and advanced in 8th century BC
· Group of city dwellers in landscape villages
· Most advanced in Italy
· Well developed religion, language, technical (particularly building)
· Misunderstood because the Romans wiped them out
· What we know about Etruscans is from tomb art
· Fully plugged in the stories/myths of Ancient Greeks
 
Greeks
· 2nd major group in Italy from 8th century BC
· Major theme in Roman history: love affair with "Greekness"
· Pose problem to Romans: Romans want to be Greek and have their stories' and culture
· Due to their inferiority complex, Romans try to overtake the Greeks
 
Common theme: Rome took advantage of conflict to grow territory, power, prestige
· War central to growth of early republic
· Developed an inexhaustible manpower (no matter how many men fall, many new ones replace them)
· Latium:
· Immediately around Rome
· Rome ombudsman/conciliator for two cities
· Rome took advantage – confiscated territory
· Tactic used to resolve dispute and take advantage
· Samnites
· Hill people in east/central region of Italy
· Memorable defeats on Romans structure
· Cause change in Roman military
 
Rome founded within this patchwork - they would dominate/subdue all of Italy. 
 
Foundations of Rome - 753 BC
· Hills around Tiber river, defensible due to hills, access to water, located on trade routes
· Founded on 7 famous hills
 
Foundation Myths
· Rome builds up how they came to be
· As they takeover neighbours, they take their stories as well
· E.g. Aeneas, father of Ascanius, early King of Alba Longa
· Ascanius: ancestor of Romulus and Ramus who came from Alba Longa
· Founded Rome
· Link with Aeneas makes Romans as old as the Greeks
· Builds credibility to Greeks
· Ascanius known as lulus - ancestor of the gens Julia
· Famous members: Caesar, Augustus, Julio
· Story probably untrue 
 
· 700-600BC, Rome expanded
· Rome: talent for killing people
· Assumed leading position from other territories
 
Tribes: artificial groups for voting
· Curiae: voting assemblies
· Knowing about voters - organize army and who can do it
 
Aristocracy: creates early network of aristocracy with Romans
 
509 BC:
· Early constitution: Servian Constitution
· Illustrates what a sham Roman history is
· Equitaes: horsemen, scouted, dismounted to fight, wealth
· Voting biased towards the wealthy
· Rome becomes a republic
· last king is overthrown and Rome is now ruled by elected officials called senators
· There is a constitution with laws and a complex republican government. 
 
509-444:
· End of monarchy
· Effects of external pressures
· Struggle of Orders

From 449 - 290:
· Politics and war were closely connected
· Changes in politics/society driven by conflict
 
· Conflict with 4 major groups drives changes in Rome:
· Latium and Latins
· Etruscans: particularly the city of Veii
· Gallic "Barbarbians" (meaning people who are not like us, dress differently, foreigners)
· Latins (redux) and Samnites (dangerous hill people)
· Common theme: Rome (more often than not, was successful) took advantage of conflict to grow territory, power, prestige
· Think of Romans as predatory - will take advantage of anyone to increase their power
 
1. Latium (area around Rome)
· Romans and Latin League: since 493, in alliance based in fides
· Fides: quasi religious concept of good faith, mutual assistance, each party will help the other when faced with problems
· Guaranteed by Gods (breaking it is considered sacrilege, though the Romans still went against it)
· Gods important for war: fetiales, fetial law (makes sure Rome doesn't go to war by accident)
· Idea of deditio in fidem   
 
· English term: bona fides
· Fides and honor very importance for Romans but:
· As Rome becomes stronger - they get invited to solve others problems and becomes the main conciliator 
· Rome ombudsman/conciliator for two cities, Aricia, Ardea in 444
· Instead of picking one, they say both are in the wrong and confiscate the territory of both cities 
· Rome took advantage - confiscated territory; slowly taking position of leadership over the Latin League 
· Starting with the Latins, Rome kept getting more and more alliances in fides - feeding their growth in power
 
1. Etruscans in 437, Veii
· Conflict over via salaria (route very close to Rome)
· Rome Interested in creating power networks through the via salaria
· Strategic route for salt which cut Campania from Etruria
· Veii used city of Fidenae on the via to control this important route 
· Romans attacked Fidenae and then Veii
· Siegge of Veii: legendary - about 10 years (very long time for one to last)
· Later part of conflict:
· 406-396L military emergency in Rome, extraordinary appt. Of dictator Camilllus (Rome usually appoints dictator when things go wront to save them)
· RESULT: Veii sacked, annexed as ally to Rome giving them more land and prestige
· After Veii, Rome was not finished (they wanted more states)
· Conflict interrupted by arrival of 3rd group: the Gauls 
 
1. Gauls (Gallic "Barbarians")
· At c. 400BC, large migration in Eurome
· 390: Gauls, fromo France ("Gaul") - movement to New Italy
· Various invations, 390-329
· First attack  is the most prevalent in Roman history: 390-380
· Semi mythical event
· Gallic leader (Brennus) beat Etruscans and Romans
· Romans captured, partly burned and occupied
· 358-254: Gauls returned
· 34: back for round 3
· Rome saved by dictator, Lucius Furious
· Last attack in 332: met with resistance
· Rome is now master of Latium and Campania
· Stronger army
· Gauls sued for peace
· Importance results of Gallic invations:
 
1. Become a shared, semi mythical event
0. Romans built identity based on endurance, survival
0. Wars with Hannibal will cement this
1. Emergence of powerful military men (warlords)
1. Something that will ultimately undo the Roman's state
1. Warlords restricted by regulations of the constitution
1. What happens after Rome has war after war, but suddenly when constitution starts to fail, nothing stops them from becoming full warlords and we get people like Caesar (BATSHIT CRAZY YO)
1. This will destroy them from the inside 
1. Conception of barbarians as threat to civilisation
2. Gauls as barbarians - will help Caesar later to justify his war 
2. "they are not like us, we have to kill them" 
 
1. Latins and Samnites
· Defeat of Veii had a snowball effect
· More land for Rome = larger population =  supported a larger adult male population = increased eligibility for military service = BIGGER ARMY, OHHHH SHITTTTT
· More people/territory = MORE POWER, BABY
· Viewed with alarm by Rome's Latin neighbours, especially cities of Tibur & Praeneste (since Rome is a bit insane) 
· Tibur and Praeneste: worried about Rome having a pre-emptive attack
· Beginnings of important conflicts with neighbours to the South, East
· In these wars:
· Military virture celebrated (more emphasis on Rome's military)
· Triumphs = public celebrations of military valour
· Success = major part of Roman society
· Triumph deticated to god: Jupiter - link between religion, piety, public (military) service and civic glory
· Recall: all this happening in the strict rules of the constitution 
· When constitution falls: military men become celebrities, military Kings (get animals from Africa and kill them in public in celebration, etc. Pretty much, it gets kinda weird)
· Romans sand Samnites - occasional treaties (stayed out of each other's ways), but always on a collision course (you can tell they will eventually battle)
· History is unclear at this point, but there were several conflicts between them
 
1st Samnite War
· Started when city of Capua, near Rome, asked Rome for "help" against the Samnites (343-41)
· Right away: a new war with the Latins (341-338)
· Concern about Roman power
· Very famous story in Roman history about Torquatus who executed his own son (probably false story though, but Rome believes it showing struggle between state and individual)
· Son ignored the order that the state is the highest priority, so dad kills him in front of the army
· Reflects the need for DUTY TO STATE, above everything else
· By 338: first round over
· Rome victorious over Latin League and Samnites:
· Absorbed defeated cities
· Bound them with alliances
· Very important for understanding Roman power
· More allies, more land, more resources (=stronger army, stronger nation)
· Sliding scale of alliances - leave some citiues semi independent = municipia (where the word municipal comes from)
· Have some rights, can own property
· Offer military support, resources and land
· Others played more active role as Rome's friends
· Also provide resources and land
· Within sliding scale, many people are incorporated in the category: "citizenship without vote"
· Extends membership of Roman community, without diluting citizenship
· Municipia in uneven bilateral treaties with Rome
· Samnites, Latins, Etruscans - all generally absorbed this way, BUT:
· Not all of Romans defeated enemies are absorbed:
· They are punished, sacked, pillages
· Colonia - military settlements
· Daily reminder of Roman power
· Alliance system CRUCIAL for imperial expansion
· Romes allies resentment grows while they are stuck in this imbalance of power
 
2nd Samnite War:
· LONG, lasted 22 years, 326-304
· Role of Roman colonia, Fregellae in Samnite territory
· Featured one of the biggest defeats in Roman military history
· Caudine Forks, 321, 12000 captured and humiliated
· Forced to march under yoke (marched inbetween Samnite troups and forced to bow their heads)
· Such humiliations only stoke their fire and anger
 
· Romans eventually defeated Samnites:
· Fought Etruscans and Latins at the same time (3 wars going on, wtf Rome)
· Maintained multiple armies, founded colonies
· Good example of Rome's man power
· 2nd Samnite War  brutally ends in massacre, 304
 
3rd Samnite War, 298-90 : 
· Famous event: Publius Decius Mus at Sentium in 295
 
Finally in 290, Samnites became allies and brought land and men to the Roman alliance 
· Had no choice
· Very subordinate
 
Summary:
· Early Building blocks of Roman empire found in series of conflicts with Gauls, Latins, Etruscans, Samnites
· Allowed Rome to expandd
· More resources, more men, more land etc.
· Also building an identity around military success, conquest
· Roman identity: militaristic, based on military/civic service to the state imbued with religious fevour/duty
· Romans believed that by the end of the 3rd century, major institutions of state formed
 
Political Institutions of the Roman State
· Roman "constitution" fluid,
· Can identify key features 
 
· Background to its development
· Struggle of the Orders
· Concerns about the military nature of power
· Should the top magistrate be mostly military, mostly civilian, mostly religious or a bit of all 3?
· 367: "Licinian-Sextian" laws adopted
· Key term: imperium: the legal authority of a position/office
· Roman offices carried different grades of imperium
· Roman imperium is also limited in space
· E.g. In the city of Rome only, outside the city of Rome only 
· Imperium controlled by sacred boundary
· Pomerium: forbidden to bring army into Rome unless its part of a triumph ("march on Rome")
· This will eventually go out the window as the constitution falls
 
Major Offices:
· Unelected
· Elected
 
Unelected Offices: emergencies onl
 
Dictator: 
· Specific (usually military) emergency
· i.e. Both consuls killed in battle
· Outranked everyone, even Plebeian Tribune
· Held the imperium of both consuls
· Term of 6 months
 
Master of CavalryL
· The 2nd in-command for the Dictator
 
Interrex
· In case of death of both consuls AND the Dictator (EXTREME emergency) 
· Term of >5 days to hold elections
 
Function of these positions: to ensure smooth running of state in emergencies
 
Normal, ordinary Elected Offices
Characteristics:
· Hierarchical
· Collegial
· Annual
· Designed to BALANCE (****Read Polybius) and prevent return to tyrannical rule of one man such as a king
 
Senior Positions: 
Censor; Consul; Praetor
 
1. Censor
· Created 443BC
· Two positions, former consuls
· Elected every 5 years to conduct a census
· Census establishes military service requirements, tax, etc
· Censor establishes list of senators of good morality (<--problematic)
· Censor manages the ager publicus
· The public land confiscated through warfare and expansion
· Land is basis of military obligations and duties and holds central role in society
· Census ends in lustrum: a religious purification
· No imperium 
 
1. Consul
· 2 every year, elected
· Top magistrate position; presidents of Roman constitution (everyone wants this job, get status in Roman constitution)
· Held a powerful type of imperium: imperium domi militaeque - "power at home and in war" (wow Rome, how peaceful..)
· Consuls led armies, conducted sacrifices (had role of priests) and played biggest role in Roman political life
· Election to the consulship = pinnacle of a politician's career
 
1. Praetor
· Important admin position, usually 2, sometimes more or less (Reyna and Jason anyone? Heh heh)
· Daily admin, lawsuits, helped consuls imperium (less than that of consul)
· Acted as vice consul when consul is away
Could be granted military authority
 
Junior Positions (under ordinary elected)
Curule and Plebeian Aediles; Quaestores; Plebian Tribunes
 
· Curule (Patrician) Aediles an Plebeian Aediles: 2 of each alternately, responsible for public order, markets, etc
· No imperium
· Quaestors: public finances, work with consuls, targets of charges of embezzlements 
· Plebeian Tribunes (x 10):
· Held major imperium
· Represented interests of plbs
· Power of veto and could help any pleb (sanctuary)
· Sacrosanct: a religious crime to hurt a Tribune (doesn't stop the Romans loll)
· Outside the pomerium
· Held no imperium
· Inside: could challenge and veto a consul or praetor (whaaaa)
 
All together: cursus honorum, "run of offices" - career ladder
 
Other important parts of Roman state:
 
Assemblies:
· Comitia Curiata: rarely used after Early Republic
· **Conmitial Centuriata: main voting assembly, dominated by wealthy
· Comitia Tributa: tribal assembly, electing junior magistrates
· Concilium Plebis: convened by Tribune, few powers
· **Senate: major decision-making body; gave advice to consuls ("Senatus consultum"), made of up ex-Praetors/consuls, passed legislation to CC for votes
 
Senate - checks and balance
· Composition determined by the censors
· Property qualification
· Ex consul/praetor/censor qualification
· Making it out of reach of most people
· 300 members; list revised every 5 years
 
· Calling Senate: consul, praetor, Plebeian Tribune
· Senior man: Princeps Senatus, moderator/chairman
· Senate offered Senatus Consultum, "advice" for consuls to follow ("advice" was binding)
· The Senate and the Consuls were balanced by the Comitia Centuriata and by the office of Plebeian Tribune
 
Religious Offices
· Priests (pontiffs); chief pontiff - pontifex maximus, advise magistrates
· Toda, Pope caries title Pontifex Maximus
· Consuls also played religious function
· Before war, always consulted god/priests
· Augurs: preparing sites for inauguration
· Vestal Virgins: tending the sacred flame 
· Aristocratic Women who give vow of chastity 
· Buried alive if broken (lol ok then)
 
Signs and Symbols of the Roman Republic 
 
Fasces: the symbols of the magistrate's authority. The power to kill bind and strike. Imperium. 
 
Rome and King Pyrrrhus of Epirus
· What does this have to do with the Romans?
· Alexander's massive empire fragmented, taken over by generals
· Tried to keep centralized power, but it didn't work
· Emergence of kings without any actual royal family but powerful enough to claim ruler ship
 
· Rome had campaigned in S. Italy, but had not real power or experience (unlike in central Italy where they had more allies and control
· Now conflict involving:
· Greek city states + foreign power
· ->cascade of conquests of South Italy
· Beginning of Roman conquest of the Mediterranean basin
· Rome's reputation: main power house, go to them for problems, built a position in S. Italy
 
Thurrii (small city in Italy)
· Attacked by Rivals
· Turns to Rome for help - becomes an issue for them
· Roman success -> made Rome attractive for others and became increasingly involved in southern affairs
· 'accidental' conflict and accidental expansion of empire
· conflict becomes bigger than expected, sucks Rome into global conquest
· Thurii's rivals - Lucanians (rep for bandits and thieves)
· Dangerous so 'Italiote league' led by Tarentum to combat Lucanian threats
· SO Thurr should have asked Tarentum for help?
 
Tarentum:
· Pro/anti Roman parties in Thurii - Tarentum too powerful
· Anti: became vocal in Rome's possible takeover
· Got through to important political people
· Intervention at Thurii, Roman garrison stations
· Ammunition for anti-Roman parties in south
· Tarentines are concerned that Rome will expand into the south since people were asking for help
· 282: Tarentines invoked ancient treaty and sank some Roman ships
· This gave Romans pretence to fight Tarentum
· Expelled Roman garrison at Thurii
· Mocked the Roman ambassador that showed up and Rome was hella pissed
· ROMANS STRUCK BACK OMG
· Tarentines turned to Pyrrhus, their 'local strongman' to help fight the Romans
 
You can see that something quite innocent (Thurii asking for help) and Rome was in war with the Tarentines.
 
Pyrrus:
· One of the leading figures in the Greek world
· Product of momentous political change in eastern Mediterranean
· Alexander's massive empire fragmented, taken over by generals
· Known as "Hellenistic" states in mid 3rd c. BC 
· Ruled by ex-generals
· Pyrrus was a post-Alexander king (kings were like celebrities)
· Kinship was based on money, access to manpower 
· Needed high paying fights to keep their position 
· Military celebrities with personality cult, divine favours
· Tarentine asked for his help and he accepted
· Now Romans will have to go head to head with the leader of the Greek world
 
(How different is this to a consul?)
 
· Fight with Pyrrhus will be of critical importance for Rome 
· first real fight against a foreign enemy
· Opens up wider world for Rome (realise that there is a world outside of italy): Carthage will be next
· Rome's imperial interest - look south, east
· Provides valuable experience for Roman armies
· reorganization
· Helps consolidate Rome's control in the South
 
Sidenote: Augustus' b-day was Sept 21st :D
 
Pyrrhus and the Romans: 280BC
· Pyhrrhus fought with
· Mercenaries, local levies
· Rome used own soldiers
· Tarentines
· The phalanx and Indian elephants (Romans called elephant "Lucanian Cow")
 
First Engagement - Heraclea, 280
· Roman consular army under P.Valerius Laevinus
· Outcome: ROMAN DEFEATED
· Wakeup call for Rome
· Elephants and horses made confusion in infantry, terrified soldiers ran away from fight
· Romans
· No difficulty replacing soldiers and generals thanks to allies
· Allies usually placed in front line
· Don't receive same training as Romans 
· Pyrrhus
· Finite number of soldiers
· Qualitative loss of generals, soldiers, etc.
· Not easily replaced since they are on foreign soil
 
· Emerging in early part of war: depth of alliances
· Could afford to lose as they could just have a new army (due to alliances)
· Key point: invaders like Pyrrhus, Hannibal later on - would lack resources which Romans possessed 
· Term: Pyrric Victory comes from the war with Pyrrhus - so large of a loss, was it even worth it?
· After Heraclea, Pyrrhus asked cities to come over to him - promised them protection, etc
· Some alliances were more fragile than others
· Anticipates 2nd Punic War
· In particular: went after the Samnites and others oppressed by Rome
 
· Now, invaded Campania -> Capua
· Only 160km from Rome
· Panic, but Senate, proletarii armed at public cost
· Scared Pyrrhus off
 
And now: negotiations with Rome
· Pyrrhus asks for peace
· Why did Pyrrhus talk to Rome?
· Plutarch saw how powerful they were and thought the capture of Rome was impossible
· Norm = big defeat, peace treaty
· Wanted terms after his victory at Heraclea - make him look better
· Sent Cineas, orater, former pupil of Demosthenes [famous Athenian statesman] to Rome
· Pyrrhus offered 
· Cineas had golden tongue
· Went to plea to senate
· Don't what he wanted/offered
· Most likely to give some  land back and no campaigning against him and Tarentum
· Prisoners
· no more war
· Romans looked at the offer - had been beaten and lost allies
· Old man of Senate, appius Claudius Caecus ("The Blind") - so mad - convinced them to REJECT terms
 
WAR CONTINUED: 279 AT AUSCULUM
· Further north of Heraclea
· Both consuls, double sized army
· One consul: Decius Mus (son) - another devotio??
· War: Romans lost, but did Pyrrhus win?
· Pyrrhus said - one more victory against Rome with shatter them
· Pyrrhus could not match Rome's depth of manpower (unending army)
· MAJOR FACTOR IN ROMAN VICTORY AGAINST HANNIBAL
 
· Pyrrhus - looking for better opportunites
· 279: king of Macedonia dead = vacant thron
· AND Syracuse (Sicily), there's an internal strife
· Carthaginians in Sicily: eyeing Syracuse, whole island
· Wife Larissa, daughter of Agathocles, former king of Syr. - claim for Pyrrhus's son
· 279/78: Syracusan diplomats: supreme leadership of war vs Carthage
 
· Carthage -> fleet to Rome, offer of help
· 278: Pyrrhus vs. Carthage, some success
· Drove Cathaginian armies to Lilybaeum
· Then, ran out of steam, support, $
· Italian armies, calling him back
· 275: Maleventum (Beneventum) where Romans are victorious, so its renamed Beneventum
 
Beneventum, 275
· Pyrrhus vs Roman consul, Manius
· Manius defeated elephants, which turned on Greek forces
· Plutarch: final defeat of Pyrrhus gave Romans - 'reputation for invincibility'
· This would be cemented by Punic Wars
· As for Pyhrrhus - back in Greece in Argos, 272
· End of career with many failures
· Hired to fight in Argos and was killed by:
· Mother of soldier dropped tile on his head in fear for her son
· Pyrrhus apparently buried
 
FLAMING PIGS ARE TRUE :OOOO
· King Porus taught Alexander the Great that elephants don't like pigs
· Fire pigs?
· Aelian, On Animals
· Polyaenus, Stratagems
· Used to counter elephants
 
· Significance, consequences of wars with Pyrrhus
· Tarentum: only states which could stand up to Rome (see early example of triumph in Rome)
· Final defeat of Samenites
· Caused Rom to look overseas to Sicily
· Carthage had offered Rome help, but:
· Slow Infiltration of Greek culture in Rome (stolen Greek art ended up in rich Roman houses)
· Caused others, e.g. Hellenistic states in E. Med. To become aware of new rising power
· So 1st Punic War, with Carthage right around the corner 
 
Key Story in Republic:
As state expanded, it gained
Allies
Plunder
Land
Etc,
 
What came back in other direction?
 
· Rome involved in South
· Loot; art; religion; architecture; language; literature
· Importance of warfare -> military leaders -> Scipio Africanus
· Benefits of war
· Booty, plunder, enrichment, land, slaves, etc
· Makes Romans eager for more war and conquest? Maybe
· Etruscans and Greeks - art in particular
· Now Greeks specifically: wealth from the South
· Look from Tarentum, Thurii -> Roman forum
· Especially Tarentum: famous example of how Rome reaped Greek art/history, treasure forms part of triumphal procession, influences taste
· Early idea: Greek art makes on sophisticated
· Impact on Roman architecture: debated whether Roman has own artifacts or stole ideas
· Looting, from Volsinii (Etruria) taken by Fulvius, 2000 statues, tacked on to temples
· In S. Italy, more Greek influence, e.g. At Paestum
· Temple complex, built c 273 - on site of Roman colony
· Noticeable Greek elements - styles of friezes, etc
 
Conquest and its effects on Rome
· Literature and language
· Greek = language of commerce, trade
· Greeks are cultural snobs (i.e. Tarentum, 281)
· But Greek came to rome in other ways
· After Tarentum, had 1000s of Roman prisoners went back to Rome with knowledge of Greek culture
· Breakthrough: Livius Andronicus, Greek p.o.w from Tarentum
· 1st national epic story
· Latin , but Greek subjects: writes the Odusia
·  Odysseus - link between Greeks and Italy
· Religion
· Fluidity of ancient religion
· E,g, Minerva hijacked from Falerii, taken to Rome
· Others: goddesses from Eleusis (west of Athens)
· Two more:
· Added new god - Asclepius, god of healing (291)
· Resulted in eviction of Apollo, why? Malaria, Roman delegation to Epidauros to get help
· New funeral rite: the munus, Etruscan in origin
· First recorded, 264
· Idea: revive dead with blood of friend's/relatives
 
THE PUNIC WARS :O OMGGGG *more focus on the 2nd
· 3 Punic wars, from 264-133, with breaks
· Punic - Phoenician - Carthage was a Phoenician colony
· In 264L Carthage was most powerful city state in Western Med.
· Vast, rich territory, maritime power, influence in Sicily
· City now in N. Tunisia
 
· In 263, shortly before the conflict
· Rome master of much of Italy
· Defeated first major invader, Pyrrhus
· Slow but steady changes underway because of conquest
· -art - e.g. Paestum
· Increase in physical wealth
· New religious ideas
· Role of Greek, Greek ideas
· Literature
· Rome is looking outwards to the rest of the world
 
· Punic wars: first major overseas adventure for Rome where they leave Italy to fight
· Causality, relationship between different event
· Major social, economic, political consequences 
· Sources
· Polybius- Greek historian from 2nd c, BC: part of upper class literary circle run by Scipio Aemelianus, adopted grandson of Scipio Africanus
· Plutarch - Greek biographer
· Livy: monumental AB urbe condita: 'From the Founding of Rome'
 
First Punic War (264-241)
· Rome and Carthage - multiple treaties, spheres of influence
· But clash of interests in Sicily
· Carthage: desire to protect economic interests
· Rome: interested in further expansion to the South
· Polybius explains background 
 
· 275: Hiero in power in Syracuse, ended political turmoil
· Victims of Mamertines asked Hiero for help
· 264: Heiero beat Mamertines, siege of Messana
· Mamertines to Carthage and Rome: help
· At stake? If Carthage helped Mamertines, might extend sway over eastern par of Siciliy 
· Carthage responded with fleet
· At Rome - problems
· Mamertimes from Campania
· Campania part of Roman alliance network 
· Campanians = citizens without the vote
· So: moral obligation (fides) to help
· But: Rhegium - Campanians there, taken city, punished by Rome
· And: worry about Hiero - threaten southern Italy
· Result: hesitation
· For only time in memory - consuls bypassed Senate
· Put question comitia centuriata: war or nah?
· Pro: strategic advantages to be won, plunder to be plundered
· Against: threats to power in S. Italy from Hiero/Carthage
· Vote to proceed, but murky: consul (Claudius Caudex) - mission to support Mamertimes, not fight Carthage
· Events moved quickly
· 264: Caudex at Rhegium
· Carthaginians evictied from Messana
· Then: Hiero + Carthaginians - join force, capture Messana
· Shifting situation: Caudex acted on initiative
· Caudex: discussions with Carthaginians
· Carthaginians: avoid breach of treaties, but stay out of Sicily
· Negotiations broke down
· Caudex attacked Hiero, Carthaginians...
 
· Early years: Caudex failed at Syracuse (main enemy: Hiero, not carthage)
· 263: Hiero surrendered - Roman protection = support for throne
· Consul in 263 -> attack further west
· Threatened Carthage in Sicily
· 262: first land campaign, western Sicily; Rome victorious - captured Agrigentum
· Polybius: after this, determined to take all of Sicily
· Result: 20 yrs of war
· Would need something special from Rome or Carthage to win
· Carthage: mercinaries, but good navy
· Rome: excellent army, no wekk-established naval force
· Result: STALEMATE
 
· Roman shipbuilding program- superhuman effort
· But now, had to learn how to fight at sea - no real experiemce
· Would have plenty of upsets, errots, storms too
 
 
Lecture 4 - The Republic

First Punic War
· 256 BC: send two consuls to Africa
· Ambitious war on Carthaginian territory
· Plunder of country side
· Romans scared Catha behind walls and felt cocky so they sent one consuls home
 
Left Marcus Atilius Regulus
· 255: defeated Carthaginians and he camped at the ancient city of Tunis, near Carthage
· Cartha opened negotiations for peace, but Rome rejected them (indicates Rome is a different type of enemy
· They hired a Spartan mercenary, Xanthippus to replace the local Cartha. Commanders and help beat the Romans during the FPW
· The Romans were crushed and their consul, Regulus, was captured
· Very bad because being captured is worse than death - can't die with honor
· The story of Regulus - what is true and what is legend?
· They dealt with the humiliation of his capture by mythologizing it
· E.g. The Romans soldiers were defeated by a massive snake (lol ok Rome)
· Regulus becomes subject of legend - kept in captivity until 250
· He gave parole (temporary release from sentence) to Cartha. And was sent to Rome to negotiate 
· In his speech to the Senate - he said they should never surrender to Cartha.
· Even though after this Cartha was really pissed, he went back and they killed him
· Regulus known as reluctant hero where he sacrificed himself  for the state
· Source's about Regulus are not very reliable - one poet wrote odes about Regulus
· i.e. Ode 3.5: titled "No Surrender"
· Warning to the Romans of Horace's day who have lost their honor
· Uses Regulus as an ideal model
· Intensely patriotic in the period of the civil war
· Regulus' death - we have no idea what is true
· Xanthippus: Carthage didn't like having powerful foreigners so they send Xanthippus back to Sparta with holes in his ship 
· Therefore: Rome's north Africa attack was not a success
 
· Rome continued to have more setbacks
· In 254, they returned to Africa in a fleet to rescue survivors
· They defeated the Cartha. Fleet but then there was a massive storm
· Things looked up: Romans won a large battle at Panormus, Sicily
 
· 250: Lucius Caecilius Metellus's (Roman consul) army crushed a Cartha. Attack
· This was a huge triumph for Rome, battling against 100 elephants
· But... The chickens: 
 
Story of the Chickens:
· 249: naval campaign of the western coast of Sicily in Drepanum
· Roman consul: Publius Cladius Pulcher was annoyed by how slowly the progress of the siege of the Cartha. Base at Lilibaeum (western Siciliy) was going
· He decided to take the offensive
· Asked gods if it was an auspicious day to take action: he tried to feed the Sacred Chickens who didn't want to eat (bad omen)
· "let them drink, since they don't want to eat" - he throws the chickens overboard
· Result: Romans suffer a horrible defeat
· Pulcher (survived): accused of sacrilege for killing the chickens -> shows that you should listen to the Gods and Rome's attitude towards the Gods
 
· War dragged on to an end with reverses/benefits for each side
· 241: Romans finally achieved naval victory off Sicily
· The Catha. Commander Hamilcar was forced to give in and relinquish his fortified position
· A peace treaty was agreed to
· This indemnity/loss triggered a mercenary revolt in Carthage
· The "Truceless War" known for its savagery
· Rome took the opportunity since Carthage was too busy fighting its mercenaries to protect Sardinia
· (Rome took over Sardinia) 
· Dishonorable since Rome took advantage of defeated enemy and broke the treaty
· Carthage shattered
· They sent Hamilcar Barca (father of Hannibal) to Spain to rebuild
· This would all lead to new struggles: four main consequences of the war
 
1. Carthage lost the war and therefore Sicily, Sardinia
· Hit with very large war indemnity and had to pay reparations
· Beginning of Rome's republic
· Rome now held territory outside of the Italian peninsula
· This led to garrisons on Sicily, Sardinia and Crosica
· These needed administrators for these new territories so they add more praetors and send them overseas
 
1. Widescale change in the conduct of warfare
· Previously, Rome followed a seasonal pattern, with few exceptions (fight in the summer, back for harvest and don't fight in the Winter)
· Now consistently kept armies in the field all year round since fighting overseas is different from fighting nearby cities
· Polybius: Romans are ambitious, more daring and thinking of conquest
 
1. Rome is now a naval power
· This was needed to control of e.g. Corsica and Sardinia
· Allowed Rome to project power outside of Italy
 
1. Significant increase in public spending: ships, armies
· Army had logistical needs
· Spawned rise of "contractor class" - the publicani, paid by the state to build, supply house, procure, etc. 
· Currency expanded, more issues: 
· Coin now also used to advertise Roman power (new coin of the prow of a ship on it)
 
THE SECOND PUNIC WAR: the triumph of duty over individualism 
· THE event of the Roman Republic, before the civil wars
· Significant and far-reaching consequences for world history
 
· Livy:
· Lived 59BC to 14AD, 200 years after the events
· From Padua
· Personally knew Rome's first emperor, Augustus
· Augustus gives him and others the job to write about Rome's past 
· Whole work: cover beginning of Rome -> own day, i.e. 735-19 in 142 books
· Only 36 books survive
· Livy looked to various traditions 
· Oraty and fine writing: Cicero greatly influenced him
· Livy very lazy - wouldn't cross Rome to see a document
· If he didn't know something, he would just make it up
· His sources were other writers, like Polybius
· He selected and compiled info to suit his agenda
· Often never mentions who he's using
· Major plagiarising 
· Livy writing after gut-wrenching civil war
· Aim: react to this dislocation by  concentrating on values which make Rome great as part of Augustus' propaganda machine
· Superior virtue and morality
· Noble, honorable
· Character of courage
· Other sources of info
· Hannibal's court historians' stories (these were lost)
· Letters/treaties copied by Polybius
· Writings of the Scipio family
 
· Major players in the story
The Scipios
· Polybius says he's the most famous in Roman history 
· Famous because he was reinvented in the 1930s by Mussolini
· Multiple Scipios: 
· Publius Conrnelius Scipio (dad)
· Gnaeus Conr. Scipio (^brother)
· Publius Cornelius Scipio (son) 
· Ultimate victor in 2nd Punic War
 
The Barcids
· On the other team
· Hamilcar Barca, general of 1st Punic War, death. 228, Spain
· Father of Hannibal
· Hasdrubal ("The Fair")
· Son in law of Hamilcar, d. 221
· Hasdrubal Barca, general
· Brother of Hannibal, d. 207, Italy
· Mago Barca, general
· Brother of Hannibal, d 203 on board ship
· AND OF COURSE, HANNIBAL:
· Statues very rare of Hannibal
· All were destroyed: damnatio memoriae
 
 
Hannibal: not a crazed demon as depicted by the show "Hannibal"
· Had read memoirs of Pyrrhus 
· Barcid dynasty in Spain - Hellenistic style dynasty
· Closer to Greek king than a crazy monster (like Pyrrhus)
· Adept at Greco-Roman propaganda
· Shows he's an insider, not an outsider
· Before the battle, he sacrifices at Temple of Melqart (Hercules) in Gades (Cadiz Spain)
· 12 labors of Hercules: Herc drove the oxen of Geryon over the route Hannibal will take: through Spain and Gaul over the Alps
· Hannibal slots himself into these famous stories 
· Had styled himself after Hercules which is what the Hellenistic Kings do
· Cacus (giant) on Aventine hill - stole the oxens so Hercules killed him
· So, Hannibal killed Romans giant
· Punishment of Rome grounded in Greek myth
· Hannibal posed as a liberator of oppressed Greeks in Sicily, Italy
· Hannibal goes on "epic journey"
· Last one was by Alexander the Great which makes Han. more attractive 
 
Livy on Hannibal:
· He never gets tired
· Only slept when he finished work
· Didn't eat to "flatter his appetite"
· Unequalled as a fighting man
· Hannibal's faults:
· Inhuman cruelty
· More than Punic perfidy 
· Disregard of truth, honor and religion
· Broke sanctity of an oath of all that other men hold sacred
· Says that Hannibal hates the Romans
· Subtext: war between Rome and Hannibal was started by Hannibal (Roman propaganda, perhaps?)
 
Second Punic War:
1. Background to War - Barcids in Spain
1. 218-216, Roman defeats, Hannibal brings them to the edge of annihilation 
1. 216-201: Revival (Romans turn 180 degrees in the war)
2. War in Italy, propaganda campaigns by Hannibal
2. War in Spain
2. War in Africa (final end where Scipio beats Hannibal - only time Hannibal is defeated)
 
And in this: the triumph of duty, but the rise of the individual... (i.e. Scipio Africanus) - and the tension between them 
Irony of this story: only win was by an individualistic  - Scipio, who is very similar to Hannibal and breaks all the constitutional rules. 
 
1. Background
· End of 1st Punic War
· Hamilcar surrendered his position at Mt. Eryx in Sicily
· No choice since the navy has quit
· Mass resentment towards Rome
· AND "Truceless War" (revolt of mercenaries) caused further damage
· From this comes the Barcid family:
· Powerful, choose Spain as a new on life
· Spain is rich in resources: Mines, manpower, new beginning
· Spain with Barcids: would revive Carthage, call it Nova Carthago 
· 228: Hamilcar is dead (natural causes) so his son, Hasdrubal "The Fair" takes over
· At some point, Hasdrubal makes a treaty with the Romans
· Keep Rome and Carthage separate to avoid a conflict
· Both know there will be a war eventually, but both needed time to prepare their armies
· Fix river Ebro in Spain as the boundary
· Clues: Romans preoccupied with the Gauls (Italian Celts)
· And also: war in Illyria (pirates, death of ambassaor and now new protectrates)
· Illyrian War = first protectorates in Greece
· Romans at Isthmian Games 
· Romans getting prepped before they tackle the big problem of Carthage
· So: Roman policy = curb Carthaginians in Spain, secure Illyria, hammer the Gauls
 
This shows that the 2nd Punic War is no accident and not caused by Hannibal. 
 
· At some point, the Romans make a decision either before, during or after the treaty
· Some kind of agreement, based on fides, with Saguntum - which is in enemy territory
· How can they keep it safe when its in enemy territory
· Why are they making this agreement?
· Trying to find pretext for battling Hannibal as if they are just "defending" Saguntum so they look good to the Gods?
In the end, as part of the Carthaginian pacification, Hannibal attacked Saguntum
· This did not go against the treaty
· Roman moral quandry:
· Friendship bounded by fides with Saguntum and Rome (should Rome help)
· If they helped, they could trigger a war
· If not, Hannibal will get stronger and stronger
· Or was this part of the plan all along?
· WW2 comparisons:
· Harsh treaty, new elite, rearmament carried out in secret, a guarantee to stop a war that is definitely coming

· Syracuse sacked brutally
· Romans took Agrigentum, other major city
· Livy 24:40
 
Restoration and Revival: 216 - 202 (page 42)
THE FINAL YEARS
· Spain
· Long sideshow to Italy
· 212: Rome had an army in Spain for a long time - led by Scipio (father)
· Scipio killed
· Gneaeus Scipio (Calvus) also killed
· Great shock
· Again, Romans able to take the shock, regroup and on the verge of annihilation, they survived
· Romans still lacked a consular commander (as both of theirs died)
· Who would take Scipio's (father) place?
Livy: 
· no one put their name forward
· The people were scared and the country was thought to be lost
 
· Other desperate situation: needs a bold solution
· Who would step forward?
· Scipio (son) steps up
· Big risk for him to take
Scipio:
· Too young and lacked experience to be a consul
· major break with tradition
· Elected as a private citizen with imperium
 
Scipio was:
· Very pious, a performer, a semi-legendary in his own lifetime
· 211: Scipio went to Spain
· Used his reputation and family authority to help him
· 210/209: captured New Carthage
· Daring raid
· Soldiers crossed the lake
· Myth: they were helped by Neptune
· Follow up battles: Illipa, Baecula
· Scipio keeping the enemy on their toes: acting more like Hannibal than his father
· Major theme: new tactics, new flexibility, new abilities
· Diplomacy: suborn Massinissa, Syphax, Numidian allies (compared to Hannibal in Italy)
 
· 208: at Baecula - similar tactics
· Defeated Hasdrubal, fled to Italy
· Scipio: forged a Roman army now enough to beat Hannibal
Specifically:
· Sticking with his troups and training so everyone gets to know each other
· Competent generalship
· Innovative tactics (borrowed from Hannibal)
· Use of cavalry 
· Scipio's best friend, Laelius
· Worked the cavalry to combat the enemy
· Maniples as independent operators
· Can be broken off and used to flank opponents
 
· Carthaginians looked for a decisive endgame in italy 
· Long drawn out and will known war 
· 208 : Roman consul where Marcellus(of Syracuse fame) and Crispinus
· at venusia. in apulia, hannibal killed macellus(karma for archamedis) 
· crispinus (heavily injured) fled and died later 
 
· Rome had never had both consuls die in one battle 
· New dictator: Manlius 
· 207: new consuls : Rome created and prepared for another large battle first since the battle of cannea 
· Combined forces to face Hasdrubal, in northern Italy
 
Livy: dramatic evocation of scene
· 27.45: discusses Rome preparing for battle
· 27.49: Battle a resounding success for romans 
· Livy creates Hasdrubal as a war hero: even though he was clearly overshone by his 
Brother
 
· Major turning point for the war : shock to the Carthaginians, felt the same shame as Rome 
· Cut off Hannibal and now he was the only one who had to be defeated : Carthage was also losing faith
· Hannibal now stranded in s Italy : defeat a matter of time: failed for same reason as Pyrrhus 
· could not get reinforcements 
· not easy for supplies 
· could not duplicate Rome's alliance system 
· Rome has taken everything back except Africa
 
Roman’s ascendants, flushed with victory:
·  looked to the Gods
· Went to Delphi and then brought cult of Magna Meter, "The Great Mother", to Rome
 
205-201
· Scipo finally elected as consul in 205 
· Just finnished up fighting in Spain 
· Brought back to Rome with him plunder: nearly 15,000 ibs of silver 
· another result of the wars then: enrichment of his troops
· Much of Carthage’s wealth being transferred over to the Romans and a further direct consequence: the need for new office 
· pro-consuls, pro-praetors
· mean that you held and imperium of the office, without holding office 
· formalized what had happened to Scipio
· recognition of need to change system- more land to run more armies to be commanded multiple threats: two consuls four praetors, not enough anymore
· This system reflects that something needs to be changed : need multiple armies kept in the field - 
 
· Scipo nursing great ambition 
· asked to be sent to Sicily : to get him to Africa for one final assault to end the war 
· but, QFM: 
· see’s the youthful arrogance of Varro, Flaminius Sempronius, Minucius in Scipio
· naked ambition (dangerous) and responsible for the losses Rome has had 
· dangerous and reckless 
· "poisoning state" with this ambition
· Livy forgives Scipio in the end for these treaties, because of service the state 
· Scipio finally was assigned to Sicily: However the senate tried to hamper him 
· With held troops, money
· What did he do: 
· He Ignored the senate 
· Using his fame and fortune of volunteers that was essentially a private army 
· fleet from Rome’s allies (without State's help) 
· Looking more and more like Pyrrhus/Hannibal: military celebrity
· **power of THE NAME
· took them to Sicily 
· the consequences of this wars : sow the seeds of destruction of Rome itself
· In africa , 
· Scipio ravaged countryside
· Scipio sought for help from African prince, Massinissa 
· laid siege to prominent city of Utica 
· With Massinissa, beat Carthaginian levies
· Peace agreed
· Carthaginian Senate : recalled Hannibal to Italy, along with his brother, Mago
· Realize Peach treaty is not needed and is therefore scuppered
 
Livy, 30.20 Hannibal furious: Not defeated by Romans but by the Carthaginian Senate
· LIVY SAYS THAT NOW HANNIBAL REGRETTED NOT MARCHING ON ROME 
· Reinforces fact that Hannibal had been in Italy for 16 years 
· extols his virtues 
· Death of QFM: Livy states that Hannibal will be a harder opponent in carthage 
· Livy speech: stating that Hannibal would have many fasces showing how many times as a war comander has destroyed the romans 
· Scipio destined to defeat carthage 
 
· Before the final fight of Zama: Livy has the two meet: a very famous speech 
· Hannibal appeals to Scipio, compares himself to him 
· Hannibal old, Scipio young 
· Hannibal wiser - need peace
· lost his brothers defending his native city
·  asking for peace 
· Scipio says:
· Carthage is aggressor ("You started it")
· too late to ask for peace 
· you are finished 
 
Map: Final Battle in Zama: 
· Scipio and Hannibal prepared their forces 
· nb: Romans had been learning something Livy 30.33
· “quote shows that romans learned to deal with war elephants”
 
· Zama was a resounding roman success  
· Carthage sued for peace in the aftermath
· negotiations- included Phillip V-Mac. Soldiers at Zama, whose team had just lost
· and the Romans told philip (30.42)
·  Philip realized that he had made an enemy with the new emerging meditreanean super power 
· Rome was coming for Phillip: Omen of things to come 
· Consequences of the war : 
· Eventually, Carthage made peace 
· Carthage accepted very harsh terms
· had to give up war elephatnts, warships, most of army (small force kept for protection) 
· Scipio burned the Carthaginian fleet in 
· Allied deserters beheaded; Roman deserters crucified 
· huge indemnity : crippled carthage for good
· Roman allies ex. Massinissa were rewarded : visible reminder on Carthage's doorstep that Rome had defeated them 
 
Scipio: triumphant return to Italy:
· What did Scipio do?? 
· Scipio set ominous precedent 
· paid huge war bounty 123,000 lbs of silver to his troops (last time, gave money to the state)
· idea: loyalty to commander not to the state to epithet Africanis 
· Scipio: 3rd c. BC celebrity - imperator, a victor with assent of the goods
· Livy, 30.45:
· As the surname Africanus, measure of his success in Africa
· Hailed as an imperator
· Scipio won the war with the help of the Gods, not the senate
· This is the beginning of the division between Rome and Constitution/state
 
· Dangerous idea
· Loyalty to commander > loyalty to state
· Beginning of individualism > duty
· Shape of things to come
· Hannibal
· Eventually fell out  in Carthage
· Romans came for him, he fled to Antiochus, Hellenistic ruler of Syria
 
Consequences of the 2nd Punic War:
· Carthage was crippled 
· Rome : new stronger version of itself: on brink of med domination, fuelled by 
militaristic ideology and flush with a hard won victory
· all overseas Carthaginian territory is now Roman new admin needed - so new praetors new campaigning to pacify span
· New settlements: definite expansion 
· Rome’s constitution changing: new praetors , pro-consuls, pro praetors : the 
beginnings of the imperial administration
· Rome’s reputation increased 
 
In 216: Rome was on the brink of distinction : How was this avoided 
· Resources (think Pyrrhus)
· allies (think Pyrrhus)
· spirit 
· Courage in the face of desperate odds
· good commanders :i.e.. QFM,3 Scipio's
· core resilience in the senate the people : the SPQR 
 
The 2nd Punic war is major event in understanding how Rome became an Empire later on, and understanding Roman “Identity” - confident, militaristic
**LIVY IS GIVING ARTIFICIAL STORY THAT GOES WITH WHAT HE WOULD LIKE TO BELIEBE.
 
· Defining moment of the republic 
 
Livy:  literary form of history writing 
· uses literary tropes like tragic irony characters couplets character foils etc, to get his message across 
· focused on morality, fictitious dramatic speeches judgements
Livy ultimately is saying : 
· Rome defeated Hannibal by staying strong, honouring the gods, looking to the wise,
staying true to the state, and following it’s moral principles 
· Rome was threatened by young, arrogant impious men 
· in Livy's time the republic has been destroyed by ....young arrogant impious men 
· although he admires africanus he see in him some of the traits of his own time 
 
Roman Imperialism
· Expansion and creation of a world empire 
· deliberate? Accidental? 
· combination of the two?
· Imperialism in 2015 has an image problem- can we avoid a negative judgement ??
 
Imperium: 
· would Romans understand our idea of imperialism?
· Was the roman expansion about the deliberated acquisitions of territory for 
commercial gain, or land grab rush in competition with others?
· Think of France, England, Belgium, Germany in Africa, for example
· Romans would probably be confused with our ideals
 
How should we understand it? 
· influential perspectives, focusing on $$$
· Early 20thc. Including books by Lenin and others - $$ was driving force for conquest
· For ancient world: challenged by works on 16th-11th c Egypt (Schumpeter)
· V.I.Lenin: Imperialism . the Highest Stage of capitalism 
· J.A Hobson: Imperialism. AStudy (London, 1902)
· challenged by: J.A Schumpeter: Imperialism and social classes (New york 2951) 
lessons from the new kingdom of Egypt : 
· snowball affect of wars = more land 
· resources and power : Rome fits this blue print the most : the Romans loved to fight along with the states in the Mediterranean 
· Comes down to defensive imperialism vs expansionism 
· accidental v deliberate 
· take a look at each 
· Schumpeter's view
· Highly militarised society
· Conquest was normal
· Conquest -> more conquest to survive = empire (snowball)
 
Defensive Imperialism 
· Comes down to Defensive Imperialism vs Expansionism
· Accidental vs. Deliberate
· Did Rome expand by accident (snowball)?
· Did Rome expand deliberately (for $, etc.)?
 
· until recently : dominant idea 
· wars conducted in self defence e.g. Punic Wars 
· Empire happened "by accident"
· can we justify in ancient texts? YES
 
Livy, Histories, 37.1 3rd Punic war : 
· Complete Destruction of Carthage : Provoked by carthage: leads to the expansion of Rome
· Polybius: 1st Punic war 
· Rome fearful of being surrounded by carthage: decided to go to war 
 
Livy: Antiochus III 180’s BC : 
· Invade Greece : therefore Rome was able to defeat him
· Themes are in these excerpts:
· Rome acting as protectors of the states too week to protect themselves : ex Antiochus 
· Romans concerned about aggressive state of neighbours eg. Carthage 
· Outsiders agreeing that romans had been right to destroy carthage as a pre-emptive act a self preservation 
· defensive imperialism thesis very popular : groundwork laid by great German polymath Theodor Mommsen
· Idea held sawy until 1970s
· New ideas based on modern experience of imperialism
· W.V. Harris: War and Imperialism in Republican Rome, 327 - 70BC (Oxford 1979)
· Basic idea:
· Rome accustomed to continuous war: benefits from war accrued
· Kept war going
· Desire for war because of the benefits (a.k.a. Deliberate war)
· CF: Schumpeter: keep fighting, keep winning, keep fighting to keep winning
· But one more agency here
 
Expansionism?
· Evidence
· Art, slaves, influence, power, money, land... Al came with victory in war
· Evidence in ancient sources
 
· Polybius,, Histories 1.63.9 -> on the Punic War
· Beginning of 2nd c BC, he already thinks Romans are greedy imperialists looking to conquer
· 1st Punic War: they no longer kept original designs, no longer satisfied in saving the Mamertines
· They are expansionists and bullies
 
Expansionism? Or Accidental/Defensive?
· Harris' ideas:
· Romans placed value on martial activities
· Cursus honorum included vital military steps
· Supreme civil authority = supreme military authority
· Warfare central to functioning of state
· Grow or perish model, but with more agency
· Politicians looked for wars because of the benefits
· What about modern historians:
· Mommsen: 19th cent. German interested in  German nationalism
· Saw romans united Italy - like Germany was being united
· Gave Roman conquest a positive spin
· And Harris? Deeply affected by Vietnam war - overseas adventures are bad and lead to serious problems
 
· Difficult to know which we should favor
· Rome: bad enemies: Gauls, Carthage
· 90 serious defeats recorded in the Republic
· Almost because extinct in 2nd Punic War
· Romans; can we understand their fear, apprehension? Does this justify pre-emptive strikes?
 
 
 Lecture 7
 
· Scipio - Diodorus Siculus - on Scipio (Book 29)
· Written before Livy
· Scipio was above the law and didn't have to answer to laws
· He has all the powers of the state
· People in antiquity were aware of the struggle between the state and the individual
 
200-148BC - Defensive?
Background:
· Main powers in Mediterranean
· Rome is insignificant compared to the other states
· Most sig were the ones that emerged after the death of Alexander the Great's death
· Created in aftermath of Alexander's death in 323
· Hellenistic kingdoms
· East(Irag/Iran) all the way to Afghanistan, India): Seleucids (after Seleucus Nikator)
· Macedonia (where Alex came from): antigonids (after Antigonus II "Kneecap")
· Egypt: Ptolemies (after Ptolemy Soter)
· Selecus, Antigonus and Ptolemy: all generals of (or descended from generals of) Alexander's army who founded kingdoms after 323BC
· Pyhruss is like these people (except everyone else got a kingdom and he was more like a roaming vagabond)
· These kingdoms watched nervously as Rome started gaining power (although Rome is still a insignificant at this time) 
 
· Rome is a tiny speck on the world map
· Entering a world of great antiquity
· Will conquer almost all of it
· In the conquest, Rome itself will be conquered = chain in centre of gravity
· Rome - fade out and become irrelevant
· Revolution - Republic to monarchy
 
· Eastern mediterannian after 2nd Punic War: trade, fame, news of victories over Hannibal spread by greek traders
· War win Illyria before 2nd PW
· Interaction with Philip V, of Macedon (Antigonid)
· During 2nd PW, Romans and Rhodes, Peragum
· Peragum: old kingdom in western Turkey
· Rhodes: powerful island state, south of Turkey
· 2nd Punic War leads to war with Macedon
 
CASE STUDY 1: 
The Second Macedonian War: 200 - 196
· Rhodes trading centre, emporium, corssroads East/West
· Rumor: Philip V of Macedonia and Anitiochus the Great of Syria joining forces
· Threatened Rhodes and Pergamum
· R and P then asked Rome for help
· Invitation to intervene: looks defensive 
· Romans were alarmed ( if you don't help, who knows who is next)
· Livy: 39: "Philip carried away by anger, added that the sun of all his days not yet gone down... A menacing statement that Rome and her allies took as a threat"
· Philip seemed to threaten Rome
· Preemptive strike: kill Philip before he joins forces with Anitiochus and kills everyone
· Remember: Romans and Philip already have bad blook: treaty with Carthage
· Why did Rome attack Philip?
· Macedon is close to Italy
· Concerned about security of Italian peninsula
· Romans defeated Philip at Cynoscephalae - "Dog's Head Pass" in 197
· But actions afterward are illuminating
 
· Romans did NOT take any territory
· Architect of Roman vicory is Titus Quinctius Flamininus - famous admirer of Greek culture and learning
· 196: TQF wanted to 'free the Greeks': idea that Rome had protected them from Philip
· 'free the greeks' is a big cliche
· (before, Macedonia and Greece have been fighting for a long time to keep territory)
· Plutarch: Greeks so happy and yelled so much with joy that birds fell dead out of the air and rained on the Roman delegation
 
· Were the Greeks really free?
· Or a protectorate under the influence of Rome
· Clients - owed their patrons (Greeks now owed the Romans)
· Wider version of traditional patron-client relationship typical of Rome
· Romans had other thoughts on Greece
· Good place for espionage
· Keep an eye on Hellenistic monarchs
· Provide a buffer
· Romans as patrons -> would guarantee further interference
 
· Further Roman operations in Greece
· Factional politics:
· Achaean League (Peloponnese: Corinth, Polybius)
· Bad relationship with Sparta
· Occasional friends of Macedonia (friend of Rome's ancestral enemy)
 
· Aetolian League (NW Greece)
· Friends of Rome
· Anti-Macedonia
· But: losers in Greece after 197 (defeat of Macedonia)? Aetolians...looked to change status quo
 
· 195/4: Flaminius came to help Achaeans, wrt Spartan problem
· Result: more Aetolian anger (why help a friend of Macedon)
· 194: Flamininus back in Rome
· 194: Aetolians see opportunity to cancel Flam's settlement and get back what they lost
· Champion: Antiochus "The Great" invitation
· Antiochus: ally of Philip, sheltered Hannibal
· 192: alliance with Aetolian League; army of 10 000 sent to Greece
· Became commander of Aetolians
· From Roman perspective: another reason to 'free the Greeks'
 
· 191: Roman response at Thermopylae:
· Simultaneously: Hannibal has finally entered the action and took control of the Rhodian naval
· Then:
· Magnesia (Turkey): 190 - decisive victory
· First time Roman army corssed Hellespont
· Roman commander: L. Cornelius Scipio 'Asiaticus' - brother of Scipio Africanus, consul 190
· Aetolian gamble failed
 
· Rome again did not take territory!
· Treaty of Apamea - territory given to allies
· No territorial gain, but significant interference in Greek affairs - and now, affairs of eastern states
· Roman influence starting to spread (whispers of what happens when you cross the Romans)
· Death of Antiochus and Hannibal
 
THIRD MACEDONIAN WAR: 171-168
· Philip V died in 179 
· Succeeded by his son Perseus
· His aims: enlarge power in Greece - get back power Macedonian had in Greece
· Worse: became son in law to Seleucus IV, who succeeded Antiochus III
· All calculated to irritate Rome's allies
· One in particular: Pergamum (West Turkey) - net beneficiary of defeat of Antiochus: land, money
· Now there's a new alliance between Macedonia and Syria and are scared
· Rome doesn't want to get involved...
 
· Perseus is not interested in fighting Rome, but he ends up being the victom of some double dealing and character assassination
· People after him: 
· Massinissa (Numidian; ally of Scipio Africanus)
· Perseus wants to join forces with Carthage (does he? Probably not)
· Eumentes (king of Pergamum): interested in Greece; trash talking Perseus helped him
· Not scared of Rome? WE know Rome will become unstoppable, but he doesn't know that
· Since he's friends with Rome, he doesn't think they will mind if he meddles with Greece
· 172: Eumenes travelled to Rome in person to make his accusations
· What did he say?:
· Perseus has a huge army, lots of cash and many horses
· He is forming a 'coalition of Kings', alliance with Seleucus
· If he's not stopped, who knows what will happen?
· Eumenes had his own agenda
· Roman Senate took him seriously at face value
 
"Perseus is a carnivorous animal!" "Beware of such a young enemy o close to you."
 
Did Romans also have ulterior motives here? See this as an opportunity?
 
RESULT:
· Roman intervention
· Dispatched L.Aemilius Paullus: Pydna, 168
· Verdict of historian Appian, Macedinan Wars, 9.11
· "The senate, in reality because they did not choose to have on their flank a sober minded, benevolent Ling, a hereditary enemy to themselves, attaining eminence so sudenly, but ostensibly on the grounds of Eumenes' allegations, decided to make war on Perseus"
· Pydna: superiority of Roman maniples against phalanx
· Aftermath: Roman politician, Cato the Elder, persuaded Senate NOT to annex Macedonia
· Instead, carved into small kingdoms, royal line extinguished, forced to pay tribute
· No territorial ambition? But they did wield significant authority and influence
· Rome didn't take territory: prefer power and influence over territory (its a pride thing) 
 
All these cases seem defensive, but are they? Will become easier to say that Rome was greedy as shit!
 
· This is seen as an attempt to establish similar footing vis-a-vis to Hellenistic monarchs
· E.g. After Pydna, Aemelius Paullus
· Big festival
· Games, etc
· Thanksgiving to the gods
· This is what Hellenistic rulers tended to do
· Rome - "we are your equals" (of Hellenistic rulers - culturally)
 
Rome is slowly changing. Not just a small village anymore!
· Expansion - brought new problems such as economic interests
· How were these wars supplied, troops fed, etc
· Have already seen publicani, contractors
· Now, new category of businessmen: negotiares
· Negotiares exploited opportunities (e.g. In Greece)
· Closer to our idea of imperialism - economic gain
 
· Senate helped to support overseas interests
· 168: to punish Rhodes, made Delos (nearby island) a free port
· Rhodes: very important trading network
· no cutom duties - became nexus for Med trade under Roman auspices
· Evidence in speech of Cato the Elder - elements in Senate looking to profit from wars
· E.g. Of money corrupting power
· Roman merchants active in Delos -> funnelled wealth to Rome 
 
A shift to (more) deliberate imperialism?
3 Specific Examples
1. Annexation of Macedonia after 148
1. Greek rebellion
1. Third Punic War
 
1. Annexation of Macedonia:
· Catalyst: mercenary emerged, Andriscus - "I am the son of Perseus" - claimed to be his son
· Gained lots of support from Macedonia and surrounding areas (support from anyone who was anti Rome)
· Romans an Pergamum vs. Andriscus
· Romans consul took epithet 'Macedonius'
· Senate lost patience with Macedonia and annexed territory: sent proconsul to govern it
· Significant: first eastern overseas territory in the east
· This begins a trend where Rome will now take territory and sell it as their empire
 
1. Greek Rebellion
· Against the background of social unrest and quarrels between the states
· Trigger: another quarrel between Sparta and Achean Leage
· Rome takes side of Sparta (two legions support Sparta) - commander: notorious Lucius Mummius
· 146: this conflict comes to a halt with the unnecessary sack of the ancient city of Corinth, centre of the Acaean League
· Famous massacre: population killed/sold
· Town burned
· Legend: Fields desecrated, gift to gods of the underworld
· Close to events - Polybius gets deported - an Achaean, sent as hostage to Rome with 999 other (builds his career and writes the book)
· Mummius - epithet 'Achaicus'
· Territory became Roman province of Achaea
· More deliberate seizure of territory
 
1. Third Punic War (150-146)
· End of Carthage
· Catalyst: Massinissa, desire for territory
· 153: Cato with Roman Embassy in Carthage
· Plutarch's biography of Cato - amazed at how Carthage had recovered from 2nd PW
· Cato: delenda est Carthago
 
· Tensions all around
· Carthaginians attacked Massinissa
· Attack on Rome's ally - Rome declared war in 149
· Scipio Aemelianus was elected as consul, under the required age
· Gets elected due to family name
· Better siege; horrific street fighting
· Eventually beat the Carthaginian army and announce new province: Africa with Utica as its capital
· Myth: fields of Carthage salted 
 
All three of these instances
· Have protectorates in patron-client relationships turned into direct-rule provinces with proconsuls or propraetors
· 3rd PW in particular: deliberate decision to destroy Carthage and take territory
· Carthaginians had done nothing wrong and begged Rome for mercy
· Destruction of Carthage and Corinth: Livy identifies as beginning of MORAL DECLINE of Romans 
 
Finally, 133: the Pergamene Bequest
· Ancient and very powerful Hellenistic kingdom
· Long time ally of Rome
· King Eumenes II had: 
· Seen his kingdom as protectorate
· Remained semi-independent 
· Roman interest in the kingdom increased
· Now: Attalus III: wanted to avoid a conquest
· Limited choices for future of his kingdom
· Has seen what Rome has done to other territories
· Decided to be pre-emptive himself
· Died, 133: in his will, left kingdom, people, riches, land, temples  to the SPQR! (aka, the Senate and the people of Rome)
 
Foreign Campaigns, 133-96 BC - More Deliberate Expansion
· After 133: see more deliberate forms of expansion
 
Asia 133-26:
· Scipio Nasica - sent by Senate to Pergamum
· Rebellion of Aristonicus
· Set utopia: 'City of the Sun'  - everyone free, equal
· Roman army; setbacks by 126 al lover
· New province of Asia
· Prestigious post for ambitious Roman governors 
 
Gaul 125-118:
· 125, Roman ally Massilia (=Marseille) - ask for help
· Southern Gaul annexed as Gallia Narbonensis
· Main settlement, Narbo (=Narbonne)
 
What is happening?
· Rome used to do: protectorates, local rulers
· Now: annexing, building roads, settling people
· Also took place in Majorca and other small areas in western Mediterranean
· Military operations provide Romans the opportunity to grab land
 
· Pattern of steady growth under auspices of military campaigns
· Territory incorporated as provinces: into formal admin of Republic
· All of this new territory:
· Needed governors: new opportunities for politicians
· Offered economic prospects for negotiares
· Subject to tax: more wealth for the state
· More land for Roman citizens
· Required an expansion of the bureaucracy
 
THE CONSEQUENCES OF CONQUEST:
Political, Social, Economic Consequences
 
1. Political
· New opportunities = new ways to game the system
· So, clarification of rules and standardisation of cursus honorum
· After 180, set new minima: ages, other requirements for each office
· E.g. For quaestorship, needed ten years of military service
· Hierarchy: do all the offices in order. No skipping!
· Could not be consul more than once (will be broken)
· Standardisation of system, meant to cap overly ambitious people and individualism 
· New courts to prosecute magistrates set up = much abuse of public funds, too much corruption
· Senate trying to ensure stability of system in face of change
 
1. Romes, allies in Italy
· Changes in Italy
· 2nd PW: problems in alliance system
· Rewards/punishments - territory of punished allied -> Rome
· Romans: greater scrutiny over allies
· Who is going to be a threat next? - micromanagement
· E.g. Dionysius - private vs. Public
· Private = anti Roman
· Spread of Roman citizens via colonia and steady 'Romanisation' of Italy
· More citizens living amongst non-ting allies = highlights differences between them
· But: allies fighring Rome's war (e.g. War against Hannibal)
· Disproportionate burden, no results or plunder
· Producing resentment
· Will lead to Social war (war of allies) later on
 
1. Elites
· Powerful, wealthy, old fmailites (e.g. Cornelii - family of Scipio Africanus; others)
· Also, now the newly enriched
· Campania, Latum
· What do they want? Senate, proconsular governorships, political and military glory
· Causes friction in society
· Plenty to be gained from the system
· E.g. If governer could:
· Demand that people feed you, house you
· Give you transport
· You could extort them
· Huge wealth to be gained - shown off in Italy - big houses, expensive mosaics, extravagant parties
· Imitates Greek/Hellenistic/Eastern ideas, art, models
· Famous examples: houses uncovered in Pompeii
· Other influences on elites
· Wealth enabled patronage, e.g. Scipio Aemelianus and Polybius
· Influences from conquest on culture more generally
· Plautus, d. 184: influenced Greek comedy
· Terence, d.159 - freed Greek slave
· Fabius Pictor - used Greek models, wrote in Greek
· Ennius - writer who imitated Greek literature; thought he was a 'new homer'
· Greek influence came from conquest
· Some thought it made Romans weak (e.g. Cato the Elder: 'decrepit old Greeks'
· Eastern ideas filtering in, fashions and food too
· Elites take heavy Egyptian cotton instead of coarse wool for toga: indulgence
· Silk, which comes from? (China or India, ultimate luxury fabric)
· Cuisine becomes more exotic
 
1. Economy
· Great movement and displacement of people
· Enslaved
· Deported
· Exiled
· Off to the wars - soldiers can be gone for years
· Off of new colonies
· WHO IS DOING ALL THE FARMWORK?!
· Increasingly, the slaves
· What if slaves can't be afforded? Poor ->  you end up in city slums
· More urban unrest
· Slaves - a real problem
· Huge # of slaves; many ways to be a slave
· E.g. 50 000 from Carthage alone
· Come to italy in massive numbers -> farms
· Growth of latifundia - commercial farming operations
· Big change from economy based on subsistence
· Some elites now control vast tracts of land
· Revolts 
· Often treated poorly - big difference between salt mines and domestic slavery
· E.g. Latium - minor revolt -> highway robbery, brigandage
· E.g. 135, Sicily: Eunous - 'king of Antiochus' - long war to 143
· Wake up call to Rome
· And 103: rising in Campania: wealthy Rome and slave girl
· Something about Spartacus
 
1. Triumphs
· Triumphus has been about for a while - becomes more intricate over time
· Victorious general = triumphator
· Dressed up; special parade; enemies etc., paraded with him
· Carnivalesque atmosphere
· Problems: placed huge emphasis on one single individual
· Triuphs grow into elaborate events, including multi-day games and festivals
· E.g. After Pydna, 168: 3 day triumphl see actors, athletes
· Exotic animals; POWS forced to fight; games

Conquest and the Roman Republic
· Recall: Scipio Aemilianus was too young to be a consul
· The Gracci Brother (very important for exam!!) 
· Emblematic of what is happening in the Senate
 
Scipio Aemilianus
· Reflects dangerous change in politics and society
· Look to PEOPLE, not the Senate for legitimacy and power
· Family pedigree
· Grandson of L.Aemilius Paullus (d. 216)
· Son of L.Aemilius Paullus Macedonicus (Pydna, 168)
· Related by adoption to Scipio Africanus
· Shows he has very good connection
· Someone with his name will be popular with the people
· 3rd PW: ran for office
· But he was too young to be consul and had never served as a praetor
· Senate (didn't let him run) vs. Scipio: took his desire to become consul to the people: the comitia centuriata
· Outside normal control of the Senate - he got elected
· Senate interference with assigning of provinces - plebeian tribunes
· People decided: let our here go to Carthage
· Reflections:
· Senate is week
· The standardisation laws are already being challenged 
· Scipio later became a censor (142)
· He did the opposite of what he was expected to do 
· Associated himself with freed slaves and plebeians (the "scum of the system")
· 135: Scipio wanted to run for consul - need for good commander in Spain (since the SPW, Spain consul causing a lot of trouble)
· Can only be consul once, but he found his way around the law (by using the people) and was elected in 134
· Similar to Africanus (does stuff that is unexpected):  found his way around the Senate
· Scipio successfully prosecuted war in Spain
· Achieved this success without the Senate, patrician support
· Very dangerous precedent, just like the one set by Africanus
 
The Gnacchi Brothers
· Tiberius and Gaius - plebeian tribunes
· Major problems:
· Debate over Roman identity (they know something is wrong, but they can't put their finger on it.  Rome has changed and they want to know what it is so Rome can restore its identity)
· Problems in government
· Impending failure of Republican constitution
· Gnacchi sold issue as one of land (instead of saying the identity, gov and constitution is wrong), social problems - too many acting for their own good, not for the good of the state
· Told people that the problem is land - but underlying issue of identity was spoken of 
· End-results: reveal REAL problems in Rome
· The two brothers present a range of issues dealing with social and economic problems
6. Huge influx of wealth (change in cooking, popularity of silk, slaves - coming into the republic because of oversea campaigns)
6. Effects of military Service on peasants 
2. These guys who run the farms are gone for long periods of time because they are in the army
1. These problems presented as two sides of the same coin 
 
How land ties these problems? (land still masking the deeper gov and social problems)
· Soliders on campaign for years at a time and when they come back, their farms have disappeared
· This is because the land was bought for plantations: "latifundia"
· They have no work without their farms so where do they go
· Cycle: fewer landowning peasants - fewer soldiers because of property qualification
· Other side:
· Army smaller (more people looking for work)
· Freeholders -> tenants
· Looked as if aristocrats had "taken all the land"
 
· Senior Brother: Tiberious Sempronius Gracchus
· From Sepronii (recall 2nd Punic War)
· Grandparents: Scipio Africanus, Aemilia Tertia (from Aemelii)
· Sister: wife of Scipio Aemilianus
· Married into Claudii familiy (later: core of imperial family)
· 137: Tiberius, quaestor, in Etruria: he saw latifundia and complained that there was not a single free farmer
· 133: he ran for and was elected for plebeian tribune to try and solve these problems that he was seeing
7. Limit amount of land people could hold
7. Control rents
7. Extra land -> landless (give to people who have none: Redistribution of Land)
7. Pergamene bequest now part of ager publicus: could be used to this
. Put people back on the land where they belong
. Fix problems in Roman society (moral/economic)
 
· Problem with this agenda ^^?
· Redistribution of land: viewed as radical and anti-patrician
· Dealt with public land - large numbers of senators involved in holding big % of ager publicus (public land)
· So senatorial resistance to be expected
 
· So, Tiberius decided to bypass the Senate and went to the comitia instead
· Another plebeian tribune, Octavian, ordered by the Senate to oppose
· TG took action! He removed Octavian from the proceedings and Senate had to stand down and let TG do what he wanted
· Finally, 3-man commission
· TG, GG, father in law (princeps senatus, former consul)
 
· The commission talked but nothing really happened so after 133, TG looked for re-election
· Sign as dangerous ambition (this claim made by the Senate)
· Senate instigated a riot ot cover up the fact that they were going to assassinate TG
· Riot was ordered by Pontifex Maximus: Scipio Nasica
· Mob killed TG and 300 of his friends/followers
· Witch hunt followed for anyone who supported him
· Beginning of Rome's civil war
· Commission continued to work, shows that:
· Senate ok with law, but not with populist methods
· Senate having problems with popular will
 
Gaius Gracchus, plebeian tribune: 123, 122
· Carried on the work of his brother
· Looked for new colonies to settle soldiers (land comes into play again)
· Lobbied for free equipment for the army
· Idea: state should buy grain and sell at low prices 
· GG's ideas were very popular
 
· GG tried for 3rd tribunate, 121
· Lost and this caused riots by his supporters who were upset he had lost
· Senate: consuls restore order by any means necessary
· GG hole on Aventine hill, plebeian stronghold
· Senatorial hit squad came and murdered GG along with his supporters
· 3000 hunted down and executed (same as TG but on a larger scale)
 
Significance of the Gnacchi Brothers
· They were seen as demagogues by enemies
· But, they genuinely wanted to help the poor Romans and address problems (rare thing in the Republic, most are very self centered)
· Who was responsible for their death: THE SENATE
 
· Porblems resulted from pressure on government (reflected by decision to kill GG and TG)
· Turning point in Roman politics
· Big division in political classes:
3. Populares (people - individualists)
1. Take issues straight to the people
1. Go against tradition
3. Optimates ("best ones", i.e. Patricians, Senate = state)
2. Look to Senate, traditions
1. Foreshadows political drama of fall of Republic
1. This is in intro to public violence: the start of the Civil war
Common part of late Republic 
 
Common themes to keep in mind until the end of term:
· Critical importance of family connections
· Tension between optimates and populares
· Tension between old and new
· Major period of transformation - social/political revolution
 
· Gnacchi: dealing with consequences of expanses (land and military recruitment issue)
· They brought political and public violence of the Senate
· Foreshadowed end of the Republic
· Who would do the damage?
· Marius and Sulla
· Pompey and Caesar
· Antony and Octavius
· And Cleopatra
· As part of this, we see as well:
· Roman government not adequate for empire
· Based on city state model
· Traditionally, Senate is in place to solve problems, debate
· Now, problems solved outside the system through violence
· So people like Sulla etc. -> look to army for support
 
Marius and Sulla:
· Participants in important period, witnessing:
· Roman expansion in East, ward in Africa and Gaul
· Rivalry between populares and optimates
· More public violence, breakdown of order
· Changes to army
· Lay precedents for Caesar, Antony, etc -> WARLORDS
 
Gaius Marius:
· An outsider
· Equestrian (middle class) from Latium (**Not from Rome, not from old family)
· Boosted by Caecilii Metelli - provided $$ fro entry to Senatorial class
· Served as praetor in 115
· Military campaigns against African King Jugurtha and Germans
· Several simultaneous angles: army reforms, problems with Senate (since he's an outsider), campaigns, enters dangerous rivalry with Sulla
 
· Importance of property qualification for legionaries
· But loss of land affected recruitment for the army
· Solution: So he changed the qualifications, you don't have to have land to join the army
 
· Marius known for army reforms
· 107 BC catalyst: elected to go to Numidia to clean up war, problems with the Senate (since Marius is elected for this. They try to block him)
· Marius took volunteers: appealed to landless poor
· Broke the link between property and service (have to have land to be a soldier -> NOT ANYMORE)
· Important moment: transition from: citizen miliia -> professional army
 
· Problem with Marius' reforms:
· They come from him not the Senate = danger of shift in loyalty from state to commander
· Echoes of Scipio Africanus
· Also: Marius' campaigns
· Breaking of constitution
· Rivalry of populares vs. Optimates
· Malaise in Roman politics
 
 
Lecture 9 - Marius, Sulla and Mithridates
Personal Ambitions: the campaign against Jugurtha, 112-105
· 118: King of Numidia (kingdom of Massinissa), Micipisa died
· Left everything to his two sons and his nephew Jugurtha
· Jugurtha wanted all the kingdom so he went for the sons
· Surviving son, Adherbal sent message to Rome saying 'help'
· Senate dithered; Jugurtha went to war against Adherbal
· Senate didn't know if they wanted to be involved in this foreign war
· Finally, Senate decided to intervene and sent Bestia, cos.111, who persuaded Jugurtha to give up
· Problems in Bestia's campaign, rumour that he had been bribed
· Jugurtha didn't really surrender and the war continued
· 109: Q. Caecilius Metellus, consul, took Marius to Africa
· Marius built a career here
· 107: Marius, wanted consulship -- had a dispute with patron Metellus
· Marius elected as 'novus homo', meaning he has no noble ancestors in the Senate
· This alarmed patricians since Marius was elected due to popularity
· 107: comitia centuriata - gave Metellus' command to Marius
· Army of landless peasants: "Marius" mules' - trained them, made them, used them to defeat Jugurtha
· Big triumph in Rome: Marius = a big hero
 
Second Campaign: Germans 113-101
· 113: problems with German tribes, Cimbri, Teutones
· Reminded them of the conflicts with the Gauls
· After Carbo, consul, was defeated:
· The Germans asked for permission to settle in Gaul but were denied by the Romans
· 107: Gauls allied with Germans and defeated Cassius Longinus, consul 107, killed on the battlefield
· Things got worse: 105: Servilius Caepio, consul 106, at Organge
· He lost 80 000
· Worst defeat since Cannae
· Fear in Italy rising - an invasion coming. The Romans needed a hero.
· Fear helped Marius get re-elected as consul in 104 (even though you can only be consul once!! = fall of the Senate)
· He was also not present for elections - another bad thing in eyes of the Senate
· Marius would, in fact, be elected every year until 100BC
· What did he do?
· Made a new army (reminder of Scipio Africanus) 
· Two big victories
· Aquae Sextiae(Scipio Africanus gets credit) - 102 BONUS QUESTION
· Vercellae - 101
· Marius saved the Republic and was consul 7 times
· How?
· Military emergences
· Charisma, popularity
· Continually broke traditions and laws
· 104: wore his purple triumphator gowns into the Senate
· Seen as act of arrogance
· Big division between Senate and army
· Had created own personal army (^another reminder of Scipio)
 
Downfall of Marius
· Cause of decline? Populares
· Tribune L. Satuminus
· Praetor G. Glaucia
· Cicero: 'Glaucia is the turd of he Senate'
· Saturninis/Glaucia - following Gracchi
· Bill: vast amounts of land should be given to settle the veterans of war
· Knew Senate would block
· Clause: Senate had to honour the vote of comitia or face expulsion
· What does this have to do with Marius?
· Puts him in difficult position
· He's a consul, so loyal to Senate
· But, he is half-popularus - looked to the veterans
· So he took the oath to honor vote of comitia
· Q.C. Metellus - refused; banished by Marius
· More problems (which lead to Marius' total downfall)
· Saturninus' bill allowed for Italian allies to have land - urban poor in Rome resented this
· This resulted in riots
· Senate wanted to restore order so they told Marius to do what he had to do to end it
· All went wrong: Saturninus and Glaucia stones to death
· Marius hung out as scapegoat
· He couldn't please both parties
· Mob hated him: had failed with Saturninus and Glaucia (allowed them to be killed in the riots)
· Marius fled
 
Rome and Mithridates (not on the final exam)
· Slides for this part on culearn
 
Marius, Sulla and Mithridates
· Old patrician - Cornelii family (same 'clan' as Scipio)
· Cornelii helo 30% of consulships in Republic
· Optimates 
 
· Quaestor in 107, with Marius
· Major role in Numidia
· Rivalry with Marius - especially after 100
· 97: Sulla is praetor
· He puts on lavish games as festivals
· Built a relationship with Apollo
· These acts raised prestige: e.g. Treaty with Parthian kingdom
 
· 93: Sulla is back in Rome
· Association with optimates, opposition to Marius
· Rivalry becomes very obvious
· Clash imminent but interrupted by something more serious: the Social War
 
The Social War, 91-88
· Begins decades of intermittent civil war - culminating with Octavian vs. Antony
· Socii = L. 'allies
· Causes of war:
· Different categories:
· Roman citizens
· Latins 
· Allies
· All treated differently
· RECALL: 123: G. Gracchus had opened up idea of citzeneship for Latins, 'Latin rights' -> allies
· Did not happen
· 95-91: increasing concern about allies
· 91: tribune L. Drusus proposed law
· Give Roman citizenship to all Italians - Senate didn't like this idea
· RESULT: open revolt 
 
· Character of War?
· Has been compared to US Civil War
· Bitter; many atrocities
· E.g. Ausculum:
· New state set up: Italica
· Major challenge from within own society
· Example of problems that come with overseas conquest
· Result
· Roman know they can't win so they get practical and make a new law
· 90: new law - citizenship for all Latins and all allies who stopped fighting
· 89: community enlarged, new voting units ('tribes')
· Major shift in demographic in Italy
· Extension of law, customs, culture
· Allies win, but lose in a sense because they get trapped by Rome's imperialism and their converging culture
· FIRST MAJOR CIVIL WAR IN ITALY
 
Marius and Sulla: Parting Company
· Rupture caused by Mithridates
· Effect of the 'Asiatic Vespers'
· Sulla, consul 88
·  allied with Metelli
· married Caecilia Metella
· powerful backing
· Marius, private citizen, 72 years old
· Ally: Tribune Rufus
· Who had legal right to fight Mithridates
 
· In Rome, riots as Senate objected to Rufus
· Violence, armed gangs in streets
· Marius got his way via Rufus by skewing public opinion
· A lot of support came from the Italians who had mad respect for Marius
· Achieved by:
2. Violence
2. Bypassing Senate
2. Marius not legally allowed to do this
2. But - supported by populares
 
· Marius now prepping for war
· Sent military tribunes to Sulla to collect army
· Bad result!
· Murdered by Roman soldiers they were supposed to by escorting
· Marius banished to Africa
· Sulla's actions:
· Followed Gracchi (public violence)
· But, huge turning point!
· He crossed the pomerium with army, in anger
· Use of violence for political ends (rather than debate)
· Major abuse of authority 
· Marius, in the heat of summer of 87
· Siege, reprisal: help from populares 
· Actions against Senate, banishes Sulla
· Help from Cinna, Marius' 2nd-in-command
· 86BC: Marius consul for 7th time
· He died of old age and Cinna took over
 
· Plutarch, 'Life of Marius', 34:
· Marius pitied for greed and ambition because even though he had become very wealthy from being indigent, and greatest from being small, he did not know how to set limits to his fortune
· People like Marius (and Caesar an Sulla) scarred Roman conciousness - didn't know when to stop
 
· Sulla at Brundisium, 83:
· Nov 1. 82: 18 months of fighting
· Savage reprisals
· 50-70 000 Roman soliders dead
· Sulla's actions on Campus Martius
· Still worse to come :O
· Sulla put of list of enemies in public
· There were rewards for killing his enemies
· List included many of Marius' supporters
· This resulted in murder and property confiscated
· Sulla as Dictator
· Political program
· Sulla as Dictator, 82-79 (wayyy longer than 6 months)
· Lex Valeria legalise his actions
· Ie.e proscriptions now ok
· Power of life and death
· Power to use conquered territory
· Power to build large body of clients
· All backed by Senate!! (there are scared of Sulla)
· What did the Romans think?
· Cicero, on the Agragrian Law, 3.2
· This most hateful law was forced upon Sulla by the times, rather than by his own ambition
· Says Sulla did what he had to do (yeah, ok... Sure)
· Sulla's program:
· Senate - introduced many equestrians -> patrician 
· Strengthened old rules, e.g.;
· 10 years between same office (no more Marius)
· 2 years between CH offices
· Age limits
· Re-standardized CH
· Out tribunate's power: cul-de-sac position
· Said that tribune is the reason for all the problems
· Sulla wanted people in power to be people who liked him
· Defender, not destroyer of the Republic?
· Before he looked like the destroyer
· 81: triumph; associations with Apollo, Venus
· Important precedent: divine connection
· 80: Sulla became ill (naturally); gave up his dictatorship
· Died in 78
· Sulla's legacy
· Tyrant?
· Restoration?
· Respect?
· Actions in private life?
· He would stop and debate/explain common politics to whoever wanted to know - Commoners or the Senate
· But: negatives
· Set up what was to come
 
Pompey and Caesar
 
Pompey
· Pompey (born 106) - equestrian (pattern of more outsiders than ever)
· Son of Gn. Pompeius strabo
· Pro-Sulla, anti-Mariuan, novus homo
· Pompey Snr.  = member of optimates
· 87 BC: Pompey Snr. Killed by lighting!!
 
· Early days: rivalry with M.Licinius Crassus
· Crassus = ally of Sulla (isn't Pompey an ally too?!)
· Pomepey 83: raised 3 legions to support Sulla
· Married stepdaughter of Sulla, Aemilia Scaura
· Pompey also supported M.Aemilius Lepidus - enemy of Sulla
· Complex, shifting loyalties... Success to those who navigated this difficult landscape (Caesar, Octavian)
 
· 82: Pompey serving as general of Sulla vs. Marians
· This is where he got his name of being a good general
· Defeated Marian general Carbo
· Conquered Sicily, in hands of Marians -> grain supply
· 81; Africa, another Marian stronghold - won
· Pompey hailed as Imperator
· Sulla hailed as Magnus
· Emulation of famous figure, Alexander the Great
· Also: another name - the teenage butcher (from early days of being a dick)
· But Pompey - no political office, appointment
· He's just a guy helping Sulla, with a private army
· Problems?
· Problems with private army - Thought of as a warlord?
· Rome doesn't like people with private armies
· Plutarch, Life of Pompey, 12-13 - after African victory
 
· Themes here:
· Arrogance and youth of Pompey
· Wisdom and experience of Sulla
· Tensions brewing!
· Livy starts to make more sense
· Why he painted Hannibal as such 
· This is his history
· Lepidus, consul 78
· Platform: cancel arrangements made by Sulla
· Supported by Pompey!
· He sees an opportunity to gain power
· 77: Lepidus gets involved in revolt in Gaul and is declared a public enemy by the Senate
· War against Lepidus - Catulus (consul 78) and Pompey
· Ally of Lepidus, enemy of Leipidus now - shifting of loyalties and PERSONAL AMBITION
· Problems:
· Re-involvement of Pompey (privatus)
· Lepidus defeated -> Sardinia
· Overall result: Pompey on the rise, new opportunities around the corner
· All will help him
 
Pompey and the revolt of Sertorius
· Sertorius - ally of Marius, popularus
· Proconsul of Spain in 83 - but other ambitions
· Fighting Quintus Caecilius Metellus Pius (optimatus, Sullan ally)
· Defeated neighouring governer; liked pirates and allied with them
· Senate to Pompey - command is not for you!
· Pompey: will not disband army (from war with Lepidus) unless given command
· Senate: related award of proconsular imperium
· Pompey had bullied the Senate into getting command of war and pro-consular imperium
· Sulla set precedence for this!
· This has become an acceptable thing to do
· STATE FALLING APART :O
· Sertorian revolt: contemp. with war vs Mithridates
· 76: Sertorius opens negotiations with Mithridates
· Early demise of Sertorius (knifed in his sleep by his second in command: Peperna)
· defeat of Peperna by Pompey
· Just by accident: Spartacan revolt
 
The Revolt of Spartacus, 73-71
· From Thrace (mod. Bulgaria)
· Auxiliary (ally) in Roman army
· Enslaved - trained at Capua
· 73: fled to Vesuvius with Crixus + 78 friends
· Soon: 70 000
 
· Split up: pillage; other ideas
· 72: end of Crixus
· But Spartacus: north to Cisalpine Gaul
· Territory of North Italy - name "Gaul this side of the Alps"

Caesar and Pompey, 53-49
· Violence in Rome
· Elections for 53 - postponed
· 52: death of Clodius and the "gladiators"
 
Caesor:
· Wealth, power, popular
· Populares
 
Pompey
· Links to Caecilli Metelli
· Optimates
 
Dec, 50:
· Caesar's 5 year Gallic command
· Clever move on Caesar's part = "I will lay down my power if you do as well"
· Pompey agreed (he had power in Spain so agreeing means he loses this military power)
· He had no choice but to agree 
· If he disagreed, he's become a 'rebel'
· Caesar's friend, Curio told Pompey to go first
· Pompey was too wise to relinquish his power first
· This led to a stalemate in the Senate
· They called on Pompey to "defend the Republic"
· Made him champion against Caesar
 
Jan, 49:
· Enter Marcus Antonius, Plebeian Tribune
· Good friend of Caesar
· Came to fight his case
· Also has to lay down his power since he can't enter Rome with his army (declaration of war)
 
· Collision course: Pompey/Republic/Senate vs. Caesar
· Antony and the others were ordered to leave Rome!
· Jan 7: Caesar, Antony and Curio, Caesar says "alea iacta est", the die is cast
· They crossed the Rubicon, out of Transalpine Gaul, into Italy
· Violation of Roman law, therefore causing a war
· This tells us: Caesar is the rebel, the outsider
· Pompey now has all the power: backed by the Senate
 
· BUT did anyone want war?
· Probably not...
· Conservative faction in Senate led by Cato the Younger (hate Caesar)
· Cicero's verdict (Letters to Atticus, 2.1):
· "Although Cato has the best intentions and supreme loyalty, meanwhile he harms the Republic because he declaims his opinions as if he lived in Platos's republic, rather than in the cesspool of Romulus"
· But, Senate and consuls - legit goverment
· Opportunity for Pompey to crush Ceasar and possibly, gain more power?
 
Civil War, 49-46
· Caesar: declared war against Senate and Pompey 
· His position is morally weak
· And tactically poor
· Some benefits: clementia
· Cicero - concordia
· Pompey's plan, Ceasar's unexpected response
· Pompey evacuates Italy and moves toward Greece
· Ceasar goes to Spain and detach Pompey's allies and fold them into his army
· Decisive showdown at Pharsalus, Thessaly, August 48
· Pompey defeated; fled; Ptolemy XIII
 
· Pompey going towards beach and accepts reception from Ptolemy
· King did not come meet him or send anyone
· Sempronius stabbed him 
· Thus, Pompey was dead
· His head was hacked off and sent to Caesor
· This made Caesor pissed because Pompey had been shown so much disrespect
· Similar to Sulla, he breaks all the rules, but he is still a bit old fashioned
· Cheated Caesar of the true glory of a Roman aristocrat
 
· Pompey = dead, Caesar took revenge and so:
· Caesar, now in Alexandria
· Met Cleopatra and was captivated by her
· He helped he regain her throne
· Ceasar now took this time to plan his next move
 
· Caesar absent from Rome (in Alexandria)
· In 48, he was named Dictator so he returned to Rome
· Left Cleo pregnant with a child name Caesarion
· Rome 47; Africa 46 at Utica
· At Thaspus: heavy defeat
· Survivors:
· Cato
· Scipio
 
· Cicero, on Cato
· Symbolic importance of Cato's death - death of republic
· Caesar - extended dictatorship to 10 years
· And who came to Rome?
 
· (Now that there is no one left to oppose him in the Senate, Caesar is BREAKIN ALL DA RULES :OO)
· One survivor of the carnage: Sextus Pompey and his brother Gnaeus
· Raised army: beaten at Cordoba in 46/5
 
Caesar as Dictator, 48 - 44
· Reforms - Julian Calendar
· Attempt to deal with economic problems (due to damages from the 3yr Civil War)
· Vacancies in the Senate so Caesar filled them with New Senators from the provinces (not from Rome)
· Help simulate provinculization (??) of the Mediterranean
· Spreads Roman culture
· Building projects (populares)
· Rome has major traffic problems
· Fresh water problems, etc.
· What else?
· Establishing new Colonies
· General Infrastructure
· As he brings people from the provinces to become elites, he sends Romans off to the provinces - citizenship
· Spreads Roman culture even more
· Military plans as well:
· Invasion of Dacia (now Romania), but this doesn't happen until Trajan
· Dacia very rich in minerals
· Would have helped fund the building campaign
· Invasion Parthia, also doesn't happen - wait until Lucius Verus/Marcus Aurelius
· These don't happen because he's killed before the invasions could take place
· Caesar: still thinking of militaristic glory
· Caesar: assassinated in Senate by conspiracy:
· 15th March, 44 'Ides'
· M.Junius Brutus
· Cassius Longinus (bro in law)
 
Plutarch's Life of Caesars, 66...
 
· Lessons for Plutarch?
· Parallel life, Alexander the Great - did no know the limits of ambition (like Marius)
· Why was Caesar killed?
· Caesar's Hubris/arrogance?
· Made himself dictator for 10 years
· Bounced around between sides, etc.
· Senate kept trying to give him honors and he turned them down
 
Cassius Dio, roman History, 44.8
· When members of Senate came to report to Caesar about honors they wanted to give to him
· He didn't stand as a mark of respect for their authority
· Apparently because he had diarrhea - not very plausible
 
· What about Caesar's royal pretensions - did they exist?
· Feb 15, 44 at the Lupercalia
· Actions of Antony - Caesor ready to crown himself as King
· Testing waters to see if they wanted him as King
· Clearly resented - Caesar was going to BREAK THE STATE right then and there 
· When Caesar was killed: Brutus and Cassius - not alone
They shout of 'libertas' in the streets and others joined
· But only caused more pain, war, suffering
 
BONUS QUESTION: Catos challenged Caesar to read a letter in the Senate with he had just been given - he thought it was about Catiline, but it was a love letter from Cato's sister. XD
 
The End of the Republic; Birth of the Empire
Antony and Octavian
 
44-31: very important period in Roman (and world) history
· End of wars
· End of Senatorial Republic
· Revolution - monarchy
· Rome's first emperor: Augustus
 
After Caesar: 44-31
· Brutus and Cassius: error in judgement
· Killing of Caesar did not bring back the Senate
· Antony - hiding
· M. Aemilius Lepidus - magister equitum for Caesar - tense, stayed with troops
· Antony eventually came out of hiding and:
· Likes Caesar, used funeral for political gain
· Read will in public
· Flight of Brutus and Cassius
 
· Antony: as he got ready for his new role, he did not take in to account:
· Caesar's ambitious, 18-year old great-nephew - Octavius, from wealthy pleb. Family
· Caesar's will?
· New name: Gaius Julius Caesar Octavianus = Octavian
· Antony - facing new threat - he has some competition 
· First blood went to Octavian
 
· At Mutina (Modena),  43 (year after Caesar's assassination)
· Open hostility 
· 44: Antony cos; 43, given Macedonia, wanted Cisalpine Gaul
· Left for new command early, without waiting for previous contract to end
· Clearly breakin da rules, omg
· Can't wait 1 month til Brutus' contract ends to take over, wants to take over RIGHT NOW
· Actions/conflict with Decimus Brutus
· Antony vs. Senate
· Cicero and Octavian
· Famous speeches of Cicero: Philippics
· Marc Antony's cruelty; sex appetite; eccentricities; etc.
· Slanderous
· Portray Antony as enemy of the state
 
· Was Cicero a fool? Trusting Octavian?
· Antony = bigger threat
· Octavian - propratorian power (shades of Scipio Afric. All over this)
· Octavian suddenly - legitimate Senatorial representative
· Teamed up with consuls., Aulus Hirtius and Gaius Pansa
· Took his Senatorial army to Mutina to deal with Antony
 
· Antony?
· Decides to link of with Lepidus at Transalpine Gaul
· And Hirtius and Pansa?
· Killed in action
· Leaving Octavian with eight legions, support of soldiers (left with over 50 000 soldiers)
· He pulls a Scipio Africanus
· "I am the son of Julius Caesar Octavianus"
· Soldiers support
· Octavian turns army around, forgets about Antony and goes back to Rome
· Took money and got himself elected as consul (he is 18 years old!!!!!)
· Cicero, Senate shocked - their champion turned against them
· Antony and Octavian sort out differences rather then continue on their course of a war
· Decide they need to work together
· Broker: Lepidus for their discussions
· They made a new agreement: Second Triumvirate
· Antony
· Octavian
· Lepidus
· Idea: 5 years each until 37BC
· They will have 5 year commands until 37 and then meet again
 
The Second Triumvirate, 43-32 BC
· Nov, 43: Comitia (the people, not the Senate) voted Triumvirs:
· Supreme power
· Lex Titia
· Difference between 1st Tr. And 2nd Tr.
· This allows Octavian to be seen as: "oh, I just did what the people wanted. I save you from your suffering because YOU asked me to"
 
· Consequences
1. Proscriptions (Cicero)
1. Included 150 senators, equestrians
1. Decisions of power
2. Lepidus: S. Gaul, Spain, 3 legions
2. Antony: Gallia Comata, Cisalpine Gaul, 20 legions
2. Octavian: Africa, Sicily, Sardinia, 20 legions
. Shows the Lepidus is the outsider in this agreement
. They send him far and with less legions
. Lepidus: the loser here or the third wheel
. What happens as the third guy gets faded out?
. Two places absent from this list: Italy; East
· War against Caesar's assassins
. As Caesar's 'son', its now Octavian's duty to avenge his family
. Lepidus takes no part in this
. Philippi, Macedonia, Oct 43 - Antony and Octavian go after Brutus and Cassius
. Octavian portrays this as a victory for himself but in reality, he hid in a bush
4. He's not a very good general/soldier/ETC.
 
Tacitus, Annals of Imperial Rome, 1.2:
"After the slaughter of Brutus and Cassius, there were no more Republican armies"
 
· Republic now well and truly dead
· Cato at Thapsus
· No more Senatorial opposition
· Now Octavian will have to fight Antony
 
What happened to Cicero?
Plutarch, Life of Cicero, 48-9
· Herennius cut of his head and hands by Antony's command
· The extremities were brought to Rome
· Antony ordered the head  and hands to be placed on the ships
· The Romans shudder - they did not see the face of Cicero, but the soul of Antony as he betrayed the state
 
· After Philippi - east added to 2nd Tr.
· New land assignments
· Lepidus gave up Spain and South Gaul
· Other projects: Parthia (Caesar's campaign he did not get to complete) and Italy 
 
1. Sextus Pompey - making a name for himself.  Should they eliminate him or negotiate with him?
1. Look for vets from Philippi need land to be settled 
· But uneven deal between Antony an Octavian
· Seeds sown for Antony's failure
· Octavian will stay in control of the message in Italy and Rome
· Keeps promoting himself in Rome, gains public relations
· Lepidus: phased out, remains member in name only
 
Discord: 42 -36
War of Perusia/Perugia, 41 - 40
 
· Veterand promised land in Italy
· Virgil - Eclogue, 1 - problem
· L. Antonus, bro of Antony - consul - tries to take advantage of Octavian's unpopularity due to land problems
· Banner: 'restoration of republic'
· Luciuus helped by Antony's wife, Fulvia
· Plutarch, Life of Antony, 10
· "a woman with no mind for spinning or house-keeping, who did not condescend to control a private citizen...."
· Octavians Actions:
· Blockade
· Victory: clementia of Caesar
 
Treaty of Brundism
· Antony - could make legit claim that Lucius and Fulvia acted alone
· Now? Octavian provocative
· Wants to push Antony to some definitive action
· Antony's deputy in Gaul
· Antony at Brundism
· People think A and O are on the course for war
· Their soldiers do not want to fight each other and force A and O to talk
· Forced to work together
· The treaty confirmed existing agreements
· Antony: marriage to Octavia (Fulvia now dead)
 
War with Sextus: 39-36
· 39: Naples
· Agreement - "Treaty of Misenum"
· Octavian marries Scibonia (niece of S. = wife of Sextus)
· Scibonia: mother of Julia (thus mother in law of Tiberius, great grandmother of Caligula and Agrippina - mother of Nero)
· Amicable
· Sextus lost big opportunity 
· He would later be killed as this whole thing fell apart
 
· Treaty half collapsed
· The day that Octavian and Scribonia's daughter is born, Octavian leaves her
· 38: Sextus - back to being a pirate
· M. Vipsanius Agrippa - finally won for Octavian
· 35: Sextus murdered
 
· Lepidus - bid for power, not to take away Octavian's power, but he was worried Oct. was coming to him
· Octavian walked to Lepidus' place without army as the son of Caesar and all of Lepidus' army joined Octavian because of his name
· Lepidus forced into retirement (can't be murdered since he is Pontifex maximus)
· Pontifex maximus until 12BC - then Octavian
· Now, 45 legions, auxiliary units (300 000 men) loyal to 'son of Caesar'
· 600 ships
· Master of the west
 
· Antony in good position?
· Big army, charismatic, large support
· Actions in eas vs. Position of Octavian
· 38: Antony looking to Parthia - join Publius Ventidius
· Octavian: called him back but...
· Octavian "we have to have a discussion"
· Antony comes ALLLL the way back to arrive to an empty conference room with a note from Octavian saying "sorry, couldn't make it". What a dick.
 
· 37BC: five year terms ended
· Treaty of Tarentum
· Antony headed east
· Parthian invasion with Artavazd
· Disaster, vs. Octavian/Agrippa's success in west
· 35: Armenia added to Roman realm - beginning of long struggle for influence 
 
· Antony and Cleopatra:
· Antony making himself like a eastern King (rather than a roman aristocrat) and Cleo, a queen
· Titles, territories given to his children - NON ROMAN CHILDREN
· Alexander Helio; Cleopatra Selene
· Ptolemy Philadephys
· "Donations of Alexandria": triumph too - not in Rome, but in an Eastern city
· Slap in the face for Octavia
· What effect in Rome? For Octavian?
· Affair with Cleopatra - what were Roman ideas of her?
 
Plutarch, Life of Antony, 36
· His passion for Cleo - a dire evil
 
Life of Antony, 50
· He invaded Armenia again
· Took Artavasdes in chains down to Alexandria where he celebrated a triumph
· Gives offence to Romans since he bestowed the honor and solemn rites of his native country upon the Egyptians for Cleopatra
 
· War of ideas/war of the mind
· Octavian presents himself as option A (a good, moral, pious, free from scandal Roman)
· Antony, option B (seduced by an evil Eastern queen, perverting Rome's traditions, immoral, having an affair and kids while married to my sister)
· Octavian in Athens: food money, men for Antony
· Empty conference room with a note saying; "go home and be with your brother"
· Massive public anger: Octavia tried to rekindle the relationship with Antony, but he made no effort to reach out to her
· Speculation about Octavian's actions?
· Result: public anger
· But Antony shot himself in the foot
· 34: Antony writes letter to state, he gets ignored
 
Jan 1, 32 BC
· Ideological war intensified
· Formal split - Antony's divorce from Octavia
· Now, underhanded actions: read Antony's will in public, in the Senate. It said:
 
Plutarch, Life of Antony, 58
· Octavian read will to them
· Most thought it was strange to do this even though A was still alive
· Caesar laid most stress on clause relating to A's burial
· Even if he dies in Rome, he should be sent to Cleopatra in Egypt
· Bestowed Cleo the libraries from Pergamum
· Have Ephesians in his presence salute Cleopatra as mistress 
· Shows Antony is not Roman anymore
· Confirmed Antony's attitude: his dangerous outlook and ideas
· Rumor started that he was going to move capital to Alexandria
· War was only a little way off
 
Syme (Roman Revolution, 270-1) says:
· Antony was the aggressor and morally in the wrong
 
32BC
· Problems for Octavian - Triumvirate over
· Source of authority for Octavian??
· Feb; Rome: actions in Senate
· Panic in the Capital
· Octavian made conscious portrayal for himself as:
· Savior
· Bringer of peace, order
· Protégé of Apollo (like Sulla and Scipio Africanus)
· Played on experience of civil wars
 

32-31BC
· Senate: Octavian's puppet
· Antony: lost all remaining credibility
· Knew Octavian was coming for him, so Antony prepared his army
· Octavian: consul for 31 (pretense of legitimacy)
· Octavian made every make an oath to HIM (NOT THE REPUBLIC)
· PATRON/CLIENT RELATIONSHIP
· VERY ANTI CONSTITUTIONAL
· Similar to idea with Scipio, magnified
· Everyone would fight together under Octavian
 
Syme: p275
· Clue is to be found in the character of the War of Actium
· Designed by party of Octavianus
· Not a war for domination against Antony
· But to secure Roman sanction and emotional support for the enterprise it was necessary to invent a foreign danger that menaced everything that was Roman, as Antony himself did not
 
31BC
· Definitive engagement at Actium
· Key moment: Cleo sailed away (no one knows why) and Antony followed
 
31-30BC
· 30: As they fled, Octavian blockaded Alexandria
· Demanded surrender
· Cleo and Antony committed suicide rather than get captured/surrender
 
Plutarch, Life of Antony, 76: Antony's Final Days
· Antony had a slave named Eros
· They had made an agreement, to kill him if need be
· Instead, Eros killed himself
 
· Kills himself because his fate is unevitable
 
Plutarch, Life of Antony, 85-6: Death of Cleopatra
 
· legacy of Cleopatra:
· Oriental despot queen
· Depictions heavily romanticised languid, sexual, etc. 
 


31-30BC
· Egypt annexed to Roman state
· Consequences of Actium
· Antony and Cleopatra
· Psych/political turning point
· Reinforced, revealed social/cultural changes
 
Actium an Aftermath
· Octavian had cemented control of  the Mediterranean basin
· West:
· 29: returned to Italy
· Res Gestae "the things having been done" (autobiography) - 14AD
· Remarkable propaganda version of his victories
· Portrayed him as a man of the state (basically total bullshit)
· Ender of the civil war
· Role of Mussolini
· Ankara
· Copies everywhere
 
· RG showed how he explained his power
· Stresses how Octavian saved the republic at the behest of the Roman people 
· Brutus and Cassius are common criminals
· Lex Titia engineered by Octavian 
· Senate and the People gave him honours
· His name put in the hymn of Salii (college of priests of Mars) <- gods behind him as he fought
· Actions with A&C
· Tribunician powers
· Jan 11, 29: doors of temple of Janus
· Claims by Octavian - only the 3rd time in history
· Bringer of peace, stability, etc.
 
29BC
· Triple triumph
· Dedication of temple to Divine Julius 
· If Julius is divine, what about his son?
· Senatorial  curia - new curia Julia (Julia family - Caesar) , statue of Nike (goddess of Victory = the Julia are victorious)
· Many messages, propaganda efforts here
 
· Battle of Actium
· Used as central part of propaganda machine
· Trophies set up at site of battle, dedicated Mars, Neptune and Apollo
· Apollo - patron deity
· Senate - new temple on Palatine Hill
· Actium renamed as Nicopolis, with a shrine to Apollo
· Used as a permanent reminder
 
· Actium - role in:
· Virgil, others
· Virgil, Aeneid - epic celebration of Roman duty, fides, loyalty - manufactured
· Aeneid, 8 - Virgil gives a flowery description of the battle of Actium, double victory on land and sea
· Rome vs. Barbaric East
· Supported by animals, waves, all
· Triumphant
 
· In Rome, after Actium
· 32BC: the oath to Octavian (not the state)
· Made all of Italy Octavian's clients: semblance of unity over Italy 
· Gave Octavian opportunities to reinforce his position
· Octavian made good use of opportunities
· Rome is a mess after all the recent battles
· Food shortages, water, safety, buildings, traffic, etc.
 
· New forum
· Mausoleum, Ara Pacis
· Urban cohorts: police service to deal with the safety issues
· Praetorian Guard
· Vigiles: watchmen - part of the safety stuff
 
· Many public projects
· Curia Julia
· Octavian built many new temples - this strengthens his connection with the gods
· He looked to the wealthy for help, e.g. Agrippa
· Personal donations 
 
· Italy
· A century of civil war - now, peace
· Fusion of Italian, Roman patriotism
· Long-term consequence of Social War - all made Italy 'more Roman' 
· The oath helped too
· Part of this: Italian political classes
· Senatorial families from Rome < Italian elites 
 
· New opportunities for up and coming men - e.g. Agrippa
· Idea of 'national' loyalty - bound by service to Octavian
· Reflection?
· Virgil, Livy, Propertius, Horace - 4 most famous writers of this century
· Where are they from? - none from Rome!! 
· All been swept up by the triumph and brought into the limelight by Octavian's victories
· Octavian needed to maintain supremacy - but how?
· Consulship
· But he needed more
· What not to do?
· Look at what people did before and avoid their mistakes
· Caesar - royal pretensions/autocracy (Caesar killed by his own coworkers)
· Army - coercion (Sulla and Marius, coercion with sword)
· He needs something more subtle to show the people he is their savior
 
Octavian as Sole Ruler
· Irony - both would be key parts of post Augustinian power
· How? Use existing political machinery
 
· 28 - co consulship with Agrippa
· 27 - symbolic power transfer
· Senate begged him to stay (he is savior, don't leave us, we need you) - he was banking on this response
· Retained as 'special consul'
· Looked after unstable area
· "First Settlement"
· Title, Augustus - specific meanings, evokes divine support
· The great illusion: restoration of Republic 
· Res Gestae: 34th paragraph:
· "After that time, I exceeded all in influence, but I had no greater power than the others who were colleagues with me in each magistracy"
· Was the Republic restored? Not to Tacitus: Annals of Imperial Rime, 1.1
· References Maris and Sulla
· Compared to what had came before though, 
· The institutions of Republic still continued
· Augustus - princeps, principate
· Deliberately avoided displays of power
· Very cleverly - used power from behind the scenes
· Auctoritas "authority", gravitas, i.g Mother Theresa, Nelson Mandela - something that makes you listen to them and do what they want you to do. This is what Augustus had. 
· Genius! Got his way without showing force, power 
· This is why he is revered for his political genius
 
· Reality?
· Image of Republic can only go for so long
· Masked an un-republican reality
· One man controlled everything, could not be explained by 'princeps' and co-consulships
· First Settlement could not last 
 
Second Settlement (23BC)
· Augustus felt he needed more power
· July 23, BC
2. Resigned consulship; kept imperium of proconsul (could still control army)
2. Imperium - maius imperium "greater imperium" - ensured he would outrank everyone
2. Trib power - legal mask which allows him to convene the senate and protects him from being attack
1. Trib power vs maius imperium?
. Both very useful
· Maintains idea that he's just a regular guy, while still maintaining a lot of power
· Looks like he is straying from being the leader, but this is really just a strategy
· No lifetime offices - just 'renewed'
· Exception - Pontifex Maximus (Lepidus d. 12BC)
· 2BC: Pater Patriae (father of country) - Cissaro was also rewarded this
. Given to saviors of the state
 
· Family of Augustus
· Used for political purpose, e.g. Role of Julia, daughter
· 25: daughter Julia - Claudius Marcellus -> successor
· Julia = Agrippa
· Julia = Tiberius (12BC)
· 3rd wife Livia
· Important role 
· Claudii
· Adopted in will -> to form a union between the two families: Julio-Claudians 
· Remember, the family members have very important political role to help Augustus and strengthen his position
 
· Associates
· Maecaenas
· Agrippa
· Devotion; support for Augustus
· Augustus couldn't achieve the power he did without them and their support for him
 
· Maecaenas
· Equestrian from Etruria (not from Rome!!)
· Patron of the arts
· Diplomat - force behind the Treaties of Brundisium and Tarentun, and his spy master
· Death 8BC, out of favour with Augustus
· Death was mysterious
 
· Agrippa
· Born 64 - out of obscurity
· Military brains of operation
· Benefactor, admin - sewers, Pantheon, etc.
· Political heir
· Co-consular colleague; proconsul imperium
· Death 13BC (natural death)
 
· Point: other people other than Augustus all swept up in this revolution 
 
Augustus as Showman:
Suetonius, Life of Augustus, 43:
· Augustus surpassed all predecessors in frequency and magnificence of shows
· Built on legacy of Julius Caesar
· Use of spectacles - gain loyalty, admiration of people
· Model for future 
 
· Aug used shows:
· Generosity to people
· Piety to gods
· Devotion to family
· Promote ideas of piety, family values
· Cemented:
· Link between Roman culture and mass entertainment 
· Role of emperor as distributor of largesse
 
Augustus and the Succession
· Many options, but Tiberius last man standing
· 13AD: Tiberius became formal equal
· 14AD Augustus died and Tiberius became emperor
 
The Legacy of Augustus
How do we see him?
· Learned much from Marius, Sulla, Caesar, Pompey...
· Goals: cement power, support
· Disseminate ideology, image, name
 
· 21st century attitudes
· But:
· Peace and stability
· Pleased many
