Tourism

United Nation World Tourism Organization (UNWTO)
-Defines tourism as the activities of persons away from their usual environment for a period of no more than 1 year and for almost any purpose of travel except commuting to work or school

Smith
-Tourism: Refers to activities outside of the usual environment, which usually means travel at least 80km away from home or travel across an international border
-Purposes or travel 
-Work, such as business meeting (includes professional athletes)
-Conferences
-Medical purposes
-Religious purposes
-Personal matters (e.g. wedding)
-Visiting friends or family
-Pleasure (leisure)

Gov’t of Ontario
-One or more nights away from home, or a day trip of over 40km
-Foreign and domestic travellers
-Includes many industries such as accommodation, attractions, food and beverage, recreation, culture, entertainment, transportation, and retail

Butler
-Definition requires understanding of conceptualizations. If you look at the diverse conceptualizations of tourism completely one could understand tourism

-Two Tourist Typology’s 
1. Interactional Types: emphasize the manner of interaction between visitors and destination areas
2. Cognitive Normative Models: refers to those that stress, emphasize, or look at the motivations behind travel

Robbins
-Four objectives of University
1. Introduction in skills
2. Promotion of the general powers of the mind
3. Advancement of Learning
4. Transmission of a common culture and common standards of citizenship

-Major functions of universities
1. Teaching 
2. Research
3. Service to the Community 

-Scholarly studies of leisure linked to 3 broad areas
1. Humanities
2. Health Sciences
3. Social Sciences

Beginning of Leisure research
-Systematic Research Inquiry Began in 1950s and 1960s – not necessarily the first
-Dating back to 1920s/1930s, there was research that was leisure studies related

	Educational and Social Philosophical 
-1930s
-viewed leisure primarily as a moral issue and an action oriented concern
-Focus was on leisure’s contribution to the persons wholesome development and constructive uses of leisure time

Jacks – education of the whole man
-We should regard leisure as an opportunity for exercising those creative and imaginative faculties

-1934
Overstreet – A guide to civilized leisure
-Argued that we live in a world of scarcity 
-“we have had to give our hostages to toil” 
-Now in the age of plenty we can look forward to an increasing amount of time
-In the past we have grown workwise, in the future we shall grow leisure wise

	Social Problem/Policy Approach
-Leisure focuses on the challenges and pitfalls rather than the opportunities associated with leisure
-Leisure as problematic

-1926
Cutten – the threat of leisure
-Machinery changed the workforce, gave opportunity for thought – this opportunity has not been fully grasped
-Leisure as idleness – ie not productive
-While leisure is a precious gift, it is also the most dangerous 

1922
Fulk – The Municipalization of Play and Recreation
-Focus on policy challenges for municipalities for new leisure
-“The complicated and troublesome social situation of the city has forced some recognition of the problem of public leisure by municipal government

The Applied 

1909
-Several US universities offered the first courses in recreation, park and playground management
-These courses put the study of leisure into the context of practical and applied interests

1928
Weir
-Provided the first comprehensive introduction into park management and recreation administration

1936
Davis
-“Principles in Practice of Recreational Therapy”
-The first attempt to examine leisure from a social adjustment and therapeutic perspective 


The following examined leisure from a socially patterned behavior

Veblen
1899 – the theory of the leisure class
-Economist
-Considered Americas first serious social inquiry of leisure
-Neither embraced nor emphasized the beneficial effects of leisure, rather attacked the lifestyles of the upper American classes
-Leisure for the rich and famous, a status symbol
-Leisure manifested by waste and snobbery – conspishus consumption

Lynd (Robert) & Lynd (Helen)
Middletown 1929
Middletown in transition 1937
-Examined daily life in a medium sized Midwestern city in US – Muncie, Indiana
-Examined the structure of every day community life in Muncie, Indiana
-Focused on: 
-making a living
-getting a home
-training the young (using leisure)
-engaging in religious practices and leisure activities
-Methods included published documents, observations, extensive interviews of residents 
-Interest w leisure focused primarily on relationship between leisure and social change
-Four factors contribuited to the remaking of middleton
	-Leisure between 1890-1924
	1. Shorter working hours
	2. Popularity of automobile
	3. Arrival of movies
	4. Invention of radio

Lundberg, Komarovsky, & McInery
-‘Leisure – A Suburban Study’
-1934
-Regarded as the first north American social science publication that uses the notion of leisure in its title
-Modern survey techniques used, included
