· How breast feeding intersects with gender, work and family
· Influence of breast feeding on women’s earnings, fathers involvement in infant care
· Discourses, experiences, policies on breastfeeding
Let down reflex:
· involuntary release of milk during lactation stimulated by pituitary gland’s release of hormone oxytocin 
· Most easily achieved when a baby properly latches on
· To let down: lowering in strength, value, to depress, etc.
· Link: women unable to breastfeed feel let down

Struggles to breast feed
· Dr. Rippeyoung interviewed lesbian couples about breastfeeding to document breastfeeding experiences in non-hetero couples 

History of breast feeding promotion and how it’s influenced our perceptions of breastfeeding today; how science can be a social construction (not objective truths)
What is a reflex?
· Physiological reaction between body and brain 
Reflexivity
· To bend back on oneself
· Requires critical self-reflection on the ways  researchers’ background, assumptions, and behaviour impact research process 
· Linda Finlay and Brendan Gough Reflexivity


Feeding the State: Breastfeeding and women’s well-being in context
History
· 1950s, rise in OB/GYN, shift in reproductive health: from midwives caring for women to doctors treating women
· Managing women health; childbirth medicalized; aggressive promotion of formula 
· Doctors know women’s bodies better than women do
· Focus on measurement of infant feeding = measurement means healthier babies
· Backfire against formula
· Manufacturer Nestle was promoting formula in poor countries where people lacked access to clean water, formula, etc.
· Diluted formula with dirty water = babies start dying
· Women stop breastfeeding to give formula, women stop producing milk 
· Ongoing boycott of Nestle
· Rise of  women’s organizing to advocate for breastfeeding to reject medicalization of women’s bodies and manufacturers promoting formula
· WHO and UNICEF 1981: International code of marketing of breast milk substitutes. Set international standards for marketing formula in developing countries – no TV ads, magazine ads, can’t give free samples
· US refused to sign on (under Reagan) – the neoliberal context
· 1994: Clinton signs it  
· Is this a win for women’s rights?
· WHO, USAID, UNICEF seen as objective agencies without conflicts  of interest 
· BUT these organisations still have political orientation and certain interests; supporters of neoliberalism
· E.g. increased focus  on neoliberal social policies (free markets, less government regulation = greater overall freedom and stronger economy)
· Result  = reduced government spending on social services 
· Greater focus  on welfare as problematic
· Also greater deindustrialisation around the world (manufacturing going overseas) = decline in jobs, labour unions, declining wages, and increased need for 2 earners per household 
· These economic forces + feminist push = women entering labour force in record numbers 
· Therefore, certain social reproductive needs could be met (childcare, housekeeping, etc) = more independent state and fewer caretakers
· Breastfeeding becomes important way to emphasize women’s natural role of care, and keep them at home
· Key to this = reliance on science; shows breastfeeding saves lives
· Underlying interest in abdicating responsibility in social reproduction by US government 
· “Breastfeeding saves  money for families” – actually saves money for government programs; women who breastfeed more likely to exit labour force and make less money = doesn’t save money 
· Cutting money to welfare = more women need to work = less women breastfeeding 
· While state pressuring women to breastfeed; women protesting idea that they can’t breastfeed in public 
· Among “lactivists” use of science is biased as well – sources with commercial vested interest 
· No evidence of breastfeeding effects of IQ, but this is touted as evidence for breastfeeding 
· Commercial bias  of formula manufacturers focused on, but not other people’s  bias, e.g. breast pump manufacturers
· Industry around breastfeeding = expert groups create interest in creating specialized knowledge 
· People who advocate breastfeeding have had success wwith it themselves 
Dilemmas for advocates
· Can be powerful experience for women’s identities 
· However, not everyone can do it 
· So if focus = increasing people breatfeeding, ignores experiences of people who can’t do it 
Indonesia
· Breastfeeding rates declining; 2009 law made breastfeeding mandatory for 6 months
· Penalty for not breastfeeding (2011): not to punish women, but people standing in the way of women breastfeeding would be fined up to $11,000 / imprisoned up to a year
· Exclusive breastfeeding rating has actually been cut  in half 
· UAE just mandated two years breastfeeding and husbands can sue wives if they don’t do it

Motherload (Dr. Sethna)
Birth control methods 
· Breakdown largely due to WWII and Nazi experiments
· Despite numerous codes advocating for protection of patients, in many instances, patients have been used as experimental subjects without consent, and damaging drugs on the market
· Speculum (specifically vaginal speculum) = oldest diagnostic instrument in history (dates back to Ancient Rome)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Device used to open vaginal canal to allow doctor to examine vaginal canal and cervix e.g. to do swab of cervix to be examined under microscope (pap test)
· Many birth control technologies AND methods (e.g. abstinence; periodic abstinence aka natural family planning)
· Hermann Knaus and Kyusako Ogino (1920s) discovered ovulation (release of egg from ovary into fallopian tubes) takes place mid-cycle
· Catholic  Church was thrilled with this information – this provided a way to avoid  using device for contraception 
· Known as Ogino-Knaus method – highly publicized and approved of by the Church 
· Can be highly effective, but depends on women’s cycle, etc
· Male dependent methods:
· Condom
· Coitus interruptus (pulling out)
· Most BC technologies are female-dependent 
· Lots of unwanted pregnancies throughout history due to unreliable methods
· People  had  to get married; have child and put it up for adoption (considered shameful; procure a miscarriage (aka abortion) 
Canadian Law (follows British law)
· British law: deliberately procuring miscarriage was not a crime, before quickening (fetal movement) – 3.5-4 months.  Abortion = crime after quickening
· Law changes late 1869 = first Canadian law against abortion 
· 1892: sale/dissemination/advertisement of contraceptives  AND abortifacients (drug inducing miscarriage) is illegal 
· Abortion = crime for people who procure it AND perform it (doctors afraid to perform due  to legal penalties)
· Police would question women dying of illegal abortion complications for name of abortionist
· Loophole: abortion NOT a crime IF person performing it was performing it in good faith to save the woman’s life – gave doctors some kind of legal protection 
· Abortion laws also meant to ensure  women of “best stock” (i.e. white, middle class, Christian) would have children because it was assumed they knew how to prevent pregnancy and had number of abortions 
· Abortion was extremely common and used as backup for birth control; people tried very hard to limit number of children
· When women or doctors on trial, abortion dangers were very played up by courts as warning to women. Courts also minimized role of men and punished non-medical personnel to  greater degree than medical personnel for performing the abortion 
· Doctor or nurse got less penalty than midwife, women’s friends, untrained abortionist = keep the circle of medical professionals as small as possible by coming down hard on non-medical personnel 
· Most women getting abortions were married = already had kids; fashionable and more useful to have fewer children; married women had more sex (was considered shameful to have premarital sex); better for their health – childbirth was very dangerous
· Self-abortion was very prevalent – women took drugs that irritated lining of uterus, hopefully provoking miscarriage. Women also used mechanical methods, e.g. Lysol douche inserted into vagina; soap and water douche; carbolic acid; packed vagina with cotton to provoke bodily response that would expel fetus; punching in the stomach; throw selves down stairs; inserting knitting needles or a wire hanger into cervix. 
· These methods should how desperate women are when they need an abortion
· Many methods led to hemorrhaging, infection, become sick, die due to toxicity of drugs, air bubbles in arteries leading to death
· If these didn’t work – she would turn to neighbours, friends, midwives, etc for abortion support
· Meeting of medicine, law, and morality 
· Would abortion be considered so horrible, if it had never been made a crime? How does abortion affect women’s role in society?
· 1969: both contraception and abortion are legalized under Trudeau
· Omnibus Bill: does 3 significant things = makes contraception legal, homosexual relations between consenting adults legal, makes abortion legal
· Trudeau: “the state has no place in the bedrooms of the nation”
· Abortion is legalized under restrictive circumstances: 
· All abortions must be done in hospital
· Hospital had to have a TAC (therapeutic abortion committee) – 3-5 doctors who would rule on a case-by-case basis whether or not the abortion would help the mother because the pregnancy constituted a threat to her life or health. If they agreed yes, they  would give permission for abortion
· Mostly male doctors have power to control women’s bodies
· Accessibility = women had to travel to cities with TACs; some travelled to other countries
· Time constraints for a time-sensitive procedure (pregnancy test took time, referral to TAC took time) – by the time she got permission she might be 6 months pregnant 
· Some women continued to access illegal abortions, or self-abort
· Tremendous opposition to the law after 1969 coming at the end of a decade where there are numerous shocks to what doctor’s and pharmaceutical companies are doing to women’s bodies 
· One of most famous scandals = Thalidomide. Marketed to prevent morning sickness even though drug marketers knew it caused birth defects in cattle, but kept it quiet. People quickly discovered that is was causing phocomelia (development of long bones went wrong in a fetus). Interestingly, also softens people’s views on abortion; shows which types of human beings we value
· DES: recommended to prevent miscarriage. Caused reproductive cancers in female babies. Some evidence sons may have also developed these cancers. Women again furious. 
· Birth control pill comes under suspicion because of possibility of stroke, cancer, pre-mature death
· Barbara Seaman wrote The Doctor’s Case Against the Pill, which used medical studies to show relationship between pill and some very severe side  effects, and death
· Originally marketed to  shrink population growth, particularly in developing countries
· Dalkon Shield: first generation IUD which lead to infection and infertility. Manufacturer put in “teeth” to prevent it from being expelled from women’s bodies. Teeth became embedded, causing bleeding, infection. String worked as “highway” for infection into uterus. When company  sued  for damages, promoted their products  in developing countries where the West had an interest in controlling population growth due  to the Cold War (US afraid that Soviet Union enlisting allies in poorer countries)
· Coercive family planning campaigns in the third  world – forced sterilization of men and women, and defective contraceptives sent to these countries
· 1969 law makes it so difficult for women to get an abortion
· All of these factors lead to development of Women’s Health Movement: patient-doctor contract broken, women organize to take control of their own health. Technology not a saviour, but another way for doctors and companies to make money off women’s bodies. 
1) Knowledge about their bodies = critical to empowerment
2) Want to help other women learn about their own bodies; produce written material for distribution (e.g. Our Bodies Our Selves); in Canada, a birth control handbook written by students at McGill to help women and men learn about BC. Women helped each other demystify their reproduction – encouraged to examine each other’s and their own cervixes 
3) Improve access to abortion, e.g. helping women travel for abortion care; lobbied government for better laws; demanded that abortion techniques be taught in medical school. Some women learned how to do abortions themselves. Male medical student in US trained women on doing abortions. Created collective called JANE (also codeword). Successfully treated women and provided abortions. Used language of choice and rights. 
· 1969 law hated by many people due to issues of accessibility of timing; tremendous lobbying to get it struck down
· Finally, 1988: R. v. Morgentaler Supreme Court strikes down this abortion law.
· SC says this law: places undue burden on women, and goes against Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. Therefore, it’s not valid and must be struck down
· Today, no federal law regulating abortion in Canada 
· Even though abortion considered medically necessary service under Canada Health Act, access remains uneven across country, and there’s still controversy  around whether or not it’s an appropriate medical procedure 
· In both Canada and US, doctors who perform abortion are threatened; clinics have been bombed, but  no federal government since 1988 has tried to bring about another federal law 
· 2010: Harper took charge of MDG pertaining to maternal health, BUT government refuses to fund abortion care
· Health care varies because of  time and place; our society attributes meaning to a phenomenon (like abortion)

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1960’s (what moved women into wanting self care for themselves)
· Making of the pill
· Lots of side effects that were known but they were not aware of which ANGERED WOMEN
· Civil Rights Movement
· Abortion Laws
· Upset about 1969 abortion laws
· Had to have legal consent 
· Thalidomide
· Morning sickness medication 
· Cause kids to be born with without/ deformed arm and legs
· Anger toward pharmaceutical companies
· Dalkon Shield (IUD)
· String was a highway for bacteria
· Device had teeth that embedded into uterus

Self – Health Healthcare Movement
· Women taught to care for themselves
· For ex. Gynecological examinations, how to do abortions etc
· Jane?

Refrigerator Mothers (themes)
1. Material Incompetence
2. Mother Blame
· For ill child’s health

Current Issues
· Child vaccinations  could lead to autism
· Mothers who are having kids late in life
· Not caring about kids  more focus on themselves and career

17th – 18th CENTURY
· Medical care for children emerges
· This emergence occurs at the same time there shifts in social attitudes towards children

Pediatrics (Duffin)
· PREVENTION of disease + disability rather than cure in kids
· Slowly becomes a specialty in 19th century
· As it rises in importance, the discourse about mother blame + incompetence increases as well
· Mothers blamed for not looking after kids well enough
· They’re also blamed for causing disease in their children

Refrigerator Mothers
· Mothers of a certain type blames for causing child’s Autism
· Scientific blame

BRUNO BETTLEHEIM
· As a child was put in Nazi Camp
· He survived
· Became a famous figure
· Believed he saw parallels b/w the prisoners in the camps and autistic kids
· Believed these behaviors were caused by emotional coldness of authority figures
· Emotionally cold mothers  kids have autism
· Came to the US and published  THE EMPTY FORTRESS (1967)
· Holds fathers somewhat responsible (emotionally, physically, weak)
· Main blame  MOTHERS
· Commits suicide in 1990

From 17th -18th century what was happening?
· Need to look at history of childhood to understand it

PHILIPPE ARIES (middle ages – 20th cent)
· Kick started the history of childhood
· French scholar/ author
· Says that what we now understand as a child starts being constructed in the 17th century
· When we talk about child/children/childhood
· Cannot care for themselves  VULNERABLE
· Naive, don’t have street smarts, need protection
· Like to play
· Innocent 
· Sexuality and sexual experience
· This construction in the 17th century of kids as playful, willing to learn, sexually innocent is still with us today in the 21st century
· Society reserves a lot of hatred towards men who are pedophiles etc. because of this
· 1962 publishes book  CENTURIES OF CHILDHOOD
· In general, scholars agree with his idea that the “length and nature of childhood has varied over time”
· Back then childcare is different from now
· Back then infants were swaddled
· Wrap up baby so it cant move
· Believed it was good to keep baby warm and keep limps straight
· Kept them out of the day, hook on back and hung on wall
· Breast milk was considered good at certain points in history, considered essential
· Also given doses of opium and wine by docs & nurses
· Wet nurses
· Depending on class of mom she would most likely have one
· Another women who was unrelated to mom biologically, most likely had her own child so she produced milk
· Hired to feed child common with high class

INFACNTICIDE
· Very common
· No other forms of birth control, no abortions, no idea how things work so kill child b/c of overpopulation in family
· Sex of child
· Child might be burden on parents
· Adultery +illegitimacy
· Single women living in time where having sex outside marriage not accepted
· Children sold to be workers
· Children are maimed
· Physically damage someone 
· Bomb (leg blown off), cut of leg, damage arm  so they can beg

1st study devoted to childhood diseases  ON THE LIFE OF CHILDREN (1472)

ROSENGARTEN (1513)  Important for midwives & docs, had advice for them

Artificial feeding (MAJOR PROBLEM)
· Very hard to continue to breast feed
· Made a broth to feed children  PANADA
· Also made flour based mixture  PAP (no substance)
· Many kids died early, infant mortality very high

In 17th + 18th century according to Duffin 2 important developments

1. Growing improvement of NOSOLOGY
· Classification + systematic arrangement of diseases
· In 17th century disease that are specific to children are classified and arranged
· Ex. Polio, chicken pox, measles

2. Discussion of formal high mortality rate in children
· Of great concern to parents & also institutions
· Children growing up in poor conditions
· Abandoned by parents
· Die as a result of war

· In any year 40% of all deaths  children under 5
· One starts to see a movement by child care reformers (docs, parents etc.)  To enforce special care for kids 
· Ex. Child care ward in hosp
· Educating parents on how to take care of their kids
· To remove aboriginal children from their parents in an attempt to assimilate them into white, middle class (wasn’t good for them)

19th + 20th CENTURY
· The focus of these child care reformers zeroes in on the mother
· The mother child bond = SACRED
· Mother targeted by child care experts
· Wanted to promote scientific “CHILD REARING”
· Mother becomes targeted

Child Rearing Example (DIONNE QUINTUPLETS)
· Born in 1938 Thunder Bay, Ontario
· Born into French Canadian family
· Rare b/c born and survived
· Birth mother already had 5 children
· Few months after birth taken by gov and displayed as tourist attraction as “QUINTE LAND”
·  3 physicians responsible for scientific child rearing
· They encouraged mothers to follow their ideas
· Docs  ALLAN DAFOE + ALAN BROWN + WILLIAM BLANTS
· Children were taken away b/c they thought parents weren’t fit to take care of them (they already had 5 kids)
· ALLAN DAFOE delivered them
· Mother unable to produce enough breast milk

Child rearing said to make healthy children
1. Hygienic surrounding
2. Breast feeding
3. Early potty training
4. Nutritious diet
5. Strict schedule for eating, showering, napping (HABIT TRAINING)


· Motherhood was glorified
· Considered woman’s soul mission in life (core reason of abortion issues)
· Mothers who DON’T breast feed + become mothers  selfish and lazy
· On another hand, individual mother blamed + dismissed as incompetent
· Mothers are expected to submit to these experts views on scientific child rearing b/c experts know best, not mothers



UNKIND CUTS LECTURE- March 31st (last class)

· Contraception/abortion/child birth/ raising not personal decision but political constructs affected by society
· Scientific mothering
· Male scientists pressure women to raise kids a certain way 
· Ex. QUINTS  they were fed by donated breast milk
· Pros  glorification of motherhood 
· BUT individual mothers  inadequate, incompetent + held responsible for child’s health

Surgery
· Greek for “work of the hand” or “handy man”
· Surgical attempts to fix trauma were witnessed attempted very early on and is VERY ANCIENT

Themes
1. Importance of warfare
· Gives rise to surgical techniques over time

2. Much of what we know of the medical models developed from surgical models

3. Elective Surgery
· Surgery for not life saving purposes 
· Occurs more frequently over time
· Cosmetic/ plastic surgery
 
Early evidence of surgery
· Holes in skull  TREPHINATION (earliest form of surgery)
· Done to relieve pressure on brain
· Person might have been suffering from migraine etc.

· Splints
· Made of tree bark
· Used to set bones that broke, arms, legs etc.

Evidence of Codes for Malpractice
· Babylonian Code of Hammurabi 1700 B.C
· Punishment for surgeon if they didn’t fix/ cure a free man (not slave)
· Arm cut off

· Ancient Egypt
· Mummification
· Mummy’s organs needed to be removed to be mummified
· Individuals who did this knew surgical techniques

· Circumcision of men & women
· For men
· Would be a medical need
· Removal of foreskin
· Could be a religious right/ health reasons
· For Women
· INFIBRILATION
· Inner lips of vulva + clitoris removed and outer lips sewed together
· Small opening for urination/ menstruation

Late 1800’s/ 19th cent in Western World
· Oophorectomy  removal of ovaries (done for psychic disorders)
· Clitoridectomy  removal of clit (done for sexual ambiguity)

Major Problems of Surgeries
1. Pain Relief
· Given opium & alcohol
· Surgeons would try to bleed people out
· Made them stand up and make them bleed  fainted

2. Infection
· Treated by soaking wound with wine and beer
· Alcohol would kill bacteria
· They tried things that had antibacterial properties

3. Loss of Blood/ Hemorrhaging
· Tried to cauterize the wound
· Piece of hot metal put on would, edges of wound would burn shut
· Pass out from pain

Development of Surgical Instruments

· Syringes (one of the oldest)
· Used to extract pus
· There was a faulty notion that LAUDABLE PUS & runny pus was good  actually a sign of INFECTION
· If the infection from was to take over = death

· Amputation
· Done in war

· Removal of Cataracts
· Poke eye with needle & moved cataracts aside

· Hare lips
· Kids born with cleft lip
· Both sides of lip don’t close properly, can see into gums and teeth
· Figured out how to close upper/lower lip

Figured out how to do
· Cosmetic surgery: fix missing noses  due to syphilis
· Remove kidney/ gall stone

· Surgeons had to learn how to work quick to avoid blood loss

Barber surgeons in 1510 
· Granted their own GILD in 1510 (own organization that people could come and apprentice etc.) 

In 1940s 
· Dentists + chemists learn that certain gases can knock people out
· Learned it could be used on people to avoid pain
· LAUGHING GAS/ NITROUS OXIDE (1st discovered)
· FROLICKS  laughing gas parties, related to glue sniffing today

Anesthesia
· Wasn’t taken seriously by docs/surgeons
· Thought dentists/chemists were faking it and people it was used on were also faking
· CHLOROFORM used by JAMES YOUNG SIMPSON (1840’s)
· Recommended for women in labor, actually prolonged labor  they couldn’t use their own muscles to push cause they were asleep

1800s  MAJOR ADVANCES IS TREATING INFECTIONS

1. Antisepsis
· Destruction of micro organisms that cause disease
· May use carbolic acid, vinegar, soap & water to wash hands, wipe walls of surgical room, heat up instruments, swab person with alcohol etc. 

2. Asepsis
· State of being free from organisms
· Ex. Wearing surgical masks or wearing gloves

With ANTISEPSIS hopefully one achieves ASEPSIS

ASEPSIS (big names)

1. Joseph Lister
· Recommends using carbolic acid to wash hands 

2. Louis Pasteur
· Most of his theories form basis of germ theory
· Confirms disease comes from outside the body

3. Ignaz Semmelweis 
· Hand washing to prevent spread of CHILD BED FEVER

Articles
· Barron H. Lerner
· Talks about having female patient and knowing the era in which they had surgery by looking at scars for breast cancer

Women in 15th Century
· Wouldn’t see women showing body
· If surgery was done in 50s/60s no reconstruction

HALSTED RADICAL MASECTOMY (1880s)
· Women’s entire breast removed
· Some ribs removed
· Chest muscle
· Lymph nodes

· Surgery was incredibly disfiguring
· Many would have a lot of pain, swollen arms and shoulders b/c of lymph node removal
· Gave them limited mobility
· Not only physical issue but also disabled women
· Docs would not necessarily tell patients they had cancer because they wouldn’t get consent for surgery
· They said they to biopsy to see if it was positive for cancer, if it was they would do it
· Woman didn’t know if she would wake up with a breast or not
· Kind of like killing 2 birds with one stone for docs, didn’t really need permission

William Halsted
· Brilliant doctor, very revered as a teacher
· Was also a cocaine addict
· Back then many docs/chemists/dentists did experiments on themselves 
· Thought it might work for pain relief

HRM was popular for so long because…
· Cancer could be cut out of body
· Same way like ancients believed demons could be bled/cut out of body
· Sexism
· Working on women’s bodies
· Most docs were men
· Didn’t have as much empathy
· Cult of the male expert
· This is what’s wrong and I am going to cure you
· Showcases ones medical skill and god like status as surgeons
· Ability to work magic by curing someone
· In USA
· HRM was very PROFITABLE
· Some historians said the popularity has to do with the “American Swagger”
· Europeans invented this, the Spanish did this etc.… look at how powerful we are, we can do this powerful surgery
· Even when Halsted was alive 
· The HRM surgery doesn’t really extend the life expectancy
· Cancer can re occur in other parts of body, the surgery doesn’t prevent this

1970’s 
· Push back from women’s health movement
· Pushback HRM
· Public lobbying against HRM by women who had it done to them
· Lumpectomy + Chemotherapy + Radiation
· Can be just as effective as this radical surgery
· Women really questioned their docs from the 1970s 

Bilateral TRAM
· Use body’s own material in breasts so its not artificial

Angelina Jolie
· Double mastectomy even though she wasn’t diagnosed with breast cancer
· Had breast cancer gene that COULD lead to breast/ ovarian cancer
· Mom and aunt died from BC
· In article she shows a notion of certainty in regards to the surgeries
· Notion that surgery will give you certainty and doing it will cause cancer to go away forever
· Cancer is a very difficult disease
· Poor and minority with cancer die in high numbers
· Cancer advances/metastasized by the time they get treatment
· B/c of less access to medical care, maybe less education, language issues
· Embarrassment/shame (to take of clothes to be examined)
· Just don’t have the money
· In some cases early detection for breast cancer + prostate cancer  doesn’t always necessarily always make a diff for some women
· b/c of the strain of the cancer
· could be in medical system in which you have small tumor but you’ve given too much chemo, radiation, drugs etc.
· new theory that we all have cancer and eventually it resolves itself, in some people this might not happen and can become life threatening

Pink Ribbons
