Epidemic
· a widely prevalent rapidly and extensively spreading infection
· sometimes epidemic can refer to a sudden outbreak of infection

Pandemic
· epidemic that becomes widespread and effects a region, community, country or continent. ex. AIDS pandemic

Endemic
· refers to a low grade infection that’s always present in a particular population

Plagues
· real sense of terror around plagues b/c they can spread so quickly
· in history hundreds-mills killed

Themes around Plague
1. Breakdown of Social Order
2. Understanding of Plague  SOCIALLY CONSTRUCTED
3. Strong association b/w plagues + scapegoats
· scapegoat is an individual/population that’s targeted for being responsible for something
· thought minorities, foreigners, immigrants, feebleminded poor people, prostitutes SCAPEGOATS OF PLAGUE
4. Use of medical, geographic, moral, or legal controls placed on those scapegoats
· Quarantine, confinement, shutting down borders, ostracizing them, attain a morality of why people spread/attain infection
· Innocent Infection ex. Getting AIDS through blood transfusion
5. Social conditions exacerbate the spread of infection
6. Notion of public health
· If we all participated in public health we would not get infected
· Public health will protect us from the spread of infection

Plague of Athens (430 BC)	
· considered very powerful + has a lot of historical references

Bubonic Plague/The Great Dying /Black Death (Europe 1300’s)- MOST FAMOUS!
· swelling of lymph nodes in the armpits and groins  BUBOUS 
· person’s skin color becomes darker
· many notions from where it came from
· ships from Asia
· Astrological reason  Aquaruis
· Corruption of priests
· Blames strangers
· Antiseminism: In certain Jewish houses they didn’t grains in house, rats couldn’t hide in them and jump to their hosts, Jews wouldn’t get infected  JEWS CAUSED PLAGUE
· Actual cause: fleas rats humans

Giovanni Boccacio  wrote Decameron
· wrote earliest accounts of the Bubonic Plague

Plague tractate:  literature that comes from witnessing + writing about the plague


· Mid 1300’s Europe (5yrs)  Peak of Plague
· 25 mill died; 1/3 of Europe’s population
· death in sudden ways
· the ill were put in pest houses (houses for people that were sick, tortured, burned -- people who they thought brought the plague ie. Witched, outiders, born as Aquarius)
· Ripple Effect
· Loss of church reliability
· Loss of medical reliability
· Decline in agriculture and economy
· Plague of Cholera, Small Pox, Typhus, Influenza  BROUGHT BY OUTSIDERS

Duffin: Sexually Transmitted Diseases

Susan Sontag
· Wrote book  “AIDS and its metaphors”
· Looks mostly at plagues that are sexually transmitted
· The moral value of getting these diseases, the people responsible for bringing it
· how these views have been neutralized (not sexually transmitted ones)
· Ones spread by sexual contact are still not neutralized hold onto moral meaning still

Three Main STDs

1. Syphillis  (Trepnema palladium)
· comes in 3 stages (3rd most serious)
1st stage 
·  chancre on genitilia 
· bacteria love mucus membranes
· 2nd Stage 
· rashes on palms + feet, occasionally back and chest + muscle aches
· Latent Stage
· Syphilis goes to sleep
· Feel fine for years/months…depends
· 3rd Stage
· if untreated 1st and 2nd
· damage to brain nerves, eyes, joints of body  paralysis, dementia, death
· Congenital Syphillis
· Can be passed in utero to baby
· Baby shows signs of physical + mental development indicative of CS
· If the woman has syphilis
· Can have miscarriage
· Still born baby
· If it survives- born with rash, developmental delays, damage to eyes, ears, teeth

2. Gonorrhoea (Neisseria gonorrhoeae)
· first signs 
· heavy yellow/whiteish pus discharge from genitals
· burning sensation during urination
· if untreated leads to infertility in both males/females
· when babies pass through vaginal canal and the bacteria comes in contact with their eyes = blindness
· Docs put silver nitrate in babies eyes when born  neutralizes all bacteria

3. Chancroid (Haemophilus ducreyi)
· sore chancre on the genitilia
· lymph nodes can get swollen, can rupture + excute pus
· best one to get…NOT AS SEVERE AS OTHERS!

-You can have more than 1 STI at a time
- They are opportunistic diseases
- we don’t know origine

In spain  Called Spanish Pox
In French  French Pox

Venereal Diseases

Themes
1. Associated most often with
· Prostitutes
· Immigrants
· Minorities

2. Mediate Contagion
· Very prevalent till 1940’s
· Idea that if I have gonnhoera and drink from a cup and then you drink, you will get it
· This is rare because bacteria don’t stay alive very long
· The love mucus membranes so prefer that environment
· All bacteria + viruses need a portal to enter body ex. Cut or nick
· It terrified people that you could be innocent (no sex with randoms) but can touch things and the disease
· Fueled notion that certain infections were guilty and some weren’t 
· Mediate contagion  NOT GUILTY
· Disease from sex worker etc  GUILTY

3. Effect of VD on family, nation, race (white)

Three solutions
1. Legal Solution
-  legal attempt is to outlaw or regulate prostitution
-  one of the famous attempts to regulate
 CONTAGIOUS DISEASES ACT (1860s Brittain)
· Based on preventing these diseases in cattle
· Police had a right to arrest any women at any place in the town if they thought she was a prostitute, they were put in hospitals and forcibly examined
· medical issue
· she could be asymptomatic
· forced gynachological examination
· if had disease has to be treated in quarantine

2. Use of Condoms (medical approaches)
· 1st made of sheep intestines, sometimes linin
· weren’t to be discarded, washed, dried and powdered
· linin had a ribbon at one end
· in 1800’s  started making from rubber
· 1920’s  latex
· Problem is that it was traditionally associated with sex workers/ prostitutes

3. Treatment for Infection (Medical Approach)
· Mercury (not good)
· Put on sores, chancre, swallow
· cotorize the sores (no good)
· early 1900’s  development of SALVARSAN
· Pennicillin (cures it) WW1/WW2
· it was used on soldiers with battlefield injuries, while their injuries cleared up, so did VD
· mid 1940’s  realized penicillin cured it

Wartime Strategists were terrified
1. Soldiers come home and infect wives etc
2. Sick and diseased soldier more useless compared to a healthy one that fighting and dying
· led to postes and Public Health Campaigns

Social Hygiene Movement
· public movement to stop spread of VD
· 1920’s onward

Moral Approach
· taken by religious leaders, parents, politicians, teachers
· to preach sexual abstinence   Ex. Sex ed in schools

Feminists
· around WW1
· saw that there was a sexual double standard
· women supposed to be abstinent but men weren’t
· wanted this applied to both genders
· one of the outgrowths of this….
· Sex Ed in schools
· Reading by Lin Saccle
· Incest + VD
· Shows the social construction of VD
· Understanding changes when it depends on who is infected

History of Plagues
· knowledge about STI transmission
· gendered
· racialized
· classed
· we can see this happening with HIV education in past 20 yrs

Tuskegee Syphilis Experiment (20th Cent)
· one of the most infamous unethical experiments in history
· docs wanted to see if syphilis acted diff in balcks as apposed to whites
· funded by American Gov
· conducted in poor black farmers
· took blood tests and told them they had bad blood 
· kept bringing them back and monitored to see how disease prognosed
· program wasn’t terminated till 1970’s
· the experiment continued past WW2
· during this we see Nazi medication spread in people in concentration camps

Robert Proctor Article
· a healer/ professional healer/doc can do excellent research and science but behind their findings the ethics may not be great – who experiments were done one, how etc
· Nazi medicine in terms of tobacco use

Germ Theory
· disease is caused by living organisms 
· these organisms invisible to naked eye
· by 1880’s more scientists/docs/nurses believe in germ theory
· Louis Pasteur
· His work disproved what many people didn’t believe  organisms can spontaneously generate
· Showed that there was a link b/w bacteria and disease and how these can grow and multiply
· The organisms he worked on were responsible for destroying food
· Discovered that inoculation (putting small amount in body) would protect body b/c and immune response developed
· He experimented on cattle and chicken

Joseph Lister
· used carbolic acid to kill these microorganisms on wounds, then sealed with bandages and this helped recovery
· previously wounds got infected

Robert Cotch
· identifies the cause of tuberculosis of the lungs
· identifies bacterium
· 4 prostulates identified so he can determine this bacterium the cause of TB	
1. The microorganism can be found in every case
2. The microorganism should be able to be isolated and grown in a pure culture
3. In experiments (on animals) the same disease should be produced if the animal is injected with the organism
4. In all of the experimental cases, one should be able to discover that same organism from the experimental animal (ex. When you dissect it)

1880’s onward triumph over germ theory
· Gods gave diseases
· spontaneous generation
· Miasma: 
· foul smells causes diseases
· reinforces the notion that disease comes from outside the body “external invaders”

Germ Theory
· gives rises to the Social Hygeine Movement
· which focuses on physical and sexual cleanliness
· gives rise to importance of lab work
· gives rise to a widespread public health movement

Pennicillin
· seen as the “magic bullet”
· this us the best answer, the solution with the most benefit, the “cure all”
· discovered by Alexander Flemming (late 1920s)
· trying to grow bacterial cultures that become contaminated by mold
· mold starts to kill bacteria
· In 1930’s discovery taken up by Howard W. Florey and Ernst Chain
· they extract penicillin from these molds and make it in larger quantities
· Nobel Prize in 1945
· saves lives in WW2
· power of medicine to heal

Chapter 6 talks about:
· how docs became doc; the professional steps involved
· doc/pt interaction in terms of the contract between the 2
· training techniques
· restrictions on who could/couldn’t be a doc ie. Visible minorities, women, African americans  had quota system

McGill
· had quota on how many Jews could be admitted to med school

· Duffin follows theme over shift over countries healthcare being a more open ended concept in the sense that midwives could participate in health care, alternative healers, midwives, quacks (sell cures and treatment to make $$)
· Over time less oven ended concepts and more restrictions
· Leads to conservative monopoly on health care
· Now its composed of licensed doctors who become vey powerful
· Docs  associated with prestige, power and status
· The power, prestige, status reduced b/c of how patients act within the medical system
· Demand best treatment and expect to be cured
· Shop around for a doctor
· Patients self educating themselves
· Patients have an increased sense of their own autonomy – I don’t want that treatment, im going to a chiropractor instead
· Patients become distrustful and suspicious of docs
· Event that broke this patient/doc contract  THE DOCTOR’S TRIALS
** readings section 
Drs Trials 
· (Nuremberg, Germany 1946-47)
· WW2 just ended
· The winner gets to dictate the terms of the post war
· The Allies (Britain, USA, Canada, Soviet Union) get to dictate the terms to Nazi, Germany
· One of the terms, there will be trials held for Nazi’s in charge of the Nazi Regime in Germany

The Doctors Trials
· Officially called USA vs. Karl Brandt etal.
· KB is Hitler’s personal physician and senior medical officer of german government after WW2
· 23 docs + admin were accused by Allied for participating in war crimes and crimes against humanity
· Geneva Convention of 1863 is a protocol for nations to agree upon how to deal with the treatment of civilians + prisoners of war during war time

· Doctors charged against this according to GENOVA COMENTION
1. Conspiracy to comit war crimes + crimes against humanity
2. War crimes
3. Crimes against humanity
4. Membership in a criminal organization – which is the Nazi party

· Many trials took place to hold Nazis accountable for what they’ve done
· Takes place in Nuremberg b/c it was a city that wasn’t really effected by the bombings, jails and courthouses intact
· It is also the site of Nuremberg Laws
· Investigators, journalists, docs came from all over the world to see trial

· One of the docs who comes  Dr. Donald Cameron (psychic driving @ McGill)
· War begins in 1939 and Allies win
· Hitler is influenced by notion of racial hygiene
· He is a supporter of eugenics
· In mid 1920s he published book from prison  MEIN KAMPT (“my struggle”)
· Advocated the notion of rcial hygiene
· It is about the purity of the race
· Certain people born unhealthy so should be institutionalized, shouldn’t reproduce with each other
· Targets and talks about Germanys problems
· Jews, are insane, sex workers, infected with VD  resp for problems
· Looks at them as a poison, virus, infection of the german population and they need to be eliminated
· He comes to power in 1933 in Germany
· 1933-19445  SHOAH (Hebrew name for HOLOCAUST)

· Main targets of Hitlers policies are Jews  6 MILL KILLED
· Another 3-5 MILL killed – incl prisoners, homosexuals, prisoners of was, Roma/Gypsies, disabled
· Drs play a major role in the Holocause
· Impossible for this level of killing without the medical apparatus
· E. physicians joined Nazi party from really early on – joined in greater numbers than any other position
· b/c they believed in racial hygiene
· firm supporters of eugenics
· liked the status of being part of the Nazi party

1993 BERLIN
· one of the first things Nazi party does is burn books 
· authors are Jews, people that are degenerate (mixed race)

· another early act  forced sterilization laws paws passes


1935 NUREMBERG LAWS PASSED
· meant to exclude Jews from German citizenship

1. Laws for the protection of German blood and honour
· No marriage/sexual intercourse b/w Jews and non Jews
· German = pure   ,	Jews = not ……. So no reproducing/mixing

2. Reich Citizenship Law
· Reich = rule
· Attempts to define who is a Jew
· A person who practices jewish faith
· Part jewish  + non jewish
· Grandparents were jewish
· Method to remove contamination from society
· Anyone who was a jew
· No right to vote
· Couldn’t hold public office
· No citizenship

RESULTS OF NUREMBERG LAWS
· Jews excluded from society
· In 1938 Jewish docs cant treat German patients
· Letter J stamped on passports, Yellow start of David on clothes
· Restrictions of kids in public school (similar to lepers)
· 1939 Germany invaded Poland  kickstarts WW2

· Action T4   program in Germany
· Dealt with the euthanasia of adults, children living in psychiatric and care facilities
· They were murdered by docs
· Bodied used for research
· Killed by lethal injection, some killed by starvation but this took a lot of time and resources
· accelerated killing with poison gas
· usually the doctors signed certificates saying they died of something like a burst appendix – covered up crimes
· by the end of 1941 a total of 75-100,000 killed in these facilities
· Action T4 is dress rehearsal to program  THE FINAL SOLUTION
· Mass murder of European Jews
· It was talked about at the WANNSEE CONFERENCE 1942

The Final Solution
· Extermination camps set up
· 3 purposes
1. If Jews in the camps are healthy – they can be used for labor
2. Used in medicinal experiments
3. Murder

· Nazi’s were excellent record keepers
· Many of the evidence from drs trials came from the Nazi’s themselves
· Their records provided evidence against
· Freezing prisoners to discover point of death
· Infecting them with malaria to see how it progressed
· Subjected to poison gas
· Forced to drink salt water
· Shot and wounded so docs could do surgeries
· Burned to see how burn victims could be treated
· Genitals were xrayed multiple times to csuse sterilization
· After killed- autopsied like lab animals
· had witness testimony and records
· 7 out of 23 on trial were hung in 1948
· some docs not bought to trial
· escaped within europe
· fled to south America
· some ended up in Egypt


Dr. Joseph Mengele (ANGEL OF DEATH)
· specialty was experiments on twins  esp identical
· women tried to hide their twins and said they didn’t have any to protect them
· killed kids so he could dissect
· casterations without anestetics
· electrical shock to prisoners to test endurance
· tried to inject dyes into their eyes to see if he could change the color
· removed organs/limbs to see how long they could survive
· sewed veins of twins together to see how blood flows in them
· escaped to south America and was never caught
· in 1976 dies in Brazil

· Involved in torture of prisoners, medical experiments without consent
· The Drs Trials shatter notion that docs are people we should look upto

















March 3rd, 2014: 		WOMEN AND MEDICINE

· certain issues in healthcare that effect women
· reproductive cycle was scrutinized
· women’s health not examined in the same way as men’s
· the same things that will work on men don’t always work on women ex. Drug dosage etc
· women’s reproductive cycle  MAJOR OBJECT OF SCRUTINY
· what technologies were available to docs in regards to treatment

The Pill
· one was to look at it
· promotes an androcentric model of society
· pleasure of male and female sexual intercourse
· Another way: Female Central Model
· Gives females no fear for pregnancy
· May have beneficial side effects ex. Less painful menstrual cycle

ROSENGARTEN (1513)
· earliest European publication on Obstetrics
· a handbook for midwives

AMBROSE PARE
· he is the inventor of the birthing chair
· circle cut out of seat, woman sits, husband/midwife catches the baby
· helpful because of the force of gravity
· also invented instruments that could help during birth
· invention of the PODALIC VERSION
· helped extract child from vaginal canal when child is not in the favorable position

· birth was primarily the work of women; giving and helping
· birth = killer of women
· many men married more than once

17th century
· male midwives + surgeons who attend births
· use MODESTY BLANKETS
· cover women
· couldn’t see womens genitals
· deliver with hands under blanket
· women who has hygienic situations, health problems when giving birth Birth could go on for days
· resulted in pain and hemmoraging (tear and bleeding)
· women also extremely susceptiple to  CHILD BED FEVER
· major killer of women who gave birth

FORCEPS (revealed in 1730s)
· major technological invention to help at birth
· invented by male midwives
· THE CHAMBERLAIN FAMILY (fam of male midwives)
· kept forceps a secret
· attended births ad brought it in a locked box so couldn’t be seen
· used to grab head of child and extract it from womb
· if this didn’t work both mother and child died
· sometimes they drilled hole in babies head, brain matter fell ut, head shrunk, could get it out  save the mother

Another key development  CHLOROFORM use during birth (1840s)
· Queen Victoria of England had many kids
· Her Doc  Dr. John Snow (hottie from GOT ;) used chloroform on her during labour
· Eased labour
· Was not accepted by all because people thought it was going against gods work (labor was supposed to be painful and hard)
· In reality it prolongs labor

CHILD BED FEVER
· caused by bacterial infection of the endometrium lining of the uterus
· common for women who had docs not midwives attend their births
· Problem was due to doctors poor handwashing
· Lgnaz Semmelwas?
· Docs carry dangerous substances on hands and pass it to women
· He says to wash hands on chlorine solution
· He is criticized and ridiculed because they don’t know why it works
· Docs/people still believe in MIASMA

Have these innovations that focus on medical health of womens bodies, reproductive systems etc, are they good or result in deskilling?

Deskilling
· not learning/ adopting certain skills and leaving them for professionals
· ex. If all the lights went out who knows how to rewire the system
· critique of medicalization and society

Given control: women given more control because of education

· Bit by bit over time docs became a closed circle keeping other out incl midwives
· Some women hid the fact that they were docs

DR. JAMES MIRANDA BARRY
· british military officer and surgeon in 1815
· 1st surgeon to have performed Cesarian in the British Empire  1816
· only after she died they found out she was a woman
· wasn’t until 1850’s med schools accepted women

DR. EMILY STOWE
· denied medical education at UOFT
· trained in a womens medical college in NYC in 1860’s
· her daughter  AUGUSTA STOWE – GULLEN
· was the 1st woman to graduate from UOFT’s med school in 1883

· Ironically today there are more women enrolled in med school then there are men
· Over time women stay at the general practitioner level, don’t do specializing  requires more money and time commitment
· Because they have other commitments ie. Want to start a family etc

Reading about Dristower?
· A case she was involved in 
· Abortion Trial
· It was illegal to perform abortion but Dr. Stowe gave her drugs to do this- but it was a placebo because she didn’t believe in abortion
· Men docs tried to argue that she did infact givedrugs to help induce abortion, they tried to get rid of her

BIRTH CONTROL LAWS
· 1892 sale/advertisement of birth control is illegal
· 1860; abortion is illegal
· Birth control
· Umbrella term for the prevention of contraception or birth
· Several methods ex. The Pill, IUD, condoms, sterilization, surgeries, abortion, diaphragm, coitus interuptus, natural family planning, norplant, depoprovera
· Majority of birth control geared towards women
