· Democracy is on a sliding scale

· Nation vs. country/state 

· Rivers unite, mountains divide 

· Europe is warmer b.c of N. America and the golf stream 

· Temperate has to do with the ability to sustain people

· Went over-"A Letter to Posterity"(posterity here  is referring to the future)

· He's trying to appear humble

· Francis petrach; grandfather of the renaissance

· He wanted to make poetry more accessible for others and he became more enlightened because of it.

· Idea most stated: "I". He's being humble cuz he knows how daring it is he's writing. Cuz he's "wasting" ink and paper to write about things not about religion and the church, it is also daring at the time of the enlightenment to use "I"

· At that time you wouldn't pray to g-d. It's accessible though the institution or the church, you pray to the priest, the priest prays to the bishop who pray to the pope who prays to g-d, that's why its called piest.
· He wrote it as a letter to posterity, meaning he's writing to us, to the future. The understands the part of history at the time.

· He played an impt part in influencing the time after the medieval times.
Influential ideas

· individuals below Lived in Italy which was very divided at the time. Italy became one country in 1870. Divided in perpetual state of war.

· Ideas are into'd by people and in order to get progress you need ingenuity
· All human dev't comes from an idea

· As difficult as the world is, irrationality can be understood as such.

· Dante (1265-1321)
· Diplomacy and conflict

· Advocated Diplomacy to resolve conflicts 

· Was a pacifist 

· First write critically 

· Lived in a divided war torn Italy

· Machiavelli (1469-1527)
· Lived in a divided war torn Italy

· He was thrown out of florence. Tried to write influential books.

· Critical of Dante's ideas

· Did not like diplomacy

· Conflict and war 

· The ends justifies the means

· The end was power, the means was war 

· Believed war was purposeful and amoral (An idea is neither good nor bad)

· He has to be put into context 

· Saw war in a positive light

· Notes on machiavelli's ideas:

· To be diplomatic means to be more polite.

· War is a failed diplomacy -when 2 sides atop talking, they pick up their arms. After the war, they sign a contract , which is diplomacy. **war happens when diplomacy fails and when war is over, diplomacy comes back.

· Galileo (1564-1642)
· Confidence substantiated is good, confidents w/o backing is bad

· Discovered earth was round 

· Shifted idea from earth center to sun center

· This cause problems with Italy/Rome/church 

· Learned from experience 

· Introduced heliocentricity, that the earth is not the center of the universe 

· He proved that the world wasnt the center of the universe

· When he proved the earth was not the center, he took away the church's power cuz they interpreted what everyone knew at the time.

· He was brought in front of the inquisition and under the threat of excommunication from the church and society, he said he was wrong. But under his breath as he was walking out, he said "and yet it turns"

· Rome was the centre, catholic was everyone else 

· Newton (1643-1727)    
· pivotal

· In between 2 periods-renaissance & reformation and enlightenment & revolution 
· Deism 

· Gods will /free will 

· Galileo and Newton had trouble understanding g-d and religion and science in the world.

· Newton said that earth came to be cuz it was g-d's will

· He said that the universe is a perfect machine that was created by g-d for man to discover cuz he, once created, set it free, to do good or bad

· Galileo said the same thing but couldnt get away with it. Newton got away with it cuz he invoked g-d and also cuz he was english, and they strayed from the church.
A-1. Renaissance -Thursday, January 12, 2012

Renaissance
· Period between classical period and reformation period 

· Venice, Florence and Rome 

· Venice: 

· Started in Venice b.c it was center of transportation (silk and spices by boat). Also located at commercial crossroad 
· products were being moved from the E. 

· Fastest way to transport was up Andreana Sea into Venice. 

· They made a lot of money and spent money commissioning art to get the bishop off their case, and then made portraits of themselves.

· Also started commissioning letters

· Beginning of progress and civilization

· Beginning of science and technology

· Bigger and better ships were being built

· They had technology to more or less know where they were going

· Bigger ships to cross the ocean

· Knowledge to have the courage to be brave enough to do it

· Florence:

· N. Italy was very divided, more so than S. Italy. So were france and Germany. This competition and conflicts allowed the renaissance to move to florence, which helped them become most influential.

· In the 1400's they built a dome in Florence, a big impt building in Florence. It was very structured and they had the technology (tech) which allowed them to do so.

· Those who lived in the renaissance regarded themselves as a continuation of classical greeks.
· Northern Italy divided, southern Italy united and this competition and conflict cause the Renaissance to move to Florence and then later to Rome

· Moved to Rome b.c of Vatican/Church 

· As a result of the renaissance the world was turned upside down and the individual was recognized  

· Was formalized around the 18th century

· Implies that civilization died and was reborn

· Were it not for the printing press, the renaissance wouldn't have happened.

· Rebirth (this is the definition)

· Rebirth of everything including:

· The letters-ideas were written with a goal in mind 

· Letter to Posterity

· ideas written for posterity, with something in mind

· Francis Petrach wrote about himself; individualization. Rebirth of individualization

· Not written about religion

· Art –it changed 
· Before the renaissance (Ren), all paintings referred to religion

· Pre-Ren, all art of humans had halos

· E.g. Leonardo da Vinci  (he was very innovative)

· Mona Lisa is difficult to read 

· Complex, more detailed, emotional etc. 

· Beginning of humanism 

· Individualism

· Paintings pre Renaissance were all religious 

· Combing religion and secularism  

· Progress and development 

· Science

· technology 

· Printing press-Gutenberg (1453)
· If not for the printing press the Renaissance would not have occurred and much would have been lost 

· He re-invented (upgraded) the printing press (originally invented in Mainz, Germany.

· His printing press and slabs that could be removed

· Recorded knowledge 

· there was very little development in the middle ages cuz they could not record it.

· Freed ideas from the church 

· Could record more secular ideas b/c prior to this the church/monks/scribe controlled the record of knowledge and thereby had censorship so if they didn’t like an idea it was not printed 

· Geography

· Invented in  Miniez, Northern Germany 

· The place of religion 
· Religion prior to the Renaissance was central b.c it effected/reflected every aspect of human life

· Before reformation there was one church and it was roman catholic 

· Church

· Has social role

· Church kept records, provided education (to wealthy), provided medical health (to wealthy) 

· political role 

· Had to get permission from king

· if you wanted to further your kingship, you asked the pope to elevate you ***Power had to be recognized by the pope.***
· If two kingdoms were fighting, the church wrote/signed the treaty

· Economic 

· they had the most land

· the peasants worked for them

· Everyone paid the church

· The church got pay-offs

· Then Galileo came along and questioned the below  and changed everything 
· Hierarchy #1 (Institutionalism, Roman catholic) 
· People at the bottom 

· catholic

· Pope at the top 

· Roman

· Church in the middle

· Hierarchy #2 upside down (Humanism)

· Society at top

· Individual at bottom

· Community in middle 
A-1.Reformation-Thursday, January 12, 2012
Reformation
· The Roman Catholic Church
· Conquered northern Germany 

· People started to recognize that the church was not all knowing and all powerful (part of this was due to the bubonic plague)

· Bubonic plague  questioned the power of the church 

· Not all persists were literate and people questioned the illiteracy of some priests

· Piety  

· Central: everything anyone did was by the church

· Universal: everyone was, by definition, catholic

· Powerful: they had the power to pass laws

· Influential: they had the power to guilt people into doing what they wanted

· Martin Luther-Wittenberg (1517)
· (Back-history) The Roman Empire conquered most of Europe except for N. Germany and was conquered by Roman Church instead. Cuz it became so religious, it turned from the church instead, thinking it was not sound enough. N. Germany then become Protestant.

· Martin Luther challenged the church in Northern Germany 

· Introduced ideas in a very religious area

· Was not his intention to divide the church 

· Criticized church over sale of indulgences 

· ML protested in 95 thesis's and nailed it on the church door. The act was common, the message, daring (bulletins were posted on the door)

· It lead to a debate and was picked up by the PP and was widely published

· His theses had a strong impact on Zwingli (1484-1531) and Calvin (1509-1564). 

· By 1530's new churches appeared everywhere (beforehand, just one church). 

· The ideas of the ppl became more religious than those of the catholic church

· He unintentionally gave his ideas where the PP was, where they could change things

· He was very dedicated to the R. Catholic church but had some problems with it:

· Economic:

· Sale of indulgences

· you can indulge yourself with sins, then buy forgiveness from the church

· Only the wealthy can therefore do this

· He thought that they shouldn't sell it, but give it away (give forgiveness)

· Power

· People started to recognize that the church wasn't all-knowing and powerful

· In 14th century, the bubonic plague came along and the church couldn't stop it, nor explain it.

· Illiteracy

· People criticized the illiteracy of some priests; it was performed by rote/memorization

· In the 10th century it was fine, but by the 15th, ppl expected more from their leaders

· Piety 

· People had a relationship with g-d through the church

· The bible was explained by the church

· Ppl had relationship w/church, church had relationship with g-d

· The first published book through the PP was the bible and cuz the ppl were able to read it themselves, the priests had to become literate

· Zwingli (1484-1531) and Calvin (1509-1564)
· Established first  Protestant Church's 

· Henry VIII (1509-1547)
· At first very in favor of the catholic church and given title-protector of  the faith but later became critical 

· Idea most critical was to have male heir and when had daughter this caused problems

· He was (according to pope), the most religious of all the kings. 

· After his first wife couldn't give him a son, he asked for an annulment from the church

· Wasn't allowed cuz he consummated his marriage (had a daughter)

· So he decided to make himself a religious figure

· Established Anglican Church, English Church, nationalized the church

· Still catholic but he was the highest authority and then divorced himself (pope wouldn’t give him annulment b.c he consummated the marriage, had a daughter) 

· He then had highest authority to do what he wanted

· Set precedent for national churches 

· Separating from Rome but remain Catholic 

A-1. Catholic Counter-Reformation-Thursday, January 12, 2012
Catholic Counter-Reformation
· 1648, Internal law passed to end religious war:

· religion of king = religion of ppl . Therefore if king = catholic, ppl =catholic

· End of an era, beginning of another

· Catholics didn't take this lightly. And in the end, the protestant reformation saved Catholicism

· Power of the PP:

· The PP took power away from church and gave it to the ppl.

· The church then tried to do what they usually did: censorship

· Church passed a book: "index of prohibited books" (1529-1966) 

· The bible was in the list cuz it let the ppl have religion outside the church

· It didn't work

· Ideas are immortal, all it takes is one person who knows of the idea to keep it alive, even if they don't believe

· Ppl who went against the church were brought to the stakes and killed. (Papal Inquisition) it didn't help

· Index of Prohibited Books (1529-1966)
· The book was the most prohibited 

· Was not successful b/c idea are immortal  

· This index tried to stop Protestantism 

· Papal Inquisition
· When the above did not work people were brought to the steak and burned 
· Tried to ban people

· Council of Trent (1545-1563)
· 18 yr. commission met in Trent(Italy) to try and figure out what to do with the Protestants

· Made a number of major decisions:

· Said protestants are wrong, pope is powerful

· Initiated the education of the clergy

· Limited the sale of indulgences (they couldn't stop it completely cuz that's how the church got revenue)
· Enhanced the power of the pope

· Disagreed w/ the Protestants that they were wrong 

· Society of Jesus - Jesuits - Loyola (1540) 
· Third most important person in church

· Military wounded 

· Work was very missionary and educational 

· Started a mission to save the church 

· Very influential and determined

· Religious zeal 

· Jesus: started church

· St. Paul: spread ideas of church

· was supposedly mortally wounded and promised jesus if he was saved, he would dedicate himself to spread jesus' work.

· He established educational methods in n. + s. America
· Loyola: saved the church

· Started a mission to save the church

· Was influential and determined

· Although the church was taken out of its central position, it created conflict cuz there were many divided churches
 A-1.Absolutism -Thursday, January 12, 2012
Absolutism
· Louis XIV (1643-1715)
· Understood the importance 
· The sun god 
· The center of the kingdom 
· I am the state 
· His  power was absolute 
· very paranoid

· His palace was going to be the center of paris

· He understood imagery was impt and dubbed himself sun king: "L'état c'est moi" →in me is france.
· If I'm france, then you are all a part of me. His power was absolute (absolutism)
· The absolutism was all in his mind and he was a very insecure king

· He believed he was the sun g-d (Apollo)

· Cult of personality: he used all sorts of imagery to make himself a g-d on earth, but he didn't want to make it seem like he was more impt than the church

· He was afraid to change cuz it could cause harm or danger. 

· He built the palace of Versailles (1669-1701)
· Palace of Versailles (1669-1701) 
· Symmetrically organized and structured 
· Was built b.c:
· Was not in Paris to avoid the people (He was scared)
· as a child, he was raised in Paris (a very dangerous place). There were many peasants and they acted like a mob sometimes. He was once attacked, so he built the palace to hide away if he needed it.
· In size reflected power of king 
· Housed the French aristocracy so he could keep an eye on his enemies

· He lived there with the queen, servants, court and the french aristocracy. He hated the aristocracy cuz he thought they wanted his power but he housed them cuz he believed in "keep your friends close and your enemies closer
· Intendant (also acted as spies for aristocrats who were not in Versailles)
· a bureaucrat whose power came from the king and was therefore loyal to this king 
· The aristocracy had certain privileges and freedoms but he needed them to live on the lands so on each land he sent an intendent (established + privileged) and one spy (privileged and loyal).

· The I+S had to report to the kind of any plotting cuz they would lose privilege if they didn't
· Established tradition of absolutism. England went the other way.
A-2. Influential Ideas- Thursday  January 12, 2012
Beginning of 2. Enlightenment and Revolution
Influential Ideas
· Hobbes (1588-1679) 
· Agree w/Louis 14

· Promoted/advocated absolutism (wrote Leviathan)
· Believed all or nothing (king had it all, people had nothing) K>P

· Was hired by Charles I to tutor his son on these ideals 

· Locke (1632-1704)  
· Didn’t believe in absolutism 

· Believed/promoted fondamental freedoms If someone has power over out life and death, we're not free
· 3 fundamental freedoms

· Life 

· Liberty 

· Property

· We are still influenced by them. American dec of independence has same except #3 = pursuit of happiness
· Role of government was now to protect and for the people and before was for the government/wealthy 
· Believed all freedoms are subject to reasonable limits; it ends when it impedes someone else's freedoms
· Freedom divided it into-life, liberty, property 

· Montesquieu (1689-1755) 
· So threatened by absolutism that Locks fundamental freedoms were not enough

· Hated absolutism 

· Government should be divided, balanced, and checked and as long as this happen it can never become absolute, tyrannical, or against the people 

· Power divided it into branches of government- legislative, executive, judicial 

· Rousseau (1712-78) 
· Said that people lost sight of what matters-not so calculated, formulated

· Believe Man is not just so rational but is at times irrational and sometimes sentimental 

· Therefore Man is far more complex and chaotic than outlined by the above guys
· Challenged the thinking of the enlightenment and caused conflict which caused the revolution

A-2.  Constitutionalism – England-Tuesday, January 17, 2012

· Watched part of movie called Cromwell about trial of King Charles 1
Constitutionalism - England
· English was first to move away from church 

· King vs. Parliament
· Parliament wanted to share power with king (constitutionalism) 

· King had the power, parliament 'controlled' taxation

· King taxed the land holders and used the money to maintain lifestyle, army and court

· Sometimes the king needs  more money and therefore had to ask parliament for more 

· In order to raise $ for war-king dissolved parliament but parliament continued to meet (were only allowed to meet if king asked them to) and raised an army against the king 

· King army-mostly aristocrats but was not enough so hired mercenaries from France and Ireland  

· Parliament-army of the people 

· Civil war between king and parliament, king lost and was arrested and tried for treason b.c he invited a foreign army to invade his land and people and king was executed 

· Kings defense-I’m not a commoner, I’m not an ordinary prisoner-absolutism 

· King paid with his life (executed)

· Parliament then tried to govern, but it was corrupt 

· (more notes in section bout Charles 1)
· Protestants put the catholic church back in its place, but rather than at the center of the world, they put it in perspective
· "Grace is the sole gift of g-d" Martin Luther => forgiveness even if undeserved: you recognize that you sinned and you are forgiven. Only g-d can forgive you. This changed the course of hist.
· Loyola believed there was more to religion than the church. Said: "without the bible, there is still spirit" => spirit exists when ppl have common beliefs
· The English were the first to move away from the church by Nationalizing it => Anglican church. 
· Moving away from R. Catholic => protestant
· The est. (establishment) of protestant church/gov was not simple or fast
· Puritans vs. absolutists
· France was more absolute 

· Monarch determined religion of his/her land

· Puritans were very/purely Protestant (some even more so than the king) 

· Charles was tolerant of Catholic 

· Law passed -king determined religion on his ppl. 
· The puritans were very protestant, more than king. Many were dissatisfied w/this so they moved to the new land: Boston/Massachusetts.
· Charles I (1625-1649)-his reign 
· Carried an idea

· Absolutism (king has all the power) vs. constitutionalism (king and the people share power) 

· Wanted absolute power (absolutism) 

· Absolute when he came to power but not when it came to taxation 

· Married to French Princess (who was catholic)

· Charles was Protestant 

· First son raise Protestant, second son raised Catholic (which was unacceptable) 

· Asked Parliament for increase in taxed b.c he needed money for war and  parliament agreed on the condition that Charles shares his power and Charles declines and Parliament (aristocrats + landowners w/power) decided to fight over it
· (more notes on section above bout king vs. parliament)

· Oliver Cromwell (1653-1658)-reign 
· Was a parliamentarian

· Was a Puritan

· Wanted to use political power to purify the country  

· Led parliamentary forces during Civil War 

· After king was executed, used army and Defeated parliament 

· Said if king and parliament cant govern the country, then i will. Governed as lord-protector; not king. Had more power than king, for the sake of good gov. They had relative peace until his death. 

· 1653-1658-goverend England Lord-Protector (NOT king)

· Was a strong leader 

· His son richard tried to govern after but couldnt
· Charles II (1660-1685)-reign
· Ppl didnt want another civil war so they put him in charge 
· Governed very carefully 

· Monarchy restored (restoration) 
· Wanted the power that his father had but knew how dangerous taking that power quickly would be so he took it very slowly 

· James II (1685)
· Had several things against him:

· He was catholic

· Wanted absolute power 

· Glorious Revolution - William and Mary of Orange (1688)
· Drastic change  was accomplished w/o any lost of life 

· English drove James out of the country and he went to the Netherlands 
· William and Mary invited to reign under 3 conditions: (therefore they did have absolute power)

· It was a limited constitutional monarchy to protect the rights of people/Parliament 

· The monarchy had to remain Protestant 

· Had to rule together until their death  

· Reference to Montesquieu (one checking the other)

· Orange is name of city that was the Protestant area 

· Bill of Rights (1689)
· The 3 conditions mentioned above 

· From 1649-1653/1660, England was a republic not a monarchy 

· When charles I was executed, parliament tried to govern but it was corrupt; they all tried to act like king, wanted to make each other rich and giving each other favors. Were hypocrites.

· This was the last time england had political instability. They were the envy of the world cuz of the industrial revolution.
A-2.  American Revolution or American War of Independence-Tuesday, January 17, 2012
American Revolution or American War of Independence
· New France and the Thirteen Colonies 
· New France played important role b./c it was conquered in 1763 and when it was conquered the French settled and accepted a foreign absolute rule 

· 1763 when britian took over NF from frace, they said we secured this continent for you so you have to pay $ for it. 13c said no, it's for everyone.

· The 13 colonies (13c) started to protest being ruled by britan having read locke, russeau... Cuz br started to tax 13c. The 13c picked up arms -said: "no tax w/o representation"
· After New France fell, British wanted to raise taxes, 13 colonies refused to pay more taxed 

· conflict to revolution
· Increasingly the Americans started to protest (Boston Tea Party)

· Shots fired, war started 

· King George and George Washington

· political developments
· Ben Franklin

· Became American's first ambassador to France b.c it was thought to have lots of money and Frances biggest enemy was British 

· Thomas Jefferson 

· Declared American Independence (Declaration of Independence) but was declined by British authorities  

· Because British declined they went to them and said that they want out and they fought and britian was defeated 

· French supported finically and with reinforcements 
· Fr's enemy was br (the enemy of my enemy is my friend) so they helped 13c
· Treaties of Paris and Versailles  (1783) 
· 13 stripes on flag represent (rep) 13 colonies
· Done in paris cuz fr became bancrupt cuz of their help
· Done in paris cuz it was most impt politically and economically
· Two treaties signed in 1783 

· These 2 treaties recognized America 

· France was center of world and therefore Paris was as well

· There were 2 treaties 

· Recognized Americas independence

· Established its borders, boundaries 

· Constitution of the USA (1787) 
· Limiting the power of any branch of government 

· Bill of Rights (1791) 
· To protect the people  

· Lafayette helped Thomas Jefferson write the declaration 

· French who helped with the 13c revolution tried to do the same but it failed.
A-2. French Revolution-Tuesday, January 17, 2012
French Revolution 

· Louis XVI
· Was a troubled man 

· Kind but weak

· Broke

· no $ b.c he fought and lost the War of the Conquest(7 yrs war), he won American Revolution (and had given lots of $ to them but got nothing in return, no spoils/advantages)
· Can't be absolute if he's broke
· Married to Marie Antoinette (was Austrian) who came across as uncaring and indifferent  and was unpopular Everyone hated her, She was lonely and miserable 
· Estates General
· France's Parliament 

· Refused to grant the king money without receiving rights 

· 3 estates

· Clergy/church

· Aristocracy/noble
· Business and professional class

· It was the biggest estate and represented most of France (95%)

· (the power of the 1st two estates was greater than the power of the third)

· Third Estate and the National Assembly 
· Declared itself a national assembly, the representatives of all the people 

· King forbade them to meet so they went to tennis-court across the street-
· Tennis court oath 

· fought to protect their rights no matter what
· Storming of the Bastille (1789) 
· Royal Jail and also stockpile of weapons 

· Revolution begins in Paris 

· July 14-people who thought that the king was going to use the weapons against of them stormed Bastille and turned the weapons on the king 

· To attack the Bastille was to attack the king 

· the Great Fear (1789)
· Spread all over France 

· Revolution in rural in France 

· Empower the people and limit the power of the king (the first 3 documents below)

· Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen (1789) 
· Written by Lafayette and Thomas Jefferson helped 

· Protected the natural and civil rights of man 

· Man means Natural rights-Locke 

· Citizen means Civil-rights given as citizens

· Empowered the people

· Men no longer subjects now seen as citizen, rights now come from peers not from authority 

· French men were no longer recognized as subjects (meaning rights came from leader) but as citizens (rights came from gov -were fair)

· Limited the power/influence of the catholic church only in part assault on church, assault on king -not intended to limit kinds power. If the kind's power doesn't come from the bottom (the ppl) then it comes from the top (g-d) so to limit the power of the church is to limit the power of the king

· Set the stage for constitutional monarchy -limited the power of the king
· Civil Constitution of the Church (1790)
· Limited the power and influence of the Roman Catholic church by making it part of the state 

· Very influential

· Concerns 1st estate 

· By making it part of the state, it means they, like the king, no longer have absolute rights. Therefore the king was half de-throned.
· Constitutional Monarchy (1791) 
· The power of the king was further limited 
· The king signed the constitutional monarchy bit was planning on getting his power back
· End of the Monarchy (1791-1793) 
· 1791-king was reduced to a figure head and a laughingstock 
· King attempted to escape the country and the constitution and had sworn to defend, executed for treason (treason was not protecting the constitution that he signed into law)

· In order to defeat rev. forces, he decided to run. 

· Got caught in Verne cuz ppl recognized his face from the money he carried

· Was caught, imprisoned and executed

· His son died in prison
Tuesday January 24-continuation of French Revolution (No class on Jan. 19)

· National Convention (1792) 
· National assembly became known as the national convention

· Without king no one to check the powers of the NC 

· Had a very powerful assembly 

· Had much power b/c there was no more king to check it

· Had as much power as the absolute king => power corrupts; absolute power corrupts absolutely
· Divided itself into political groups/parties 

· Jacobin (sp?)

· Radical and held the majority of seats 

· Gironde 

· Moderate and in the minority 

· Died out = were mostly executed by Jacobins -became dangerous to be in minority
· Reign of Terror (1793) 
· Jacobin eliminated their political opponents 

· antithesis of democracy/ppl's rights
· Robespierre  became the leader of Jacobin 

· Was ruthless and determined to see this revolution until the very end 

· Was cruel + suspicious (of opponents AND allies)

· Ppl followed his cuz they were afraid of him
· Those that were left in his party feared they would die next so they executed him
· Faced the same death as most of his opponents, the guillotine 

· People will follow you because they live in fear of being executed 

· The Directory (1795-1799) 
· Was a compromise b/c France no longer trusted king and representative body
· Divided power so it could be checked and balanced

· Divided into 2 houses-lower (elected), upper (appointed)  

· An executive was created to check these 2 houses, consisting of 5 directors (can be thought of as 5 kings with very limited power who can check one another) 

· It was a weak government (purposefully) cuz they didnt want absolute power again.
· Learn from the revolution that the government needs to be checked 

· French revolution abolished rights in order to protect rights

· Propaganda invented during French revolution 

· Color of revolution- red 

· Analyzed painting that depicted the storming of the bastille  

· People w/pants to the ankle were poor = "sans culottes"

· People with pants to the knee were rich

· Weaponry: sword = weapon of nobility

· Keys represent power, hope...

· Documents in his hands is prob documenting rights (it had to be written to be official -arbitrary: at the whim of their leader)

· Woman leaning on man (paternalism -men had rights and responsibility to take care/protect women and children
A-2. Napoleon -Tuesday, January 24, 2012
Napoleon  

· Cunning and capable and ambitious 
· general turned emperor turned dictator
· Cunning and capable, and smart Born in Corsica, the year after it was annexed (turned over) to france-1769

· Was short, sick man

· Wrote a lot, wrote well

· Faked a french accent to be successful

· Was sent to military school at a young age graduated from military academy in 1785
· Used the rev to rise up in military ranks -said " I am a product of the rev"
· rise to power
· Made general in 1794

· Was sent by France to defeat Italy

· 1798-was sent to Egypt, to win Egyptians favour to turn them against the British (cuz it was impt to Br -btwn Mediterranean and gulf of Suez. Halfway btwn England and India).but was a failure but before it failed he was sent back to France 

· While he was trying to defeat Egypt the directors were having trouble keeping power. They brought the most powerful general back in order to help.
· 1799-N returned to Paris to defend the directory 

· N. defended the directory so well that he defeated it 

· persuaded the French people and the French government that they need a powerful leader  
· said to them it's weak + best way to defend it is to give me political + military power
· 3 rather than 5 directors and this was done with support of the people N. as the 3rd, but as the most powerful one, then he eliminated the other 2.
· Every time he made a drastic change, he made a plebiscite/referendum, and the ppl voted for him to become emperor, then dictator. Said "I didn't take the power, I took the crown from the gutter, and the ppl put it on my head."
· Was ambitious -always on winning side
· Concordat with the RC Church (1801) 
· Concordat-agreement (in Latin) 

· N. recognized the church but did not make it the official religion of France 

· ppl were pleased cuz the ppl had been more religious than king and wanted to remain so
· didnt want a competing institution
· Emperor for Life (1804)  
· Declared himself emperor and this gave him license to conquer Europe and other lands 

· Supported by the people (was hero) 
· Pope was invited to crown him in Notre-Dame-de-Paris (where the pop went to church, unlike where others were crowned). As pope putting crown on NB's head, he snatched it and crowned himself, to say, the ppl crowned me, not a higher power.
· The French Army
· Was the most impressive

· Biggest in Europe
· Extremely loyal to N. 

· Made him a threat to rest of world

· *When he was defeated, all monarchs around world were relieved*
· Battle of Trafalgar (1805) 
· England won the battle

· Naval battle

· Fought off the coast of Spain
· Even though NB's army was big. His navy wasn't that good
· N.'s Navy was destroyed by the English who had a really good navy
· All of England breathed a sigh of relief b.c  N. was no longer able to attack England and the British isle

· Continental System (1807) 
· Economic warfare (sanctions) against British, by controlling European ports and denying Britain trade with the continent (England relied heavily on continental trade) 

· britan had to turn to canadian lumber. Which affected trade in cnd; we wouldn't have grown as a country otherwise
· nationalism against France
· By conquering Europe N. stimulated nationalism 

· Conquered people expressed their own nationalism and turned against France 

· Russian Campaign (1812) 
· Only significant enemy left standing (besides England)

· 600, 000 soldiers (HUGE!)
· Army more than 1 million strong 

· Several things worked against N. in this campaign

· Winter came early 

· The Russians knew better than to face N. on the battle field and ("an army marches on its stomach") and NB had told his army to eat from the land cuz its too expensive otherwise. Farmers burned their crops= scorched earth policy!!
· N. told his army to plunder from the land b.c could not have supply lines form France 

· Most soldiers died from malnutrition and the elements 

· N. attacked Russia 

· Russians scorched the earth forcing N. to retreat and loose most of his army 

· Collations of armies formed against N. (Russians, Austrians, Prussians) all chasing him back to France and British pushing his forces out of Spain. Chased all the way to Paris and forced to surrender/abdicate 
· Could have done anything but only captured and imprisoned and exiled him cuz if he was too popular in france and to execute him was to turn him into a martyr. (1814)
· Defeated, captured and imprisoned on the island Elba but he escaped and returned to France 

· Not executed b.c he was to popular and he would have been a political martyr

· Napoleon's Last 100 Days (1815)
· Escaped Elba, returned to France and his army (smaller) was with him once again 

· Would lead France for 100 more days 

· Back in power w/an army decided to once again conquer Europe 

· Crossed into Belgium to oppose the armies of Britain and Prussia

· Battle of Waterloo-N. defeated a second time   

· In Waterloo N. was defeated by Britain and Prussia, captured and imprisoned on the island of St. Helen's in 1815 and died in 1821 

· Watched movie called Waterloo about the battle of waterloo 

· How influential he was 

· How loyal his soldiers were

· Readings The Communist Manifesto; what he introduced as a concept, it existed before but he introduced it as a concept. 
· Historical materialism, new at the time cuz most of history about who had power and what they did with it. Knew to look at who had money. Article first outlined problem (p.49), then solution and the solution would have strong impact around the world. Written in 1848.

· Bourgeois (controlled the factories) and proletarian (urban workers -very poor at the time; those who owned means of production vs. those who produced. Saw this as a problem, because one class using position to keep another class down. (free man and slave list of example of power relations, oppressor and oppressed. ) This problem had to end. 

· his solution: communism -wanted to confiscate property and distribute it evenly. Why should 1% of the people own 99% of the capital. Solution to establish strong government to confiscate property, distribute it and then strong government wither away. 

· Failed to recognise human nature, if give government power to take property away, they will not want to give up this power. Problem with communist. 

· Realised theory made sense, but in practise he had doubts. The process of government or state confiscating property and distributing is a revolution.

A-4. Revolutions of 1848- Tuesday, January 31, 2012
Revolutions of 1848 

· About 50 revolts spread throughout Europe but they were not coordinated 

· 1848-one of the most important years in history

· Hopeful failures 
· The revolts failed in the short run, but accomplished much in the long run 

· France 
· Did experience revolt. Paris one had an impact on the government and on the state. Louis-Philippe had been accepted as the citizen's king, but by 1848 he was no longer regarded in a good light. He had become a little more conservativeand the people became a lot more liberal.

· Second Republic (1848)
· People revolted, king fled 

· Second republic because once again get rid of their king. Went to the pole and elected a president

· Louis-Napoleon (1848) 
· Nephew of N. Nostalgically liked Napoleon period, cuz he was powerful and protected the people.
· Had reputation 

· Became dictator

· Elected by the people and became the dictator of France 

· Britain
· Chartism (1838) 
· Was a movement 

· The people wanted a more reprehensive system of government called like this because Charter important law, they wanted these laws to be represented by an important law in a Charter.) They waited patiently, by 1848 they started to protest, not revolt.
· protests (1848) 
· the people and the army faced but the revolt was avoided and by the end of the century the peoples demands were met 
· Got larger and louder, to the point Queen Victoria fled London because believed life in danger, army called to protect government. 

· People and army faced but no shoots fired. Many dif claims to why. Protest was avoided, 

· 5 out of 6 charter demands were approved by government by end of century. Examples of demands met 

· the politicians be paid cuz before only rich people could sit in parliament,

· responsible government: government should come from elective body.
A-4. Crimean War (1854-56) - Tuesday, January 31, 2012
· Florence Nightingale

· Most important war fought in second half of 19th century

· First war fought in 19th century after Napoleonic war

· Happened for only 1 reason-Russia was getting to powerful In 1853, Russia had defeated Ottoman Empire. France and England, supported by Austria, started it. Not directly threaten by Russia, but was a principle agreed upon in 1815 at congress of Vienna: balance of power. Balance of power-Congress of Vienna

· Britain and France fought Russia, Russia lost 

· First time Britain and France fought as allies-history of bitter enemies (since 1000’s)

· Britain and France did not fight an impressive war (poor performance). Lost public image and reputation 

· They weren’t use to fighting, were out of practice. Weak cuz br hadnt fought since 1815, lacked practice and skill
· Germany and Italy did not exist yet  
· Britain and France poor performance demonstrated to world that maybe their days as power house were over. Indian independence started when realised had opportunity to beat br. Germans also inspirited to unite inspirited to unite.
A-4. Italian Unification (1870) - Tuesday, January 31, 2012
Italian Unification (1870) 

· Movement in Italy to unify Italy 
· what happened:
· Italy under four sphere of influence
· the south under the influence of Spanish burban king closely allied with France. 

· In center papal state, 

· north divided in two: Piedmontiest to North East, north west influence by Austria. 

· Piedmont defeated Austria uniting the north. Garibaldi defeated the south and surrendered it to the North (north united) (Garibaldi had been born in Nice which was later taken by France, wanted to give the South to his people). 
· But Italy still divided by Papal states (middle); When Burbans kicked out of the south, they committed themselves to protect the pope, for the papal states to become part of Italy, the French had to be defeated, which would come when Germany would defeat France and Italy which had sided with Germany would be rewards.
· After the French defeat by the Germans, Italy got the Vatican(1870). Pope didnt recognize country called Italy until 1929. Pope claimed he was a captive in the country of Italy.

· Victor-Emmanuel and Cavour
· V-E: king of northern kingdom. He represented the legitimacy of a united Italy. King of N.W. kingdom called piedmont
· C: was V-E prime minister. Was a mastermind, genius, thought should be governed like England-constitutional monarchy 

· Garibaldi
· was the muscle 

· defeated the south but gave it to V-E

· born in the North 

· G defeated the south and surrendered it to the North 

A-4. German Unification (1871) - Tuesday, January 31, 2012
German Unification (1871)    

· Bismarck
· Mastermind and muscle behind German unification

· Prime minister of Prussia 

· Philosophy-called Real politics (believed in this) 

· War was necessary to unite Germany Germany was united by a series of war and would remain very aggressive until end of WWIII because was defined by war, because of how it was establish.
· Germany defeated Austria and then France 

· Austria-cuz in the eyes of Bismarck (Prime minister of Prussia),he had to liberate Germans living in Austria. Knew declaring war on Austria would not affect balance of power because would see it as Germans fighting each other 

· France-had to be defeated cuz he knew France would never allow them to unite. He had to provoke France into declaring war on Germany in order for the world not to turn against them.

· Ems Affair
· Intercepted a telegram and rewrote it so that it appeared that Germans were insulting the French and vice versa (originally a friendly exchange of words) 

· In order for Germany to unite France had to be defeated

· If Germany declared war on France, the rest of Europe would declare war on Germany 

· Therefore Bismarck forged a message to insult the French 

· The French were offended, declared war on Germany 

· Germany won and was united (and so was Italy)

· Versailles
· act of unifying Germany took place here (b/c eyes of world were here, just like what the USA did) 

· the German state is recognized 

· Germany became a Reich (Empire) and their king became an Emperor 
· Going to try and conquer as many parts of the world as possible
A-4. Democratic States- Tuesday, January 31, 2012
Democratic States
· France
· Revolt in Paris (1871) 
· The French were upset for having lost to the Germans

· Napoleon the 3rd fled 

· Third Republic (1875) 
· Very democratic and weak  government b/c everything is in reaction/response to everything that occurred previously 

· French would never allow a weak government to survive, was the belief at the time.
· Longest period of democratic stability France has ever had
· Lasted until 1940, defeated b/c Germans marched in and contoured it 

· Britain
· Queen Victoria (1837-1901)
· Born in 1819, crowned in 1937 (she was 18) 

· Nobody believed that she would govern for long or well but proved everyone wrong because governed well into 1901

· Had everything against her- was a female, was young, was stubborn, character and traits not that of royalty 

· Born into this position and at first she did not want to be 

· Used her power 

· Parliament thought it was their chance to overpower her

· But Victoria used her power like a queen. 

· Parliament tried to find a poor and foreign husband for him, the worst possible one, but she fell in love and they governed well together. Husband helped her and supported her.

· The age was the Victorian age. Britain did well.

· She signed Canada into existence.

· Victoria was conservative, but also visionary and looked forward to future.

· Second Reform Bill (1867) 
· (nennnneBrits people was not fairly represented. 

· Most people lived in cities after the industrial rev, but they were underrepresented compared to the country.

·  It was not representation by population. 

· Victoria changed that with 2nd reform bill. She gave more rep to industrial cities. 

· Parliament Act (1911) 
· Gave the elected house more power form the appointed house

· Victoria did not sign it but set the motion in power 

· At the time, lords had more power than common people, so Vic turned it around.

·  More democracy.

· Representation Act (1918)   

· Extended the vote to women 

A-4. World War I (1914-18) - Tuesday, January 31, 2012  
World War I (1914-18) 
· Direct result of German unification. Became very ambitious

· Entangled alliances
· Germany was allied with Austria even though germany had previously defeated austria.
· British, French and Russian was allied 

· these were signed because smell of war in the air. People at time believed the result would have good consequences, they believed it would be short.

· Crisis in the Balkans
· Austria was a multinational empire 

· Serbia wanted independence from Austria 

· Serbia was allied with Russia 

· the heir of Austria (Franz Ferdinand) was murdered by a Serbian nationalist and Austria declared war on Serbia which led countries declaring war on each other

· as did all of Austria’s and Serbia allies (declaring war

· The War
· Germany saw this an opportunity to increase its empire

· the war was fought on 2 fronts-in the west in the trenches, in the east on open fields 

· the western was fought with industrialized weapons 

· the eastern front was fought in more traditional ways 

· machine guns-unforeseen and changed warfare in the west

· also called the great war and the war to end all wars

· industrialized war in the west

· east-fighting on horseback-more traditional 
· west and some of east using tanks

· tanks and machine guns prolonged the war

· it had initially been called "The great war"but later became known as "War to end all wars", because by the end no one saw war as great.

· Peace of Versailles (1919) 
· Germany lost and was entirely blamed for causing the war 

· was forced to pay reparations especially to France. Rather than being empire gaining land lost it and lost Empire status.
· reparations were so high that they could not pay them and France took land every time Germany could not pay

· signed in Versailles to get back at Germany for signing itself into power here. Putting Germany in its place 
· weakened German economy

· Weimar Republic 
· Weimar-name of town where it was established

· Germany was given a weak government. In order to assure the world that they will never rise again and cause so much destruction.
· Irony: was established weak politically and weak economically assuming the world had seen the last of them. But the weak gave Hitler the opportunity to rise and become Fuhrer and give blame to lead to WWII.

· Was treatment to harsh?

A-4. Russian Revolution (1917)-Thursday, February 2, 2012 

Russian Revolution (1917) 

· Royal family had to be executed so that there would be no more heirs 

· During WW1 the Russians asked Germany for peace and lost lots of land and respect 

· Germans realized that they can further weaken Russia by giving L safe passage back to Russia

· Economic communist revolution 

· (something about farmers) 

· Believed communism immune from depression, repression etc. (even though not true) 

· Nicholas II
· last czar (emperor) 

· was not strong 

· (little confidence in heir b/c was sick)
· He was none of those. Russia at the time was backwards one country w/such resources should not be. His wife was not popular. It was thought that she had more power than the heir. Also rasputin was not trusted, he said he could save her from haemophilia. 

· Didn't have same weapons as germany

· Weak and unpopular 

· In weakness saw opportunity 

· Lenin (1917-24) and Stalin (1924-53)
· L-

· was in exile

· Was a communist (Bolshevik)

· Was an instigator/trouble maker 

· Returned to Russia and defeated the government 

· Implemented/introduced a communist state 

· Really socialist, wasn’t as communist as it was after

· Nationalized key industries 

· NEP (New Economic Polices) 

· After he died struggle for his power 

· Believed in Marxism 

· Disturbing property to massed

· S-

· beat out/out maneuvered Trotsky for power after L died 

· Had T exiled and executed

· Most cruelest man

· Responsible for many more deaths than we can imagine

· Wanted power, and any threat was to be removed no matter how far away

· Increased the power of government

· Persecuted and purged(killed) his enemies 

· Those who helped him rise to power were executed because they knew too much 

· Ruthless

· Nationalized the entire economy (5 year plan)

· It was a 5 year plan in a perpetual state of reform

· Lenin had let farmers control the small enterprises but stalin didn't want this. Wanted control those who didn't agree were sent to gulags or prisons

· World impressed how fast S industrialized the economy

· West wanted to know why russia wasn't subjected to depression thought that it was communism was immune to depressions... Eventually did fall.
· causes    
· stock market crash ( Oct. 1929) 
· outlined as the beginning 

· people bought to many stocks 

· ppl borrowed money to buy stocks and when the market crashed stocks were now worthless and ppl had no money to pay back debt

· tight monetary policy
· $ is a human construct 

· Economy was growing but money was not there to sustain it 

· Too little money to sustain the economic activity/market at this time

· little govt spending
· governments were not accustomed to spending when times are tough 

· no stimulus

· consequences    
· Roosevelt’s New Deal 
· Extremely influential 

· His 3 part plan (below) 

· relief, recovery, reform
· Relief-lets help the people who are suffering (welfare, soup kitchens etc.) put food, money in ppls pockets. Let’s get $ to people

· recovery-stimulate the economy to try and end depression, recession 

· Reform-lets change the economy so that we don’t suffer a depression again 

· Keynesian economics
· Wrote the most influential books in economics 

· Published book on governments role in economics

· Introduced new form of economics 

· Encouraged governments to play a bigger role in the economy

Fascism and Nationalism

· big national governments became fashionable

· totalitarianism 

· Spain
· Civil War (1936-39)
· Rights (military general-Franco) vs. left (those who opposed him) 

· World used Spain as a stage Democracies sided w/those who opposed franco. Dictators sides w/franco.
· Hitler used this war to test/experiment his weapons 

· Dress rehearsal for WW2

· Francisco Franco (1936-1975) 
· Won the civil war

· Defeated his enemies

· Became the dictator of Spain until his death (no democracy)

· One man with total control

· Totalitarian 

· After death gave Spain back to monarchy 

· Italy
· Was a republic, not a constitutional monarchy 

· Mussolini (1921) 
· Wanted to put Italy on the map like Hitler wanted to return Germany to the map
· Used democracy to achieve his dictatorship and rise to power=rose to power cuz understood impt of democracy and power of king
· Shot and hung for all to see 

· Lateran Pact (1929) 
· M. rose to power b/c he understood the importance of democracy and the king 

· An agreement M. with the church (without support of church M. not going anywhere) 

· International border surrounding the Vatican (separated from Italy) but still relies heavily on Italy

· M. returned the Vatican to the pope ( not the peoples states surrounding it)

· The pope supported M. 

· No separation rather a fusion of church and state 

· WWII (1939-45) 
· First allied with Germany, was defeated and M. was executed 

· M. was the first dictator to fall 

· Wasn’t to remove a dictator, was to remove an idea 

· Germany
· Hitler
· Did the same thing (everyone was copying each other) 

· Introduced to the German the 3rd Reich/empire 
· Rise to power started in WWI as a messenger and got a lot of awards

· Beer Hall Putsch (1923) 
· A coup

· Tried to defeat the government but failed and was jailed 

· Wrote Mien Kump while in jail 

· Elections (1930, 1932)
· Government was so weak that the could use it to his advantage

· Won seats in both elections

· NAZI (Nationalist Socialist party)

· Democracy was slow so needed to speed up so created crises 

· Used democracy to rise to power

· Burning of the Reichstag (1933) 
· Burning of German parliament 

· Persuaded government to give him power 

· Created/staged a crisis to destroy his enemies and democracy 

· Enabling Act (1933) 
· Convincing gov to give him power
· Gave him almost dictatorial power 

· Night of the Long Knives (1934) 
· Reference to Ceaser

· Used his power to further destroy his opponents 

· (while stalin was destroying his enemies and friends, hitler was doing the same => ideas are fashionable. The ideas that made this fashionable came from the following ppl ↓

Beginning of 5. Contemporary Period
Influential Ideas

· These are the people that introduced fashionable ideas 

· Darwin (1809-1882) and Spencer (1820-1903) 
· D- 

· took S’s term one step further 

· Introduced the concept of evolution over time the fit survive 

· Didn't mean for it to be applied to humans (like spencer)

· S-

· coined the term survival of the fittest 

· Didn't mean for it to be applied to humans (like Darwin)

· Nietzsche (1844-1900) 

· Believed that man has to be governed by a strong person

· Strong man theory 

· Einstein (1879-1955)
· Theory of relativity 

· There were no absolutes (science) /no truths (philosophy)  
· Keynes (1883-1946) 
· Applied these ideas in economics 

· Anything is relative to circumstance 

· Hayek (1899-1992) 
· Book-a return to serfdom (serf = under control of someone)
· Believed that government was getting to big/powerful i.e. Power of state of gov today is more than the kings
A-5. World War II- Thursday, February 2, 2012
World War II 
· German rearmament (1935) 
· 1935-H. had accomplished goal of being in power

· Broke treaty of Versailles by having an Army 
· Germany was building arms to conquer
· Signed treaty with Italy-defeat world and share riches

· Rome-Berlin Axis (1936) 
· Military and ideological ally 

· Signed treaty w/italy saying they would conquer the world and split it

· Chamberlain and Churchill 
· CH-pm before war, thought h wasn’t going to go too far, “peace in our times”, thought he was not as aggressive as other thought him to be, believed in peace 

· C-if we don’t stop H now it’s going to cost a lot more to do so, understood objective of H., cautioned England and world against H. Was put in power after beginning of war cuz of his beliefs
· German annexation of Austria and Czechoslovakia (1938) 
· Marched army in Austria

· World did not have stomach to go to war and tried to rationalize it-just wanted to unite Germanic people

· Annex-took it without a fight 
· When he marched into C. and rationalized it in the same way
·  Hitler took austria w/o a fight cuz they thought that they were just bringing germans back from austria cuz there were a lot of germans there

· Then went to czech where there weren't many germans but ppl thought that they just wanted them to be the same
· Non-Aggression Pact (1939) 
· Formed alliance with Stalin-would not turn on each other (Hitler broke this) 

· Germany invades Poland (1939), Norway, Denmark, Belgium, Netherlands and France (1940) 
· When invades Poland, world realizes there is a problem 

· Caused France to fall

· Battle of Britain (1940-41) 
· English channel was causing barrier in past

· H. believed he could defeat Britain with air force
· Air battle 

· Fought in the skies between Germany and Britain
· Germany held back by British air force 

· British won

· Hitler attacked Soviet Union (1941) 
· Broke non-aggression pact 

· H. mobilizing to east 

· Couldn't take br so tried SU

· Italy attacked Egypt (1941) 
· Italy trying to control Mediterranean but failing miserably 

· H. had to send reinforcements
· Italy became big thorn in Germany side b/.c had to fight Germans war and Italy’s war

· Germanys fall was due in part to Italy

· get to ethiopia but germany had to keep sending reinforcements which weakened ger.

· Japan attacked Pearl Harbor (Dec. 1941) 
· Japan could take lands around specific but very powerful force in the way (the USA)

· Attack USA biggest Naval Base

· Weaken biggest enemy-Americans 

· Large portion of USA navy destroyed

· Caused USA to declare war on Japan and b/.c Japan was allied with Germany and Italy also was declaring war on them as well 

· War with the Americans was inevitable

· “Total War” 
· War was right around the world

· Nobody was speared 

· To involve civilians was inevitable 

· Allied Victory
· Italy defeated (1943)
· Was attacked by allies from south (Africa) and were pushed all the way back to Rome with Germany as well

· D-Day invasion (1944) 
· Allied invasion in Frances north

· Germany is attacked from the north and driven back 
· Hitler’s demise (1945) 
· H. never surrendered (committed suicide b.c knew end was near and did not want to surrender)

· Had generals bury and burn his body 

· Everyone but especially Americans turned attention to Japan 

· Hiroshima and Nagasaki (1945) 
· Atomic bombs

· Japan was committed to fight till the end 

· Manhattan bombs-bombs that were going to be used on Germans but when Germany was defeated turned them to Japan

· Bombed on both b/c Japan did not get msg after first bombing

· After bombings forced/compelled Germany to surrender

· Germany divided 
· 4 armies-USA, French, British, soviets march into Germany 

· Divided into 4 b.c first time Germany did not get msg during WW1

· Soviets got section with berlin

· East-communist (soviets)

· West-democratic (USA, France, Britain)  other 3 sections)

· Berlin itself was dived into 4 

· This was the beginning of the cold war

· Winston Churchill-while and b.c our forces are on the ground need to turn against soviets  but world could not stomach another

· Closest world has come to total annihilation 

· Lands between berlin and soviets were under soviets control 
A-5. The Holocaust- Tuesday, February 7, 2012 

The Holocaust 

· How could the Holocaust happen?

· It happened in the past

· Did not break any legal laws. 

· Broke moral laws codes

· Laws were changed to not let this happen again

· Nuremberg laws (1935)
· Laws changed

· Passed here b/c would be received in more positive light b/c passed in Nuremberg b/c very influential on germans
· Changed the laws allowing them to discriminate

· Reduced Jews and any political opponents to the Nazis  to 2nd class citizens 

· Don’t have full protection of law

· Can be easily abused and manipulated 

· Rights were not stripped suddenly (this would not have allowed them to protect themselves at all) cuz it happened slowly, ppl could fight or run. By the time the holocaust was in full force, it was hard for jews to do anything 

· Kristalnacht (1938) 
· Night of broken glass

· Night when Jewish community in Germany was physically attacked 
· Jews in ger owned businesses + did well (cuz christians couldn't lend money to other christian w/interest, so jews had to do it. So they became well endowed)
· Storefronts broken, property taken
· Point of no turning back
· Jewish Question and Final Solution (1941) 
· What do we do with these Jewish communities in our midst?

· Holocaust=Imprisonment and systematic execution of an entire population + minority within
· A pop can be judged by how they treat the minorities within
· Nuremberg Trials (1946) 
· Those responsible for the Holocaust were brought to trial 

· International court were taken seriously cuz it addreessed what happened at the holocaust
A-5. The United Nations (1945)- Tuesday, February 7, 2012
The United Nations (1945) 

· Wasn’t the first of its kind ex. League of nations, congress of Vienna etc. but was a new and improved version
· Main objectives

· Peace and security can't have security w/o peace and vice versa. Both v. Impt

· Security: to safeguard all of humanity

· Peace: to keep from having another war
A-5. Cold War- Tuesday, February 7, 2012
Cold War 
· Yalta Conference (1945) 
· In the Crimea

· 3 important countries met-Russia/soviet union, Britain, USA (Churchill, Roosevelt and Stalin)

· Met to decide how to defeat Germany

· Stalin was regarded/recognized as a member of the alliance/coalition 

· Distracted the world (but not all of the world)  from Stalin’s objective( not everyone though, cuz churchill wanted to turn the forces that had been against ger, against SU)
· “Iron Curtain” (1946) 
· Europe was divided between the soviets and the western democracies 

· Truman Doctrine (1947) 
· Will provide aid to those countries who want to protect themselves against communists 

· Berlin Blockade (1948) 
· Result of Truman doctrine

· Further dived east and west

· An attempt to keep the west out of east Berlin 

· NATO (1949) 
· North atlantic treaty organization

· An alliance of western democratic countries 

· Korean War (1950-53) 
· At first local war involving French
· French pulled out and American came in 

· Proxy war

· Fought between north (communist, dictator, backed by soviets ) and south (democratic, backed by west, French)

· Soviets and Americans never faced each other on battlefield

· Warsaw Pact (1955) 
· Soviets in control of Poland

· In response to NATO

· Soviet alliance of eastern communist countries 

· Berlin Wall (1961) 
· Physical end to Berlin blockade 

· Keep people in east from escaping to west (where things were better) 

· Reinforced the cold war 

· Vietnam War (1965-1975) 
· Another proxy war

· Increasingly U.S. + SU were confronting each other but still not directly til now

· Victim of a time (world/USA was going through cultural revolution), war was becoming unpopular

· Cuba
· Friend and ally of USA before 1959

· Cuban Revolution (1959) 
· A communist revolution opposed by USA       
· Was a good place for US to place money
· Castro decided to confiscate property and re-distribute it among his ppl
· US wasnt happy w/their property being taken

· when cuba had gone communist it upset many cuban landowners, businessmen then fled

· Bay of Pigs (1961) 
· Backed by Americans an attempt by Cubans to defeat communism 

· Failed 

· Castro said cuba needs to protect themselves from capitalists who ere 90 miles from them

· Missile Crisis (1962) 
· Cuba asked soviets to help w/nuclear weapon

· Soviets agreed to install nuclear in Cuba 

· Closest that the world has come to nuclear war 

· Missiles were never installed 

· Kennedy vs. Krushchev (Soviet)
· USA had missiles in Turkey 
· Kennedy told Khrushchev that if he installs the weapons in cuba, they'd defend themselves w/other missiles that are in turkey (backyard of SU)

· Khrushchev agreed to remove them if missiles were taken from turkey too

· Both were severely criticized for this => demonstrated weakness

· In removing missiles from Cuba and Turkey, necular war was avoided 

· Brezhnev Doctrine (1968) 
· Came to power after Krushchev 
· Was in khrushchev's party and didnt want to show weakness

· Same as truman doctrine

· I will protect soviet union by protecting those who support 

· Space Race - USA vs. USSR
· Developing devices that could deliver a war head halfway around the war

· Soviets were first to send unmanned object into orbit and first to put man into orbit

· Americans first to put man on moon

· A competition to build rockets that could also deliver a nuclear bomb 

· Strategic Defense Initiative (1984) - Reagan 
· Star wars

· A program to stop soviet missiles from space 

· Was never tested/fired 

· Brought soviets to their knees militarily and economically 

A-5. Arms Control and End of Cold War- Tuesday, February 7, 2012
Arms Control and End of Cold War
· SALT (1972, 1979) 
· Strategic arms limitation talks 

· Between USA and USSR 
· Didn't do much -convince them to get rid of bombs

· Reagan said we have to bring them to their knees

· Solidarity in Poland (1978-1989) 
· National union 

· Wanted to remove soviets and their influence in Poland 

· Union leader who opposed the soviets 

· 89-begning of the end of the soviet union 

· Lech Walesa 

· Was first country (of many) to get rid of soviet influence

· USSR (1980s) 
· Unable to compete with US arms spending and therefore weakened 

· Gorbachev (1985) 
· Leader/dictator of USSR 

· Recognized the soviets many weaknesses

· Started a program of reform (changed government) and openness (got people involved)

· But didn't want it as much as ppl wanted it -led to a revolution

· Destruction of Berlin Wall (1989) 
· Reagan told Gorbachev to tear down this wall 

· When wall came down Poland got its independence along with other countries
· End of warsaw pact

· Germany was reunited

· End of soviet supremacy

· Liberalization of eastern Europe  

· USSR dissolved (1991) 
· Boris Yeltsin

· If soviet was going to fall, wanted to save Russia

· Boris Yeltsin replaced Gorbachev

· Soviet empire no longer exists and now known as Russia 

A-5. Gulf Wars- Tuesday, February 7, 2012
Gulf Wars
· Brought attention to a different part of world 

· Iraq invades Kuwait (1990) 
· Sadam Hussian wanted to invade Kuwait for both economic and military wars 
· Political: wanted bigger empire

· Econ: gives access to rich oil fields

· Army: wanted to keep army mobilized after war w/iran

· Was pushed out of kuwait

· 911 (2001)
· Introduced another decade of conflict 

· War still divided between east and west

· War declared on Afghanistan (2001) and Iraq (2003)
· Focused out attention on that pt of the world

· Reminded us that it's not the end of history (of wars)

· Arab Spring 
· Revolutions

· Renaissance started in N. Italy -Venice, Florence, Rome. WHY?

· Venice:

· Central btwn e. + w., Commerce = impt; ppl to buy + sell commercial art

· Powerful + wealthy could consume art

· Rome:

· Cuz had church -most powerful influence in world. Had most land of anyone. Could outbid any other person so could do anything they wanted => size + influence of church

· Common btwn revolutions: clash + change

· Absolutists : believed king should have all power (a.k.a. Royalists). Believed king had g-d given rights vs.  Puritans: because they didn't like the king, believed power should be btwn g-d + ppl
