1. Your life is the Sum of the decisions you make
VIDEO: What Matters to? By Allan Watts
1. What do you want to do about your life?
1. Do what you like to do and forget the money. If you focus on money , you are going to get lost
1. Better have a short life full of things you like to do, than have a miserable life
1. “What would you do in life if money were no object?’’
1. You are spending your life doing something you don’t like so you can go on doing something you don’t like.
1. Thus, you should do what you like to do because living a 90/10 life is bad for yourself and for the economy (stress, depression ….)
1. According to many philosophers  happiness is the goal
Allan Watts (1911-1975)
7. Specialized in Eastern Philosophy
7. Wise Person

Immanuel Kant- German 18th century Enlightenment

7. He also wanted a happy life but to him, a happy life is «When you do what is right. »
7. Reason, right over wrong decisions
7. Life is about Duties and obligations (there are more important things than being happy, however at the end of day, you are going to be happy anyway because you did the right thing)
7. Kant was a very religious person(Christian) so came up with “Secular argument for moral rights’ a.k.a “Kantian Ethics”
7. Kant was against consequentialism because:
6. He didn’t like the “End justifies the means” philosophy
6. He thought it was probabilistic because you cannot always predict the future (or the consequences of your actions) consequentialism is inductive
6. To him, Decisions should be based on certainties
6. To him Happiness is arbitrary: “if it feels good  doesn’t really mean that it’s good” If feelings are what constitutes morality , then justice cannot exist
7. What is morality? “The ability to Reason and to have a free will” 
And in this world, Human beings are the only one to have that; therefore, human beings ARE morality. 
If we want to be true to who we really are , we have to take morality seriously.
To him, we have to have Deductive reason (figure out what’s the CERTAIN things to do). So he came to Categorical Imperative (2 versions)
1. Act so as to treat all people as ends, never as means (where Human and Moral right come from)
2. Act so as to treat all personal maxims (= your own personal rules) as if they were universal laws. (where Equality and Justice come from)

Morality is an end in itself (there is no ire good than that)
Reason , Logic , Mathematics
Golden Rule: Do unto others as you have them do unto you.
People tried to build a bridge between the two but it did not really work (ex: John Rawls , Peter Singer)

1. Legal rights: In theory, they are based on Moral rights but in reality they are based on Wants
1. There is a  myth that egoism and selfishness is the key to success but in fact it really ain’t – but we will come back to it next class.
VIDEO-Kant
1. For many people, to be moral is to follow the church, society…. “To be moral is to do what God said”
1. Kant urged people to seek Morality into themselves
1. Kant was born in 1724; was a teacher, known for including humor and stories into his lectures. Suffered of poor health, at 30 doctors predicted that he had 3 years to live but he proved them wrong through diet, sport, walks…His walk was so crucial that housewives set their clocks when he passed. He was a fan of Isaac Newton. Kant said that we can’t prove the existence of God by Reason but reason proves us that it is rational to believe in God. Morality pulls you in one direction and Wants and Desires pulls you to another one. “A good will is good not because of the consequence; a good will is good because of the goodness of its willing , its goodness lies in itself”
1. A Maxim ,he says,  is a rule that one person follows but a Universal law is a rule that everyone follows Categorical Imperative
1. Kant says that we don’t need a superhuman being to tell us what morality is, we only need ourselves
1. We should treat people as they consent to be treated
Criticism
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The fact that he does not really focus on consequence  Lying; ex: if a murderer follows you and ask for someone and you know that if you tell them where the person is they, will kill them.  Well According to Kant, lying is not justified in this case. You must tell them where the person is , regardless of the consequence”
