Greek Mythology Midterm 2 – Study Guide

Part 1: glossary

Arachne: Arachne, a skilled weaver who bragged about her talent and competed against Athena. Athena’s anger caused Arachne to hang herself so she transformed her into a spider
An arachnid is any of the various arthropods of the class Arachnida, including the spider
Autochthony: One sprung from the soil he inhabits, the land itself, thus claiming ownership of land; chthonic is related to the underground powers of earth and spirits of the underworld From auto (self) + chthon (soil)
Ergane: Ergane Athena: “The worker”, refers to Athena as the goddess of crafts (weaving)
Ergon means work; Ergonomics is the scientific study of the efficiency of people in the workplace
Eris: Eris was the goddess of strife or discord, most famous act was to throw the golden apple at the wedding of Peleus and Thetis causing the goddess to quarrel 
Eristic: Pertaining to argument or dispute, arguing for the sake of conflict, as opposed to resolving conflict
Eros: One of the first divinities emerging from Chaos, the force of attraction and procreation, also said to be the son of Aphrodite (Orphic religion he came out of the cosmic egg) Eros is a handsome youth at first but becomes increasingly younger until he is a winged baby, the cupid
Erotic describes anyone or anything characterized by the amatory and sexual passions
Hygiene: Greek word “Hygeia, means health. Goddess Hygeia is the personification and she was associated with the prevention of sickness and the continuation of good health, a daughter of healing God Asclepios
Hygiene is the cleanliness that promotes health and well-being, especially of a personal nature
Ichor: The fluid that runs into the veins of divinities ad can be spilt if they are wounded
In pathology, ichor is an antiquated term for a watery discharge from a wound or ulcer with a foul smell
Kalliste: “Te Kalliste” = the fairest, the most beautiful. Eris, the goddess of Discord inscribed this on a golden apple before tossing it at the wedding of Peleus and Thetis. Three goddesses (Hera, Athena and Aphrodite) competed for the title. Zeus, unwilling to decide in the favour of any of them, sent them to be judged by the mortal Paris. Aphrodite won by promising him the “Kalliste” woman of the world, Helen
Kallisto was a follower of Artemis, who took a vow of virginity, but Zeus disguised himself as Artemis to lure her to have sex with him, she was then turned into a bear








Omphalos: Delphi was the center of the world, the navel of the earth. Sacred stones dedicated to the oracle were also named omphalos (represents the stone which Rhea swaddled, pretending it was Zeus, in order to deceive Cronus)
Omphalos Syndrome refers to the misguided belief that a place of geopolitical power and currency is the most important place in the world
Parthenos: means “virgin”, a common title for Athena
Athena’s famous temple in Athens is called the Parthenon (The temple of the virgin)
Protean: Proteus was a sea God who changed shapes and possessed knowledge of the future. To obtain information one had to grapple with the god until his metamorphoses stopped
Protean means of changeable or variable form, or having the ability to change form.
Psyche: The soul that leaves the dead body is (the last breath), dead people are described as “psyches”, Hermes is called Psychopompos and this title shows his function as the Guide of the souls to the underworld
For psychology, the psyche is the conscious or unconscious mind, the seat of thoughts and feelings
Pythia: Apollo killed the serpent Python who belonged to the earth goddesses and guarded the oracle at Delphi, Apollo received the title Pythios Apollo and his priestess in the temple was called Pythia
Pythons are non-venomous large snakes
Sisyphian: Sisyphus, one of the sinners in the underworld, was condemned for eternity to roll a big rock up a hill only to have it fall back down.
A Sisyphean task signifies work that is difficult, almost impossible to complete and often futile
Tantalize: Tantalus, one of the sinners in the underworld, tried to trick the gods by feeding them human flesh, was condemned for eternity to be thirsty and hungry, with food and drink always just beyond his reach
To tantalize is to tease and tempt without satisfaction




































Part 2: Titles of Deities
Zeus (KING OF THE GODS – THUNDERBOLT, EAGLE, OAK TREE)

Poseidon (GOD OF THE SEA)
[SEA; EARTHQUAKE; THE RAW ENERGY OF ANIMALS (HORSE AND BULL)]
[SYMBOLS = SEA, TRIDENT, HORSE, DOLPHIN]
	Ruler of the water – 
Connection with fresh water and springs, causes floods or draughts
	The Earth shaker – 
Responsible for several geological phaenomena, responsible for earthquakes and for the stability of the ground and the strength of the buildings
	Hippios – 
‘Of the horses’, God of horses, horses and waves/the seas have tremendous energy

Athena (GODDESS OF WISDOM, WAR)
[(WOOD) CRAFTMENSHIP; CUNNING; WARFARE; DEFENCE OF THE CITIZEN BODY]
[SYMBOLS = OWL, OLIVE TREE, SPEAR, AEGIS]
	Parthenos – 
“The virgin”, Parthenon is devoted to her in recognition of her role as enforcer of rules of sexual modesty and ritual mystery. Athenians allotted the goddess value based on her purity as it upheld a rudiment of female behavior in a patriarchal society
	Of the Aegis – 
Athena is the wearer of the Aegis, goatskin shield/protective armour; you can recognize her in many pottery paintings because she is wearing it *this is a symbol of war and protection of hers along with the spear, both are protected and useful in being victorious in war*
	Of the Grey/Bright Eyes (or Owl Eyed) – 
Athena was associated with a sacred snake, the owl is a nocturnal bird with great vision and signifies wisdom (like an eagle) and vision is very important *the owl and the snake are her symbols of wisdom, life and death*
	Ergane – 
Ergane Athena, “The worker”, works with her hands, has cunning wisdom that requires skills and practicality, important because not all gods use their hands! She was a weaver, a skill that women had; good for the economy

Hephaestos (GOD OF THE FORGE, FIRE)
[FIRE, METALS, TECHNONOLY, BLACKSMITHS, ARTISANS, SCULPTORS, VOLCANOES]
[SYMBOLS = HAMMER, PRONGS, FENNEL STALK (ABLE TO TRANSPORT FIRE)]
	The Lame one – 
First throwing: Hera gave birth to him alone; an unorthodox method of conception produced an imperfect offspring, so she hurled him out of Olympus out of disgust
Second throwing: Zeus and Hera were in a quarrel and Hephaestos sided with his mother, so Zeus hurled him as far as the smith’s island of Lemnos. Both rejections gave him the label of being lame from birth
	The Metal Smith – 
He is unrivalled in his mastery in the arts of metal and fire, creator of Hermes's winged helmet and sandals, the Aegis breastplate (worn by Zeus or Athena), Aphrodite's famed girdle, Agamemnon's staff of office, Achilles' armor, and Helios’ chariot, the shoulder of Pelops, and Eros's bow and arrows
	Of Many Crafts – 
Crafter of much of the magnificent equipment of the gods, to the extent that almost any finely-wrought, magical metalwork that appears in Greek myth is said to have been forged by Hephaestus. He also built metal automata to work for him, constructed Pandora from earth (on the urging of Zeus), and assembled Talos, the robotic defender of Crete

Ares (GOD OF WAR)
[THE FURY OF WAR, CIVIL ORDER, REBELLION, VIOLENCE, RAGE, COURAGE, FEAR]
[SYMBOLS = SERPENT, SPEAR, ARMOUR]
	Lord of War – 
God of the works of warfare, he presided over troop formation, the driving forward and rallying of troops, the struggle of battle, battlefields and armies. He was also in a sense the god of peace, in that if placated, he would keep away war
	The Destroyer of Men – 
Apollo called to Ares: ‘You, destroyer of men and bloody sacker of cities, Ares, enter the fray and drive this son of Tydeus off, who would fight Father Zeus himself’,  after Ares allowed Diomedes to pierce Aphrodite with a spear

Apollo (GOD OF LIGHT, MUIC, PROPHECY)
[MUSIC, DIVINATION, PROPHECY, PURIFICATION, HEALING, THE SUN (LATER)]
[SYMBOLS = LYRE, SUN, TRIPOD, LAUREL TREE]
	Phoebos – 
Means “bright” or “pure” and the view became current that he was connected with the sun. May also be connected with his birth at Delos, Leto has an affair with Zeus so Hera is upset and says she will curse any island where Leto gives birth. Finds herself at Delos, says to the island that if she is allowed to give birth here she will make the island very famous. Hera restricted Leto from giving birth, was suffering. Squatting, she finally births Apollo on this very bright, no clouds, very hot and dry island where everything is reflected by the surrounding water 
	Pythios – 
In order to get into Pytho (Delphi), Apollo had to kill the guard snake Python, with his symbolic bow and arrow. When he killed the snake Apollo said “now rot” (rot in Greek is also Pytho), by the power of the sun beaming down onto him
	Loxias – 
“The crooked one”, derived from his intricate and ambiguous oracles (loxa). Also describes the god as the prophet or interpreter of Zeus
	The Far Shooter – 
Describing Apollo as the master of the bow and arrow, also as God of the plague. He is described in the Iliad as, “So the god swooped down, descending like the night. He sat some distance from the ships, shot off an arrow—the silver bow reverberating ominously. First, the god massacred mules and swift-running dogs, and then loosed sharp arrows in among the troops themselves. Thick fires burned the corpses ceaselessly. For nine days Apollo rained death down upon the troops.”

Artemis (GODDESS OF THE HUNT, MOON)
[HUNTING, WILD ANIMALS, HELPER OF WOMEN IN CHILDBIRTH, YOUTH, THE MOON, VIRGINITY]
[SYMBOLS = BOW AND ARROW (QUIVER), DEER]
	Mistress of the Animals – 
“Potnia Theron”, besides being the goddess protector of human young, she was also regarded as the protector of young animals. Usually depicted with a wild animal (deer). Goddess of the hunt, wilderness, and wild animals which she can control/tame, often seen holding them
	Of the Hunt – 
Artemis was the goddess of wild beasts and the hunt. She is a huntress often with her bow and arrow, in a short rather than long dress to be able to have swifter movements. The people would pray to her before they would hunt, because she is the guardian of the wilderness. 
	The Wild one – 
The majority of temples dedicated to Artemis are always close to water. Virgin connected with virgin nature = her sacred places are areas beyond towns, beyond cultivated fields, not touched by people (untamed). She is associated with the marshes and other places beyond cities and is almost always accompanied by a deer or other wild animal.
	The Destroyer of Women – 
Death in childbirth was often thought to be caused by Artemis, so she is seen as the destroyer of women or unmarried girls. She is both a protector and killer of women, and this can be seen as a reflection of the ambivalence of reproduction, ex. blood for good (fertility) or for bad (death), uncontrollability of women

Aphrodite (GODDESS OF LOVE, BEAUTY)
[SEX, LOVE, BEAUTY, PLEASURE, MARRIAGE, THE SEA GODDESS, THE POLITICAL COMMUNITY]
[SYMBOLS = DOVES, SPARROWS, CUPID, MIRROR, MYRTLE WREATH, APPLE, ROSE]
	Cyprian/ Cytherian – 
Aphrodite is also known as Cytherea (Lady of Cythera) and Cypris (Lady of Cyprus) after the two cult sites, Cythera and Cyprus, which claimed to be her place of birth. Homer calls Aphrodite "the Cyprian", many of her attributes may have come from Asia via Cyprus (and Cythera) in Mycenaean times. The Greeks felt that Aphrodite was both Greek and foreign.
	Laughter loving – 
Aphrodite is able to put her spell (so to speak) on any mortal or immortal being. She was called the laughter loving goddess because she would laugh sweetly or mockingly at those who her charms had conquered. Also, goddess of joy and love
	Pandemos – 
“Common, of all the people”, goddess of political community, keeping the people together for the existence of the state, bringing everybody together for good causes and occasions

Demeter (GODDESS OF THE HARVEST)
[GRAIN, FERTILITY OF THE LAND, PATRONESS OF THE ELEUSINIAN MYSTERY CULT W/ PERSEPHONE]
[SYMBOLS = WHAT-EARS, TORCH, CORNUCOPIA, WINGED-SERPENT CHARIOT]
	Bringer of Seasons – 
Persephone was abducted to the underworld by Hades. Demeter searched for her ceaselessly, preoccupied with her loss and her grief the seasons halted. Living things began to die. Zeus sent Hermes to the underworld to bring Persephone back. Hades fed her 3 pomegranate seeds, so she has tasted the food of the underworld meaning that she now “belongs there” and must return for certain months of every year. Persephone up = Demeter happy, earth blooming. Persephone down = Demeter sad and grieving, cold and dead earth
	Dark Veiled – 
Demeter arrives in Eleusis disguised as an old woman in a black gown and veil. She is taken in by King Keleos, where she nanny’s their baby boy. She loves the boy and wished to make him immortal, so she holds him above a fire to purge his mortality. The mother is mortified when she walks in and sees the process, so Demeter reveals her immortal self and demands a great temple be built in her honour by the Eleusinians. She remains inside this temple, all in black once more, until Zeus orders Persephone’s return. 

Persephone (HADES’ QUEEN, DAUGHTER OF DEMETER)
[QUEEN OF THE UNDERWORLD, SPRING GROWTH, AGRICULTURE]
[SYMBOLS = GRAIN, FLAMING TORCH]
	Kore – 
“The maiden”, the goddess of spring's bounty, her annual return to the earth in spring was marked by the flowering of the meadows and the sudden growth of the new grain. Her return to the underworld in winter, conversely, saw the dying down of plants and the halting of growth.

Hades (GOD OF THE UNDERWORLD)
[KING OF THE UNDERWORLD, GOD OF DEATH/THE DEAD/FUNERAL RITES/MOURNING, WEALTH OF EARTH]
[SYMBOLS = BIRD TOPPED SCEPTER, INVISIBILITY CAP, CORNUCOPIA, UNDERWORLD THRONE]
	Pluto or Plouton – 
“The wealthy, “The lord of riches”; he is the giver of all the blessings that come from the earth: he is the possessor and giver of all the metals contained in the earth (Demeter plows the earth, Hades gives the wealth)
	Receiver of the Dead – 
After the dead pay their coins to the Charon to take them across the river Styx, Hades would accept them into the underworld 
	Host of Many – 
Hades ultimately assembled all mortals in his kingdom, and brought them to rest and peace

Hermes (GOD OF MOVEMENT, TRAVEL, DEFT ALTERNATION BETWEEN OPPOSED STATES, FERTILITY)
[MESSENGER, GUIDE OF SOULS OF DEAD TO HADES, BRINGER OF FERTILITY TO FLOCKS]
[SYMBOLS = HERALD’S STAFF, WINGED SANDALS, BROAD-BRIMMED HAT]
	Psychopompos/ the Guide – 
Hermes guides the dead to the point of Charon, the ferryman, who takes them to cross the river Styx to get to the underworld. The dead had to pay Charon, which is why people left coins in the eyes/mouths of the dead in their graves
	The Messenger of Gods – 
Very mobile, perfect courier since he can span sky, land, mountains and seas. Loves to move, will deliver messages as well as guide people to their new destinations. Zeus gave him gifts like his winged sandals to be able to do so as easily as possible

Part 3: Myths Involving...
Offense to a goddess and transformation 
To a monster/animal as punishment:
· Medusa’s affair with Poseidon (- offended goddess: Athena)
Medusa, was a beautiful sea nymph turned into a Gorgon
Poseidon united with her in the temple of Athena
Athena is a virgin goddess, having sex in her temple is disgraceful 
Athena transformed Medusa into a monster with snake hair and a petrifying glance that would turn whoever looked at her into stone
· Scylla’s affair with Poseidon (offended goddess : Amphitrite) 
Scylla, a beautiful sea nymph, had an affair with Poseidon 
Jealous Amphitrite gave her magic bath herbs
The herbs transformed her into a sea monster with six dogs' heads 
Scylla terrorized sailors, and she devoured several of Odysseus's companions
· Actaeon breaking the looking taboo, transformation into a stag by Artemis and 
Actaeon was a hunter who entered the forbidden territory of Artemis
He saw the goddess naked, breaking the looking taboo
She splashed water onto him that transformed into a stag (male deer)
He was then torn to pieces by his hounds, because they could no longer smell their master but only the deer
· Calisto’s rape by Zeus,  expulsion by Artemis,  transformation into a bear by Hera
Calisto was a virgin nymph follower of Artemis, very beautiful
Zeus obviously wanted her, so he transforms himself into Artemis, rapes and impregnates her
She tries to hide it, but becomes too big
Artemis expels her for not having kept the vow of virginity 
She gives birth to her son elsewhere; Hera takes away her beauty by transforming her into a bear as punishment
Son grows up and goes to the forest and sees a bear, 
Calisto stops because she knows her son, but he is unaware and takes an arrow out to shoot
Zeus turns both of them into stars before she can be shot
Hera is ok with this, for they will never leave the horizon and constantly be at work




Transformation to a permanent feature 
Or creature of nature and aetiology

· Arachne’s hubristic behaviour vs. Athena  to a spider (benevolent punishment)
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – ATHENA’S INTELLIGENCE AND CREATIVITY, REMORSE
Arachne is a girl, skillful in weaving, becomes famous for it
Says she could compete with Athena and win
Athena comes down as an old lady and warns her not to test and anger the Gods, but rather to compete with another mortal
Competition begins: Arachne weaves the 4 corners of a cloth, depicting how Gods mistreat/rapes mortals and Athena weaves hers, depicting how mortals offend the Gods
Arachne realized she angered the gods, drew cloth string around her neck and killed herself 
This made Athena feel bad, so she transforms Arachne into a spider, which is why spiders can weave such perfect and symmetrical webs 
*Athena is not a crazy punishing goddess, she did not want to kill the girl, so when she died she made something beautiful and useful out of her*
· Daphne’s  rejection of Apollo  to  a laurel tree by her father Apollo’s emblem  out of love
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – LOVINGNESS OF APOLLO
Daphne was a water nymph who Apollo fell in love with
She dedicated herself to Artemis, virginity and wilderness
Apollo chased her and when he got close Daphne prayed to her father (the river) to save her
She began to transform into a laurel tree 
Apollo said if I cannot have you as my lover, I can have you forever on my head, and crowned himself with the laurel leaves
** Aetiology: The laurel tree is evergreen, representing immortality and virginity **
· Calisto’s suffering  to the constellation of Big Dipper by Zeus (out of pity) 
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – ZEUS’ COMPASSION, HERA’S UNDERSTANDINGNESS 
Calisto stops because she knows her son, but he is unaware and takes an arrow out to shoot
Zeus turns both of them into stars before she can be shot
Hera is ok with this, for they will never leave the horizon and constantly be at work
* Ursa major and ursus minor = big and little bear, from Latin *
** Aetiology: They never dip into the ocean to rest (beyond horizon’s level) **
· Niobe’s hubristic behaviour  punished by Apollo and Artemis to a crying rock by Zeus
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – APOLLO AND ARTEMIS’ WRATH
Niobe, the Queen of Thebes, has status, happiness and 14 children 
She compared herself to Leto and bragged about her fertility, “Why do people worship Leto with 2 children when I have more?”
Offended, Apollo and Artemis killed all her children, Apollo the boys and Artemis the girls
She was transformed into a crying rock 
** Aetiology: Niobe was born in Asia Minor, “The weeping rock of Niobe” at the foot of Mount Sipylos (Lydia, Turkey) looks like it could be her **





· Myrrha  to a myrrh tree (Rejection of Aphrodite, punishment by Aphrodite but transformation out of pity)
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – APHRODITE’S FORGIVINGNESS 
Myrrha did not honor Aphrodite, so she had a passion inflicted by her 
Falls in love with her father
With the help of her nurse slept with him for twelve nights without his knowing it. 
When he found out he drew his sword and started after her
Was about to kill her, so she prayed to the gods to become invisible
** Aetiology: The gods took pity on her and changed her into the myrtle-tree **
Nine months later the tree split open and the baby named Adonis was born
· Adonis’ dead body to an anemone (Ares’ jealousy and Aphrodite’s transformation to the flower -out of grief)
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – ARES’ JEALOUSY AND WRATH, APHRODITE’S COMPASSION
Short lived great love of Aphrodite and Adonis 
Ares obviously didn’t like him
Adonis went hunting even though he was advised not to by Aphrodite 
Ares sends a wild boar to injure him and he dies
** Aetiology: Aphrodite cries and her tears hit the earth and create the Anemone flower. This flower comes up around March (spring) and they die within a few weeks (short life is connected with that of Adonis) **
Women’s festival in Athens = The Adonia festival, in honor of him, they dance on their roofs, also planted in little vases plants that are very short lived (opportunity for women to get together)

Transformation by taking away and/or giving a quality

· Tiresias breaking the looking taboo lost sight, but gained prophetic powers by Athena
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – NON-PUNISHING ATHENA
Prophet of Apollo, once stumbled upon Athena while she was bathing
Breaking the looking taboo, the goddess decided to blind him
His mother begged Athena to lift the curse, but she was unable to
To compensate for that, Athena offered him the gift of prophetic powers (another way of “seeing”, in a sense) and gave him a staff to help him walk without vision
· Cassandra rejecting Apollo lost credibility of her prophetic powers
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – THE WRATH OF APOLLO
Young lady who knew everything about Troy but was unable to convince her people
She wanted to serve Apollo and become a prophetess
She was a good prophetess, very all-knowing
Apollo said “I will let you be one, if you sleep with me”
Cassandra rejected this offer because she wanted to become a proper prophetess
He asked for a kiss instead, so she gave it
Apollo now spit on her, which made her unable to be believed by anyone every again




Rejection without transformation 
Or where transformation works the opposite way  

· Hippolytos rejected Aphrodite  as punishment was falsely accused by rejected lover Phaedra, under the influence of Aphrodite’s power resulted to his death
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – APHRODITE’S IGNORANCE, ARTEMIS’ WRATH
Phaedra is Theseus’ wife; Hippolytos is the illegitimate son of Theseus, King of Athens, and an Amazon, extremely devoted to Artemis
She knows what she feels is wrong, but the passion is so strong that it makes her sick
The nurse takes care of her but doesn’t know what she has
The nurse gets her to admit her love, talks to Hippolytus
Hippolytus rejects her, and all women
Phaedra commits suicide, but writes a letter to Theseus saying the reason is that Hippolytus tried to rape her
Theseus comes back, finds his dead wife and the letter 
He goes and curses Hippolytus (through Poseidon) and exiles him
The « bull of the sea » (Poseidon’s curse) comes out while he’s on his journey away from his home and fatally injures him
Artemis tells the truth to Theseus, and will get her revenge on Aphrodite
· Coronis  rejected Apollo direct death as punishment, but her baby Asclepios was saved
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – APOLLO’S ANGER, RASHNESS, REMORSE 
Coronis, a royal woman, rejected Apollo because she is a mortal and did not want that relationship 
Apollo became enraged when she found a mortal lover
He could not control this and shot her dead with his arrow
She was pregnant, so Apollo preformed a C-section and saved the baby
· The sculptor Pygmalion and his love for his ivory statue Galateia (white woman)
NATURE OF THE DIVINE – APHRODITE’S CREATIVTY, REWARDING 
Pygmalion was a Cyprian local king and artist/sculptor
Thought all the women on his island were immoral, so he created a statue that portrayed the ideal woman for him
Fell in love with it, so much so that he went to the temple of Aphrodite 
Prayed for a woman that looked like his statue
When he went back home to the statue, he touched the ivory and it became a human body 
Obviously brought to life by Aphrodite (put butterfly on her head)
Finally felt the Gods were rewarding him instead of punishing

Transformations of divine beings to humans and back
•	Zeus – to Artemis to trick Calisto
•	Athena – to an old nurse to warn Arachne and then back to her divine form that led to Arachne’s suicide out of fear and shame
•	Aphrodite – to a beautiful virgin to trick Anchises then back to her divine form that had Anchises cover his eyes in fear
•	Demeter – to an old grieving lady then to her divine form in front of the queen of Eleusis who witnessed part of the immortalization process of her baby

		Power, force, speed, energy, NO ONE SPEAKING, HOMER NARRATION 
•	Athena controlling Achilles’ temper
		Personification of temper control, Athena as a mediator, non-punishing, ATHENA IS SPEAKING TO ACHILLES 
•	Athena wounding Ares 
		Athena protecting, stopping the war loving/destructive Ares, Athena gets Diomedes to wound Ares like he did Aphrodite, ARES SPEAKS TO ZEUS AND VICE VERSA
[bookmark: _GoBack]•	Athena inspiring Diomedes and giving him divine sight so that he can wound Aphrodite

Part 5: Images
All the images that will show in the exam have been shown in class and the great majority of them are posted on Bb. There will be 3 plates, with 3 images each. This time you have to choose a total of 3 images, 1 from each plate and connect the content of the myth to the theme of the plate. Be sure that you indicate the main characters on the images / Each plate has a different theme: 

1. Connections with Gaia: We have seen lots of stories that reflect the powers of earth: 
female power, fertility, knowledge and wisdom, the cycle of life, death and regeneration, agriculture signifying survival and civilization, the power of autochthony, the meaning of the snake and the tree
  
2. Love gained or love lost (?): Mortals and Immortals fall in love but it is never an easy situation. Love like beauty is dangerous and it may lead to grief or destruction.  Sometimes gods or mortals are forced into relationships, or a divine power makes them fall in love, other times they are rejected or lose their beloveds. In a few occasions, after turbulence there is happy ending. The motifs of the looking taboo, and metamorphosis may be present as well 

3. Connections with sanctuaries/temples: Gods and goddesses are worshipped in sanctuaries and temples and most of the times there are myths associated with these particular places. There will be no images of ruins of the temples and sanctuaries, but images of divinities that show a connection with a certain place.  You should identify the characters, the story behind the image and the place. These sacred places may be:

The hill of Acropolis in Athens with its temples (The Parthenon, exhibiting the birth of Athena and  her contest with Poseidon on the pediments, as well as housing the ivory gold statue of Athena
and the Erechtheion, a common temple to Athena and Poseidon, the place where the olive tree and the salt water spring were created), The sacred island of Delos, Apollo’s birth place, Apollo’s oracular sanctuary at Delphi, The healing sanctuary of Asclepios in Epidauros, Artemis’ sanctuary for the initiation of girls at Brauron, Artemis’ temple in Ephesus, Aphrodite’s temple at Knidos, Demeter’s temple at Eleusis
