Theme: Genocide/Ethnocide

What is “Genocide”?
The deliberate killing of a large group of people, especially those of a specific ethnic group or nation.

Cases of Genocide on Indigenous Groups
· Rubber tappers in the Amazon Region. Indigenous communities were taken as prisoners to gather rubber in the Amazon and tap the trees by the notorious Peruvian Julio Arana with the British Capital. Then, he in his henchmen killed, raped and otherwise mistreated the prisoners (Maybury-Lewis, Indigenous Peoples).
· Between 1910 to 1970, over 100 000 black Indigenous children were taken away from their communities and families to be brought into foster homes in Australia. 
· In Canada, settlers gave aboriginal people small pox blankets as gifts to exterminate the population and spread disease and make infection easier to transmit (Maybury-Lewis, Colonizing Knowledge).

Quotes and Readings on Genocide
· “Wherever the European has trod, death seems to pursue the aboriginal (Merivale, 1842).
· “The killing of indigenous is usually resorted to when outsiders wish to seize the lands and resources the control or when indigenous populations are simply considered to be “in the way” of national destiny, development, resources extraction, dam building, or anything else. Genocide is, for obvious reasons, not the policy of choice where outsiders need indigenous labour, although there are exceptions to (Maybury-Lewis, Indigenous Peoples).

What is “Ethnocide”?
The deliberate and systematic destruction of the culture of an ethnic group.

Cases of Ethnocide on Indigenous Groups
· The Indian Residential School System in Canada from the 1870s till the 1990s. Attempt to “Kill the Indian in the child”. (View notes on residential schools).
· The 60’s scoop in Canada. Children in reserves in “difficult” homes were taken from their communities and placed in “white” modern households to assimilate the children and have them adopt a “Canadian” identity.

Quotes and Readings on Genocide
· “Ethnocide is not often condemned when it comes to indigenous peoples” (Maybury-Lewis, Indigenous Peoples).
