From 1960: international development is theorized 
Harry Truman’s 1949 inaugural address. The forth of the points
a) We must embark on a bold new program 
b) For making the benefits of our scientific advances and industrial progress 
c) Available for the improvement and the growth of underdeveloped areas

· The voice of different within the United Nation and the strategy of the US 
· Institutionalization of the aid programs 
· Push for development
Rostow’s theory on trial: 
Positive dimensions: 
· Importance of endogenous factors 
· Importance of enterpretuniuarial spirit 
· Accumulation of capital 
· Science and technology 
Negative dimensions:
· Disregards the political and cultural differences 
· Negligence of endogenous factors 
· Disregards the structure of international system 
· One side for all 
· Modern/traditional 
Economic productivity  adequate goods and services growing supply of the products accumulate capital adequate distributionEconomic growth 
What is new in the theory of basic needs? 
· Beyond the economic growth 
· Stressing importance of social factors 
· Emphasizing the significance of justice and eradication of poverty
Development, the first and the most basic depends on meeting people’s basic needs:  sufficient food, adequate shelter, decent clothing, healthy protection, and elementary education
These theories are often:
· Capitalist-based 
· Development is restricted to the economic dimensions 
· States are the engine of development 
· Development is understood in term of foreign aid programs 
· The imperialistic nature of international system is ignored 
Part 3: Radical socialist approaches 
· The world has been structures around the dependency of the peripheries to core countries or dependency of satellites of metropolis
· Dependency is the direct product of colonialism and imperialism 
· Dependency has formed around the unfair division of international markets, is maintained by international trade law 
· Dependency derives from the unequitable trading of the value added factor in trade
Part 4: Alternative approached 
Human Development
· Human development invented by Mahbub ul Haq 
· Amartya sen: 
i) 1997-choice, welfare and measurement
ii) 1999 Development of freedom 
· An emphasis on the central importance of human rights and freedom 
· Also development depends on democracy and participation
