· How many crimes
· Where do they occur
· Characteristics of the offenders and the victims
· Evolution of crime
Epidemiological Approach
	Epidemiology: The study of incidence and distribution of diseases
Adolphe Quetelet (1796-1874) & André-Michel Guerry (1802-1866)
· “Social physics”
· At the start of social sciences
· “Moral stats”
· Intro of statistical methods in the science of society
· Looked into the possible causes/correlations of crime
· (poverty, age, alcohol)
Began “Predictive Policing”
· Devise machines to predict where crime will occur from given factors
· Studying behaviours of society to predict
· Three methodological Strategies to predict crime (all asked about the previous year)
· Official Crime Data (police-reported) 
· May not all be reported. 
· Self-report surveys (ask people if they have ever committed a crime)
· Victimization surveys (ask people if they’ve been a victim of crime)
“Crime is an infraction against society.”
Criminals:
Criminology of Perpetration
1. Classical 
2. Etiological
Classical: (Naturalist)
· Belief that crime is a choice
· Max. of pleasure, min. pain
· Criminals and non-criminals are no different
· Economic factor
· Person capable of evaluating cost & benefits of own actions
· Criminals are not sick
· Created by Cesare Beccaria (1738-1794)
· Wrote “On Crime & Punishment” (1764)
· Stop bad punishment and focus on civilised penalty 
· Utilitarianism: Greatest good for the greatest number of people 
· Seeking pleasure, avoiding pain
· Normality & banality of criminal choice
Etiological (Positivist)
· Crime is a symptom of some factor
· There is something wrong with a criminal
· Abnormal behaviour
· Sickness may be societal or in psyche
· Difference between a criminal and a non-criminal psychologically speaking
· Cesare Lombroso (1836-1909)
· L’uomo delinquente (1876)
· People born criminal
· Studied skulls and believed that there was a physical difference to a criminal
· Etiology (aetiology) – causes of a disease/condition
· Atavistic – reversion to something ancestral
· Crime as symptomatic
