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What is victimology?
· Original meaning/ ancient culture:
· Refers to a person or an animal put to death during a ceremony in order to appease some supernatural power. 
· Now: individuals who’ve experience injury, hardship/loss for various reasons

Victimization?
· An asymmetrical interpersonal relationship that is abusive, painful, destructive and unfair
· While a crime is in progress, criminal temporarily forces their victims to play roles that mimic the dynamics between predator and prey, winner and loser and even master and slave.

Victimology
· Scientific study of the physical, emotional and financial harm people suffer b/c of illegal activity

Victimologists
1. Investigate the victim’s plight
1. They carry out research into the public’s political, social and economic reactions to the plight of victims
1. They study how victims are handled by officials and agencies within the criminal justice system
1. They want to know whether crime victims have been physically injured, economically hurt, robbed of self-respect, or emotionally traumatized.
· Study why certain groups are at a higher risk of becoming victims.
· Psychological impacts of victims after they’ve been victimized
· Want to know after what happened so they have services to help victims overcome/ are needs being met
· They want to find out whether they injured parties are being effectively assisted, served, accommodated, rehabilitated and educated to avoid further trouble
· They are equally curious to determine the extent to which the plight of persons harmed by criminals is being ignored, or neglected, manipulated and commercially or politically exploited
· They want to examine the degree to which some seriously injured parties becomes deeply alienated and withdrawn from social relationships
· They want to figure out why people experience such a wise range of reactions to their plight. 

Direct or primary victims (survivors)
· Primary victim:  experience the criminal act and it’s consequences first hand [mother who’d domestically abused]
· Secondary victim: not immediately involved of physically injured [children of the abused mother] (witness and suffer the consequences)

Victimology compared to criminology
1. Victimology is an interdisciplinary field
1. Academically and organizationally: an area of specialization within criminology

Violence against women as a Global issue (exam example)
· Physical: beating, kicking, punching, mutilation, stabbing… attach to the body
· Sexual: rape, forcing one to do sexual acts, forced prostitution 
· Verbal/psychological: words, comments, put downs, guilt to control someone, threats, destruction of meaning objects, forced isolation
· Financial: withholding money
· Violence is about controlling women and is a significant problem in Canada.

Facts outline by CRIAW (Canadian research institute for the advancement of women
1. Half of Canadian women have survived at least one incident of sexual or physical violence
1. Over a quarter (29%) of Canadian women have been assaulted by a spouse
1. 45% of women assaulted by a male partner suffered physical injury (broken bones, bruises, internal injuries, miscarriages, fractures, scratches, cuts, burns)
1. In Canada 4 out of 5 people murdered by their spouses are women murdered by men
1. Girl children are targets of abuse within the family more so than boys, 4 out of 5 victims of family related sexual assaults (79%) are girls, and over half (55%) of physical assaults of children by family members are against girls
1. Only 10% of sexual assaults on women are reported to the police
1. 98% of sex offenders are men and 82% of the survivors of these assaults are girls and women
1. sexual assaults often occur in context in which the abuser is in a position of trust in relation to the person assaulted
1. The majority of sexual assault are committed by a man known to the victim
1. 2/3 of sexual assault occur in a private home.
1. Wife battering carries on into old age. Spousal homicide accounts for one third (30%) of murders of women 65+
1. A minimum of one million Canadian children have witnessed violence against their mother by their fathers or father figured
1. Fear of violence limits many women’s lives. 42% of women compared with 10% of men feel totally unsafe walking in their own neighbourhood after dark.

Who is most likely to be abused?
1. Pregnant women (around the world 1 in 4 women are assaulted while pregnant)
1. Young women and female children (60% of all sexual assaults) (women under 25 at the most at risk)
1. Women with disabilities (more than half of women with disability have been abused)
1. Aboriginal women
1. Low income women
1. Women of minority, racial, ethno-cultural or linguistic groups
1. Women working in certain occupations
1. Women living in rural communities.

Documentary: legacy of pain
This program examines the massacre of 14 women at the École Polytechnique, an engineering school at the University de Montréal. It looks at its aftermath from a number of perspectives, starting with the families of the murdered women. A sister, a mother and a husband all talk about Dec. 6, 1989, and how the horrifying loss of their loves ones has affected their lives. It also investigates the life of Marc Lépine, from his upbringing to other factors that might offer some explanation for his actions. 

Why do you think the actions were considered an act against feminism?
1. Spaces in the class were left for women that he believed were rightfully his
1. Yelled I hate feminist while shooting and wrote it in his letter
1. Saw the way that his father had treated their mother and how he believed women were slaves to men and subordinate
Father took his mother career, so he had no professional women to look up to

How do you think his childhood could explain his criminal behaviour?
1. Lived in a very violent family, locked in bedroom and having his father
1. Primary victim: mother when she’s thrown against the wall with the casserole
1. Secondary victim: he sees the way his father treats his mother 
1. Mother was a low income women b/c she wasn’t allowed to work even though she was a nurse

Marc was a primary and secondary victim
1. Primary: locked in room, etc.
1. Secondary: witnessed lots of violence

Secondary victims
1. Coroner: never returned to work after all the women were killed
1. U of T friend: fell into a deep depression
1. Male student and parents: committed suicide  b/c of guilt
1. Family members: suffered great loss
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What is Women’s Studies?
· An interdisciplinary academic field which applies a critical theory centred approach to topics concerning women, feminism, gender and politics

History
· Was first conceive as an academic rubric apart form other departments in the late 70’s
· Late 60’s: feminists criticized American higher education for failing to address women’s concerns on at least three levels:
· Lack of equal professional opportunities for women scholars and graduates
· The absence of curricular content reflecting women’s lives and contributions in the liberal arts, sciences and technical fields
· The diminished, often insulting experiences of women undergraduates and graduate students in and outside the classroom.
· First Women’s Studies Program in the U.S. on May 21st 1970 at San Diego State College
· Concept of “Double Jeopardy” – 1969
· Women feeling oppression from more than one level
· Being a women and then b/c of their race
· Not all women have the same experiences
· By late 20th century women’s studies courses were offered at many colleges and universities around the world.
· Teachers and profs thought that the opening of non-traditional students (older women) brought lots of knowledge and rich experiences to other students
· Women from all sorts of social class & race started to attend school

Curriculum
· Often encourages students to engage in hands-on activities, including discussion and reflecting on course materials
· In past several decades, has taken a post-modern approach to understanding gender and how it intersects with race, class, ethnicity, religion, age and ability to produce and maintain power structures within society to ensure social inequality.
· Sex and gender are socially constructed
· Women’s studies don’t solely focus on women issues but various forms of oppression in which women issues become intricate focal points
· Highly involved in Social Justice and create curriculums that are embedded with theory and also activism outside of the classroom
· Creative arts in Women’s Studies: literature, poetry, performing arts, and visual arts… women’s studies allows for the creative expression and analysis of the oppressing forces that influence the lives of women, while also providing a critical theoretical analysis of these issues

Methodology 
· Often described as the theory and analysis of how research is conducted, with the method being the technique for gathering evidence
· Research conducted through a feminist lens actively challenges the structures and ideologies that oppress women through incorporating the plurality of women’s lived experiences (no on feminism, everyone can interrupted it differently b/c of our experiences)

Feminist Methods
· Interviewing
· Oral history: not structures, deep conversations, going into details about experiences
· Focus group interviews: provides support, validation of experiences, mutuality
· Ethnography: person who’s studying a certain group will immerse themselves into the culture
· Content analysis: studying/analysing different published books and articles about the topic, trying to find what is missing
· Survey research: help to identify patterns

Feministic view
· Seek to recognize and value the multiple ways of knowing and the frequently silenced voices around us. 
· Requires creative a safe space, inclusive & supportive and developing relationships, values strengths and capacities, while challenging critical practices.

What is Feminism? (EXAM)
· Advocate for minorities
· Movement that fights for equal rights
· A movement for the political, social and educational equality of women with men
· Occurred mainly in Europe and the U.S.
· It has roots in the humanism of the 18th century and the industrial revolution 

Global struggle
· Women from different countries, etc. working for one objective. United in their struggle against gender based discrimination and inequality

Feminism issues (main things they were fighting for)
· Access to employment
· Education
· Child care
· Contraception and abortion
· Equality in the workplace
· Changing family roles
· Sexual harassment in the workplace
· Need for equal political representation

Why a feminist movement?
· Because women traditionally had been regarded as inferior to men physically and intellectually
· Both law and theology had ordered their subjection

Sex vs. Gender?
· Sex differences: Biological differences
· Gender difference: expected social roles

Feminists differ over
· The sources of inequality
· How to obtain equality
· The extent to which gender and gender based identities should be questioned and critiqued

History of feminism (Three Waves)
· First wave: suffrage movements (19th – 20th century) right to vote (1917)
· Second wave: Ideas and actions affiliated with the 1960’s, most activity
· Third wave: continuation and reaction to perceived failures of second wave feminism (1990)

Myths about feminism (EXAM)
· Feminism lacks objectivity
· Feminist analysis narrowly focus on women
· There is only one feminist perspective

Sexism
· Refers to oppressive attitudes and behaviours directed at either sex
· Discrimination of prejudice based on gender

What is Patriarchy?
· Refers to a social, legal and political climate that values male dominance and hierarchy
· Central to the ideology is the belief that women’s nature is biologically, not culturally determined and that the laws are from men’s standpoint, consistent with men’s experiences. 
· Understanding patriarchy gives more understanding to why women must fight so hard to defeat the power of men
· Explains how our society functions and controls women
· Matriarchy is the opposite (women are head of the family)

Patriarchal social structures are:
· Male dominated
· Organized around an obsession with control
· Male identifies
· Male centred 

Social construction of gender
· Based on the assumption that the claimed differences between women and men represent a social and political decision rather than a distinction given in nature

Law Defining women’s place:
· The oppression of women under patriarchy is first seem through the laws of that society
· The men who wrote and interpreted the law saw that it was necessary to secure the safety of women to protect the family and the community
· They made sure that women could enter certain areas of life under carefully controlled circumstances

Importance of patriarchy
· Patriarchy is a social structural arrangement whereby males, just by virtue of being males, have more privilege than women do in society. Moreover, this privilege often leads to greater power, access top opportunity and better rewards for men

Characteristics of patriarchy?
· Violence
· Power
· Control
· Linearity
· Stereotyping
· Ideology
· Phallocentrism
· Misogyny

Four kinds of oppression (EXAM)
· Personal/psychological oppression: believe they aren’t worth anything
· Private oppression in a private situation: domestic violence, or employee who’s suffering from sexual harassment
· Public oppression: a large scale situation, government imposing laws that affects a group of people more than another group
· Cultural oppression: don’t recognize the contribution of a certain group (only white man’s accomplishments mattered in history)

Historical overview
· For centuries, legal traditions granted the man, the “right” to discipline his wife and children
· This perception became the basis in English common law
· Women got what they deserved
· In the 70’s, when he women’s liberation movement took hold, attention was drawn to rape as a crime of power

Is violence biological in men? Is there anything we can do about it?
· Not all men are violent
· We must understand the various factors involved in the socialization of boys (plays a major role)
· Family violence as a factor
· Evaluation of programs for men who batter
· Man boys have to show their masculinity through violence
· Weak and insecure men feel like they have to control someone in order to prove their masculinity
· Women who are beaten are 3X more likely to comment that their beater witnessed violence in their family

IPV in Canada
· Nearly 200,000 women reported to stats Canada’s 2004 general social victimization survey that they had been assaulted or sexually assaulted by a spouse in the previous year
· Police reported over 38,000 incidents nation-wide, representing approx. 15% of all violence incidents reported to the police
· Women represent the majority of IPS survivors (85%)
· Women are normally victimized by a person that they know
· The most common police charges filed in IPV cases include: common assault, slapping (61%), major assault, weapons (14%); uttering threats, killing animals (11%)
· Police laid charges in approx. 75% of cases and this has remained relatively stable over the past 9 years

Domestic violence
· Patterns of behaviour characterized by misuse of power and control by one person over another who are or have been in an intimate relationship. It can occur in mixed gender relationships and same sex relationships and had profound consequences for the lives of children, individuals, families and communities. It may be physical, sexual, emotional and or psychological
· Can happen in any culture, people of all races, ethnicity, religion. Anyone can be a perpetrator or victim

Intimate partner violence in Ontario
· In 06 11,713 IPV were recorded
· IPV represents 14% of all police charges in Ontario and women continue to outnumber men as survivors
· Of the total number of violent crimes, the proportion of IPV cases is 4X greater for women then men
· Among cases of IPV in Ontario, in 06 there were 44 homicides or attempted homicides, 189 sexual assaults and 1777 major assaults

Services available (exam)
· Sexual assault and partner abuse care program at the Ottawa hospital
· Civic campus
· Specially trained staff are available for health care services, crisis intervention, evidence collection, documentation and safety planning, emotional support and social concerns
· EX. Sitting down with social working and planning a way to leave
· Women’s shelters
· Seven main shelter in Ottawa: Chrysalis House, Harmony House, Interval house… etc.
· 1st stage or emergency housing (willing allow them to stay for up to 3 months)
· harmony house – 2nd stage, accommodate women for up to one year
· Provide housing and support to women and children
· Evelyn Horne emergency and transitional housing for young women  between 12-24, seek different support including if they’ve experienced violence and abuse
· Things offered at women’s shelters: counselling, support groups, children’s groups, safety planning and a safe refuge 
· Always a need for more housing
· Community resources
· 6 community health centres and 8 community resource centres
Same services we find elsewhere
Counselling in various languages, legal clinics, and programs that are dedicated to diversity
· Domestic violence courts
· Ontario’s domestic violence court program is the most extensive DVC programs in Canada as it covers all 54 Ontario Court districts
· Goal: facilitate the prosecution of domestic assault cases, early intervention with victim in abusive situation, increase offender accountability
· Training to crown prosecutors and judges on intimate partner violence issues, assistance to survivors and witness, support and language interpretation
· Legal clinic
· University of O legal clinic works with women who are survivors of IPV, assisting them in securing peace bonds, prepare criminal inquiry compensation cases, as well as providing legal assistance to women
· Look at forms of violence, severity and frequency

DV has many forms and there are a number of dimensions
· Physical: intentional use of physical force with potential to cause harm or death
· Ex. Throwing something, pushing, kicking, use of a weapon
· Indirect physical violence: destruction of objects, throwing objects near victims, destroying possessions of victim, hurting animals
· Mental/emotional or psychological: involves threats of physical violence to victim, the self or others. Ranging from explicit detail to implicit and vague threats. Purpose it to destroy self esteem
· Ex. Humiliating victim, controlling what they can or can not do, withholding information, or making victim feel ashamed or embarrassed, isolating victim from friends and family
· Economic: when abuser has complete control over money spending on the house hold and financial decisions
· Ex. Putting victim on strict allowance, withholding money, forcing her to beg/ask for money, preventing victim from finishing education/getting a job, deciding what job she’s going to work, denying the possibility of working 
· Sexual: use of physical force, intimidation or pressure to compel a person to engage in a sexual act that is against their will

Common myths about DV
· Domestic violence is not a problem in my community
· It only happens to poor women and women of colour
· Some people deserve to be hit
· Alcohol, drug abuse, stress and mental illness cause domestic violence
· If it were that bad, she would just leave

Who are the abusers?
· No typical abuser
· In public, they appear friendly and living their partner and family (different behaviour behind closed doors)
· They try to hide the abuse by causing injuries that can be hidden and do not need a doctor
· Abuse is not an accident (doesn’t happen because someone is stressed)
· Abusers often have low self-esteem
· Abusers have learned to act this way because they suffered from abuse or witnessed it/ learned that they get what they want
· Do not take responsibility for their actions, blame victims

Violence in the home is dangerous for children
· They live with scary noises, yelling and hitting
· They are afraid for their parents and themselves
· They feel bad because they cannot stop the abuse
· If they try to stop the fight, they can be hurt
· They can be hurt by things that are thrown or weapons
· May not get the care that they need
· trouble sleeping
· trouble in school and getting along with other
· feel scared at all time
· they may grow-up feeling bad about themselves
· problems do not go away as a the child gets older

Gendered violence, cultural otherness and honour crimes in Canadian national logics
· Objective/main idea
· Dominant discourses
· English language Canadian dailies and Canadian state official
· Purpose of discursive analysis
· Defining honour killing
· Marked as culturally specific forms of violence, distinct from other widespread domestic or intimate partner violence, including the more familiar passion crimes
· Violence stemming from a perception to safeguard family honour which includes sexual, familial and social roles and expectations assigned to women and as prescribed by traditional ideology
· Main arguments
· Before 2001
· Honour killings as issues occurring in foreign areas
· Quantifying honour killing
· Association between honour killing and barbaric societies
· Writers didn’t acknowledge political and religious biases
· Don’t address the kind of resistance women engage in to address this violence in their own nations
· Post 9/11
· Post 9/11 resulted in major shift from newspaper articles 
· Analysis of 2009 – 2012 publications
· Press conference from Tanner in Kingston on the Shafie murders
· Makes it seem that although it happens in Canada it’s not a Canadian thing
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Immigrants who can’t canadianize are a burden to real Canadians (multiculturalism is a problem – bring barbaric acts into canada)
· State empowerment and racial discourse
· Conservative government’s utilizing narratives on honour killing in order to develop a strategy on racial management
· Immigration guides to “save” us from theses people
· To be a good Canadian you have to embody western values
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
