Dr. Faustus

-ironic Faustus should be admitted into company of the damned
-ones he commits himself, he is held to his covenant
-M does not do anything to lead him on, he understands him and through this understanding, we participate in the dramatic irony 
-M ironically promises more than his temporary master has asked
-fruit of experience is disillusion
-cosmic questions that team in his brain
-more things on heaven and earth that he knows
-pageant of the 7 deadly sins
-Marlo designed Helen with a set piece, a supreme invitation to love
-no descriptions of the heroin
-final speech on 1161
-he wants to prolong his state since midnight he will be damned
-asking for more time
-he is not damned since he can still repent
-he is still debating while he can leap up or will be damned
-he gives himself up to the devil
-epilogue 
-his final speech, damnation is his way of approaching the limits but it is immortality
-motion of tragedy is a fall downwards and isolating experience, tragic hero loses everything as a result of his own pride 
-he wants oblivion in the final speech, wants to be totally forgotten but he cant be since he is a human being 
-his covenant with the devil is more of an extension of he will do anything if he could be
-he asks a lot of silly minor questions
-he becomes crippled in what his aspirations were 
-he never asks the questions of a great thinker which he though he was beyond

Metaphysical poets
-John Dunn
-Shakespearean, Spenser sonnets running their course
-sonnet’s invented
-John Dunn talks about God and wants to find in his holy sonnets a God like compassion for him
-wanted to do something different in his poetry and say something different
-less formal poems and coming down from an exhausted level to direct 
-realism of his verse
-he doesn’t want to be restrained by the sonnets himself
-no huge comparisons to transcend beauty
-concerned only with his own experience and tries to analyze it
-tone of that of a conversation
-preoccupied with intersection between body and mind
-secular to religious poetry
“The Flea” 1373
-poem based on the image it is projecting; the image of the flea
-to show how he wants to be one with her
-taking an image outside of himself and pampers them together through the flea
-a love poem about the ultimate sex act
-how different is this world than the world of the sonnet sequences

The Blossom 1389
-melancholic simple opening
-he is going to leave his heart with her in London
-he hopes to find his heart whole when he returns
-he fears the lady is too platonic for him and in his absence he will grow indifferent towards her and will offer his heart to someone else
-he never belittles physical love

The Good Morrow 1373
-his love is desirable in himself and beyond most men
-exploration of other worlds; he uses imagery of this
-his love is beyond all these things
-second stanza reference to sea discoverers and maps another realm
-he and she are sufficient for one another
-suggests image to two hemispheres and their ideal world is more complete and perfect than the real world
-illustrates ideal unity
-they become one simple substance like God
-this cannot parish and the perfect unity formed by himself and his beloved is superior to the real world
-Dunn always defined the emotional experience
-intellectual analogy of his own emotions
-he draws him images from science, philosophy and theology rather than sensual
-uses the natural language of men

The Undertaking 1375
-finding true love
-love is beyond what most men could aspire
-love is so spectacularly good
-Dunn tends to make the personal experience of the lover into the affirmation of man

The Sun Rising 1376
-the two lovers are in bed and this is the whole world
-the sun disturbs them because it is rising
-satisfied love 

The Canonization 1377
-the love is being canonized through his verse
The Break of Day 1380
-speaker is a woman not a man
-he found a more flexible rhythm
-a new voice in poetry
-principle innovation to make the speech the staple of his rhythm

The Holy Sonnets 1410
-his love came to an end when his wife died
-he turned to religion and sought a sense of security and completeness
-desire for intellectual rest, emotional surrender
-a cry out to God in the accents of love
-expresses his love for God 
-he trusts in Gods pity that someone would have when a lover dies
-explores his feelings toward God as in secular poetry towards his beloved
-profound emotions works upon his intellect as an expressive stimulant

14 (1413)
-similar tone and rhythm to love poem
-he wants to be one with God, and the serenity of the divine being
-but is worried he cant be there but wants to be

1 (1410)

10 (1412)
-inability to live up to his concept
-leads him to dwell often in the awfulness of God and being deserted by him
-pauses to remember who he is
