Shakespeare Sonnets
-frequent illusions to the persons wealth, power
-the friend is of higher rank
-friendship between young men of noble men’s is the tie that binds
-poet and patron unique bond
-sacred
-friendship a theme for first sonnets
-revitalized the sonnet median through a transformation of the central theme
-with mistress, he transformed the sonnet 
-the friend a responsible leader, analogous to the renaissance monarch
-sensuality could corrupt the friend 
-the poet undergoes the tribulations of courtship
-poet has extreme capacity for self placement
-not an echo of the friends humility
-he confesses to artistic failings
-he envies the mans art and scope

-very important in 16th Century
-recurrent images throughout the sonnets as treasures hoarded and invested
-flowers fading and distilled
-human beauty perishing or perpetuated
-figure of time hostile and negative in this environment 
-sonnet 15; time is of the enemy, concept of time being influential 
-sonnet 18; poetic sensibility, creation
-friends eternal summer does not fade or dim like the rose

-it does not lose possession
-as one may forfeit a lease
-this eternal summer will be created by his eternal lines
-as long as the human race is perpetuated
-poetic creation have a way or perpetuating his friend
-art becomes a way to prevent him from dying
-19; reflections on his friend has sent his imagination soaring
-rhetorical to time
