-Spenser used Chaucirian language
-great vowel shift happened in between the two
-protestant vs Christianism
-very artistic stories
-perfect gentlemen through poetry
-the end was to fashion a perfect gentlemen to represent virtues private and not private

-Arthur ; all of male virtues
-Gloriana; female virtues

-Redcrosse must go through battles to overcome obstacles to save Una’s parents
-perfect romance with 

Canto 1
-encounter with Error
-meet hermit who is Archemago who creates a false image of Una

Canto 2
-in despair, Redcrosse leaves and separates Una
-accompanies by dwarf
-Una awakens to find Redcrosse gone 
-she races after then
-Redcrosse meets Sansfoy (knight without faith), kills him
-Duessa says she will protect Redcrosse
-episode of Fradubio and his lady Fraelissa
-Fradubio and Fraelissa reveal true love and it is a perfect pattern that the knight should see

Canto 3
-lion is overcome by her beauty and becomes her servant
-lion kills church theif
-Una further separated from Knight
Canto 4
-House of Pride
-queen Lucifer and 6 vices
-Pride is the greatest of the 7 deadly sins, unknown even to the Pride person
-lavish palace
-dead people in dungeon overcome by Pride

Canto 5
-see the dungeon

Canto 6
-meet the fawns who fall for Unas charm and rescue her
-wood gods and goddesses are charmed by her beauty
-she stays with them
-Satyrame a noble knight who comes into the forest and carries Una out of the woods
-he is a representation of Spensers belief of the natural goodness in human nature
-he possesses the instincts of virtue and takes Una away from the primitive environment 
-meet a pilgrim who turns out to be Archemago that tells them Redcrosse is dead

Canto 7
-world of a giant who almost kills Redcrosse, Duessa intervenes and puts the knight in a dungeon and takes Duessa for her love
-Una and the dwarf meet a knight 
-he vows to rescue her knight 

Canto 8
-giants castle
-orgoglio means to be swollen with wind
-the son of air and earth and he catches Redcrosse when he takes off his armour
-pride of O captures and destroys others with force
-Arthur defeats him and Una and the knight are reunited
-they strip Duessa to reveal her true self
-she fleas to lurk in the cave

*lines Canto 2, 40-41 describe Duessa and Fidessa in true selves

-Arthurs tale of his origin
-he fell in love with the Faerie Queene and was looking for her
-he is the curtious stranger to whom Una can define her own background
-Una and her knight go on their ways
-they find Despair
-speaks attractively of death
-the knight accepts a dagger from his hands
-Una leads him away
-Despair hangs himself but cannot die
-great imaginable figures
-alien with mystery
-regained faith in Una
-Arthur must go off for search in Gloriana	

Canto 10
-Una takes him to regain his strength
-to be put back into Order
-Caelia which means heavenly
-repent of his sins
-becomes aware of unworthiness
-he wishes to die
-he sees a vision of New Jeruselum and the future

Canto 11
-fights the dragon
-ressurection of jesus
-Una thanks God
-triumphant champ 
-choric effect; Stanza 54, Canto 11

Canto 12
-Knight and Una led to the palace
-married after Redcrosse returns
-6 years later
-evil is still active at ending

Theme of Despair
-joylessness
-one in the same thing in Spenser
-same with Pride, two sides of the same coin
-associated with each other
-the man who aspires too high, aspires too low
-beginning of Canto 4, Redcrosse’s sin

*Canto 7, stanza 23-24; his own weakness and range of vision of sin
-meets sansjoy

Pride and Despair
-pride comes before Despair
-the same thing ultimately
-pride leads people to be independent and do it individually
-independence a humanistic vision of God himself
-aseity means that a person can do things by themselves
-independence, pride, despair 
-person experiences defeat and this leads to despair
*Canto 10, Stanza 1
*Canto 8, Stanza 1; heavenly grace is Arthur and Una is truth
*Canto 10. 30; Spenser’s vision of love 

-Redcrosse is given a vision of serving others, the greatest gift a man can be given
-for Redcrosse, the greatest goal is to notice his inadequacy and self knowledge
-he learns at the end that he is Redcrosse, before he thought he was a fairy knight
-Redcrosse is holiness achieved and to be achieved
-he is every man advancing through sin to repentance and saving others, to eternal rewards
-nature of Arthur is grace, and outside force
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
