Lecture 2 -  Sport for Development and Peace (SDP)

The concept of Development is Ethnocentric 
· Ethnocentric = defined by a specific group, centered around one specific population (in this case the western countries/the "developed" world)
· We impose this definition of development on underdeveloped/less developed/third world countries 
· The concept is based on our view of the world and our values and world view 
 
There have been many changes on how International Development is implemented 
· Changing our ways of working, as practitioners in the field of development, the types of things we're doing, the types of instruments we're using, the types of populations we're targeting etc. 
· We need to remember that we are still in this age of ECONOMICS
 
Concept of Sustainable Development 
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· Sustainable Development is operationalized through 3 pillars 
· Economy, Environment, Society
· To practice sustainable development we should respect a balance between the three pillars (in theory)

CRITIQUE to Sustainable Development 
· Author Sylvie Brunette 
· She questioned who sustainable development was REALLY for. She mentioned how in practice what is really emphasized in sustainable development is sustaining the ENVIRONEMNT. (Most of the time this is the case)
· She argues that we neglect the pillar of SOCIETY and providing too much energy and resources to the environment. 
· She also argues that the ECONOMY has appropriated the concept of sustainability. 
· "Green is Gold"
· Enterprises and Businesses see this as an opportunity to brand and integrate environmental sustainable development into their marketing. "My Business is Green, Eco Friendly Etc."
· "We give lions with golden cage in natural reserves" but we don’t look after hunger, health, education and inequality etc. in the rest of the world. We CLEARLY neglect the society aspect of these things

As a RESPONSE to this critique of the neglect to society pillar comes SPORT FOR DEVELOPEMNT 
· QUESTION: which pillar do we work the most in these initiatives linked to Sport for Development?
· Not directly linked to the economy and certainly not linked to the environment
· Instead the center focus of the organizations in Sport for Development is the people and communities 
· The society pillar is emphasized and so as a response to all these changes we have introduced the concept, idea, and practice of Sport for Development and Peace.

Sport for Development and Peace 
· We say that is it a movement, a trend, it has been institutionalized, internalized, recognized, and has been adopted. 
· What this means is that even if it started as a movement and a trend where a lot of initiatives would start going around the world it eventually became institutionalized by the United Nations (UN). 

How Sport for Development became INSTITUTIONALIZED FORMALLY ON INTERNATIONAL LEVEL: 
· In 2003, the UN office of Sport for Development and Peace that was created (an interagency force task groups) made of different organizations (World Health Organization [WHO], UNICEF, International Labour Organizations etc.) these big international players all got together to discuss what this would look like and how we were going to institutionalize this and spread it around the world.
· NOTE: It is formal now where there is an official department of the UN Office of Sport and Development and Peace!!
· STEPS:
· Your have nearly 200 members of the UN countries (Canada being one of them) where all these countries adopt whatever is adopted by the UN (happened 2003)
· In Canada (2003) we were about to start the process of renewing our Canadian Sport policy 
· In 2012 we created a new Canadian Sport policy that has Sport for Development, which wasn't present before (new!) and most of the other members (counties) changed and adapted their policy to integrate these changes 

Looking into the text for next week talks about how this movement is seen as a new alternative instrument to traditional development…

Darnell and Black (2011, pg. 367)
· “…the mobilising of sport in response to the failing of traditional development orthodoxy…”
· “…Theories and practices of development and proved largely unsuccessful…in producing significant changes in for the benefit of the world’s poorest and most marginalised…” 
· “…Sport and physical activity wan now being conceptualised and utilized as an opportunity to approach the challenges and practices of development differently 
· Sport now enjoys official recognition and growing emphasis within the United Nations System”
· Now institutionalised in UNOSDP 2003 (United Nations of Sport for Development and Peace) 

We're going to start looking at the promises that sport provides to this new alternative of development. 
· “Sport plays a significant role as a promoter of social integration and economic development in different geographical, cultural, and political contexts and is a powerful tool to strengthen social ties and networks, and to promote peace, fraternity, solidarity, non-violence, tolerance and justice”
· and this is just a little fraction of everything else that we think sport is going to play a role in
· “Development”: from integrating to the global economic market to reduce social inequalities…
· …to work in the human and social aspect of sport for development 
 
Definition of Sport as Defined by the Working group of the UN:
· What is sport when we talk about sport for development? What does sport mean and what kind of practices are we doing in this project?
· The definition is large: 
· “All forms of physical activity that contribute to physical fitness, mental well-being and social interaction. (play, recreation, organized sports – casual or competitive, and indigenous sports or games)”
· Very wide and open definition and here we can integrate:
· [bookmark: _GoBack] Play (educational)
· Active recreation, and leisure in general where you have to be physically active alongside social interaction 
· Organized sports like the ones we know about 
· Competitive games
· Indigenous games = those that we are not used to or do not know about from different parts of the world (not always baseball hockey, soccer)


Millennium Development Goals 
· Saw in article how Sport for Development and peace was positioned in solving the MDG
· 2000 was a big year where the international community put together 8 goals to be achieved by 2015!  
· On the UN website they will argue that most of the goals have been achieved however this is relative on how you measure "achieved". 
· A lot of programs and money and resources have been given to achieve these goals to eradicate poverty and hunger 
3. Poverty is measured by economic terms - how do we increase income? How do we increase employability?
2.  Extreme poverty = those that live off of $1 or less a day. 
2. This is the UN's definition of poverty. So how does sport help to eradicate this?

· 3 different specific programs in south Africa, we try to see how these programs can help each of these goals!
· Development through Sport. What is it? 
· Use sport as an educational tool 
· It is an easy starting point and instant access to a community 
 
· Soccer is the hook 
· When mixed with talking about HIV, more likely to have kids actively listen, pay attention, and enjoy the process 
· Goals for Girls 
· Faith Incorporated 
· Christian Organization 
· Preaches abstinence, and condoms 
Is it working?
· It is hard to track behaviour
· People are starting to evaluate these sport for development programs 
· Those that went through programs about HIV/AIDS knew more about it 6 months later. However, those that did not go through it knew more too and this represented the power of peer education.
