Traditional Games 
· Games occur when the sun shines for 24 hours a day 
· People get together via. Aircraft, since traditional way taken away to travel, makes the traditional feel of the games even stronger
· 300 participants participate in games 
· Different games are brought from all regions 
· All the games have been passed on from generation to generations - thought to have been placed on earth by God alongside everyone else 
· Inuit Culture - Hunting Culture 
· Stories of the games is told by the drum bands - keeps stories alive about the unforgiving circumstances of the land 
 
· Women - Skin seals 
· Muskox - Wrestle 
· if you loose then you shake their hand, if you lose then you might end up picking the next game or you end up making another one. This is why you need to be good at everything. 
· The games are often made in igloos when there is dark winter months, reason why the games can be played within small area 
· Baking tea bread? ---> sharing this bread was one of the forms of surviving from starvation
· Making Tea --> symbol and welcome and sharing 
· Children are a everywhere and a part of everything 
· When it is darker --> move indoors 
· Fiddle adapted by explorer
· Final event = traditional costume parade

· Square dancing, jigging, line dancing - 200 years’ old
