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STUDENTS’ ATTITUDE TOWARDS LEARNING ENGLISH

Abstract

	This paper, discussed one of the most important issue of Karachi that is attitude toward learning English language of Matric grade students in the city. Learning English language has become very important to make a country advance. This paper has discussed the attitude of students toward learning English language and had provided some recommendations to come over this problem that is to change the wrong attitude of students. For the research, researcher had picked 850 Matric grade students and tried to find their behavioral, cognitive, emotional and motivational attitude toward learning English language. The data the researcher had used is purely primary data. 850 participants from different schools had responded to our questionnaires.

1.0 Introduction:

There is nothing wrong in saying that the attitude towards learning English language has been studied several times (Tseng, 2014). In this research paper too the author had expand this topic wisely.
English is widely spoken throughout the World. Now a day, English can easily be understandable and spoken in the any part of the world. So, to make your country more advance you need to understand the importance and you must know behavior of different people towards English Language.In Pakistan`s largest city that is Karachi, many of students who are in the last year of school could not even speak English language fluently and confidently.
	This article will explain the whole psychology of the learner of new language. The article also tells how to deal with new learner of language and how we can use some plans to earn the maximum advantage which is to make students of Karachi to speak good English.

1.1 	Review of Related Literature:
	
	Vaezi (2008) examined integrative and instrumental motivational factor for English as a foreign language on Iranian undergraduate students. The researcher took 79 people who were non English major student from I.R.I (Iranian Republic of Iran) to find their motivation for learning English language. The variables were integrative and instrumental motivation. The result shows that the Iranian students have a very high motivation toward English language and students have a high degree of instrumental motivation than integrative. A student can be engaged to learn the language by two factors that are integrative and instrumental motivational factor (Vaezi, 2008). Integrative motivation occurs when someone is interested in exploring a culture and he learn that language is an example of integrative motivation, while instrumental motivation is for future like job, career etc. These two factors of motivation can make someone anxious to learn English language.
	Samad, Etemadzadeh and Far (2012) investigated the dependency between motivation and language proficiency of Iranian students studying in University Technology Malaysia. 100 Iranian students who were studying in University Technology Malaysia with different faculties were taken as respondents for the research. Learning a new language is due to some motivation. This fact have been stated by saying  Motivation is a complex variable and will become even more complex when the target of learning is the mastery of a second/foreign language (Samad, Etemadzadeh & Far, 2012). The main problem is the attitude of learning foreign language by Iranian students, which is  due to their culture. In an entire culture they are not much interested in learning English language or we can say, nobody have motivated them to learn new language. Many studies have shown that integrative-oriented learners, in general, achieve higher proficiency levels than instrumental-oriented learners. Apart from raising Iranian learners‟ levels of integrative motivation, teachers can improve the contents, teaching methods, and classroom activities to raise learners‟ interests and motivations in language learning. Increasing learner’s participation is a good way to raise their interests in learning, which in turn increases motivation.
	Sayadian and Lashkarian (2010) investigated the interconnection of Iranian learner toward learning English as a foreign language through sample size of 500 Iranian learners. The result of correlation study indicated that high achiever language proficiency correlated well with integrative motivation. It is important to accept that English language is used as an international communication. This fact is not enough to make new learner to grab their attention to learn English. The teacher of language course should be aware that attitude and behavior of a student can lead him to learn new language. If he or she is not motivated to learn language due to intrinsic motivation or extrinsic motivation could not improve to increase his language skills (Sayadian & Lashkarian, 2010).
	Tseng and Cheng (2015) tried to find attitude of Taiwanese University students whose major subjects in arts. Two variables were considered in the research which was basic information and relevant English activities and English learning attitude. The study was having 83 respondent majoring in arts. The result shows that the students were well aware of importance of English language and knows that it would be helpful future. But they did not feel confident to speak English in front of their teacher and classmates.
	Ozkurt(2014) investigated the relationship of attitude and motivation of learning English language at DEU schools of foreign language. The data have been collected from ATLE questioners. Motivation and orientation both are two different things. No matter how much goal oriented you are if there is less motivation in attaining your goal your orientation is worthless. Moreover, if you are highly motivated towards achieving your goal you can fetch it. This theory has been explained it to make new learner of language to be more successful. You should provide some motivational factor to make your student successful.
	As English is spoken and understandable throughout the World, so English teacher should be aware of such motivation factor such as instrumental and integrative factor.If the language teacher can successfully implement such motivational program, student can learn that language in a good way with high positive results.
	More over, for the last many years, motivation is the most researched topic within the context of learning the second language. Motivation is one of the most important factors used to explain the individual difference in language learning.

1.2 	Statement of the Problem:

	As the years are passing English language has become only a course for the students of Karachi. In grade ninth and tenth it is a compulsory subject but still strength of attitude toward English language is becoming weaker day by day.
	The students of matric achieves good grade in English but in real life they could not speak inenglish fluently. This has been concluded as, the last year students of school is achieving good grades in English language and literature, but, they are worthless in speaking this language. 
	English language has become very important for everyone. Whether you are a student or a shopkeeper you need to understand and communicate in English. If you are a student you could take help of your English language skills in your academic work.
	Trend of learning new language in Karachi is reducing and the attitude has almost being changed. English has become only a course to attempt in examinations. That is why every word the students learn in past become a jargon again in future.
	This research paper will cover the major cause of declining of learning attitude towards English language. This research paper will also provide some plans for the teacher and school to change this wrong attitude and behavior of student. So, in future, the students of Karachi could achieve more skills of English languge to get benefit in future.

1.3 	Objectives of the Study:

i) To investigate the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of Behavioral aspect.

ii) To determine the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of Cognitive aspect.

iii) To find out the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of Emotional aspect.

iv) To ascertain the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of Motivation aspect.


1.4 Research Questions:

(i) What are the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language in context of behavioral aspect?

(ii) What are the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of cognitive aspect?

(iii) What are the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in context of emotional aspect?

(iv) What are the attitudes of secondary school students towards English language learning in contex of motvational aspect?

1.5 	Significance of the Study:
	
	In this research paper, the researcher had tried to find those responsible factor which influence attitude of learning English language. Now a days, English language has became very important. So it is very important for students to learn this language properly. Therefore the researcher had tried to find those factors to analyze that variable and built some plan so the future of new learner of English language may be secured.

1.6 	Limitation and Delimitation of the Study:

	The researcher has some limitations. The most important was the time duration. The research was completed in four months only. The good research is not finished in such a small duration of time. The respondent segment has only ten grade students of only Karachi.
	During collection of data, we tried to clear each and every question which was asked in the questioners. After keening the data, statistical application were applied on the data

1.7	Research Methodology:
   
	The main purpose of the research is to investigate the attitude towards learning English language among the matric grade students of schools. The assess and evaluate the tertiary level of students situated in different area of Karachi with 850 students’ population was chosen. The data for the research were collected through questionnaire.

1.8	Sampling Technique:
	
	In a research that looks at the issue of attitudes towards learning English language in a school, all the students of the school represent the population of the research and the matric grade students represent a specific population. In this research we analyzed the result through random sampling and collect data through questionnaire “likerd-scale” method.

1.9	Research Instrument:

	This research utilized both the quantitative and qualitative research methodology. The instrument used to collect the data was questionnaire. A set of questionnaire containing 53 question divided into 3 section was developed based on a questionnaire. Likert-scale question were used in the questionnaires. The different sections of the questionnaire were behavioral,  emotional, Cognitive and motivational. The questionnaire was piloted to a group of 10 students to assess to its validity before it was distributed.

	The reliability analysis of scales was measured by means of software called Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) version 22 using reliability test as Cronbach Alpha. The reliability test which was done with the help of S.p.s.s software showed overall chronbach alpha of pilot study equal to 75.4% and main study equals to 87.5% which proves that we are working on a reliable data.

1.11	Ethical Consideration:

	The research has been conducted by keeping all ethical norms and values in mind. The participants who have responded for our study had not been forced by us. Researcher had tried to make sure that the respondant are comfortable to fill the form. There was a good anonymity and confidentially in the contributor`s identity. Moreover, we had also issued the letter by Iqra University for interviewing the respondants. Therefore the feedbacks from respondants were positive. They enjoyed and happy to be contributor in the study.

1.12	Research Procedure:

	Questionare of the research were filled by the specific segment that is the Matric grade students in Karachi. Total 850 questionare were filled from different schools of the city. The schools were located in different areas of Karachi. There were no personal interviews with the students. The only way of collecting data of student response was questionares.

1.13	Data Analysis and Statistical Tool:

	The data which was in the form of questionares were keened in S.P.SS 22 software. All the analysis of data was done with the help of this software that is Statistical package for Social Sciences (SPSS).
	Once the data was keened, we found out of range values and tried to correct the abnormal values in the keening of data. Then we analyse missing values, which was adjusted by mean of series formula. We have also found Reliability statistics of our pilot and main study data. Fixing and detection of Univareint outlayers were also done in our data analysis procedures.
