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Functionalism has become a widely accepted theory of the mind involving the assignment of mental states. Block states that it is a “new incarnation, of behaviorism”. Throughout the essay, Block continually touches upon the fact that even functionalism, although an improvement to the theory of behaviorism still falls victim to being unbalanced and showcases both traits of chauvinism and liberalism depending on the context. Assigning mentality has always been a complex network open to various interpretations. Which is why functionalism according to Block, suffers the same fate as both physicalism and behaviorism.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Turing table plays a major role in this theory, it essentially encapsulates the human brain’s processes and maps it into an input and output mechanism. The homunculi head is based on algorithms seen in the Turing table.
The homunculus, or the entity ‘viewing’ the visual input that the brain is receiving from the eyes is the basis of this idea. There are an indefinite number of homunculi running operations in the brain based on a sequence and an assigned job to each individual ‘little man’. He states that although different on the external end of the picture, the homunculi can simulate the same machine table as a human would; therefore there is a second realization of a being through the equivalence achieved using the machine table. A concept of vital importance called “qualia” is introduced. Simply put, it is a qualitative way to describe having an experience, whether that experience is feeling a physical pain, being in a certain mental state, or the way something looks or smells. There is much dispute on the issue of homunculi heads and the presence of qualia. It has given rise to the “Absent Qualia Argument”. He brings up two analogies, one about the homunculi head, and the elementary-particle-people. What the two analogies suggests is how each part, or mentality plays into the function of the entirety of the being.  
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
