IV. 1.  One day, around 1 pm, four students show up in near succession at the university medical clinic with symptoms of food poisoning. The doctor on duty questions each about what they had for lunch, and where they ate their lunch. It is noted that the first student had pizza, coleslaw, orange juice, and a cookie; the second had a hot dog and French fries, coleslaw, and iced tea; the third ate pizza and coleslaw and drank iced tea; and the fourth ate only French fries, coleslaw, and chocolate cake. Also, it is discovered that the four students all ate at the same university cafeteria that day. The doctor concludes that eating the coleslaw likely caused the food poisoning. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Method of Agreement: Successful for the reason that the common factor among the four students is eating coleslaw from the same cafeteria, which leads us to believe that the coleslaw probably caused the food poisoning.  

V. Evaluate the following argument by analogy indicating:  the things (instances) being compared, and briefly explain whether the argument is successful or unsuccessful. This question is worth two marks.
1. Guns are like hammers—they’re both tools with metal parts that could be used to harm or kill someone. And yet it would be ridiculous to restrict the purchase of hammers—so restrictions on purchasing guns are equally ridiculous.
In this argument by analogy guns and hammers are being compared, and this would be an unsuccessful argument for the reason that while both are tools with metal parts that could be used to harm or kill someone, a gun has much more power to accomplish such a feat, which accordingly justifies restrictions on purchasing one.
