a) Facial Expression: Facial expression is a way that we can express our emotions and thoughts without using words. Instead we use different faces to express out various feelings we have. Our facial expressions usually show our immediate reactions to information that we receive. Facial expressions are controlled by our brains. They can change rapidly and last for 0.2 seconds.
Volumes: Different forms of volumes are important in a presentation. A strong base of volume will establish credibility and confidence to the presenter. Also, if the presenter wants to emphasize on a specific word, we would have to raise our volume for that specific word to make it stand out.  On the contrary, volume dropping or whispering can be huge in a presentation. Pausing: A speaker who has a good control over a pause in a presentation can add shape and attention to the message trying to be delivered. There are a couple of different pauses techniques. One being the Scan Pause. The scan pause is helpful in creating a speaker’s presence and connection with individual audience members. Another technique would be a Major Pause. Part C:
1.       Logos: is the proof or apparent proof, provided by the words of the speech itself. It means persuading by the use of reasoning. By someone using logos, they intend to convince an audience by the use of logic or reason. To use this technique, you would be needing to cite facts and statistics. I will be using this technique in my final presentation by having any facts be cited by an authoritative source.
2.       Pathos: is the emotional appeal, meaning to persuade an audience by appealing to their emotions. Authors use pathos to invoke sympathy from an audience; to make the audience feel what the author wants them to feel. A common use of pathos would be to draw pity from the audience. I will be using this technique in my final presentation by trying my audience having an emotional connection with my topic.
3.       McLuhan: Marshal McLuhan was a Canadian philosopher of communication theory. His work is viewed as one of the cornerstones of the study of media theory. He is known for coining the expressions “the medium is the message.” He published medium is the message in 1967 and was a best seller eventually selling nearly a million copies worldwide. He focused on how man has viewed the world and how these views were changed by the adoption of new media. Lastly I will be using this theory for my final presentation by using a Prezi or PowerPoint presentation for a visual of presentation to the class.
