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The rights mentioned in the Declaration of rights of man and of the citizens were “the natural, inalienable and sacred right of man.” This includes citizen’s demands, which were founded on simple and incontestable principle that will always be an important part to the constitution and the general happiness of its citizens. According to The American Declaration of Independence 1776, humans are born with unalienable rights, which include life, liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. Furthermore, the right to change and abolish any government that is destructive and to introduce new government to ensure their future security. In Universal Declaration of Human rights, freedom of speech, belief and freedom from fear were stated as a highest aspiration of the common people. In the African charter on human and peoples’ rights, it states that human rights come from being a human, meaning that national or international protection is justified and required. Rights and freedoms require that everyone have a duty and a social and cultural right is a guarantee for the enjoyment of civil and political rights. Lastly, Constitution of South Africa promises rights of society that is build upon democratic values, social justice and fundamental human rights. It also states that the law will equally protect everyone. There are various similarities that one can observe from the above five preambles. First is that human or citizens of certain country need to be protected from higher power such as government; this step appears crucial due to a fact that many government tends to abuse their power or become corrupted. Secondly, all five preambles propose a high value on inalienable or born rights and suggest that it is a main component of the human rights. Lastly, one can observe that the government should be governed carefully. In contrast, there are also differences between the preambles. In each preambles, certain components of rights tends to weigh more than the other. One preamble may focus more on the happiness of citizens where another one may focus on the limitation of power of the government. 
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
