· Resulted in act of 1800 which reduced corporal and capital punishment
· 1841- only murder and treason recognized as corporal/capital p
· Enlightenment challenged monarchy
· Crime waves increased as result of overcrowding
· Industrial revolution introduced the labour market and disciplined workers
· Classical criminology called for calculated punishemts
· Punishment fit the crime
· Solutions to crisis included hulks, jails as default and primary penalty.  However jails and hulks became overcrowded and terrible conditions 
Context of reform
· John howard 1726-1790
· Petitions state to abandon jails
· Wanted to repair jails as well and was concerned with the design of prisons, disciplinary procedures and physical needs of inmates
· Wanted men and women to be separate, youth separated during evening hours, inmates should work 
· Inspected prisons in britain and europe
· Elizabeth fry
· Classification
· Conditions for women and children
· A quaker who worked to reform prison system in Britain in early 19th century
· Wanted to improve female prisoners in newgate
· She established schools for poor young people and would visit and teach them basic skills
· She provided classrooms, sewing for women to make money and sell
· She used mother-child relationship to secure cooperation and acceptance of prison disciplines (avoided humiliation and physical suffering)
· The force and disorder used in prisons made fry want to transport females to penal servitude in new south wales
· 1818 she succeeded in altering conditions of prisons
· Elizabeth fry society of Ottawa
· Provides assistance to women involved in cjs and those at risk of coming into conflict with the law
· Provides practice and effective support services for women incarcerated in prov and fed institions and women in Ottawa
· Feminist organization to work with women
· Focus on programing by working in partnership with community in which client live and take holsitcal approach to policies and programming
· Human right and anti-oppression perspective
· Jf norwood house
· Transitional housing offered supportive living for women and families
· Community support—offer families and women chance at successful reintegration which is an opportunity to work on education and eplloyement and access services while supported by environment that nurtures their individualities and potential

· Ironic because there was hidden abuses in incarceration

a. Alternative to solitary confinement
b. Strict lock up (move in step lock)
c. Silent system

f. Anonymity (prisoners wore mask)
g. Canada and us
h. Prisoners req to walk in lockstep, work in local factories and not allowed to speak without permission
i. On holidays they could speak
j. This system was preferred  because it was cheaper and they made profit
2. Pennsylvania
a. Total isolation
i. Meant for meditation, repentance and punsihment
b. Larger cells meant for work with 1 window but no communication (oral or visual)

Context of Marxist thought
· personal marginal social location (poverty) B: 1818-1833
· point of departure: radicalized very early on
· Wandering scholar, no academic position
· Subsides his income by being a journalist
· Based his teachings on his experiences
· social IR and urbanization (poverty, decay, disease) and the fear of dangerous classes
· capitalism
· resulting in poverty, unemployment, disregard for workers
· disadvantages for working class
· constructed fear of dangerous class
· concerned for way workers weren’t seen as people
· result of construction and mistreatment of workers, kept them at level of poverty so they would keep good working habits (need $ to survive)
· elites saw working class as dangerous and needed to be controlled

· marx challenges the consensus
· Conflict (can lead to change especially social change!)

· 1970 explored Marxist thoughts
· capitalist exploitation is theft
· on factory owners or workers are underpayed
· labourers in new economy
· capitalist ideology: competition crime
· crime to keep up with expectations

· consumption  crime
· crime is the outcome of class conflict and stress
· definitions of crime
· criminalize threat to capital and do not criminalize wrongdoing of the rich

· shift from classical to positivism which emphasized importance of stats, predictions and crime rates=indicators
· stats allow us to have sense of representation, frequency, location. Pays attention to patterns and shows inconsistencies, common traits like times, locations, ages, etc. stats allow predictions to be made on things like types of behaviour of crimes, victimization. 
· Crime rates are indicators that can transfer to help us plan things such as police surveillance, visits, etc and they can increase safety because the more we know the better.
context
· Urbanization (impact on interaction reside in urban areas= stress on municipalities, govt, etc)
· dangerous classes:
· threat (those who deviate from the norm)
· need for state to have info on citizen (ie. Where and how they live, common age…)
· need to control (key on those who pose a threat. Ie. Blacks, aboriginals..)
· emergence of stats  govt uses it, leads to bureaucratic changes, records of people
crime stats 
· compte general:
· 1827 france
· State has interest in private details. It is invasive and problematic
· In cjs compte general was useful because it documented crimes, processes of court, sentences, types of sentences, time of year, age, gender, education level, punishment and types of punishment.
· Police would gather info  systematic, bureaucratic, institutional form of policing
· Prisons would study captive population
· Problem= no consent
· Higher crime rates and receditivism rates
· Challenges of classical criminology
· What did classical crim accomplish? Classical crim didn’t deliver more efficient prison/police like they had planned…
Quetelet
· Average man
· Measure to distinguish people by bodily characteristics
· Dark figure (every crime recorded; stats weren’t fully accurate cause not all crime was taken into consideration)
· Based on stats, quetelet observed patterns of crimes like who, what, where, how murder took place, similarities of crimes, differencies and used them to reveal details of where to respond to the crime/criminal
· Young males sector 
· Young and old not willing to engage in crime
· Benefits economy
· Criminal propensity
· Young males, poor, less educated, jobless
· CAUSES BY QUETELET
· Accidental (beyond indiv control) no probability indicators ie war
· Variable personality, some determination- could be influenced.. mental problems.. characteristics to influence matter

· Institutionalization and regulations of and by religion

· government sponsored religious schools established to assimilate aboriginal children into euro-canadian culture
· wanted to remove children form their  influence of families and culture, and merge them to dominant canadian culture even though they founded the land
· amendment of indian act made attendance compusolry 
· impacts of residential schools
· collective soul wound- historical trauma
· how they were hurt and suffering- everyone
· ptsd, depression, anxiety, personality disorder
· some feel that no amount of time will heal the wound
· drug/alcohol abuse
· problematic roles of state and church in construction of deviance and control of 1 nation people
· economic pressure, external threats, policies of protection
· colonial settlement (European) and the fur trade

Jail tour reflection
· How and why the jail tour is relevant to me as a crim student
· Allowed me to see how the model prison on Nicholas street was built and treated prisoners. The prison was critiqued back then and especially today. Very poor living conditions and unsanitary.
· For executtions there were usually little evidence which differs from today. Today there still are mistakes in prosecuting individuals and the innocent but it is much more advanced than back then. You need a lot of evidence now a days. 
· This tour allows me to see the difference in the criminal justice system with regards to sentencing. Also, many people were imprisoned for things like intoxication whereas today that wont happen and there is a standard for prison living conditions.
· The arched ceilings is also significant to show the differences between jails now and before. I think now there are more guards always around for more security so the arched ceilings aren’t as prevalent.
· Allowed me to see the different punishments like solitary confinement, being locked to the cells on the ground for most of the day… very harsh.
· Today is about rehabilitation, not really torture and punishment 
· Reflect on what I learned about, what I think of, and how I feel about Canadas past practices of imprisonment and punishment as they were carried out in the jail tour
· I learnt that the conditions prisoners faced were rather harsh, inhumane and unsanitary. I think the prison system has come a far way today with regards to that and how they treat inmates and the focus of rehabilitation and reintegration is better than punishment and torture, as well as silence. 
· Auburn and pensylvannia model-
· What did former jail structure in relation to punishment and prisoners control reveal about past and current cjs 
· The small cells were very inhumane with only a bucket.. repulsive
· The arched top showed that they were monitored very intensely so that sound could travel. Speaking was not allowed
· The prisoners were controlled – no talking,
· Based on arguments made in piche and walby on dark tourism of penal museums, critically assess my experience as a historical jail tourist
· In the article piche and walby they state that it the tour is narrated (which it is) and you leave smiling like you came in. It begins under the hanging site and you can see the rope which kind of instils some fear, but then you go inside and they discuss how the death penalty was abolished.. you go through and they show you the cells and even let you stand in. I agree that the tour was more for commercial and to make money than to demonstrate the true torture the prisoners went through, however they do convey critical info but it is definetly staged.

· Very poor, no toilet, smelt bad, windows allowed bugs/snow/rain etc, 
The jail tour info!
· General info
· 1862 it was built as a model prison
· Closed in 1972 due to inhumane living conditions
· Reopened as youth hostel
· Prison had death row where 3 men died
· Cells had numbers 1-4. Clime their way to cell 4 aka execution
· Patrick whalen who was a murderer of Thomas darcy mcgee. Little evidence against him. Very public hanging
· Another man shot a gass station attendant and stole money
· Eugene lawrong stole war museum guns and ammunition and car. Shot police officer. Tried to escape the prison but failed. Tried many different defenses like drunkenness, mental insanity. Sentenced to gallows.
· 1930 law passed stating their had to be flush toilet in every prison but didn’t say the prisoners had to use it. So they weren’t allowed but they dumped their buckets in the toilets.
· Structure and conditions
· Small crammed cells – approx. 3x9
· Arched cells helped carry sound
· Cells had a small bed and a bucket
· Windows were kept open--- cold in winter, buggy and summer which carried diseases and many died
· Smelt disgusting- no showers, puking, bucket..
· Many drunk people kept there for short stays .. puking
· Stair cases had metal cages as anti suicide bar and anti murder bars
· Holes in upper stairs of stair cases so guards could see who was walking down (had diff color shoes- prisoners and guards) *safety feature for guards
· There became a hospital in the prison that closed 5 years after jail was created and became womens prison
· Many died
· Amputation, infection, disease
· Females then lived there and supervised children under 12.
· 3 person cell
· Smaller than single
· Housed less dangerous or short stay criminals because they didn’t want violence
· Solitary cells
· Same size as 3 person cell with metal block to block out light but allow little ventilation 
· Given nothing
· No food or blanket
· Only bucket
· Bad behaviour= chained to floor for 23 hours and 45 mintes.
· The gallows
· Constructed and lask working ones in all of Canada
· Still working but are locked up
· People placed on trap floor with hands and feet together. Record last words. Place hood and rope around neck. Went to foot beddle to operate trap floor and they would fall to their death when peddle was pressed
· Had a significant hangman that always went by the name Arthur ellis
· Went across the country to hang people.
· Wore a hood
· Prisoners expectations/treatment/control
· Not allowed to speak
· 12 hours they would spend in range hall way and go back to cell at night for 12 hours in the dark
· Children with no families brought here
· Punishment
· Whipping, chained to cell door for extended hours, spray baths (boiling hot/freezing cold water),  solitary confinement (for worst criminals)

· All prisoners mixed
· Men, women and children at age 7
· Crammed cells
· Below human decency
