Old order had to replaced by society of shared values (allgemeiheit)— all individual interests are integrated to be common to the whole. 

If an individual doesent wish to be free, he must be forced….must be able act in accord with reason. Man can only become free once he is able to recognize his true potentiality. Free individual is rational creator of his own life. 

In exchange society, governmed by exchange value then use value. Satisfaction of human needs is byproduct of profitable production.
