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Hagel says freedom was the central nature of man. Everyone recognized as free within the state and social/political organization. 
Spirit of a particular culture= volksgesite…cultural norms.
Dangerous to impose constitution by force, but rather use tradition because they develop unconsciously. (Burke also said this…reform was done very slowly)
The Greeks, like the Romans, believed that some men were born free…freedom was a privillage granted to a certain class. 
Most importantly, what happens with this development is that blind disobedience is enlinmated. With the reformation the individual conscious has the right to judge, and this is transformed in the right of individual ability to judge…not just obey, but obey rationally.  Central principle of reformation= free mind.
In this way the rational state can be constructed. 
Truth no longer part of an external authority (God) Content of truth is no longer reserved to a particular cast (preist, ruling class) in society…its this development that religion is done away with (no longer authority that must be obeyed) whie still being fulfilled.
Economic and Social Differeientation
Founded on individual wants and needs. Multiple circumstances, division of labour make a regime founded on the simple ruler impossible. Hagel says the difference between class and wealth are a creator of freedom. 
Government has to be in control, a directing class founded on competence (beaucracy) rather then money or tradtion. 
3 Elements of Modern State 
1. Rational laws we can understand 
2. Government 
3. Morals 

Says Plato neglected importance of rational laws. 
3 Classes Within Modern Society
1. Agricultural class (immediate class)—class of security and consolidation
2. Industrial Class (formal class)—oriented to its own self interests
3. Civil Servants (universal class)—oriented to the state

Freedom is born in the cities. 
The best form of government is a constitutional monarcy based upon the rule of law for Hagel. Monarchy things long term, property elements, and directing class consist of bearacracy here expertise is found. Does not believe its necessary for everyone to have a direct voice in government, individuals should join groups an those leader of the groups then make their collective wishes and concerns known—and this does not require universal suffrage.
Hagel, unlike Hobbes, does not believe in the notion of perpetual peace…conflict an wars are natural. Unified state will always find an enemy. 
Friedrich Nietzsche
Represents existentialism. 
There are religious and secular threads of existentialism.  Religious—Its up to the individual to come up with their conscious and how they see God. The other developments (secular) says we are the creator of our own values. 
Man was seen as a stranger to himself, and that it was the responsibility of individual to discover who they are.
We have to come to terms with the reality we find ourselves in. Recommended a rediscovery religious center of the self.  Wanted to go back to the state of the deciphels of Christ and prophets and that had to be done by one’s self. 
Nietzche solution harkened back to the early Greeks…a time before either Christianity. Back to before Plato, and dieienestis. 
Nietzhche addressed that the world is a place fast disintegrated traditions. So its endeavours is to analyse this plight and its causes + possible outcomes. Wanted to build better quality of life for individuals. 
Two Kinds of Philiophers
1. Philiosphical Labourers—work on inherited tradtions of values, conquer the past and repackage what we already know.
2. Philsophical Propers—conquer the future and create new values and new scales of values—prime movers of history. Men of foresight and have a responsibility for destiny of humanity.

-True philspher feeds on vivid experience and real life world. Values will not yield themselves to the detached observer. 

-Truth is a matter of courage. Has little but scorn for the ideal of philosophy as a life devoid of sadness or of the emotions of life. 

-Does not attach emotion to philosophy—place for cruel detachment. Wants philosopher to unite thought and action. 

-Describes himself as an atheist by extinct. Abandons his religious beliefs early. Seldom offered to justify his atheism. But he says there is no evidence of existence of God, and that all experience is evidence against it because all happening is neither kind, intelligent or true. These are beliefs we had because we were not able to come to terms with the real world.
The Parabole
 God’s death means the great collapse, desolate emptiness. Wants to make people aware of vast consequences of murder of God. Not only belief of God, but also; the consequence of that belief must be dealt with. 
We should not believe in any ultimate order.
