-Marx argues there are four modes basic of production:
1. Primitive Communism
2. Slave Society
3. Feudal Mode
4. Capitalist Mode 
*The hope is for a socialist mode of production that we.
 Each mode consists of particular forces of production and relations of production. 
-The forces of productions consists of techniques including labour, skill, technology and resources made available. 
-Development of large class of wage labourers who are no longer needed because of over profit—it as this point that significant social change occurs.
-Progress consists of control of natural world, humanity moves from very historical changes. 
Lenon: 
-Studied law, but turned to increasing revolutionary sentiment after his brother was hung for political activity. He was exiled for these activities. 
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
