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Non-governmental actor:

Multinational corporations: (non-governmental)

- wealthy people
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Key concepts:

International Society: 

At the beginning we would talk about suborn identities, there was nothing else then the state (individual islands but they did not have any relations with one another)

How progressively these states started to have some exchanges? 

How this progressive evolution created a set of rules and ways of interacting with one another

Rules, institutions, shared practises

What are those rules ?

Series of rule that will go over by looking at history 

1. Non-intervention: idea that when you are a state and you are interacting with another state but you should not intervene in the domestic affairs of this state

2. Mutual recognition: the idea that once you recognize a state there is some kind of mutual respect of one another sovereignty and authority

3. Diplomacy: one of the practises. It is having people representing your state abroad. Practises such as peace treaties, international negotiations etc.

4. International law: follow a certain number of rules that are recognized by different states, formalization of these practises.
 
- Idea that over time those rules were built progressively over practises (slow, over time/history)

Sovereignty: absolute and perpetual power of the state

Jean Bodin: it means that the state has an absolute reign within its own borders and other states will recognize that you have power within those borders

Sovereignty: it is crucial for international relations

Core idea: since you cannot intervene in another state one 

direct consequence = there is no authority above state

Anarchy: 

central idea of international relations = absence of authority above the states because a state is sovereign; you cannot force the state to take decision they do not want to take

Authority: right to rule and obligation for the governed to accept it

Today: obligation is not as easy as it seems. Usually we consent* to it because : we consider that those who rules have legitimacy to rule over us.

* we give consent through: elections!

Legitimacy: authority given by consent

Power: use of coercion to get someone to do what he would not otherwise do

Brief history of international society

Medieval Europe

City states were developed in : Italy, Area of Baltic.

City states developed next to see and state: became powerful because of trade

It is very fragmented; sometimes there is no clear boundaries between the areas

There are some population that live in certain areas but there are no clear boundaries etc. (situation before nation states = before the clear appearance of difference between states).

Holly roman empire: 

Multiple ladders of authority:

From local to global
From cities to empire

Different forms of political authority: political, religious

Secular and spiritual authorities:

Caliphate:  higher authority
Different dynamics were religion have an important impact

Nation-States: formally sovereign = independent and are NOT subject to religious authority

Following aspects explain how Europe evolved:

Monarchies and states: Centralization of power

Why did power became more centralized?

Kings had to fight wars but in order to fight war they had to gain more resources, wars became more and more important on a bigger scale

To get more resources, they had to raise more taxes in order to get $ from the citizens, but they had to centralize authority.

Progressively, the British crown decided to take control over those little islands, they started to disappear slowly and became more centralized.

Diplomacy: relations between states

Secularisation of authority:

Authority became purely political, NOT related to church/religion
Power of catholic church diminished
Europe: the rise of Protestantism : the reformation lead to the diminish of catholic church

Balance of power: Wars and alliances

The balance of power, the way you make sure over a continent or in the world that there is a more or less equality of power within countries = balance the continent

Discovery of the new worlds:
Spain + Portugal

Peace of Westphalia (1648):

Religion was not included in politics anymore
People have the power to choose their religion
Becomes independent of sovereign
Really well-known treaty: the official establishment of state sovereignty

1648: End of 30 years war: it was a war between protestant and catholic

at first it started as a religious war in the Holy Roman empire between states and principalities that wanted to adopt Protestantism and other refused

family ruling the Holy Roman Empire: the Habsburg Family

it becomes a war that religion will still matter but the war is more about conquest etc.

Kingdom of France and the Holy Roman Empire

Several treaties will be signed: Westphalia is a region of Germany

Among the important consequences

Kingdom of Spain had independence to what is now independence
Dush Republic becomes independent
*recognition of state sovereignty
Peace treaty between the HRE and France

If a state wants to choose its own religion it is OK and other states CANNOT contest this decision.

The treaty of Utrecht (1713)
It marks the end of the war of the Spanish succession: in between the 17th-18th century

There is a branch of the HABSBURG family develops in Spain: 

The other European powers fear that if Spain becomes part of the family France and Spain will become too powerful and Europe power will not balance

Other European rulers do not want France to rule over the continent

Once the peace treaty is settle the grandson will become a kind (Spanish), since there is a treaty there is a diplomatic negotiation he has to renounce to the French throne, it is a way to make sure that there will be no fusion between the families + both Spanish and French territories become part of the Netherlands.

- Multilateral Peace Treaties : negotiation in term of alliance, territories, family etc. in order to make sure no power becomes too powerful

International Law : 
goes back to the Roman Empire, there was the development of practise which was called in Latin the : JUS GENTIUM (droits des gens)

Give a certain amount of rights to people who will travel to other principalities

Hugo Grotius: Dutch intellectual and jurist

Immanuel Kant: German philosopher

Concept of : Cosmopolitanism = citizen of the world
Someone who knows about different places
Cosmopolitanism = tolerance of the other

Customary law: developed through practise

Europe and the scramble for Africa

The discovery of new worlds: Berlin Conference (1884-1885)

During this conference Europeans will divided the African continent within themselves

Before the conference: Very broad defined possessions
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FIRST DEBATE : Idealism vs. realism

Change the world vs. explain it

Why people start to think about international relations?

Avoid another war
How can we explain that this massive WW caused so much damage and how can we learn from our mistakes

The aftermath of World War I:

Before the end of the war, the peace treaty (Treaty of Versailles) that ends WWI

Wilson‘s 14 points: they were post-WW program of how to build peace

Issue of self determination: right to states to have their own nation

The League of Nations (the ancestor of the UN): we have to regularize contacts between states and create international order

Open Diplomacy: one of the reasons for WWI = the whole principal of secret diplomacy ; it contributed to the rise of tensions + recreates possibilities of more wars

WWI: is a war between different alliance in Europe

Because of the ideas of secret diplomacy alliance become unsatisfied with what is happening in Europe

ENTENTE = winners of the war

Peace Treaty in Versailles : within this treaty; exchange of territories and war reparations: From France and Germany **

France: will have strong requests and apply strong demands to Germany (will be forced to accept harsh demands)

**1870: War between France and Prosha (now Germany)
Germany won the war 

Main reasons why Nazi party develop in Germany: Frustration of the population

Enormous economic crisis
Frustration with the government
Germany has to rebuilt a lot of infrastructures

In the early 1920‘s: the closes of the Treaty of Versailles and there was a risk that it would end badly because it is too harsh.

Very Quickly the USA : will drop out of the system and will stay away

If the USA does not participate = it will collapse

The USA: came out of the WW as one of the big winner + became one of the big winners

Until the end of WW2, USA was very isolationist: very little USA foreign policy

1rst aspect: Wilson is not re elected
2nd: they wont ratify the treaty and the USA will go back to ratify the issues

Failure of the League of Nations

President Wilson = typical idealist
Open diplomacy 
All will fail because states will become more realist

Idealist scholars that were dominant at the end of WW2 were very Utopian (not how the world works)

You cannot change human nature

The aftermath of WWII:

Iron Curtain (Beginning of Cold War East/West)

Containment Policy

George Kennan: Kennan Doctrine = containment = present the rise of communism

It is a war to present that communism does not become too strong as an ideology

Typical realist ideology: be more pragmatic + prevent the strength of communism , the balance of power between the EAST and WEST will not be equal

SECOND DEBATE : Traditionalism vs. behaviourism
Rely on traditional disciplines (history, philosophy, law) vs. adopt a more “scientific“ approach to the study of international politics
Two directions: 
Empirical (statistics) = become more prevalent and we can rely on them on a easier way

Formal (economics) = strong way of interests + success because the WESTERN world is growing very quickly

This second debate emerged at the certain moment of time: 

It is during the 1950-60‘s 

At that time it was the scientific revolution of social sciences because there were new ways of thinking and new tools

It will be featured : it will lead to the development of Development of Foreign Policy Analysis

More scientific then traditional approaches

The Cuban missile crisis (1962):

Miss attempt to invade Cuba

Big moments of tensions during the Cold War

Graham Allison: will observe the unfolding of the crisis and how it is been sold = explain the crisis from different models 

Why and how in the end we succeeded in preventing the war from happening

He will propose a certain number of explanations

Realize that the whole foreign policy it involves secret organizations etc. all these organizations have their own particular interests

E.g: USA army or marines etc. likely you will have different answers

Behaviourism: Modern ways of looking at things

Levels of analysis:
 kinds of units to explain the international phenomenon

Individual (5): Human dimension, individual beliefs, perceptions …

Domestic (4): State‘s history, culture, economic interests

Systemic (3): international anarchy, international norms (the system = idea of the relations between states) 
no order above states can lead to conflicts

Global (2): global phenomena (e.g. environment, finance)
Dynamics that have a strong influence on the evolution of global politics

Third DEBATE : Realism vs. Pluralism vs. Marxism
War and Peace is not enough they want to observe:
Economic structures

Events that happened in the 1960-70‘s:

War in Vietnam: the end of the war, the power that was the weaker one wins the war!! The USA lost the war

They focus on military power

What makes you a powerful state is the amount !

In the case of Vietnam War = clear illustration that it is more complex then what it seems

Decolonization and its consequences: 

Non-aligned movement: they do not pick a side between EAST/WEST
How can we become more developed economically?
New issues and new objects to observe

Détente: moment of the cold war when tensions decreased between EAST/WEST

FOURTH DEBATE : Positivism vs. Post-positivism

Debate about the nature of science as such: 

Positivism = idea that there is one scientific method

The way you do science and knowledge building is the same even though the tools are different

One single scientific method

Distinction facts/values

If you are a researcher you have the tools that you can use to neutralize and study the world objectively (rely on tools that are objective)

In the social world you have recurring patterns in the social world

We can observe and measure these patterns

Post-positivism: scientific knowledge is relative

 According to them we cannot be sure that we will be bias by our own ideas!

Debate about the nature of knowledge

The End of the Cold War:

Totally not expected by international relations scholars to end and to end so quickly

The Arab spring for example everybody tend to believe that authoritarian regimes were quite stable and no one though that social movements started could lead to such a wave of process and authoritarian regimes

Before 9/11: the idea of international politics 
It was accepted and liberalism was very strong in terms of political ideologies

Individual Factors

The leaders and its rationality
Leaders, kings, the executive power (set of people that are very close to the top of the state)
The leader is a rational person

Rationality: maximizing gains and minimizing costs/losses

Machiavellian attitude: “the end justifies the mean“, based on the rationality of the individual

Henry Kissinger (wrote about diplomacy, provide rational advice), he is often linked to Nixon: foreign policy under Nixon (end of Vietnam War) 

This idea of rationality does not really work perfectly in real life politics

Factors limiting rationality:

Complexity
Lack of knowledge/information
Crisis situation
Misperceptions: leaders can have wrong beliefs + it can lead you to important bias
Conflicting advices

Bounded rationality: when you are taking a decision you won‘t take the most perfect decision, so a decision that seems satisfactory will be taken

Domestic Factors

Political regime
Level of parliamentary control

Political culture

Material factors
Geography, military and economic factors…

Electoral games

Systemic/Global Factors

International anarchy: it can influence the foreign policies
Vs. treaties, international organization: it has a kind of influence on the decisions we are going to make

Global: different sets of issues related to globalization/global finance/ ideologies etc. (material or ideology)
Trade
Communications
ideologies
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Cuban Missile Crisis:

JFK announced the Cuban missile crisis live on TV
Aug/Sept people were wondering about what is going on in Cuban
However only 6 days after the public learns what is happening
ExComm‘ meeting 
Groups of people/advisor/secret advisors etc. are going to meet with JFK in order to decide what decision to take
It is during these meeting that the decision of what to do is taken
Gromyko = officer of foreign affairs

3 types of models that can explain what happens and solutions where taken

Model 1 : rationalist explanation

Why did the USSR install offensive ballistic missiles close to the US?

To feel the strategy gap between East/West 
Temptation invasion of Cuba by the U.S

Why did the US reply with a naval quarantine?

The main reason why this option was chosen is because it was considered less risky strategy
The consensus was that you have to do something because 1) political weakness etc.
Invading Cuba was not a good idea because it would have been see as an act of war
The less risky option was the naval quarantine because it was a step to say that they wont let this happen and they should stop the process
It would give a possibility to the USSR to backup!/let the soviet union to take the next step
Place for diplomacy (now your turn lets see what you will say and decide…)
When JFK took the final decision he opted for the naval warranty

Why did the USSR back down?

Because there was successful bargaining between the US and USSR
The US removed it missiles from turkey
It was the less risky option in order that it does not become and open war
Backing down to avoid war

- Leaders‘ rationality: Kennedy and Khrushchev  = took a rational decision in order to avoid war

the problem is that if you follow this rational explanation/model however It does not tell you the whole story

Model 2: organizational politics (proposed by Allison)

Allison questions this model because : 

why is it why the USSR did not try to hide his missiles when building up its sites?

According to Allison : routines = standard operating procedures (SOPs)

It is the first time that the soviet army is putting missiles outside its territory

First time that such a move is done

The Russian army followed the standard procedure : if you install missiles site there is no reason to hide them

Explanation: the Russian army followed its habitual Routine/usual practises
Allison will also look at the US site and will try to reconsider the decision of the naval quarantine/naval blockade.
The idea of standards procedures or routines = CRUCIAL

When JFK asked lets pretend we bomb the island what is the % that we destroy everything, the air force answered that it cannot guaranty but we estimate approximately 95% in one single time = if not USSR could answer by sending a missile

The risk was to high and it would be less risky to rely on a naval quarantine

Issue of simply : how we behave 

Model 3: Bureaucratic politics (suggested by Allison)

Focus essentially on the individuals who represent those different organizations

10-12 people meeting around a table and discussing the option : THE PUBLIC DOES NOT KNOW

Presidents younger brother 

· Intra-national bargaining between individuals
· Compromise

Hawks/Doves : US foreign policy

They are more willing to adopt foreign policies 

Doves: more peaceful options

There was more WAKS than DOVES so more harsh options were taken

McGeorge Bundy: he was always re evaluating the options of JFK

Paul Nitze: in favour of maybe an invasion of Cuba

The final decision that was taken by JFK is partly a result of this dynamic

Kennedy feared the options that his assistants suggested him

Kennedy did not believe the trust of CIA ideas : CIA was kind of the responsible of the Bay of Pigs (which was a fail)

Not so much rational it is mostly about personality 

According to Allison looking at the Russian side, why Khrushchev was internally criticized by the soviets party within the political Russian system 

Another event criticized Khrushchev: Berlin Crisis

Personal rationality : decision taken on the own interest and perceptions/beliefs/judgements

Processes and tools of Foreign Policy (Decision Making)

Initiation: who decides? Who does matter if you would like to start a mobilization?

Government: ministers, advisers,
Public opinion matters (it‘s power): for a very long time you would consider that public opinion does not matter: in the end the public is not interested

Formulation: Draw a distinction what we could label as a normal decision process and parliaments (will have an important say)

Vs. crisis situation: 6 days before the public knew of what was happening, the senate and the house of representatives where not consulted before, power is concentrated within the hand of the executives*

* why? We need decision to be taken quickly (time line and amount of power) crisis situation = power in the hands of the executives

Implementation: Certain numbers of tools 

Hard power or Soft Power

Hard power: military tools and economic 
Why economic can be a tool of soft and hard power?
Economic sanctions

Soft power: getting others to want the outcomes that you want – co-opts people rather than coerces them (Joseph Ney)
Propaganda (media)
U.S soft power = American Culture
Cultural goods, Hollywood movies etc.
It contributes to selling an American Model that will depict an imagine of what the U.S is

Evaluation: Feedback, trying to see if the goals where reached and how costly it was, if not why? How can you make better next time?

It allows you to learn lessons and get better for the next decision

Cooperation and governance are linked: governance how to govern a country without a government

Global governance:

Definition: Processes and institutions are guiding and controlling the activities of states and non-state actors

 A set of guiding principles

this form of cooperation is transnational = will help us understanding how it is not only about states that are independent within one another it is more their cooperation together TRANSNATIONAL DYNAMIC

Formal and Informal

Formal: 

Set of Written rules
Treaties, agreements (behind international organizations)

Informal:

Institutions and processes
Norms, values etc.
Multilateralism: consensuses between different states in order to fix global issues
 It is not written in a specific treaty; it develop over time

Global governance:  NOT A WORLD GOVERNMENT
In terms of authority it is much less binding

 Being part of the UN is a characteristic of being a state


Why do we need global governance?
3 different reasons

Coordinate global linkages
States are interdependent, series of linkages, states are not totally independent of one another

Respond to common problems
Environment, climb of change, global warming etc.
They are problems that cannot be solved unitelatly (by yourself)

Protect core values
Protect values that the community judge that they matter

International Law:

It was developed as a focused on states
Protecting the rights of states and its sovereignty will be respected and their rights of their representatives
Initially it was mostly focused on states and their were the entities that could decide of how international law would look like (TRADITIONAL WAY)

Since WW2, progressively, International law started to be open to individuals and groups of individuals; it is no more of protecting the rights of states but also the rights of individuals

Increasingly blurred line between non-intervention and intervention

Responsibility to protect:
Genocide
Actuality:
Burundi genocide; ruler that is targeting individuals of his community
 Legal and legitimate to other states to intervene and protect that community

The responsibility to protect: will emerge several debates because all the cases can vary

Evolution of international law

Example: International Criminal Court

international organization
based in the: Netherlands, The Hague
the main purpose of this court:
humanitarian crimes, genocide crimes, war crimes
crimes that are defined against international law
the intervention comes from the court itself
70 countries are not members of the international criminal court
you cannot force a country to be member of it

It began: at a persecuting after WW2 in a German city: persecuted a certain # of WW2 criminals

AD  MOC : from scratch

* Permanent  court: in order to arrest criminals from different international criminal cases

Examples:
Joseph Kony: Africa, Angola
Charles Taylor
Ratko Miadic
Omar Hassan al-Bashir: being prosecuted but is still the president of Suddan

last resort court: it is used as the last tentative (ICC)

the is not way for the ICC to force the arrest particular individuals
dependent of the good will of countries to be members of the ICC
balance between the rule and the will to cooperate

building a system of rules within having proper means sometimes

What are IOs?
International arrangements
Set of written rules, secretariat, budget etc.
THEY HAVE A PROPER PHYSICAL EXISTENCE
Governmental or non-governmental
UN is a governmental because the members are states

Sometimes they can be non-governmental in that case the members are: citizens of the world, large international corporations, national civil societies
NOT STATES

International monetary fund: focuses on finance only

Notion of regime: issue-specific set of agreements
Regime: formal organizations, more formal rules
Issue set of agreements and arrangements

Why do they matter?

They structure the global system

They contribute to shifting the boundaries of the states control and its authority
They can be formal, sometimes they have treaties etc. even those states are still sovereign 
By committing to those rules you are not autonomous are before
Even if there is not global government, it contributes to a situation, states cannot do what they want anymore
Power of the state starts to end and becomes a general 

Committing to international organizations: it is a way to force states to do things that they wont do otherwise

The simple fact that you commit to rules: it impacts how the states behave

They question the classical idea that global politics is all about anarchy

The United Nations

It deals with issues of security
Continuation of post WW2 situation (league of Nations)
Replicate the system by finding a better way of building it
League of Nations: had a system not that efficient
Building the UN system:
2 main institutions
UN general assembly: UNGA (all the members of the UN)
UNSC security council: 
Double system and the way where they interact with each other

UNSC : UN Security Council

Executive Body: they will take a certain # of decisions to act & make sure that those decisions are implemented in the field of Peace and Security and more generally make sure that the decisions taken by the UN will be implemented
Bureaucracy etc.

5 permanent members: China (War with japan and japan was allied with Germany), UK, France (in the end France was a winner and was invaded by Nazi Germany but it was also allied to it),

these 5 states where all founding members of the UN
they are considered the main winners of WW2
the system will favour the winner of WW2 in order to make sure that there is no more War in the future

10 non-permanent members
 those members shift every 2 years; an election occurs and they elect non permanent members
these states have something in common: they are significant powers in the world
they are either global powers or regional powers
Ex: Pakistan, Argentina, Italy
Elected by UNGA

Decisions by qualified majority: (60%)
Simple majority = 50% + 1
Qualified majority =  2/3, ¾ etc. 
Security council: 9 out of 15 but including the 5 permanent members
CONSEQUENCE: Veto right of the 5 permanent
Against the decision they use the veto
If one of the members abstains they need to make sure that no one of the 5 votes against
Binding decisions

How it works?
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ICC : International Criminal Court
Very bias court

UN security council: executive body of the UN
It deals with issues of security
Japan is one of the states that advocates for the security council
It mentioned that it wants to use its seat in the UN security council

UN resolutions: by the security council or the general assembly
Resolutions taken by the general assembly are not binding

International Relations picture:

If you have 5 states in the world that have the veto right: all states are equal? If we observe the UN they are not equal!
This system that was built after WW2, 7 years after it is contested!
Possible reforms of the security council

Reforming the UNSC?
Debated since the 1990s‘

1. How should we change the # of permanent members or change
2. The veto right

The membership issue

Number of permanent members
Regional representation

States advocating a reform:

Germany, India, Brasil etc.

How do we reform?

PROPOSAL #1
G4: India, Germany, Brazil and Japan + some African countries (2)
Their proposal would be to add new permanent members to the security council. Instead of 15 we would have 25 members. It means 6 additional permanent members
The interest of this proposal:
Why 25 members instead of 25?
Technique to build coalition
If you decide to reform the security council, it means that the council will have to vote for the changes
they are addressing issues of membership NOT of veto

PROPOSAL #2
United for Consensus
Built by states that were excluded by the proposal #1
They want to enlarge the members to 25 but will keep 5 countries representing a particular region
For each region you would have one permanent member
The European union would be represented as the European union and NOT by a state
It would be more balanced
Issues of proposal #2:
The process of choosing one member for the region: alternative proposal that has little chances of being adopted because it would have a lot of countries that will not be willing for this proposal to take place

PROPOSAL #3
African countries came up with their own set of ideas
Promote representation of African states

UN General Assembly : 
193 states
one state = one vote
once a year (Fall every year): big session that last several weeks
Votes by two-third majority
Non-binding
Moral authority

For example of actuality:
Big issues related to climate change, humanitarian catastrophes
Israel/Palestine
The recognition of Palestine as a state by the UN
We can witness that progressively that certain UN agencies, have started to recognize Palestine as a state by giving them a seat at UNICEF 
It matters for the legitimacy of Palestine and the legitimacy of its claim

UNSC vs. UNGA

Security Council and G. Assembly:
Security Council is more important but the General Assembly matters more
For example:
Electing the secretary general
There is a certain number of informal rule in terms of who gets elected and for how long
NO formal rule that says that the secretary general could not take a mandate of more then 2 years

Secretary general over time:
All men
Big diversity of cultures
During the first years of the UN: are all European states, neutral states (Austria, Sweden, Norway)
Those where states that were not allied with any country

We need to find someone with a strong diplomatic background and career (legitimacy)
They cannot hardly come from a state that is too powerful for example: Japan, Brazil, India (those states have claims for powerful leadership)
Secretary cannot be too powerful or too famous in order to do NOT have too much media attention

Peace & Security:
Vetoes and the Cold War

When the builders of the UN: 
They wanted to create a standing UN army
This UN army was set in the UN charter (CHAP 7)
having an army that could be mobilized in case of war or problems

The Cold War starts:
At the UN (at the security council) conflicting situation France/UK and Soviet Union/China
It will never going to happen because chap7 will never be used
Most of the states that will veteo decision: the US, Soviet Union and Russia
In many cases there is no resolution because either the US or the Soviet Union will vote against it

Issues that have prompted the most vetoes

The main reasons: Israel/Palestine and African countries conflicts
Strong cases of conflicts
They knew that those resolutions would be voted it was a way of putting it in the agenda

The idea of Peace army did not work:

2 consequences

1. instead of relying on the army: in the situation that the UN had to intervene in a situation of conflict, the resolutions of the UN started to mandate particular states or regional states to intervene in their behalf
i. they are national soldiers (troops) 
ii. it was the only way to secure the approval by the UN
Mandating states to act on UN behalf

2. Low-key peacekeeping operations (CHAP 6 in the UN Charter)
i. Deals with more low-key situations: situations that will not prevent a conflict, it will be used to send more assistance to simply make sure that the peace settlement will be respected and implemented
Non-binding
It is a way to avoid a conflict of re happening
It is less intrusive, less violent (do not need to send as many soldiers)

CHAP 7: enforce the peace and create the peace
CHAP 6: settle solutions

New challenges:

Resources
Effectiveness: how effective are UN interventions
Neutrality: the debate about the consent of the host Nations (CHAP 7)
Do we have to get approval from the host nations?
We start to have debates at the UN: certain cases we cannot intervene without the consent of the host country
HUGE issues of neutrality

Issues of founding:

The main peace keepers founding in the world: the US, followed by China etc.

Permanent members of the Security Council: need to participate and pay dues to the UN
Russia is quite low compared to the others because it is less rich sometimes there are some delays in its payment to the UN

Economic and Social Issues:

1990s‘
Security-development nexus
The UN implemented series of programs that will promote a more active development
If you want development you need security

New challenges
Example: the environment
UN conferences about sustained environment
2000: the millennium development Goals
ambitious project implemented by the UN
the UN will define a series of 8 goals  that need to be attended by 2015
there are issues of development:
extreme poverty
universal primary education
gender equality
reduce child mortality
etc.

the ambition for the UN: by 2015 they wanted to achieve half their goals * check the slide #27 PowerPoint

NAFT : regional organization

The state lost power: 
European states

European integration started: enlargement of European Union:

The main idea was to built a common economic market

Economic project = idea to build peace through economic interdependence

Begins with 6 states to nowadays 28 states: 

Once the Soviet Union failed: new members were gradually integrated since it developed common market so certain economic standards need to be respected (free market, economy etc.) = took approximately 15 years to join

European integration is also a political project: If we observe how it works:

It is not only a regular international organization: usually it relies on states and in some cases there are some parliaments
Usually states(ambassadors) that decide

In the case of European Union: 

 European Commission: implement decision, propose new legislations etc. they are kind of a hybrid permanent government

European parliament: elected by the citizens (similar to a big federation)
More than an international organization but less of a federal union

European Governance:

Different members of European Union but certain are also members of the Eurozone (share national currency)
Some of them are also members of the Schengen Area (common space )

All of them are members of the Council of Europe:
Global governance is the idea of sets of agreements, rules etc.

Greece: in terms of Economy it should quit the EuroZone

The spread of NGOs worldwide: (1945-2015)

Increase in the # of NGO‘s
Why did they multiply so much?
Development/Spread of global communications
NGO‘s have to protect the citizens: they have taken over some functions of the state (mobilization, development programs, advocacy etc.)
More issues happen globally
Since the states are global the issues are also global

UN definitions of NGO‘s
Non-profit: Multinational corporations (for profit) , NGO (non-profit)
Related to ECOSOC agenda (economic and social council of the UN, it deals with economic and social matters)
NOT established by an intergovernmental agreement
Not dependent on states (they have their proper organization)

Transnationalism (transnational power)
the third debate
New generations of scholars (some of them were Marxists, Pluralists or advocates of Transnationalism)

Useful Concepts:

Transnational civil society (Hurrell)
Self-organized intermediary groups
Between state and market
World economic forum: political decision makers etc.
Transnational advocacy (coalition) networks
Global civil society networks joining effort on an issue
Epistemic communities (HASS)
can create networks in a particular issue
Networks of professional with recognized expertise

IPCC: groups of scientists that have been dealing with the Kyoto protocol: they produce annual reports

The Red Cross: NGO
Founded in 1863 by Henry Dunant (swiss)
Beginning of Geneva Conventions
They developed sets of practises during conflicts and wars: 
the red cross is what gave birth to the first Geneva conventions: defines sets of rules, kind of weapons that we may use during the conflict

Sources of NGO (non governmental organization) funding: depending of who is funding you it will change how you argue what kind of funding you will get

NGO‘s will always be impartial/neutral

Different forms of funding for NGO‘s:

Governments: you can found it directly or not
International organizations: 
Foundations: everything that has to do with private founding
Individuals: (private founding) = Ex:. Get founding from individuals in the metro etc.
Public funding: funding organizations or specific programs implemented

Ex:. Canada‘s international assistance

OECD:  regroupment of the most developed countries in the world
OECD countries should spend 0.7% of their target but no state on earth does it!

CIDA:  Canadian International Development Agency

Philippines: gets a lot of international aid due to environmental catastrophes 

Tools and Strategies of NGO‘s:

Global power: indirect power

Use of information:
Spread of global communications (social media, TV, online campaigns etc.)
Advantage in order to spread their messages, global money raising
Some NGO‘s become global (Amnestry etc.) it is much easier to spread global messages and appeal to population civil society through communications
The rest of their actions is about : Publicizing issues
It is a way of pressuring the government : Agenda Setting
Put issues on the international agenda, publicizing a certain # of issues
One way of doing it :
Naming and Shaming :  in order to pressure themselves and others to do something about it
Acting as a watchdog: making sure that the promises are going to be followed and make them accountable

Ex:. Greenpeace

 The battle between Greenpeace and the French government related to the nuclear testing’s
The rainbow Warrior
Race for nuclear weapons…

Multinational Corporations:

They become actors of global politics become some of them are extremely $$$
Economic Areas:
Energy  (Oil, etc.)
Resources
Defence (Production of Weapons, ornaments etc.)
Security
Looking for competitive advantages in third countries
Resources, markets, labour forces, investments

Non-governmental, but for profit

MNCs and taxation:
What happens with and within states
Why tax rate is decreasing?

GAFA:  Google, amazon, Facebook, apple
Corporations that are aiming for states in Europe that have the more favourable conditions
EX:.  Apple installed its main corporation in Ireland (low tax rate for corporations)

*Natural Resources, Global Balance of Power:
Significant revolution
Rising role of China in Africa

Interesting evolution: what is different in terms of approach?

Sometimes Chinese go to exploit natural infrastructures and bring their own workers who are most of the time prisoners
Economic and political conditionality

Corporate social responsibility and public image:
Public Image
These corporations got involved in projects : The Red Campaign
The cause they are addressing: HIV/AIDs
It is lead by certain celebrities
Bonneau, Bill Gates and Owner of DeLL

Bob Geldof
Dealing with the causes of: 
Huge famine in Ethiopia
