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[bookmark: _GoBack]Every country has the power and authority to govern itself. However, International Human Rights law may cause various kinds of conflicts with the way certain states hold the power within their country. However, states will calculate its cost and benefit to evaluate if they will comply or not comply with the treaties.
There are several reasons as to why one state may decide give up their powers by complying with treaty such as International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights. First, many of UN’s treaties are designed to bring justice as well as necessary human rights to people all around the world. However, it is almost impossible to enforce the law when they are over 150 countries to over look and investigate. Furthermore, treaties such as Convention Against Torture, International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and Convention on the Elimination of All forms of Discrimination Against Women only require an annual report to committee at the United Nations. (Hathway, 2007) Consequently, such ill enforced treaties will allow many authoritarian countries to ratify such a treaties knowing that it will make them appear cooperative to International Laws with no intention to follow them. Therefore, states will sign such a treaties that will less likely to affect the authoritarian government structure when the treaties require minimal efforts, if not at all.
Secondly, many states comply with International Human Rights because of its trading and economic benefits. The world is being globalized rapidly and some countries play vital role to their economy. Thus, state must consider whether it is worth risking contracts between themselves and other trading countries, just to make a point regarding their political views. 
Thirdly, there is a high advantage for states to comply with treaties and give up some of their powers. By giving up their powers, it illustrates that the state is cooperating to create stable and predictable international order; which will enable the state to receive any supports from other countries if they were faced with war or any other harm to their country. (Hathway, 2007) Thus, possibility of losing its ability to receive support outweighs giving up partial power to comply with the International Human Rights.
Lastly, if certain states wanted stay in control of their own human rights, they may have to take a chance losing its own citizens because they may not agree or not want to live in a country where human rights are not highly valued. Therefore, many citizens may decide to migrate to other states that comply with International Human Rights. This will ultimately lead to low population growth, and influence state’s GDP, its economy and possibly overall decrease in quality of life.  

Therefore, participation of International Human Rights has a significant affect on their future. States clearly understand the fact that scarification of some of power is necessary. Though many state may not agree with International Human Rights, the benefits outweighs the bad.
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
