Q3-
The general aim was to eliminate violence against children. This is subjected to States parties in understanding provisions concerning how to protect children against all different forms of violent acts. 
The comment also focuses heavily on corporal punishment and other cruise or degrading forms of punishment which would be considered as a poor practices of forms of violence against children. 
The aim of this comment is to recognize that children have the right to an equal protection under the law just like other human beings do. They should not be reduced because they are not an adult. 
Aimed at eliminating all aspects of corporal punishment and the acceptance and tolerance that certain places have of it in families, schools and other public settings. Intended to eliminate and prevent all forms of violence against children in societies. 

Q4-
There has been a Pan code and as well as Immoral traffic prevention act that was initiated to prevent and to fight against trafficking of women and young girls. Furthermore, the government of India adopted variety more of strategies to fight against the trafficking, which includes: enforcing their laws, improving income generation schemes, and providing better educational system/ opportunities to women and girls.

They have recommended that Republic of Congo must create special legislations act by the state. (Article 3 and 7 of the covenant). They stated that the state should create laws, which prevents and punish any domestic and sexual violence. Furthermore, state must take a step to build better policies that would punish the offenders of the violence. 
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
