Chapter 2 - Analyzing Arguments
· Goal is to ask questions such as "Are the premises true?" 
· Arguments are presented in standard form
Standard Form
· Arrange the claims so the premises come before the conclusions they support
· What it lacks is the precision between the premise and the conclusion
· Multiple premises can support conclusions yet be independent to a long term conclusions
· Each premise provides separate information that relays on the conclusion
Example
· All humans are mortal. Socrates is a human. Therefore, Socrates is mortal
· Two main premises, and the conclusion
· Premises are dependant here
for purposes of this class, we should pick out the conclusion first, and then order the premises.
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Example
You should read Sarte. Existentialism confronts the nothingness at the core of our existence, and Sarte is a good writer
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Dealing with claims
· Identity each claim
· Reformulate claims if needed
· Discard extra elements
Structures
· Identify main argument
· Identify any sub arguments
· Replies to objection
p.25 examples
1.No matter what the fast driver think, higher speed limits will result in more needless deaths on the highway. So the speed limits should not be raised
Simple 
· Higher speed limits will result in more needles deaths on the highway (Premise)
· The speed limits should not be raised (Conclusion)
