· No, the protection of the right to life does not prohibit the death penalty in every case. In countries that have no abolished the death penalty, they can only sentence people to death for the most serious crimes in accordance with the law in force at the time of the commission and it cannot contradict any provisions of the present Covenant and Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide.

· With regards to peace and the right to life the Committee states that a State has the inherent duty to prevent wars, acts of genocide and other acts of mass violence that cause loss of life. So, if a State is making efforts to avert the danger of war, especially a nuclear one to guarantee the safeguarding of the right to life, it is an exception for in some way, one side will be harmed and the state would be impeding on the right to life, however, if they do not try to protect their own citizens then they too are impeding on their own citizens right to life. Therefore, the Committee argues that peace and the right to life are pretty much directly linked for your own state, and you need to do what it takes to protect your own citizens.

· States need to take measures against the arbitrary killing by their own security forces. They need to make sure there are laws in their country that determine what are grounds for authorities to deprive a person of their own life. States also should take measures to prevent the disappearance of individuals. They must establish proper facilities to investigate cases of disappearing persons. Furthermore, the right to life not only has to do with the death penalty, but also other diseases that could deprive people of their right to life. States must take measures to reduce infant mortality and increase life expectancy through adopting measures to eliminate malnutrition and epidemics. Lastly, although they are not being forced to abolish the death penalty, States should re-examine their criminal laws and are obliged to restrict the death penalty to only the most serious crimes.

· Yes there is a link between the right to life and extreme poverty. Extreme poverty leads to diseases, and malnutrition that would increases the number of unnecessary deaths in a country. Therefore, if citizens in a country that has extreme poverty are dying, the state is actually not giving their right to life. They must take measures to try and prevent malnutrition and other epidemics that would cause a decline in their population. 
· 5- Can a State derogate (restrict) from its obligations with respect to the right to life, provided for by the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights?

· No, they cannot restrict from their obligations, but they are not obliged to abolish the death penalty.
