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Birth of the original city (urbanization)
· Domestication of farming / livestock
· This infant form of cities was the start of urbanization
· Nomads settled in very small groups – hardly a city at this point
· Urbanism – beginning of different lifestyle than rural 
· Can exist independently of urbanization and vice versa
· Geographically and populace can be large but people live in traditional lifestyles (like a village [Cairo Egypt])
· Can also be relatively small in nature but still lives an urban lifestyle

Urban Ecology
· Interaction between city and people who live there
· [bookmark: _GoBack]4 factors:
· Population
· Increasing – densities increase as geography stays the same
· Behaviour becomes modified as proximity is reduced
· Sociodemographic characteristics – age, occupation, sex, etc
· Organization
· As populations grow they change in how they are organized
· Over time rules become more thorough and complex – organized by hierarchical social structures (Socioeconomic stratification SES)
· Growing middle class in contrast to early societies where there was generally one indiv who ruled an area
· Multiple classes exist today, many different classes
· Environment
· Physical environment – land, water, resources, food
· Water most important resource
· How much food and water are available depict how long a pop will survive
· First cities to expand were on major waterways
· Technology
· Advancing the distributions of water (plumbing, irrigation) allows for populations to grow
· Subsistence agriculture vs crop surplus (ability to store for future and trade)
· Social complexity increases
· Houses become more permanent – mud / stone structures rather than more susceptible light structures
· More and more material possessions requires more occupational specialization
Beginning of Family production
· Changes in size of families – multi generational family begins (extended kinship network)
· All living in same building / village / area
· Primogeniture – handing down of inheritance to eldest and dividing up between other kinship – some get most / lots, some get none
· Stratification is already beginning 
· Occupational, land, resource inheritance

City’s basic structure
· Crossroads protected by a wall
· People seek this refuge for protection and commerce
· Existing communities are growing and expanding within the boundaries
· Shift from hunter gatherer to urban dweller happened somewhere in northern Africa or middle east roughly 8-10000y ago

Characteristics that differentiate the first cities from the predecessors
1. Permanency
a. Around for a long time with many people living in close proximity (10000 or so)
2. Non agricultural specialists
a. Occupational stratification of those not involved in farming
b. Exchanges of goods and services begins – early commerce for those who need different things to survive
3. Taxation and capital accumulation
a. Didn’t start off as money, began as a portion of their production – crops, produced goods
4. Public buildings
a. Temples to gods, stadiums, games / entertainment structures (circus maximus, also small scale), storage of excess crops, water resources
5. A ruling class
a. Rule / regulation makers, priest, king and queen – part of occupation stratification
6. Writing and numbers
a. Record keeping, early administrative duties, govt purposes
7. Predictive sciences
a. Agronomy – when to plant, how to plant, what to plant
b. Astronomy – calendar configuration – important for farming / rituals
c. Geometry / engineering - construction
8. Art 
a. Embellishments of buildings, tools
9. Trade
a. Food, raw materials, produced goods – occupational stratification
10. Residential citizenship
a. Certain rights for those who existed within the boundaries of the city
b. Not simply sanguine rights, people were afforded rights simply for living in the area

Urban evolution
· Not always increasing incrementally or exponentially
· Fluctuates up and down in relation to immigration and emigration for different reasons
· 1800’s is industrial revolution
· Major world cities now begin to increase exponentially
· First world was growing fastest up until about 10 years ago
· Biggest cities are now mostly impoverished areas and continue to grow
· Patterns of POET constantly reappearing – be aware of changes that lead to fluctuations

Greek city states
· Intense development of cities – changes in governmental structure lead to shifts in social development and growth of cities
· Phratries – people who were united for common defence, built cities with defence in mind, rights, citizenship, common ancestry
· Acropolis – city built up high to make it easier to protect from “outsiders”
· Agora – ancient marketplace for commerce, kept outside of city for protection of those inside

Middle ages
· Small cities with small populations
· Ruling class could require “endentured servitude” for citizenship / protection within boundaries
· Survival was good enough to sell oneself into service, and possibly that of their children
· In Europe – catholic church was most powerful, civilization atrophy
· Crusades across middle east resulted in plague returning back there, wiped out most of Europe
· Plague wiped out feudal serf system, control of church changed, start of enlightenment

History of Cities
Renaissance (enlightenment) 
· Began in roughly 1300’s
· Cities rebuilt
· Standardization of weights and measures – improved commerce, trade, and currency consistency
· City states hired experts to build impressive cities (DaVinci)
· New better structures built with better planning
· Unified laws regarding behaviour
· Taxation returns
· Typical radius of a city was 6km across, walking was the only method of transport for the average person – very densely packed
· As population exploded, demographic transition was occurring 
· Agricultural shifted to industrial modes of production
· High birth and death rates became high birth and lowering death rates
· Nutrition, sanitation, medicine (slightly) improved
· Lack of birth control, religious aspects / moral obligation to multiply
· Several hundred years later birth rates are reduced

Industrialization
· Roughly 1700+
· Agronomy tech improves, higher crop yields result in further increased crop surpluses 
· In 1750 roughly 6M ppl in Europe
· 1800 over 9M ppl (80% increase in population in less than 100y due to tech advances)
· Printing press highly important in distribution and insemination of knowledge
· Subsistence agric has ceased, market economy is in full force with complex DOL – many leave rural areas to cities in search of a better life / more opportunity

Industrial cities changing
· Sizes of cities grows over time to accommodate more ppl – also due to improved transportation for average person (street car, train)
· Rich move out of inner city district to outskirts and form early form suburbs – younger class of people
· Poor / old people are left in the city while the affluent gain popularity in the periphery
· Ferdinand Toennies
· Gemeinshaft and Gesselschaft – shift from one lifestyle to another
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Ferdinand Toennies
· Father of urban sociology
· Academic discipline of cities
· Gemeinschaft (loose translation = community)
· Way of small towns, everyone knows everyone
· Unity and commonality of culture in this relatively small area
· People work together and care about one another
· This is the “normal” / natural way of living – the way god intended
· Problem lies: this way of life is coming to an end with industrialization
· Being replaced by Gesellschaft
· Gesellschaft (association)
· Apathetic lifestyle – do not care about one another – rather egocentric
· This is an unnatural phenomenon – but is an unavoidable consequence of industrialization
· He lived during the industrial revolution in Europe 

Emile Durkheim
· The Division of Labour
· Traditional societies had few occupations – most ppl were capable of most tasks
· Everybody shared everything
· Mechanical solidarity
· People are bound to the people around them because of similarities
· People in traditional societies are “programmed” to act and behave in certain ways – highly traditional functions – necessary for functioning
· Organic solidarity
· City is typified by complex DOL
· Everybody specializes in a certain task – minimizes conflict between different people
· This is a natural phenomenon – preferable to that of the rural lifestyle
· Full human potential can only be realized through a myriad of choices one would experience through urban dwelling and advances in technology and sociological organization

George Simmel
· Social psych of cities – how people behave within cities
· Multiple stimuli constantly bombarding us – social reserve allows us to filter out what does not matter and pay attention to the priorities that do
· This has to do with rational choices that must be made about what matters most – not necessarily that other things don’t matter at all
· Alienation of others is a result of this lifestyle and culture

Max Weber
· The City
· Collected data from all over the world of many different cities and cultures
· Resulted in: The Full Urban Community (the ultimate city)
· Based on trade and commerce most major component
· Autonomy over rules – must have authority over own people – laws that govern and control
· Believed that medieval cities were the ideal formation of a city state

Chicago
· Pop 1850 – 30k > grew exponentially over the next 80 years with rapid urbanization – not natural increases in breeding
· Only possible through immigration to Chicago

Robert Park
· Only observational field research is applicable in studying urban environments
· City = commercial structure (Weber)
· Chicago’s existence flourished through the cattle industry
· Must have complex DOL / specialization (Durkheim)
· Erosion of traditional lifestyles and roles
· Traditional ways of life replaced by complex structures (Weber)
· City dwellers are less sentimental – more rational (Simmel)
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Louis Wirth
· Urbanism as a way of life – most influential urban soc piece written
· City = large, dense, permanent settlement
· With social and cultural heterogeneity 
· Lots of ppl living within close proximity to one another – these factors bring about change in urban society
· Size, density, heterogeneity = responsible for behaviour in urban envt
· Results in particular behaviour unique to urban envt
· Size
· When you get to a certain number, ppl start behaving differently
· No particular number that relates to this
· Greater numbers of ppl = greater differentiation 
· Many secondary rather than primary contacts – superficial, impersonal, segmental relationships
· Density
· All stimuli become more intense – greater density = exponential increase
· Ppl specialize and city becomes more segregated
· Heterogeneity
· Diversity of cultures and social groups
· Cities urbanize and rapidly expand with different people due to immigration not natural increases due to childbirth 
· Uniforms become symbolic of roles
· No common value set, no common ethical system to sustain them, money becomes measure of all things with no common standard
· Formal controls emerge on a grand scale
· Economic basis – mass production through standardization of process and products

Claude Fisher
· Urbanism and Urbanization are the same thing
· You cannot have one without the other

Generalizations of the internal structure of cities
· Concentric zone theory
· Sector theory
· Multiple nuclei
· Every city is unique and develops in a static format
· No one model works for every city
· Interaction of geography with socioeconomic characteristics results in the shape and size and layout of a city

Shwirian and Matre
· Canadian study on internal structure of cities
· Familism 	
· Importance of family
· Constructed in concentric rings
· Socioeconomic status
· Radiates sectorally, generally outward

Shevky and Bell
· Factorial Analysis
· Mathematical modelling – quite arbitrary, no sociological basis

Rod Mackenzie
· Ecological processes – the things that shape cities
· Constantly changing due to variety of factors working in and around the city
· Concentration
· Regional concept that says things concentrate themselves in relation to business
· Ex. Automobile industry in London
· Centralization 
· Businesses want to be near interaction and transportation nodes – important landmarks
· Dispersion
· People and businesses are uprooted and must travel away or toward centralization
· Segregation
· Different zones now regulated about what can happen there
· Others are voluntary such as: Little Italy, Chinatown, etc.
· Invasion
· New activity or group moves into an area
· Succession
· New group replace old activity
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Urban Culture of Canada
· Began when Europeans arrived
· Brought urban lifestyle they were already familiar with
· Missionaries and explorers – elite of European society, not farmers or settlers

Evolution of Canadian Cities
· Colonial Towns (1600 – 1750)
· Most of development was by French – done as a means to generate money for France
· British were encouraging settlement and trade of Canada – led to conflict between British, French, and Natives
· British set up trading posts along major transport routes
· Early settlements roughly 50-300 ppl, very little contact between neighbouring communities – contact was between Canada and origin country
· Agricultural communities didn’t really exist yet
· Commercial centres (1760 – 1850)
· Beginning of growth of agricultural communities
· Improved agri tech was used to feed growing number of people
· Demographic transition required massive food surpluses
· 1763 BNA act demarcated boundaries within Canada
· Relevant sociologically due to beginning of urban development and planning of future cities
· Commercial Industrial Cities (1860 – 1900)
· Widespread industrialization during US civil war, many pushed out of US from war and settled in Canada
· Beginning of railroad construction across Canada – urbanization follows construction westward – no city growth possible without railroad
· Now a need for occupational specialization for growing settlements – land transactions were occurring on a massive scale, required bureaucratic system to organize
· Metropolitan Communities (post 1900)
· Prior to this era, cities were very different from one another
· Cities are becoming very diverse, similar to one another in heterogeneity and specialization
· Prairies never fully industrialized until very recently
· Urban development within Canada has been very localized in relation to being quite close to the US border
· Majority of CDA pop lives within 200km of US border
· About ¾ of all Canadians live in cities now
· Half of all immigrants move to Toronto or Metro Toronto Area

Geopolitical Boundaries
· Artificially aggregation of boundaries (Census Metro Area CMA)
· These areas are growing throughout the world, metro areas have large influence worldwide
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Census Metropolitan Area
· Big city, sometimes two cities (Kitchener / Waterloo)
· 100k is a small core, core plus surrounding population
· Over time pop is declining in core cities
· Smaller and smaller percentage living in core areas, within city limits
· Larger and larger pop living within suburbia
· 1960’s US saw even distribution of population across central city, suburbs, and rural
· This was also the peak of growth for central cities
· Continuing trends downward from central city and rural areas
· Suburban areas growing substantially 

Migration / Moving
· Ppl move from city to city in order to maximize career and opportunities 
· Job changing results in moving from one metropolitan area to another
· Moving is shorter distance changing than migrating (across a wide space – Toronto to West Coast)
· Transportation methods have evolved from relying on trains to move goods to tractor trailer moving vehicles

Gentrification
· Landed Gentry are people who can afford to live in nice areas that are expensive
· Group that moves back into the city to be close to amenities of city life
· Ancient society’s aristocracy often had homes outside city to move away from city problems
· Multiple homes on the beach, in the mountains, far outside city etc.
· Suburban living was restricted to upper class of SES
· Wealthy chose to live outside cities, poor could not afford to commute long distances and did not have resources to handle the distance

Suburban Growth
· Railroad tracks placed through a city with a railroad station place 5-10km outside of city core
· Small suburban population would settle along railroad tracks near the stations
· Walk from house and commute into city via the train
· Horse drawn street cars now intersect all over city
· City grows around the transportation routes created by street cars
· City now expands directly around access to the cars for those who ride them into city core to commute to work
· Suburbs now become less and less aristocratic as city is expanding greater distances outward
· Post WWII – cars become massive influx of private transportation
· City quadruples in size in relation to suburban areas becoming massive and no longer limited by street car routes
· Levittown PA was largest and first post WWI construction 
· Suburbs launched post WWII due to:
· Population factors – high birth rates, migration
· Economic Boom
· American Dream (Crestwood Heights, Seely Sim)
· Automobile became affordable to most people 
· Employment has relocated out to periphery
· Veterans Land Act (VLA) – cheap mortgages for vets returning from war
· Required a half acre of land, only possible outside city limits
· Construction techniques
· Prior to WWII, one needed to hire skilled craftsman to build homes to custom design
· Mass produced homes began to emerge in “cookie cutter” suburban designs
· Size of homes drop as does skills required to build them
· Electronic devices allowed for communication and efficiency to be conducted from outside of city core

Duncan and Reiss (50s and 60s)
· Who are the ppl living in suburbia?  What are their socio demographic characteristics? 
· Higher SES (White collar jobs for those with more education and skills)
· Lower percent of women working
· Younger than urban pop. 
· Lower percent of foreign born ppl
· High residential mobility – move and migrate more often
· Existing today is a much higher degree of heterogeneity within and between suburban areas

Megalopolis
· The great cities that grow and expand into other metropolitan areas
· Become functionally interdependent 
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Urban Demographics
· Current 3.6B live in cities
· By 2030 possibly 5B will be urban
· 2/3 of world current pop live in 100k + areas
· 90-95% of world pop lives within hour commute of largest world cities
· By 2001 – 17 cities have pop in excess of 10M
· Many new big cities are not present in industrialized world – they exist in developing world
· These cities lack the infrastructure and government to properly care for and employ many of its populace 
· Overurbanization – too many people for the available resources
· Majority of CDA pop lives within megalopolis extending from Windsor to Que
· No clear demarcation between urban, suburban, and rural pop in CDA
Patrick Geddes
· “Conurbations” 
· Green space and agricultural land was being taken over by urban lifestyle
· Social urbanization of people started to occur in rural areas – everyone and everything was following an urban lead – distinctions were being blurred if not disappearing

Lewis Mumford
· The City
· Cities are akin to a cancer – eats up and spreads into new areas
· Absorbing everything in their path – felt as if they were destroying human society
· 3 things can stop it:
· Water – cities cannot grow beyond available water supply, cities can only grow geographically as far as they can pump water 
· Land – geophysical and geopolitical limits, other cities can form barriers to growth of a city as well
· Cost – time and money, ppl only willing to commute certain distances and times in a day

Jean Gottmann
· Eastern seaboard of united states – cities were linking together, functionally interrelated 
· Transportation links, economic links, communication links, social links
· Megalopoli – continuous band of urban development
· BOSNY WASH
· Pop of more than 50M ppl
· Great lakes extension megalopolis = 25M
· “main street” of North America, financial heart, most famous universities in NA in this region

Problems with megalopoli 
· Increased pop densities result in higher crime rate
· Env degradation
· Higher likelihood of disease spreading 
· Noise causes lots of psychological and physical problems

Stanley Millgram
· Small World Project (1969)
· Social network interaction
· Letters passed on to others known on first name basis
· Average was 5.5 contacts for letter to reach destination

Duncan Watts (2004)
· Science of a connected age
· Letter passing took same amount (6) ppl for information to travel by way of first name handlers
· Point:  Technology level does not change this

Constantinos Doxiados
· Ekistics: science of human settlements
· Ecumenopolis – one interconnected worldwide community
· Does not need to geographically touch one another but does connect those across the globe
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World Population Facts
· 2008 – 50% urban
· 14 Million settlements
· But only 150k with pop over 2000
· Less than 1%
· 99% of all settlements have pop less than 2000
· UK has 17k small communities which house the over 80% urban pop

Canada
· 1961 pop = 18.2M
· Rural / small town = 6M
· About 33%
· 1991 pop = 27.3M
· About 22%
· 2001 = 20%
· 2006 = 31.6M = 19%
· 2010 = 6M / 34M = 17.5%
· Small towns have a variety of different economic bases
· Fishing communities
· Resource extraction communities 
· Farming 
· Mfg. (rare)
· Resort communities 
· University towns
· Pulp and paper
· RR and shipping communities 
· Religious communities 
· Communities and their demographic structure is completely different depending on economic base

Resource extraction towns
· 800 in Cda
· 15-20% of all communities
· 25% of Canadas non metropolitan pop
· 25% of Cdas rural workers
· Highly remote, not near US border
· Usually built by private company
· Evolution of communities:
· Construction – Boom phase
· City must be built to support workers who perform extraction 
· Very high pop turnover rate
· Recruitment
· Professionals in mining and engineering 
· Transition
· Streets paved, town hall, skating rink
· Community participation begins – figure out what the town needs
· Maturity
· Sometimes ownership of property is turned over to community – elect civic govt to maintain the infrastructure
· People begin to grow up and are raised in this town – assumption of occupational inheritance within this community 
· Decline
· Substance abuse is a common problem among the those who live and work in these areas
· Serious lack of adequate medical care
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The Third World

Africa
· Colonized by many different nations during imperial period
· Earliest cities were in north eastern Kush empire – 6000y ago
· Big into slavery trade, involved in slavery 5000y before Europeans became involved
· Traded many goods across Mediterranean
· Highest point was about 600BC – cities declined due to environmental limitations (desert)
· Used up most trees and lumber
· Erosion buried cities since
· Roman cities set up along northern trading border
· Islamic outposts set up along northern coast after 632 replaced Roman cities
· Despite differences among African cities, many similarities:
· Walled in protection of cities – walls protected cities from environmental elements
· Land owned by tribe, chief, king – held in common by people for the people
· Daily life centered around religious and localized activities – little if any discrimination / segregation / stratification
· Very small cities – bigger cities were established as port cities (Senegal) – number one shipping port for slaves, 1400 – 1800AD – 12M ppl shipped 
· Widespread decimation of African culture due to loss of population 
· Europeans invaded Africa in 1800’s
· Wanted to expand colonial power
· Stay between 50-100y 
· 1915 this ended due to WWI
· 1950/60’s Africa begins to gain independence 
· Africans didn’t want to migrate to cities until Europeans left
· Cities needed workers and required ppl seek money and leave behind subsistence lifestyle
· Colonial powers forced ppl to into working for cash to pay taxes
· Many countries were not equipped or given adequate time to prepare for independence 
· Many different languages and different tribe culture also impedes independence and cooperation 
· Major increases in population lead to more problems
· Independence makes material possessions more important
· Bicycles, clothing, weapons
· Intratribal transactions are much easier using currency rather than bartering 
· Colonial powers function in 2 ways:
· French require incorporation of French culture while eliminating entirely African culture
· British rule but allow culture, subservience to the crown is required
· Europeans were seen as social elite during colonization
· Apartheid policies were common
· Economic segregation

Different types of cities in Africa
· Indigenous  – traditional tribal cities
· Islamic – influenced by urban tradition brought across the Sahara
· Colonial – built on colonial model, grid system, stone
· European – built by and for Europeans on European models
· Dual – two or more of above types combined
· Hybrid – comprises indigenous and alien elements in roughly equal proportions
· Apartheid – segregated, dominant national urban system for most of second half of 20th C

Shanty towns
· Squatter settlements growing massively on periphery of major cities in all parts of Africa 
· Underemployed, uneducated populations
· Little if any infrastructure to support growing populations
· Corruption and graft make it difficult for upward mobility in a stratified society 

Typical Islamic city
· Walled in city with gates for protection
· Major rd runs right through
· Shopping and business districts run on this
· Public areas:
· Marketplace, mosque
· More organized than private areas
· Private area:
· Residential area (hourma), everything is gated, heavy restrictions for people who “belong” there
· Segregation of males and females
· Islamic law much more strictly imposed in these areas
· Squatter settlements grow outside city walls
