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Political Culture

·  Culture:
· patterns of beliefs and behaviour
· social traits- attitudes about politics amongst groups
· institutional arrangements - governments, bureaucracies
·  Political Culture = cultural attitudes towards politics & government
· attitudes, beliefs, values, norms about political issues and ideas
· cultural differences among groups and states
· ideology
·  3 categories of political culture:
· parochial = negative view of government + low participation > complacent
· subject = positive view of government + low participation >authoritarian/deferential
· participatory = positive view of government + high participation > government will respond to demands 
· Civic = combo > need some of all three to balance out a society & state = order
·  3 types of political culture viz. social values & engagement activity:
· polyarchal = agreed social values + active citizen engagement + government efficacy
· fragmented = active citizen engagement BUT disagreement on basic political rules & social values
· collectivist = limited/no civic engagement BUT high agreement on the basic rules & social values
·  Inglehart
· materialist culture = physical & economic security > money, house etc.
· post-materialist culture = emotional/ spiritual > self-fulfillment, freedom, happiness, social goals
·  Social Capital
· Alexis De Tocqueville > Robert Putnam
· Social network + trust + reciprocity > social development > political involvement + positive contributions + rules obeyed
·  Some Values:
· Multiculturalism...
· Assimilation...
· Secularization...
Political Socialization

·  Relationship with political culture
> intergenerational transmission

·  Macro level = political system agents & ideas > government, schools, liberal-democracy etc.
·  Individual level = human relationships & non-state actors > friends, peers, family etc.
Law

·  Rule + enforcement + coercion/violence
·  usually codify:
· habit- individual
· custom- groups/ cultures
· regularity- behaviours
·  Enforcement:
· retribution: punishment
· restitution: compensation
· rehabilitation: change future conduct (prevent relapse)
· restraint: deterrence, fear of retribution
·  Laws may be followed without knowing the rule > ignorance of the law is no excuse
·  Laws may develop over time, and be entrenched, without deliberate creation
Types of Law

·  Customary
· experience, habits, regularities
· Tacit reason < no command, not written
·  Legislation
· deliberative & conscious law
· spoken by an authority
· Written down
· majority of laws are not written down
·  Common law
·  England’s system, exported around the world
·  Combination of customary law & legislation
·  Precedents = bound by previous decisions
·  Statutes = legislation
·  Law code = set of interrelated rules < not Common law; Quebec
Sources of Law

·  Natural law = inherent to humans/people; “God given”; transcendental
·  Positive law = posited by the state, government, or society

Classification

·  Typology: classification system for claiming broad similarities or differences
· makes analysis easier
· comparisons
·  Aristotle’s typology based on two questions:
· who rules?
· In whose interest do they rule?

· relationship between legislative & executive - Parliamentary vs. Presidential
· relationship between centralization & decentralization - Unitary vs. Federal
Constitutionalism

·  Government is an instrument of society- serves society’s needs
·  Power comes from the people - democracy, legitimacy, voting
·  “limited state” - constitutionally-delimited role for the state
·  Rule of law - known, predictable, impartial
·  Discretion within legal parameters - laws encapsulate policies & rules, e.g. police
·  Recognized procedure for establishing, deciding, enforcing laws - legislatures, courts, petition/recall
·  many states have a constitution: “a set of fundamental rules and principles by which a state is organized”
· most written constitution e.g. USA
· few: unwritten constitution = no single unified document but numerous laws and rules form a constitution e.g. UK
·  usual elements:
· rights of citizens vis-a-vis other citizens and their government(s)
· division of powers of the central/top level: legislative, executive, judicial
· division of powers between different levels of government
· procedures for changing the constitution
· can include conventions - unwritten practices, rules and tacit agreements about operation of government, etc.
·  branches of government:
· legislative: make general laws
· executive: take general laws and make into specific rules, policies and procedures, and enforce them; includes bureaucracy
· judicial: adjudicate matters of law, determine punishment for crimes, etc.
·  judicial review vs legislative or executive supremacy
· some states and constitutions have legislative or executive supremacy: constitution and other institutions are subordinate to the legislature’s or executive’s laws or final decisions
· judicial review = courts overruling legislatures or executive
· assert their power as final interpreter/ arbiter of meaning/ spirit of constitutional provisions
· strike down legislation or rules that are considered unconstitutional
Parliamentary and Presidential

·  two main forms of democratic government derived from British system
·  often contain bicameral legislature (two houses)
·  Parliamentary
· fusion of powers: executive able to propose and usher through legislation, and then   enforce it; creates concentration of power, but may increase effective governance’
· parliamentary supremacy: top legislative body cannot be overruled by other institutions or constitution
· responsible government: government and its leader are accountable to Parliament’s members
· usually have a prime minister as a Head of Government, and a president or monarch as Head of State (ceremonial, to greet foreign dignitaries’, sign passed legislation, etc.
·  Presidential
· separation of powers: executive, legislative, judicial are separate branches and one can only sit in one of them; prevents concentration of power, but may limit effective governance
· checks and balances: each branch of government is a check upon the other, and balances out the power of the others
· judicial review: courts take role in using constitution to trump other branches of government 
· presidential and legislative representatives are accountable to “the people” through general elections
However...

·  many states have hybrid systems, such as France, Iran, and India
Centralization: What Form?

·  Issue: how much centralization of power into the hands of a State government?
·  Classification: 4 types
·  Unitary
· central State government = all powers & govern whole state
· no legal challenger in political system unless created by central government
· most common form of government (150 states)
· often: no constitution but traditional rules
·  Devolution
· central government creates lower levels of government with varied law-making and administrative powers and roles
· central government hands over responsibilities, money, etc. to a lower level
· central government can remove powers, etc., or get rid of lower levels
·  Federalism
· central governments share power with lower level governments-- regional, states, provinces, cantons, districts, parishes, etc.
· usually has a constitution delineating which level of government has which power, but some overlapping or dual jurisdiction areas
· usually have a bicameral legislature, with one section providing representational equity amongst sub-units of the state
· in case of conflict of power or jurisdiction, residual powers belong to central government
·  Residual Powers = powers not explicitly given to one level of government become the powers of that level which is given the right in the constitution to take over/control over powers or issues not noted in the constitution
·  Confederation
· similar to federalism
· Residual Powers = lower level of government
· USA is a confederation 
Canadian Parliamentary: Executive Power

·  Prime Minister
·  Prime Minister chosen by party > people vote for the party
·  Head of Government > day-to-day affairs
·  Not Head of State
·  5 year flexible term limit > PM decides when most likely to win a majority
·  Majority government
· has over half the seats in Parliament
· can pass all their legislation with limited disruption
·  Minority Government (often coalitions)
· has the most seats, but not over half
· will have to work with other parties to avoid non-confidence votes (majority of MPs have no confidence in government = it falls)
·  Cabinet
·  Dual membership - House & Senate
·  Sitting MPs or Senators
·  Cabinet solidarity - keep deliberations private/not break singular position
·  Ministerial responsibility - responsible for actions of their ministries
·  Caucus - gathering of all members of a party; airing/discussion of issues
American Presidential: Executive Power

·  President > “directly voted for”
·  President chosen by Electoral College > vote for electors, who cast vote for President
·  Head of Government
·  Head of State
·  4 year fixed term limit > not open to the whims of the President
·  veto power
- kill legislation/bill

· signing = all or nothing (no parts)
· cannot change/alter
·  Cabinet
·  Exclusive membership - cannot be Congress or in Judiciary
·  Anyone- President is free to select whomever he/she wants
Canadian Parliamentary: Legislature

·  Bicameral = Parliament
· for the people
· for “sober second thought”
·  House of Commons
·  “rep by pop” > elect Members of Parliament
·  5 year flexible term limit (Prime Minister’s discretion) > pulled away from fixed election date
·  Senate
·  “rep by region”
· Ontario, Quebec, West, Atlantic Canada
· founding regions of Canada
·  appointed
·  Party discipline - MPs must vote as per their parties position
·  Free votes - MPs are free to vote as they see fit, without party discipline
·  Backbenchers- MPs not in the government or official opposition (not prominent)
·  Private Member’s Bill - bill not brought forward by the government; usually fail
·  Official opposition & Shadow cabinet - critique government policy; change policy; accountability of government
American Presidential: Legislature

·  Bicameral = Congress
· for the people
· for states’ equality
·  House of Representatives
·  “rep by pop” > representatives in the House
·  Elected every 2 years > fixed
·  Senate
·  “rep by state”
· 2 Senators for every state
· 100 Senators in total
· can impeach President
· approve all major Presidential appointments (judges, bankers, etc.)
·  Override powers
· can override Presidential veto = 2/3 majority in House = 2/3 majority in Senate
· must pass legislation in both House & Senate
·  Amendments - add changes to legislations (legislation can be brought forward in either House or Senate, or by President)
·  Pork-barreling - amendments; get stuff for your state> reps job = get stuff for your constituents 

·  Political ideas are living things
· 1) Rooted in particular historical circumstances: grow out of events, problems, crises of the day -- French Revolution, Colonialism, 9/11
· 2) Change along with changing historical circumstances -- Conservatives of 1970s vs 1990s
· 3) Often themselves designed to help change historical circumstances -- Marxism, Reform Party, China’s modernizations
·  Onomasiological: defining or understanding a concept or idea by relating it to another
·  Theory: act of looking at the human world reflectively
·  Epistemology: the study of knowledge
·  Ontology: study of “beings” 
·  Doxa: “opinion”
· Political doxa: organized political opinions
· World-view: the world as it is & as it should be
· Abstractions: do not really exist
·  4 Attributes:
1. Social belief held by many people and passed on from generation to generation
2. Mixture of “facts” (what is true) and “morals” (right & wrong behaviour and thought)
3. Simplification

4. Organized system of beliefs
·  4 Functions
1. Explanation: why political, social, economic conditions are what they are
2. Evaluation: how to evaluate the conditions and events in the world
3. Orientation: tell us who we are & give us a sense of identity
4. Political Program: tell us what to do
DeStutt de Tracy

·  designed a systematic study of the sources and origins of the ideas: “Idoelogie”
· basis: belief that people are born with neither knowledge nor ideas-- a blank slate (JL)
· If ideas are the result of experience, it must be possible to discover their sources, and explain why different people have different ideas
· goal: to explain why people had the ideas- the ideology- they had
· why? 1) to reform and improve society     2) get rid of oppressive powers
· people could be taught the right kinds of ideas to produce a rational and happy society
· rule by intellectual class
· Tracy’s notion of ideology was & is deeply political and politically provocative
Marx

·  Marx was a highly critical of “ideology”
· system of ideas that hide or mask reality
· purpose of ideology: to justify and legitimize the rule of a dominant class in society
·  Marx’s argument in a nutshell
· capitalism and capitalists create an ideology which dominates the society
· capitalism creates societies which are divided into classes
· classes are defined in terms of how much control they have over capital = means of production
·  Means of Production: land, tech, factories, raw resources, and people!
·  Owners of means of production: capitalists (bourgeoisie)
·  Labourers in means of production: workers (proletariat)

·  Social power = control over ideas
· capitalists control means of production so support ideas serve their interests will dominate society- those ideas will become true or “common sense” (Antonio Gramsci)
·  Common Sense:
· these ideas will form the ruling ideas & structures of the age: the governing “ideology”
· presents existing social relations as normal, natural necessary and eternal
· makes the power of the dominant class invisible
·  challenge of politics: consciousness & change = bring them into the “light” of reason and science (Enlightenment)
·  Marx’s “ideology”: any ideas that validate and justify the rule by some over others
·  Purpose: to reveal deeper truth that would promote the interests of the exploited classes
Karl Mannheim

·  Ideology: ideas that are biased or self-interested
·  Ideology remains a political weapon to use against an opponent
Commonalities Among Modern Ideologies

·  Modern: last 200 years
·  Origins traced to Europe or European-North America
·  Secular: do not rely on belief on God
·  Humanist: human-centered, human happiness, human agency
·  Agenda for society: change (or not)
Key Ideas

·  Personal Freedom- freedom from coercion
·  Limited government- state serves & performs limited functions
·  Equality of right- everyone must abide by laws, which must be applied equally and impartially
·  Consent of the governed- government requires the consent of the people and is responsible to them
·  Two aspects to all forms of liberalism:
·  Politics
·  Economics

John Locke

·  Radical for his time (now considered conservative)
·  Rejecting absolutist monarchy
·  Replacing it with a recognition of the rights of the individual
·  People’s consent to who rules over them
·  Launched the liberal tradition
·  Basis of political ideas of liberalism
·  Most influential British political theorist- globally influential
· Historical situation
·  Civil War in England
·  King Charles I going to war with Parliament -- beheaded
·  Charles II: takes over but dies
·  Key debate: what should be the foundation of political authority:
·  Divine right of kings: God is said to have anointed that monarch to rule

OR

·  Popular sovereignty: people’s consent --- Locke favoured PS
·  Locke wanted to defeat the idea of kings having a divine right to rule
Ideas

·  People as autonomous “individuals” - individuals are most important
·  Hobbes --> State of nature: life before government = free, equal, governed by the law of nature
·  Natural rights: “life, liberty, and estate” -- granted by God; everyone has them
·  People are self-interested = human nature
·  State of war = the problem in state of nature > state of enmity and destruction = “nasty, brutish and short”
·  All individuals, being self-interested, agree together to form a political society
·  Thus, we need Government that will make, interpret, and enforce laws
·  Government: people create for specific end = to protect their natural rights 
·  Social contract (Rousseau)
·  Government is founded on the consent of people
·  Can consent only to create and obey a limited (not absolute) government - otherwise they would be enslaving themselves, which violates their natural rights
·  Key natural right to Locke is property
·  “Property”:
·  Their lives, their bodies, their liberty, their possessions
·  The government’s authority is limited to protecting this
·  Unequal property is a matter of right
·  “labour theory of property” = mixing of your labour with something makes it your property
·  Right of revolution: a returning to the starting point if government is violating your natural rights
·  Political obligation = individuals who form this contract are obligated to obey the law of a rightly formed government
·  If an individual hasn’t consented, not obligated to obey the laws
·  Equality of law: everyone must be treated equally before the law
·  Tolerance: people should tolerate each others’ religions - state should not be mixed in with religion
·  Beginnings of secularism - there is not state religion
 
·  Informed Smith, Hume, Jefferson, Madison
·  “Basis” of the dominant world view today affecting most people
Adam Smith

·  Basis of economic ideas of liberalism
·  Heavily influenced American intellectuals
·  Goal: separate politics from economics
·  Modern torch-bearers: Hayek & Friedman 
Ideas

·  “Propensity to truck and barter” = humans are naturally traders & consumers
·  Capitalism: some people own land or factories, other people work the land and factories = efficiency by each doing what you are good at doing(comparative advantage)
·  “Invisible hand”: individuals pursuing their own self-interest will frequently create benefits for all individuals, that is, society
·  Free market economy: independent, free competition in the economy and marketplace
·  Anne-Robert Turgot: laissez-faire -> “leave to do” = meet people’s wants & needs
·  Free trade: no taxes or barriers to trade -> allow natural patterns to trade and comparative advantage benefits
·  Government has no role in the economy & society, except as the “nightwatchman state”:

1. Protect society and provide security


2. Administer justice to prevent individuals from individuals


3. Create & maintain public works, and create public institutions where it is not          
profitable or right for the market to provide a good or service
·  Opposed to redistribution
·  Inequality is inevitable
·  Acceptable if resulting from free-market economy’s operation
·  If rules of the game are fair
Reform Liberalism

·  John Stuart Mill
·  TH Green
·  James Mill 
John Stuart Mill

·  Political economist = economics & politics are intermixed --> cannot separate the two
·  Historical Situation
·  Industrial Revolution in England: 1750’s
·  People increasingly working in factories
·  Working class people not living well, awful conditions, death, etc.
·  The rise of mass society
·  Key Books:
·  On Liberty, Subjection of Women, autobiography
Ideas

·  Utilitarian = the greatest happiness of the greatest number
·  Individual relationship to society
·  Individual should have a private sphere separate from the public sphere
·  Duties to society
1. Not to injure certain interests of another that legal or tacit conventions understand
2.  Bear a share of sacrifices and labours incurred for defending society
·  Harm Principle: society cannot legitimately coerce or interfere with individuals except if they are harming others
·  “Liberty” = three types
1. Of thought, conscience, speech - ideas, views
2. Habit, taste, pursuits - religion, dress, etc.
3. Of assembly, uniting for any purpose that doesn’t harm others - church, unions
·  Freedom in speech & thought is crucial:
1. Opinions society holds may be false
2.  Need free flow of all opinions because although society’s received opinion may be true, it will lapse into dogma if not regularly challenged - evolution vs. intelligent design
3.  Unorthodox opinion may supply the remainder of the truth to a prevailing view
·  Liberty is important because
1. Mill argues protecting individual liberty contributes to the human race’s happiness & progress (utilitarian)
2. For the individual, essential to personal development
·  Substantively requires Democracy = right to vote & expanding the vote (inc. women)
T.H. Green

Ideas

·  Negative freedom: freedom from constraints of smothering laws, customs, social opinions
·  Positive freedom: freedom to live as one chooses to develop oneself & seek happiness
·  Why need positive freedom?
·  The capitalist economy has some ugly consequences --> state must offset
·  Society, acting through government, should establish public schools and hospitals, aid the needy
·  Regulate working conditions to promote workers’ health and well-being 
·  Only then will the disadvantaged individuals in society become truly free
·  Humans are self-interested, BUT self-interest doesn’t mean short-term, immediate pleasure --> the common good is in everyone’s personal best interest
·  Redistribution = necessary
·  Welfare State: government helps those in need of assistance - shelter, food, clothing, education, etc. = basics of life, not the perks
·  Taxes - progressive: make more money/income, pay more taxes
·  Equality of opportunity = everyone should have opportunities available to them regardless of differences
Contemporary Liberalism

·  Need state involvement in the economy: “mixed economy”
·  Need to deal with powerful corporations and their oligopolies & monopolies -- interfere in the marketplace, not to restrict competition, but to keep the large corporations from restricting competition (monopolies) and harming society
John Maynard Keynes

·  His ideas were instituted in Britain & spread
·  Government needs to deal with problems of capitalist economic cycles - boom & bust
·  Fiscal policy = government spending
·  Monetary policy = controlling interest rates & money supply
·  Counter-cyclical action:
·  Economy up = collect more taxes & raise interest & not spend
·  Economy down = lower taxes & lower interest rates & spend
·  “Pump & Prime”: government should spend to jump start the economy when it goes down
John Rawls

·  a “just society” would distribute wealth, income and other primary social goods equally
·  Exceptions allowed if unequal distribution benefited the society, especially the least well off
·  Two principles of justice:
1. “Each person has equal right to the most extensive scheme of equal basic liberties compatible with a similar scheme of liberties for all”
·  Include rights, liberties, opportunities, income, and wealth, and the social bases of self-respect - social primary goods
·  Social welfare state
·  Charter of Rights

2. “Social and economic inequalities are to meet two conditions: They must be:

(a) To the greatest expected benefit of the least advantaged

· Meaning: the people the least well off have to be most benefited by any inequalities
· Who are the least advantaged? Those disadvantaged by family and class origins, natural endowments, or fortune and luck
(b) Attached to offices and positions open to all under conditions of fair opportunity
· Meaning: everyone has to have the same shot at any of the positions that not everyone gets to hold


Liberalism and our Criteria

·  Human Nature
·  Individual = focus
·  Self-interested
·  Naturally free, equal, rational
·  Nature of Society
·  Collection of individuals who have agreed to live together
·  Community is less important than the individual
·  Conception of Freedom
·  Classical: negative - freedom from interference
·  Reform/Contemporary: positive - freedom to develop, progress, be happy
·  Understanding of Justice
·  Both = protection of individual’s life, liberty and estate
·  Classical: equality before the law
·  Reform/Contemporary: equality of opportunity
·  Conception of the State/Government
·  Classical: limited to very few functions
·  Reform/Contemporary: can create and enforce laws that protect our lives, liberty and freedom, nothing more
Key Ideas

·  Differences between early and classical conservatives and self-proclaimed conservatives of recent years
·  Opposed to “social engineering” of society by society, social groups, or government
· Humans are imperfect & no structure can make them perfect
·  Government has very limited or particular role in society
·  Cautious approach to change - preferable to keep traditions
·  Religious/divine aspect
·  Inequality is a necessary fact of life
Classical Conservatism

·  Sought to preserve some form of aristocratic society that was under attack by liberalism
·  Defended traditional social hierarchy
·  Insisted on the need for strong enough state to restrain people’s passions
·  Skeptical of attempts to promote individual freedom
Edmund Burke

·  Basis of political ideas of conservatism
·  Historical situation
·  Developed his views in the heat of the French Revolution
·  1788-89 many observers in England hailed it as great for the cause of liberty
·  Burke saw it as a dangerous, threatening enterprise
·  Key Books: Further Reflections on the Revolution in France (for Brits to read)
·  Key Ideas:
·  Humans are not rational but ruled by passions and desires
·  About politics:
·  Not a science, but an imprecise art (Machiavelli)
·  You can try to rationalize & remake politics and society = terrible consequences inevitable
·  Goal: order & stability
·  Concerning society:
·  Opposed liberal’s “atomistic conception of humans and society”
·  Organic: political society is a living and changing organism, a whole greater than the sum of its parts
·  Society has a “social fabric”: woven together, they are strong and beautiful, and may need patching & repair, but do NOT rip it ALL up
·  Elitist: believes there are natural aristocrats; inequality among people is a fact of life
·  Role of state/government:
·  Government is to provide for human shortcomings: restrain passions, interests
·  State must be rooted in customs and traditions of the people to be stable
·  No one best form to government: must reflect the particular history, habits of a particular people, serve their particular needs
·  Conception of Freedom:
·  Good only if controlled and put to good use
·  People freed from all legal and traditional restraints can wreak chaos
·  Negative freedom: individuals should be free to pursue their goals, but when their goals threaten the social order, freedom must be restricted
·  Society and Order come before individual freedom
·  Private property is a necessary, stabilizing, and conservative force in society
·  People who own property, especially land, will have strong attachments to the society and government that protect their property
·  Does not share Locke’s interest in ensuring that everyone can create their own property --> not earned but inherited right of the elite
Conservatism: 1800’s

·  Burkean classical conservatives: want to preserve the traditional features of existing society through cautious reform
·  Reactionary conservatives: wanted to turn back the clock on reform of aristocratic order of society
·  Cultural conservatives: believed greatest threat to English society came from Industrial Revolution. English conservatives concerned to protect traditional acgricultural ways of life from the ravages of industry and commerce
Contemporary North American Conservatism

·  Conservatism in North America primarily sides with laissez-faire capitalist economy & anti-communist (Not rooted in Burkean conservatism but classic liberalism)
·  3 types of conservatives: Traditional, Neoconservatism, Religious Right
Traditional

·  not very common in North America
·  “Toryism”
·  Additions to Burke’s ideas:
·  Capitalism can dissolve the web of traditional relationships, so government must limit the economic competition of capitalism to preserve society
·  Elite has a responsibility to shepherd society and to assist the poor
·  Ontario Conservatives of 1950’s-60’s: schools, hospitals, immigration etc.
Neo Conservatism

·  Also called: Individualist Conservatism, Libertarian, Fiscal Conservatives, Social Darwinists
·  North America and Western Europe
·  Who: Robert Nozick, Margaret Thatcher, Thomas Sowell, Ronald Reagan
·  Differences from Traditional Conservatives:
·  Society is rough and tumble competitive marketplace
·  Rugged Individualism: people pulling themselves up by their bootstraps
·  Freedom = compete, especially in the market
·  Markets over society --> Margaret Thatcher’s: “there is no society, only individuals”
·  Drastically reduce government:
· Privatize public holdings
· Cut (if not eliminate) government programs
· Deregulate: remove state regulations designed to limit corporate actions
· Taxes lowered, flattened, or eliminated
·  Inequality caused by capitalism = naturally resulting from competition, no need to rectify -- system weeds out losers - economic, political, social
·  Minimal government: only help people become independent and self-sufficient
·  Disagree with social/religious conservatives about intervening in the social affairs of people
Social/Religious Conservatives

·  Christian fundamentalists, reactionaries
·  Who: Charles Krauthammer, Jerry Falwell, Pat Robertson
·  Against the dangers of “Godless/atheistic communism”, “anti-traditional family feminism”, “sexual deviants”, “bleeding-heart liberals”, etc.
·  Reaction against the social changes of the 60’s-70’s
·  Free speech movement on university campuses
·  Women’s movement
·  Civil rights movement
·  Environmental movement
·  Urban riots
·  Rooted in the moral code of Christian fundamentalism: Bible is to be read literally
·  Seek less government intervention in economy, but want large, active government in other, social spheres of life:
·  Ban abortion
·  Set aside time for prayer in public schools
·  Restrict or outlaw certain sexual activities
·  Purge school and public libraries of materials they regard as morally offensive
Conservatism & Our Criteria

·  Human Nature
·  Society/community = focus
·  Self-interested, but needs to be restrained
·  Ruled by passions and desires not reason
·  Naturally flawed & hierarchal
·  Nature of Society
·  “Social fabric” = woven community
·  Community is more important than the individual
·  Conception of Freedom
·  Negative - freedom from interference
·  Understanding of Justice
·  Equality before the law
·  Never can achieve a just society
·  Traditional: elite’s duty to assist the least well-off
·  Neo-conservatives: competitive system produces just results
·  Social/religious: linked to Biblical teachings
·  Conception of the State/Government
·  Limited role: restraint
·  Classical conservatives: intervene in economy to prevent unraveling social fabric
·  Social/religious: intervene in society to prevent unraveling social fabric
Key Ideas

·  Many ideologies linked together by similar ideas or contain ideas drawn from Karl Marx’s critique of capitalism
·  There is no communist ideology, economy, etc. 
·  Oppose capitalism because it is neither free nor just
·  unjust, exploitative economic system
·  generates conflict > social & political institutions to deal with the conflicts it creates
·  Creates liberal democracy in which:
·  “freedom” and “equal of opportunity” = FAKE
·  “rights” do not equal justice
·  Markets
·  not free
·  power concentrated in the hands of capitalists
·  Common Ownership = needed
·  Society owns and/or controls property collectively
·  Society should operate those things it own publicly in the interest of the whole society --> EQUITY
·  Society > any individual
·  Individual rights or freedoms are secondary to the needs or decisions of the society as a whole
·  No individual has a natural right to property because all property is social = you own it because society let you (rules, convention, etc.)
·  Goal = equality (elimination of inequality) - more than just equity
·  Capitalism = two classes in conflict: workers & capitalists --> Historical change is the result of class struggle between capitalist & workers
·  Capitalists: own the means of production & make profits through selling goods and service
·  Workers: sell their labour to capitalists & work to produce goods and services
·  Human nature not self-interested, competitive, and greedy
·  People = social and historical products of their societies
·  Re-structure society = produce selfless & socially-minded people
Socialism: The Tradition

·  Tradition of socialism for many centuries
·  Plato’s Republic
·  Thomas More
·  Key turning point: Industrial Revolution
·  Some reformers (liberals): improve living conditions, raise wages through laws and welfare opportunities
·  Others became radicals and revolutionaries (socialists): abolish system that produced inequalities and injustices
·  Two types of socialists emerged:
1. Moralist- Robert Owen & Charles Fourier
·  Capitalism created bad characters because it rewarded greed and selfishness
·  Need a new system of production: cooperative production for public profit - moral basis to production

2. Scientific- Saint-Simon & Marx

·  Argued human history “moves” and is divided into successive stages
·  Each society has a “base” of ideas and beliefs (ideology) which results in the prevailing economic, social & political system
·  As the beliefs & ideas lose credibility, so too does the social and economic system that rests upon them
·   In capitalism, life is so complex that people start to realize that humans are really interconnected & interdependent (not relentlessly self-interested or competitive) – capitalism therefore contains the seeds of its own destruction (contradiction)
Socialism: Marx

·  German journalist
·  Impact on:
·  Rivals Adam Smith as the most thorough/powerful theorist of capitalism as a system - from the opposite side
·  Major political revolutions of the 1900’s
·  Major academic and intellectuals, especially social sciences & philosophy
·  Key Ideas
·  Historical Change
·  From 2 sources:
·  Economic change in the mode of production
·  Sociological: class struggle = “motor of history”
·  “scientific uncertainty”: Hunters & Gatherers > Primitive Agriculture > Capitalism > Socialism > Communism (end)
·  Have to go through each stage of history before getting to the end (no skipping)
·  Base vs. Superstructure
·  Turned upside down by Saint-Simon’s analysis
·  Organization of economy > creates the ideology to support it
·  Base = economic basis of society
·  Mode of Production: organization of the economy and economic relationships which form the material base of society - how society produces the good it needs to survive (food, clothing, shelter, etc.)
·  Means of Production: tools, tech, human labour, resources used to produce goods
·  Social relations of production: how people stand in relation to each other through production
·  Superstructure = political, social & legal institutions which help to perpetuate base & prevent from understanding (overthrowing) their oppression
·  What’s the point here?
·  Capitalism = private property --> means of production are individually/privately owned = privatized power over social relations of production = power over workers (=unjust!)
·  Change the base = change the society --> change mode of production through class struggle = change society
·  Why change capitalism? = alienation, exploitation, state oppression
·  Alienation: people work to gain money (wage-labourers) to access goods and services and so become “separated from” and “hateful of” their work
·  Work should be an expression of people’s goals, aspirations, desires and potentials
·  Profit & wage-labouring = exploitation
·  Labour theory of value: congealed value of human labour goods or services
·  Surplus Value = profit: difference between what a labourer is paid and what the capitalist sells the goods for
·  Exploitation also includes preventing people from accessing basic goods (and services) they need to survive
·  State = serves the interests of the dominant class
·  under capitalism = executive committee of capitalists
·  works to deal with the problems caused by capitalism and oppress workers
·  How do we change capitalism? --> Revolution = workers’ revolt against the capitalists
·  Natural result of the contradictions of capitalism
·  Overthrow exploitative system
·  Dictatorship of Proletariat: government of the workers to re-structure the base & coordinate economic production
·  State employs all workers
·  Capitalists become workers also
·  Workers receive according to need
·  Communism: no more classes = no more government required
·  Society operates on the basis of “each according to their need, each according to their ability”
·  What role do intellectuals play? --> Praxis: theory and practice/action are intertwined
·  Intellectuals must involve themselves in politics - not just philosophy
·  Marx involved in various international worker’s movements
·  Humanist: human create and re-create their world, and gain legitimacy through their efforts (not God)
Socialism: Lenin

·  Russian
·  Key Book: Imperialism: The Highest Stage of Capitalism
·  Key Ideas:
·  Revolution was not inevitable as Marx predicted
·  Imperialist expansion throughout the world meant revolution was avoided & needed to be global - workers in Europe could be bought off by exploiting the colonials
·  Workers need a vanguard party to organize them and organize the revolution (Marxist-Leninist)
·  Do not need to go through each stage of history - can jump to communism
Social Democrats

·  Splits from socialism -- seeks reform not revolution following from Marx’s evolutionary strategy
·  Similar to Reform Liberals, and seek equality of opportunity BUT try to seek ways to create equality of result
·  Argue for mixed economies:
·  Balance between state-owned and privately-owned companies
·  Balance between state-intervention & market outcomes - “correct” the market & inequalites
·  Basis: needs of society over the wants or freedoms of individuals
·  Pursuing party politics and winning elections
·  Creating laws and governments agents to regulate and control the problems of capitalism
·  Follow economic advice of Keynes
·  Fought for welfare state
·  Agree with taxation for income redistribution
·  No longer advocating for overthrow of capitalism
·  Accept some form of liberal constitutional democracy, but advocate broader voting rights & protection of group rights (race, challenged, women, natives, etc.)
·  Most countries in the world are a mixture of reform liberalism & social democracy (even the US!), but Social Democrats are most common in Northern + Western Europe
Socialism

·  Capitalism cannot be reformed and needs to be overthrown: revolution
·  Capitalism:
·  Market system is “anarchic, inefficient, and inequitable”
·  Profit-motive is immoral because it puts money and greed ahead of people’s needs
·  Makes people operate on the basis of competition and selfishness
·  Replace markets with economic planning state
·  Own and operate all means of production: factories, land, etc.
·  Distribute goods & services based on needs, not ability to pay
·  Determine volume of goods & services based on bureaucrats’ assessments
·  Wages & prices set by the state
·  Social Democracy is flawed:
·  Capitalism cannot be changed by party politics - need a worker’s party to organize the revolution
·  Liberal democracy is a mirage in which voting is used to legitimize oppression & obscure the power of capitalists
·  Equality of result needs to be pursued - people’s needs should be met and their should be no inequality
·  Equality is not natural an cannot just be corrected (again & again), but is a result of the structure of the economy and society
·  Done through state planning
·  Countries such as China, Cuba, and North Korea are called “existing socialism” states
Socialism and Our Criteria

·  Today, “workers” are not the only socialists or social democrats
·  Human Nature
·  Humans are social and communal creatures
·  Cooperation among individuals is the foundation of a good society
·  Capitalist system makes people selfish and competitive
·  There are no natural rights to individualism and property
·  Nature of Society:
·  Humans seek meaningful non-alienating labour in a community
·  Can be re-made into a more equitable system
·  Social Democrats: reform capitalism & have mixed economy
·  Socialism: overthrow capitalism & change economic basis
·  Conception of Freedom:
·  The development of humanity’s creative & labouring capacities
·  Freedom from oppression by a capitalist elite: Negative freedom
·  Freedom to develop oneself: Positive freedom
·  Understanding Justice
·  “From each according to his ability, to each according to his need”
·  Society is of greater importance than the individual
·  Social Democrats: equality of opportunity
·  Socialists: Equality of result
·  State/Government:
·  Social Democrats: state can be independent of capitalists and can work for the benefit of workers, and workers can work through party politics in liberal democracies
·  Socialists: state not independent of capitalists & serves their interests, so workers must seize control of state and use it to dominate capitalists & create socialist system 

Key Ideas

·  60’s-70’s : 1st wave - public sphere (equality)
·  70’s-80’s: 2nd wave- private sphere, race, 3rd world, ability (difference)
·  90’s-: 3rd wave- nexus, post-? (?)
Liberal Feminism

·  Key idea: equality of rights
·  Men and women
·  Under the law: No or minimal differences in treatment
·  END legal barriers against women’s full participation in politics
·  Women have rights within the family as well
Key Thinkers:

Mary Wollstonecraft:

·  “First” European feminist
·  Against Burke’s view of the French Revolution
·  Wanted to extend egalitarian principles to women --> Rights denied to women including voting, jobs, property, education --> STOP IT = hypocritical, not liberal!
John Stuart Mill

·  Equal opportunity to develop their potential
·  Limits to Mill
·  Women’s participation to politics will be temporary
·  Natural division of labour: men = income earners, women = take care of family
Betty Friedan

·  Women should have the choice to have a fulfilling life outside of family and domesticity
·  Women need to have opportunities for full participation in politics
·  Family structures and society should make changes to ensure and assist women’s full participation in politics
Socialist & Marxist Feminism

·  Women are not economically equal
Key Thinkers:

Moral Socialists

·  Fourier: social progress linked to progress of women; collective housekeeping and child-rearing arrangements
·  Owen = easier divorces
Marx

·  State and community look after children
·  Roles and duties related to domesticity become activities for the whole community to perform
Engels

·  Family is a microcosm of class struggle
·  Husband = capitalist
·  Wife = worker

--> family = oppressive

·  Women:
·  Employ in public industry = economic independence
·  End family unit as the basis of economy = end’s women oppression
·  Equality rights of liberals is essential but not sufficient
Key Ideas

·  Capitalism produces family structures to perpetuate capitalism
·  MAIN IDEA: Double burden/ double day carried by women - work at job followed by work at home AND work at home followed by more work at home
·  what “counts” as “women’s work”:
·  “pink-collar” jobs = jobs done primarily by women OR “the feminine”
·  the “feminization of labour” (Guy Standing) = Make job feminine/feminized = lower wages & conditions, as secondary income, push men out
·  Education field = differences based on concentration of men & women?
·  Unpaid labour necessary for society’s & economy’s functioning (Marilyn Waring) = income/wage-substitution model: Quantify based on market-determined pay for those who do “women’s work” (domestic, cook, psychiatrist, etc.)
Radical Feminism

·  Grew from Marxist/Socialist Feminism
·  Socialist societies did not end subjugation of women nor the domestic work that women were required to do
·  Capitalism, socialism etc. did not work
·  First set of feminist ideas deriving from women’s experiences and knowledge
·  Breaks with Marxist and Liberal theories and their derivative feminist approaches
Key Ideas

·  Patriarchy = men dominate social, political, and economic relationships
·  Normalized: male dominated/supremacy as the natural order of society
· women’s subordination is natural and functional
·  Institutionalized: the state & institutions, political system, economic system etc.
·  Historical: precedes socialism, capitalism, feudalism, etc. - long enduring system in Western and many non-Western societies
·  Superior: Ideas or actions of men/masculinity are valued over women’s femininity 
·  Sexuality central issue
·  Patriarchy = determining institution - determine value --> men have more value (control, power, money)
·  Control of women’s sexuality type & purpose
·  Control over women’s sexuality, such as enjoyment, access, commodification, etc. --> punishment (rape) and rewards (money, power)
·  Various structures and institutions of control
·  Liberal’s public/private divide is part of the problem
·  Public sphere of activity = political participation, going to work, etc. = men’s domain - masculine traits required
·  Private sphere of activity = looking after family, taking care of kids, cleaning, etc.  = women’s work - feminine traits required
·  Men rule over women
·  BUT “the personal is the political” according to radical feminists
·  wife-abuse, child-abuse, rape in marriage, prostitution, stripping
·  Political and economic institutions protect, perpetuate and promote patriarchy in the private sphere
·  Liberals/Conservatives = family
·  Socialists = state (vs. family)
·  Reproduction & Sexuality
·  Marxists overlook fundamental production of people
·  Sexuality and reproduction have been historically controlled by men and for their purposes or pleasure
·  “Compulsory heterosexuality” - marriage as MUST socio-political institution, criminalizing of other sexualities - men need access to women for sex, labour, children = women need marriage to access resources, property, etc. --> create this condition
·  Overthrow patriarchy, BUT debates over strategy:
·  Lesbianism: sexual preference and political statement
·  Separatism: women live separately from men
·  Reproduction: scientific methods, abortion-on-demand
·  Many of the older 70’s-80’s strategies have been discarded in favour of egalitarian strategies
·  Goal: patriarchal political, economic, and social institutions need to be overthrown to create either an egalitarian or separatist society
Postmodern Feminism

Key Ideas

·  No single identity of “woman” or “man” or “masculine” or “feminine”
·  Knowledge = needs diversity(race, challenges, etc.) & context = Iterative Margin
·  Focus = language -- constructs who we are & who we can be > we can change this
·  Gender is not just  oppressive to women, but also to men
·  Need to understand how men are oppressed by gender -- roles, sex, work, lack of family connections, etc.
·  Hegemonic vs subordinate masculinities (Robert Connell)
·  structures of behaviour, not individuals per se
·  Control over legitimate sexuality is critical to controlling all people (don’t be lesbian, get married, man staying at home with mom = gay or pedophile)
·  Goal: androgyny = each person equally valuing and accepting their masculine and feminine characteristics
·  No political project or prescriptions
 Feminism and Our Criteria

·  Human Nature
·  We don’t know
·  Men’s and women’s experiences lead to different understandings of “human nature”
·  Differences between men and women may be biological, but gender constructions override our “nature” & biology and give us particular roles & identities to which we must conform
·  Nature of Society
·  Patriarchy- element of most societies BUT challenge and overthrow
·  Power relations between men & women embodied in gender constructions
·  Naturalized and institutionalized- from the family to the Parliament
·  Conception of Freedom
·  Freedom from patriarchy, oppression, and gender roles
·  Men and women should be free to take on and change their gender identity 
·  Understanding of Justice
·  Liberation from imposed gender roles
·  Equal rights for men and women, but also protection/regulation in areas that are considered “non-political”: marriage, family, sexual relations, prostitution, pornography
·  Provision of social services and assistance to support women’s full participation in politics, economy, etc.
·  State/Government
·  Perpetuates patriarchy & gender roles
·  Needs to better represent women, and not solely operate on masculine ideas
·  Should serve to assist society and facilitate full participation in politics

·  Nation = emotion, feeling
·  Non-rational
·  Emotive, connected
·  Need for group identification: ethnicity, culture, etc. > nation (>state)
·  “Social animal”
·  “Friendship”
·  “Self-awareness” through social relations
·  Transcend other loyalties
·  Basis for state loyalties
·  Override state, family, etc.
·  Socio-cultural: religion, customs, language etc.
·  Coalesce the population in the absence of state or against the state
·  Separatism > demand for a new state
·  Oppression of minorities
·  Irredentism > a state claims territory of co-nationals in another state
·  Imperialism > nation claims other nations and state
·  Protectionism > insulate from outside forces and influences
·  Anti-colonialism > fight state oppression
Fascism

·  Emerges in Europe
·  Response to Russian Revolution, 1917
·  Combines right-wing and left-wing elements
·  Italy = Mussolini, 1920’s
·  Rejected liberal constitutional government and individual rights
·  Government intrusion in all facets of life
·  State expresses nation
·  War expresses nation’s highest abilities
·  Authority= fasces > Duce 
·  Nationalize property & direct economy
·  Use democratic politics to seize power, eliminate democracy, eliminate opposition
· Germany = Hitler, 1930’s
·  Follows Mussolini
·  Adds anti-Semitism and xenophobia as defining features
·  Neo-fascism is found in many states
 Aboriginal Nationalism

·  Response to Colonialist and Paternalist practices
·  Grievances:
·  Violation of treaty obligations and human rights
·  Government control over political and daily life
·  Horrible living conditions and social problems

·  transnational problems
·  trans-sovereign problems
·  problems which are not solved by one state or state actors
·  the actual main global problem = confronting sovereignty while trying to solve problems
·  Sovereignty of states -- Westphalia 1648
· Jurisdiction --> legitimate right to make rules
· Population (people)
· Resources (economy)

· Government --> system, institutions, control
· Recognition --> by other states, most important = non-negotiable <-- UN recognition
· Why have problems just become trans-sovereign?
· They always were! - who has jurisdiction?
·  Key: globalization = 
· facilitation (easier)
· intensity (greater impact)
· interdependence - “states relying on each other rather than do alone/self”: tech, autos
· spreading - immigration, disease
· transferring - environment damage
· borders? - drugs, sex traffic, nuke material
· global organizations - UN, World Bank, mafia
·  Why sovereignty after 1648?
· Onuf = deal with competing authority structures
·  Majestas --> institutions inspiring respect ex. monarchy, church
·  Potestas imperiandi --> coerce & enforce rules ex. states, kingdoms
·  Stewardship --> rule on behalf of citizens (Burke) -- democracy?
· Spruyt
· Rationalize resources & economies --> state economy - capitalist economies of scale
· One voice --> single authority - make agreements, enforce rules (reliance)
· Get rid of competing political organizations --> papacy, ethnicity, religion etc.
· Colonialism and tribal peoples < outside capitalism (perhaps not outside of Christianity?)
· International agreements & equal standing --> all states are equal - autonomous
·  Today’s challenge = trans-sovereign issues
· 8000 ethnicities or 191 states? - nation-states don’t exist (states do!); need manage without closing borders, economies, flow of info etc. (India, Israel)
· require cooperation (Iraq; Afghanistan-Pakistan)
· economic & social issues = interconnected ex. drugs = wealth x lifestyle x job x respect x stress x health insurance
· contracting out -- selling sovereignty? Paramilitary; mercenaries for hire; Ugandan soldiers
· global economy -- open markets? Managing financial crisis BUT return to “performance <-> Bonus” culture
Future of Sovereignty?

·  Ohmae: “nostalgic fiction” in the age of the global economy -- states not sole powers
· Corporations, NGOs, terrorists, others
·  Strange: “retreat of the state” -- state can’t perform its functions
· defence of territory < developed = no threat, developing = can’t stop threats
· currency value < floating currency & global trade = no control
· eco development < foreign direct investment (FDI) = outsiders
· eco management < pressure to curtail fiscal or regulatory role
· reduce social safety net < decrease spending & reduce taxes = can’t help own pop.
· lower taxes = less public works < better markets
· decisions about trade less about state’s interests < states are marginalized & central to their own marginalizing (getting selves out of the way)
· cannot build infrastructure < privatize, proprietary rights, keep taxes low
· unable to secure monopolies & certain states domestic industries < global trade, MNC
· No longer the only legit use of violence < not so any more = other actors, cheaper, faster better trained
·  Rosenau: “skills revolution”
· growth of tech to access government directly, check info, be informed
· diversity of skills needed by all actors
· increase democratic accountability
·  Rosencrance: “territorial-less sovereignty”
· does not need land-control
· Japan: influence and role in many parts of the world
· Control of land does not guarantee sovereignty > Iraq
·  Krasner: “default assumption”
·  Spruyt = no political alternative to European Westphalian state sovereignty (Adam Watson, Robert Jackson)
Security

·  changed in the post- Cold War era
·  during the Cold War: dominated by “state security” (keeping government safe and intact) and “nuclear security” (avoiding nuclear war) frameworks
·  focus on alliances, national security problems, nuclear iss ues
·  collective security --> NATO, UN, Warsaw Pact
·  sovereignty to be protected... above all else
·  post- Cold War: state/nuclear security focus opposed and/or complemented by other conceptions of security, such as: economic, environmental, gender, food, human, regional
War

·  focus of much of international relations research -- not to cause it, but to stop it
·  protect against violations of sovereignty
·  sources/causes of war:
·  ONLY CORRELATES (not causes)
·  tangible issues: territory, wealth, colonies, people
·  intangible issues: ethnicity, religion, ideology, nationalism, racism, gendering
·  post Cold War era: focus on increased intra-state communal conflict
·  sub-state level between different communities
·  some correlates (not causes): 
·  economic and/or political grievances
·  autonomy and independence
·  primordialism (historically informed causes) incitement by leaders
·  state vs ethnic nationalism
·  the absence of an ordering collective/actor
·  differential impact of globalization
·  ethnic cleansing
·  rape & sexual assault of women and men and children
·  concern with nuclear, chemical, and biological weapons proliferation -- not so much with bombs, etc, but with the knowledge and material needed to produce the weapons
·  during Cold War: vertical proliferation -- increased numbers of weapons by individual states
·  post Cold War: horizontal proliferation -- spread of weapons of mass destruction to states not previously possessing them or the necessary knowledge
·  nukes:
·  have = China, Russia, UK, France, Israel, India, Pakistan, USA
·  forsaking = Canada, South Africa, Japan, Ukraine, Poland
·  unknown = North Korea, Iran, Al - Qaeda
·  issues:
·  accessing fissile material
·  facility to weaponize fissile material
·  mount weaponized material into warheads & transport/shoot
·  radiological dispersal devices (RDD’s)
·  not nukes
·  seek to “disperse radioactive material to cause destruction, contamination and injury”
·  three types:
·  explosive - dirty bombs; scatter radioactive material
·  passive - exposing large populations
·  atmospheric - transport through air currents
·  easier to access: hospitals, labs, etc.
·  severe repercussions for civilians more readily
·  easier to transport and cloak than nukes
·  less stringent international regulations
·  not solely dependent on a few countries guarding the knowledge or resource for these weapons
·  next wave:
·  genetic weapons: target people based on sex, race, ethnicity, etc
·  nanotechnology: microscopic molecular poisons, explosion & incendiary micro-materials, respiratory distress
·  peacekeeping
·  “created” by Canada twice: McNaughton > Kashmire, 1948 + Pearson > Suez, 1956
·  goal: keep warrring parties apart and reach diplomatic settlements
·  since 1948: 56 operations
·  2010’s top 4 contributors: Pakistan, Bangladesh, India, Egypt
·  pay, vacations, “bought” by N Am and European states
·  Rwanda = Ghanian soldiers save Canadian soldiers
·  middle powers support: Canada, Sweden, Ireland, Finland, Norway, Denmark
·  Canada put most money into peacekeeping to date
·  3 types of peacekeeping:
·  peace-keeping: keeping parties apart
·  peace-making: diplomacy, get parties talking
·  peace-enforcement:
Features

·  Politics
·  representative government
·  secret ballot & regular elections
·  political institutions: consistent
·  loyalty to the state: gaining trust -- re-building institutions 
·  institutionalized political participation: increasing
·  laws protecting individual rights: improving
·  opposition parties & movement: active, limited, protections

·  belief in human equality
·  freedom of speech
·  rapidly urbanizing
·  improving infrastructure

·  Tweets, etc., to create voter input
·  Tele-voting
·  using phones and security codes to allow wider variety of user inputs
·  Key = scaling of the results = generate useful info from voters
·  Digital Divide
·  most of the world DOES NOT have access to technology (Canada 65% only)
·  security issues: lost pin, manipulation of computer systems (Florida, India)
Elections

·  Definition - system for selecting leaders and determining laws/policies in a community
·  Mechanism for:
·  citizen participation - voting, political parties, etc.
·  information on the condition of democracy - turnout rate
·  accountability - check/limit power of government
·  retrospective evaluation - return/remove government
·  consider alternatives - other parties, other activities (protest, NGO’s, etc.)
·  Franchise = right to vote
·  few restrictions - some okay: location, age
·  free assemblies & parties - enter/exit
·  freedom from threats - no intimidation or rewards
·  fair administration - secret ballot, secure yet transparent
·  Functions
·  bottom-up view: select, influence & represent
·  top-down view: control, focus, limit & legitimize
·  Choose a Government
·  elect representatives > BUT it is bargaining in legislature - determines leaders, policies
·  majority governments: government has the majority/controlling number of seats in a legislature, and can generally pass whatever laws & policies it wants
·  minority governments - government must make deals with other parties to pass laws & policies; may not bother with some
·  coalition governments - can be majority or minority, but require the support of other parties
·  Ensure Government Accountability
·  Select Representatives
·  trustee model = rep’s own judgement < people voted in the person
·  party model - rep must follow the party position < people voted in the party, the platform, the leader
·  constituency model = rep must help/deliver for his constituents and their interest
·  substantive representation = reps who best interest of constituency
·  descriptive representation = reps who best represents the identity & ideational characteristics of the constituency
·  Confer legitimacy
·  Establish a Policy Mandate
·  criticism: more people vote against mandates than for (technically most people didn’t vote...)
·  criticism: parties drop platforms and policies once in power
·  Political Education
·  Political Mobilization
·  Political Socialization
·  Campaign Finance - cost of elections is increasing & staggering
Elections & Media

·  Information for voters?
·  Style dominates over substantive positions and policies
·  Media concentration:
·  ownership - TV: 5 major US companies; 3 companies in Canada
·  commercialization - advertising pays bills; company-relevant news items; attack ads
Electoral Districting

·  Rep-by-pop = number of people in a given territory; should be roughly equal across territories
· Districting
· post census - population & diversity known
· independent body - some places; many are politically-charged as politicians have a stake in delineation of boundaries, etc.
· gerrymandering - US governor manipulated the electoral boundaries to favour his party
Electoral Voting Systems

·  Non-proportional systems = constituency-based
·  first-past-the-post - winner has plurality (most) of the votes
·  majoritarian system - winner must have 50% + votes
·  majority run-off - top 2 candidates go to 2nd round, winner must get majority
·  majority plurality - usually drop candidates below a minimum, 2nd rounder winner is elected
·  alternative vote - rank candidates and winner with most “#1 choice” votes wins
·  Proportional systems = translating votes into party representation, but also district reps
·  list system - choose from list of party candidates
·  closed-list system - select a party; party has chosen a rank-order of candidates who will sit in the legislature
·  open-list system - select and rank-order candidates from different parties
·  single-transferable votes (STV) - rank-order vote for a number of candidates; transfer extra votes to next highest candidate, etc., until all seats are awarded

·  poor economic performance -- anger amongst inhabitants; unable to buy or deliver to the loyal followers, etc.

Non-Democratic Regime Change

·  “Most common outcome” of regime change
·  Political Dissent
·  protest -- demands for change; negotiate; political support (protection)
·  domestic violence -- violent protests; random attacks
·  terrorism -- orchestrated acts to generate fear and change political policies
·  Rebellion -- usually need military support
·  coup d’etat -- power seizure amongst political elites (VP, military leader, etc.) and those already in government 
·  military intervention
·  non-partisan adjudicator -- protect the state when civil authority fails
·  self-preservation -- ensure survival, protect interests/role
·  autonomy -- prevent subservience to political authority
·  autogolpe -- leader rules by decree and gets rid of contending institutions, groups, etc.
·  state failure
·  civil war -- violent conflict over control of state
·  total social breakdown -- no political authority can control/run state
Democratic Transition

·  Democracy = “procedures for constituting government” + “free and fair elections”
·  Schumpeter: institutional arrangement
·  Dahl: meaningful contestation/competition
·  Waves (Huntington)
·  1880’s-1920’s: first wave -- Europe/North America
·  1940’s-60’s: second wave -- Asia/Africa/Latin America
·  1970’s-present: third wave -- Asia/Africa/Latin America/Eastern Europe
Democratic Consolidation

·  No consideration of “alternatives” to democratic process -- play by rules, accept defeat
·  No veto-power actor, etc. -- “rule of law”
·  Anti-democratic actors marginalized, and not relied upon
·  International community
·  does not intervene militarily
·  provides economic incentives
·  Democratic elements entrench over time: elections, parties, etc.
Why Does Religion Matter?

·  Secular politics is in flux
·  challenges to secularism
·  religious-based politics resurgent
· “Grassroot actor”
·  religious leaders + state
·  religious leaders + terrorists
·  religious leaders + organized crime
·  religious leaders + NGO’s
· Religious actors & religion-inspired actors are:
·  driven by moral, ethical, and spiritual imperatives
·  often have a written text/code driving their actions
·  seek to redress social justice, inequality, and other social programs
·  Has always played a role in significant political events/changes:
·  reformation = battle over the role of religion in politics & society
·  treaty of westphalia = agreement on “respecting the religious preferences of other states” -->  basis for sovereignty
·  colonialism = bringing the correct religion to the native peoples & justify their brutal mistreatment
·  american & french constitution = separation of state from religion
·  marxist revolutions = separate/suppress/eliminate the religion as the “opiate of the masses”
·  universal human rights declaration = religious liberty
· Why have analysts of global politics marginalized religion?
·  secularism as dominant/trend in the west
·  keep religion out though, in reality, it is part of global politics
·  assert religion only plays a destructive role = only engage evidence for this view
·  largely western analysts: assumed demise/limits of catholic & protestant church membership same around the world
·  religious actors = irrational & anti-enlightenment (science, reason, evidence)
· Currently, religion is portrayed/analyzed as a cause of conflict & war
·  terrorism
·  land/territorial disputes
·  social-cultural wars
·  abuse of children and women
·  Religious wars?
·  “pure” religious wars, like a crusade or jihad, amongst religous parties are unlikely
·  manipulation & re-interpretation of religious practices, writing, etc., but politcally-motivated leaders
·  most conflict has some religious elements but generally not the central or catalytic basis for conflict
·  minority group within a religion acting/claiming in the name of the majority of the religion
·  fundamentalists: literal interpretation, including the dictums against violence
·  Philpott:
1. Peace = differentiation -- between state & religion
2. War = political theology -- state & religion intertwined > suppressive, exclusionary, nativist
·  3 types of religiously-motivated war:
1.  Nationalist
·  religion is a part of nation/nationality
·  gains allegiances of religionists
·  legitimize nationalism
·  useful for dividing/breaking strong ties
2.  Violent fundamentalism
·  “made for media” actions... or is it “made by media”?
·  minority with a distorted/specific view of religion
·  feel threated: changes; lower numbers; secularism & state power
3.  Self-defense just war:
·  religion as justification for war in specific circumstances
·  2 aspects:
·  jus ad bellum: moral justification before/for war
·  jus in bello: moral actions & limits in war
·  3 types of religiously motivated peace:
1.  Just war: limited war to bring about peace
2.  Non-violence, pacifism
3.  Religious peace-building
·  legitimation = sway over the population
·  grass-roots actors
·  focus: reconciliation and healing
States & Religious Organizations

·  Complex and difficult relationship
·  Many global religious organizations have greater resources, expertise, knowledge, and influence than states --> development projects
·  “Contract out” social services to religious organizations
·  Contradictory roles?
·  support for repressive or theocratic regimes favoring their religion
·  encouragement of terrorist linkages
·  undermining state authority
·  sanctions, delegitimization, actions opposing/subverting state policies
NGO’s & Religious Organizations

·  Generally: religious organizations acting as civil society actors would be NGO’s
·  Differences from NGO’s
·  religious bases for creation of organization
·  membership requires being part of the religion
·  address a multitude of issues a part of the organization’s overall religious framework
·  stable and organized membership and organization
·  draw funds and labour from co-religionists
·  positions on issues derive from religious interpretation/analysis
·  NGO’s and religious organizations can come into conflict = moral or ethical issues and actions, proselytization
Globalization & Religious Organizations

·  Religion is global
·  “pastorpreneurs” = build global following, networks, buildings, etc.
·  Many turn to religion to deal with globalization’s excesses:
·  purposeful life, not just wealth or justify wealth as god-ordained
·  Social justice: redressing of social, economic, and other inequities or justify social inequity
·  Values and morals as limits on actions (also justification for immorality)
·  Growth = amongst poor --> there are more poor people now than 20 years ago
·  communal/community
·  powerlessness redressed
·  fatalism but rewarded in next life or post-death
·  have larger families: numerically & generations closer together
·  Connections:
·  religious tourism: $18 billion (likely low)
·  more people can make pilgrimages, do missionary work, etc.
·  can know about co-religionists in other parts of the world
·  act to demand protections/rights in other parts of the world
·  garner media attention for causes and political actions
Two Types

·  International organizations (IGO’s)
·  Non-governmental organizations (NGO’s)
·  address trans-sovereign, transnational issues
Intergovernmental Organizations

·  Only between states
·  Include: UN, IMF, WTO, WHO, UNICEF, G-8, OPEC
·  Explosive growth
·  1909: 37 -->  1960:180  -->  1997: 400+
·  300 formal IGO’s
·  200-700 informal IGO’s
·  Why created?
·  co-ordination & communication between states
·  third-party forum for diplomacy, discussion and debates 
·  serve broader purposes and goals
·  problem-solving: deal with inter-state problems in the world
·  “cost effective” economies of scale
·  control & discipline: force compliance by states, and by people
·  information gathering and analysis
·  set the discourse: legitimate ideas and institutions that structure our world
·  usually result from consequences of massive conflict between states or peoples
·  UN agencies
·  may be imposed
·  legitimate state actions -- “seal of approval” - including overriding imperatives
·  Characteristics 
·  composed only of states
·  treaties between states < international law
·  regular meetings of delegates from member states
·  delegates represent policies/interest of their state
·  permanent headquarters & secretariat
·  executive secretary & bureaucracy
Types

·  Multipurpose, universal
·  many functions
·  all states can join
·  only 1 = UN
·  Single Purpose
·  specified purposes
·  usually states gather regionally
United Nations Organization

·  Created after WWII to manage “international public goods”, ex. security, health
·  General Assembly
·  if you’re in the GA as a “state”, you’re a state!
·  all states can send reps, engage discussions etc. -- intergovernmental forum for debates, grievances, and political discussions
·  resolutions are not binding
·  Security Council
·  15 members
·  5 permanent members who can veto security council resolutions: china, russia, usa, uk, france
·  10 non-permanent members, 2-year terms (bargain to be voted in)
·  make decisions “binding” on all members
·  responsible for “collective security”
International Monetary Fund

·  UN subsidiary --> economic and social council
·  1944 --> bretton woods
·  Sister to world bank
·  Weighted voting: most $ in = most votes  --> usa, germany, japan, uk 
·  Mandate:
·  exchange rate & currency stability --> keep relative value currencies stable
·  short-term loans to balance economic troubles
·  Rise after 1970’s:
·  nixon shocks = end of gold standard = floating currencies
·  advising on how to set up and run a state economy
·  bailing out failed/failing economies
·  Structural Adjustment Programs:
·  cookie cutter approach - same everywhere
·  cut spending --> less government social services expenditure
·  make economy attractive to FDI
·  free trade --> export-oriented
World Trade Organization

·  1995
·  born from GATT (1947-1997)
·  prevent protectionism = prevent war like WWI
·  membership: 150 states
·  key: china & india in the 1990’s
·  blocs, ex. west, asian tigers
·  located in Geneva
·  Mandate:
·  facilitate and expand global trade relations through free trade (capitalist)
·  create and expand global trade agreements
·  settle trade disputes through an expert panel
Issues with IGO’s

·  Transparency & Accountability
·  democratic deficit
·  Only states = part & act
·  Promotes First World & Capitalist interests
·  3rd World lacks the knowledge and people to engage negotiations properly, or represent interests effectively
·  Ineffective because US, EU, Russia, China, and India do not follow through
·  Retaliation against 1st World = difficult
Non-Governmental Organizations

·  Important for 4 key reasons:
·  engaging in transnational advocacy & mobilization, including action by “principled actors”
·  increasing sectors of activism, including those belonging to states such as legal compliance & monitoring
·  focus on non-state actors too
·  have an impact on sovereignty, including questioning it and transgressing/opposing it
·  Two types: traditional and special
·  Explosive growth in NGO’s, particularly Special NGO’s
·  Can be progressive or conservative --> believe what they are promoting is better
·  Characteristics:
·  usually separate from states & businesses
·  can be set up by governments or businesses
·  individuals or groups
·  facilitate communication
·  often engage in information gathering
·  seek to change policies of state and non-state actors
·  voluntary, but professional -- minimal paid staff; self-funded participants; entry-exit flex
·  most have permanent headquarter & staff
·  from highly organized and bureaucratic (like an IGO) to a form of transnational advocacy network (TAN) -- pull together activism globally on an issue; issue-based alliances
·  NGO’s are mobile & unhampered by international conventions, etc.
·  What power?
·  private sector, civil society
·  “currency of ideas”: people follow, fair trade
·  “transnational moral entrepreneurs”: set up ethical or moral standards
·  information power: “dracula test” (light of day) education
·  reputational power: “force multiplier” <-- add on more organizations & groups
·  media power --> greenpeace vs. france
·  network power: link up globally & locally
·  public diplomacy: act in the place of states and legitimate roles given --> celebrity diplomacy (Andrew Cooper)
Activities

·  Corruption
·  sovereignty is not dead!
·  definition: “misuse of office for personal gain... charging an illicit price for a service or using the power of office to further illicit aims”
·  political corruption = for votes, contracts, etc.
·  economic corruption = collusion, monopoly, cartels, control costs or labour or prices
·  Why is it needed?
·  need assistance from state officials (politicians & bureaucrats)
·  bureaucrats: low paying jobs, lack of security, low respect for authority - greed, but also circumstances (esp. developing/post-comm states)
·  politicians: money, goods, services, etc., to win elections, public contracts, etc.
·  state officials may be partners and customers, ex. Thailand, India, Canada
·  3 TOC’s engage:
·  create supporters in election and intimidate opposition
·  protect a cartel or monopoly
·  gain public contracts and pay bribes to politicians 
Dealing with TOC’s: Problems

·  civil society
·  weak or non-existent
·  may thrive on TOC’s activities
·  may not have an alternative 
·  may not trust government or external authorities
·  Globalization: TOC’s are link to MNC’s & Terrorists
·  dismantled borders & free markets
·  technology (internet)
·  operate in many localities --> diversify risk, multiple supply & demand channels
·  States
·  weakened, weaker, indifferent, complicit
·  limited scope for action (territory, jurisdiction, labour, funds)
·  lack of harmonization
·  push to move goods and services quickly versus thorough security checks
·  Marketing
·  lower prices for drugs -- prescription to illegals
·  improved quality of goods and services -- better drugs, HIV tests
·  Security
·  military & peacekeeping: do not factor TOC’s into planning
·  threat alliance: rogue states, terrorists, TOC’s and desperate people
·  Demand
·  why do we need drugs, sex slaves, contraband goods? - lifestyles? money?
Definitions
·  First use: French Revolution, Reign of Terror
·  Terrorists are ultimately defined by many other actors: states, media & other terrorists
·  Pejorative definition:
·  use of violence which one thinks to be illegitimate (wrong)
·  insult
·  morality or values defence
·  Poli Sci definitions:
·  Nossal: “anyone who uses terror as a political instrument is a terrorist” --> states would be the most common/significant terrorists if counted
·  UN: non-state actors using violence against those who are involved in armed conflict in order to intimidate them or compel their government (or an IGO) to act in a particular manner
·  US state dept.: “premeditated, politically motivated violence perpetrated against non-combatant targets by sub-national groups or clandestine agents”
·  terror is not just physical, but can also be in the form of pronouncements, propaganda, threats, actions, etc.
·  in general:
·  organized use of violence to (1) generate fear in order to (2) compel political (or social or economic) action or inaction
·  targets non-combatants/civilians
·  cannot protect themselves
·  held responsible for their state’s or group’s actions
·  are the “audience”
·  distinct from other low-intensity warfare --> guerrilla warfare
·  Crenshaw & Love not that states sign international agreements which favour states not being considered as possible terrorists
Types

·  State Terrorism: bureaucratized, routine institutionalized - Chile, US “renditions”, India
·  State-sponsored Terrorism: state pays for third party terrorism or refuses to act to prevent terrorist actions - “Axis of Evil”, Colombia, Nicaragua, Syria (for USA)
·  Non-Governmental Terrorism: dramatic, violent, random, and very obvious
·   Domestic Terrorism: terrorists are from same country in which terrorist acts take place - militias, ETA, IRA, LTTE, PLO, Hamas
·  International Terrorism: terrorists are from a country different than one where the terrorist act take place
Why Pursue Terrorism?

·  Generate fear (“get you anytime and anywhere”) + to compel action or inaction (“do what we say and no one else dies”)
·  Non-combatants: easier targets, surprised, unprepared, emotionally manipulated
·  De-legitimize governments or opposition groups
·  show the government’ weakness in providing security (no benefit to you)
·  show the ability of the terrorist organization to harm or kill (cost to you)
·  Use during generally peaceful times
·  prevent peace; cause conflict
·  Cheaper than armed resistance
·  9/11 = $75 000
·  Lack numbers for concerted & sustained armed resistance or political opposition
·  9/11 = 10 hijackers; maybe 50 people in total
·  Technological facility: computers, cellphones, internet, etc.
·  al-Qaeda --> guns & laptops
·  cellphone triggers
·  Global media
·  big news = big audience
·  reach greater population without paying for publicity
·  compete for coverage, etc.
·  CNN-factor/ CNN-moment
·  necessary for non-state terrorists
·  problem for state terrorism
Terrorism and Globalization

·  How has globalization has facilitated power of terrorists?
·  contradictions of deregulation, free trade, internet, etc.
·  easier to evade checks & authorities - “act global, evade local”
·  purchase/move goods, services & people throughout the world
·  How has globalization facilitated power AGAINST states?
·  sovereignty as a barrier to dealing with terrorism - Saudi, Russia
·  use globalization to be involved in terrorism anywhere in the world
·  limitations of civil liberties
·  Globalization of terrorism has facilitated & increased power for states
·  limitation to civil liberties - Patriot Act
·  increased extra-legal and extra-sovereign power of states - Gitmo
·  revitalized power of some states’ militaries - Russia, India, USA
·  muted opposition to some hardline approaches - Arar case
·  NGO’s & think tanks as humanitarian organizations & terrorist organizations
·  Growing global inequality
·  “frustrated young men” (and women and children) - Sweden, England, Lebanon
·  “global civil war”
Combating Terrorism

·  State responses:
·  international cooperation
·  re-regulation - who should pay the cost of security (point of origin or arrival?)
·  diplomatic pressure or surgical warfare against states - does this cripple networks?
·  deterrence - buy out terrorists, subvert network, violate human rights
·  decapitate network - hydra? whose head?
·  state-level prosecution - no “international terrorism court” to intervene or prosecute; safe havens?
·  negotiation - Ireland
·  government has mandate & willing to make concessions
·  terrorist group willing to self-evaluate and make concessions
·  need for effective intelligence gathering and action
·  indoctrination as education
·  need separate the “taliban” from the Taliban
·  Terrorist organizations:
·  organizational breakdown
·  unable to recruit or deserters
·  lack of funding
·  dwindling public support
·  unable to operate locally or globally
·  “root causes” argument
·  little to no education
·  poor economic situation
·  lack of opportunity
·  security threat
·  limits to “root causes” argument
·  articulate, educated leaders & recruits
·  not everyone in the group behaves the same
·  are there truly “mad men” and “mad women”? (psychopathy?)
·  has religion replaced ideology in the 21st century?
What’s the Link?
·  trans-sovereign
·  people cause environmental dilemmas (human action)
·  environmental changes cause human migration (response, reaction)
·  environment: preservation, conservation, balance (what’s the best approach?)
·  multiple actors: states, private groups (MNC’s, NGO’s, etc.), and people = collective effort
·  no single solution = political = power, state structures & interests, global politics
Environment

·  Climate changes - global warming; ozone depletion
·  Industrialization: acid rain, gas emissions, nuclear waste, toxic water, industrial pollutions
·  Deforestation & land degradation: rainforest & forest depletion & soil degradation
·  Biodiversity issues
·  Water & oil access
Environment: Debt

·  Connections
·  export raw materials = generate currency for debt payment
·  land management practices compromised = agribusiness
·  structural adjustment programs do not take into account environmental consequences - national-level issue - focus: eco $ = commodity environment
·  foreign investment = reduce/eliminate environmental regulations
·  OptionsL debt-for-nature swap
·  debtor state, creditor organization & donor agency agreements
·  donor buys debt from creditor
·  donor and debtor agree that debtor will use some funds to manage environment
·  debtor has to ensure local population complies with agreement
·  win-win-win? creditor gets some return on loan, debtor does not lose title or ownership, donor get preservation or management of ecological system
Environment: Why Political?

·  Why are these political problems?
·  “Tragedy of the Commons”
·  Garret Hardin --> we all need it
·  who will take care?
·  defection
·  individual overuse vs communal misuse
·  who will pay for it?
·  solutions are scientifically complex & debatable
·  Economic systems/growth rely on ecological systems/sustainability
·  Neo-colonialism through NGO’s?
·  waste of affluence = first world
·  waste of survival = third world
·  MNC’s, IGO’s = dictate environmental policy
·  shouldn’t 3rd world have sovereignty over its resources
·  No over-arching authority to manage & state power differentials
·  international agreements to handle these issues have met with some success and a lot of resistance
·  voluntary!
·  Inter-state & intra-state war = environmental destruction
Infectious Diseases
·  Why important?
·  transnational, trans-sovereign, and trans-species
·  many forms: virus, pathogens, bacteria, microbes, etc.
·  historical/cyclical:
·  Roman Empire
·  Europe, Africa, Americas (Jared Diamond)
·  rapacity/capacity for causing death --> influenza killed more than WWI
·  governments “play” with statistics --> AIDS, avian flu, SARS
·  Key Problems:
·  re-emergence of old diseases - TB, plague, dengue fever, smallpox
·  mutation of diseases into more deadly forms
·  resilience/immunity of diseases to antibiotics, antivirals, retrovirals
·  biological differences amongst groups and the medicines that would work for the groups
·  HIV/AIDS = differences in NA strain vs. African strain
·  Impact can be diverse:
·  reduced quality of life
·  debilitating and chronic pain 
·  death
·  Causes?
·  environmental changes 
·  degradation of environment
·  destruction of environment
·  introduction of something new to environment
·  chemical exposure
·  population concentrations
·  megacities -- sustainability & infrastructure
·  global travel: movement of peoples, animals and plants
·  global food markets: contact between peoples, animals and plants
·  lack of experience/ knowledge about a disease
·  mutation through new hosts, predators, anti-agents
·  Responses?
·  pharmaceutical companies:
·  focus on “profitable” diseases -- populations, states, etc., who can pay
·  R&D spending is massive BUT have to recover costs, spend on new drug tests, and make a profit
·  generic producers or copyright violators?
·  should government subsidize drugs or just crisis drugs? who should set the price? should government intervene for supply or cost?
·  problem of sovereignty
·  lack of political will if no immediate crisis
·  “human micro-security”?
·  surveillance through telecommunications
·  no central agency to coordinate or lead
·  poor/failing states: often the “causes”, but little infrastructure to deal with or solve the problem
