(NUMBERS ARE OFF BECAUSE THEY’RE LAST YEARS) QUESTIONS THE SAME!

2.  Pages 64 - 73 of “Seasonal Agricultural Workers” (reading 2), contain several criticisms of the SAWP (Seasonal Agricultural Workers Program ) and TFWP (Temporary Foreign Worker Program). What are SIX different criticisms made in these pages?  (W1)
· Employers can ban workers from the program, they can also “name” or request the return of workers
· Minimal efforts or government department coordinating program to inform participants of their rights 
· Repatriation clause undermines worker’s ability to make demands
· Lack of support for workers and their families in their home countries
· Consciously act to maintain poor working conditions
· Overt racism – treats them as pure commodities, valued only for contributions to economy & awarded none of the rights/privileges that come with membership in political community
4.  Based on reading 9 (ANotes on Torture=s Objectives, Means, and Symptoms”), list FOUR of the objectives of torture. Then list FOUR ways by which torturers characteristically achieve these goals, illustrating each way by showing how they apply to the torture of Marcos Arruda as reported in ATorture in Brazil@ (reading 10). (W4)
· Punish dissidents
· Gather information
· Force prisoner to incriminate others
· Deter prisoner/others from political activity
· Abuse prisoners to cause physical/mental suffering (“they began to give me electric shocks using this equipment and continued to beat me brutally both with their hands”)
· Keep prisoner in constant state of fear/anxiety(“they began to carry the young woman off into another room and gave her a strong electric shock in order to make me talk”)
· Keep prisoner confused/disoriented to prevent them developing coping techniques (“But I remained incommunicado without permission to see my family for 5 more months, no visit from lawyer through duration of detention”)
· Making prisoner believe their fate is entirely in hands of captives (isolating prisoner from information/support)

5.With reference to the section entitled “Israel’s Policy of Administrative Detention” on pages 261-264 of reading 14 (“Israel’s Administration of Justice”), please: a) explain what ‘administrative detention’ is; and b) present FIVE distinct criticisms of administrative detention made by the reading’s authors. (W6) 
· Administrative detention: imprisonment of individuals by the executive without charge or trial using administrative rather judicial procedures. An individual be detained in whatever place of detention specified by the order
· 1) judges in Israeli military are also army officers which questions their independence/impartiality as judges, quality of justice they dispense
· 2) administrative detention can be based on secret evidence to which detainee is denied
· 3) almost all info presented to court is classified which review judge reserves the right not to disclose
· 4) judge has right to vary rules of evidence to accept evidence that could not be relied on in court
· 5) review procedure inadequate and have been amended in ways to undermine detainee’s access to justice
· 6) some are subjected to prolonged interrogation before being served with order for which no charges are filed
6. Explain what happened in the My Lai Massacre, as reported on page 172 of reading 16 (“War
Crimes”). Then describe FOUR different reasons from amongst several presented in the reading, that were used to defend or downplay the actions of Lt. William Calley and the men under his command. (W7)
· My Lai Massacre – Just after 8 o’clock on the morning of March 16 1968, 105 American soldiers of Charlie Company 11th Brigade of the Americal Division entered small village of Son My.  By lunch they had rounded up/slaughtered 500 unarmed civilians.  They fooled around/laughed as they sodomized/raped women, ripped vaginas open with knives, bayoneted civilians, scalped corpses, carved C Company/ace of spades on their chests, slaughtered animals, torched hooches, opened fired on crowds. No enemy fire or resistance
· 1) they were only obeying orders, doing their duty and what they had been told to do
· 2) war is war and there were other battles to fight
· 3) in Vietnam rape is a common thing. Mission wasn’t perverted, it was simply “go and destroy it”
· 4) Even babies could be the enemy. 
· 5) War crimes in Vietnam did not start with Charlie Company but were common practice within other army and marine divisions as well
7.  Utilizing information presented on pages 75 - 84 of reading 17 (“War Crimes Against Iraq’s Civilian Population”), indicate SIX distinct ways that sanctions had a negative impact on the well-being of Iraq’s civilian population. (W8)
· Prevented restoring vital services
· Prevented basic needs – could not feed people, monthly rations
· Prevented mounting effective national recovery program
· Impaired health conditions – essential medicines depleted, letting people die
· Shut down much of its economy – trade food purchases very difficult, more expensive
· Eroded food services – purchases became 
· No electricity for water pumping/purification – prevented from buying equipment/spare parts to rehabilitate power grid
· Could not rebuild productive facilities – 3-4 thousand bags of blood spoiled with no refrigerator
8. “Outsourcing Torture” (reading F) by Jane Mayer includes a number of criticisms of the U.S. “extraordinary rendition” program.” Present SIX distinct criticisms contained in this article. (W10) 
· 1) unstated purpose of such renditions is to subject the suspects to aggressive methods of persuasion that are illegal in America—including torture
· 2) if they have suspicions, don’t they question people within the boundary of the law?
· 3) What began as a program aimed at a small, discrete set of suspects—people against whom there were outstanding foreign arrest warrants—came to include a wide and ill-defined population that the Administration terms “illegal enemy combatants.” Many of them have never been publicly charged with any crime.
· 4) In 1998, Congress passed legislation declaring that it is “the policy of the United States not to expel, extradite, or otherwise effect the involuntary return of any person to a country in which there are substantial grounds for believing the person would be in danger of being subjected to torture, regardless of whether the person is physically present in the United States.”
· 5) places a high premium on . . . the ability to quickly obtain information from captured terrorists and their sponsors in order to avoid further atrocities against American civilians,” giving less weight to the rights of suspects. It also questions many international laws of war.
· 6) Upon arriving in foreign countries, rendered suspects often vanish. Detainees are not provided with lawyers, and many families are not informed of their whereabouts.
· 7) By holding detainees indefinitely, without counsel, without charges of wrongdoing, and under circumstances that could, in legal parlance, “shock the conscience” of a court, the Administration has jeopardized its chances of convicting hundreds of suspected terrorists, or even of using them as witnesses in almost any court in the world.
9.  Making use of readings K (“Justice in Tiers: Security Certificate Detention in Canada”) and M (“Mohamed Harkat condemned by a secret system”), briefly describe SIX different criticisms of the Security Certificate process. (W11)
· One is not imprisoned pending deportation because of accusations about specific acts that have allegedly been committed; rather because they are deemed to represent a future threat/fit a particular profile.
· Target only non-status individuals, refugees and immigrants/they allow for indefinite detention, in most cases for years - without access to the evidence. 
· Even though certificates apply directly to non-citizens, they affect all of us - and they
are applied in our names. They affect the wives, kids, families, and friends of the men, many of whom are Canadians
· Detainees were held for periods of 2-6years in facilities intended for remand custody or short-term sentences. Resistance to the conditions of detention, and to the security certificate regime more generally, led to protracted hunger strikes by the detainees, and to an expanded public campaign to stop secret trials in Canada.
· The disciplinary apparatus of the prison (guards, cameras, rules) have been extended to the homes and communities of the detainees. These are just some of the conditions. I could talk about the others, but the point I want to emphasize is that these conditions have come to define and control every aspect of our lives. We live in fear of accidentally breaching a bail condition, which would result in Moe being arrested and detained again. This has happened in the past. This level of surveillance and control is humiliating and degrading, and there is no escaping it; for example, because he cannot be left alone, Moe has attended my physicals and other “women” appointments, where he sits in the corner. We have no privacy, no potential for spontaneity.
· All of this is possible only because certificates operate through immigration law, and in relation to non-citizens only1. Their targets are not recognized as members of the Canadian political community. Many have called certificates a clear example of two-tiered justice. Security certificates target only non-status individuals, refugees and immigrants, and they allow for indefinite detention, in most cases for years - without access to the evidence. What we have to remember is that the individuals in question, no matter their status, are human beings.
10.  On pages 343 and 344 of reading 20 (“The Power of Social Movements (And Its Secret)”), the authors note eight ways that social movements go wrong. Please name and fully describe SIX of these ways. (W12)
· Repression – movements can be eliminated, or driven underground by legal and extralegal repression
· Leadership sell-out – leaders can be bought with money, perks, flattery, opportunities doe career advancement or other enticements
· Fading out – concerns that originally drew people into movement may recede due to changed conditions. (economic upswing/opening of new lands have quieted farmers movements) frustration leads to withdrawal/discouragement 
· Isolation – movements become too focused on their own internal life that are irrelevant to experience/concerns to those not already members. May last long as a sect but still irrelevant to anyone except members
· Cooptation – may gain substantial benefits for constituency, members, leaders but will do so in a way that ceases to be independent force, instead comes under control of section of elite
· Sectarian disruption – when movement falls prey to sect that try to capture or destroy them. They may emerge within movement itself or may invade from without
