Quiz 1 of 3: “Young Goodman Brown” (Feb. 10)
Assignment Guidelines
a) The final draft of the quiz is to be written in class, by each of the 14 Study Groups. The members of each Group should have previously liaised and collaborated with one another, as they do for the Study Group Presentations.
b) During the class consultation period participants in each Group will assist one another in producing a set of final answers, by proof-reading and editing. The Study Group should try to produce the best set of answers they can, especially emphasizing linguistic accuracy (spelling, grammar, punctuation, syntax).
c) Study Group participants who have laptops or tablets should bring them to the class on February 10. If you do not have a laptop, you will be able to share the screen of a colleague.
d) The mark on the assignment will be shared by those members of the Group who are actually present for the class production phase.
e) Any Study Group member who is absent (without a Medical Certificate) will receive a grade of 0 for the assignment.
f) During the 35 minute production phase I will be available for linguistic consultation by the Groups.
g) One member of each Group (selected by his/her peers) will write the consensus answers (in WORD format) on his/her computer, using the pro-forma provided here. He/she will then send it to me as an email attachment at the end of the editorial session.
h) With regard to the collaboration outside class: in the case of a Study group of 6 participants, the first 3 (alphabetically by surname) should concentrate on Question 1 (a&b), the latter 3 on Question 2; ditto for Groups of 4. For a Group of 5, the first 2 members take Question 1, the other 3 Question 2. For a group of 3, the first member would concentrate on 1, the other 2 on the second question.
i) You may bring electronic or hard copy notes with you for the class production phase.
j) The text format is: Times New Roman font, 12 point; double-spaced, fully justified margins. Maximum words: 500 (not including parenthetical citations from Fiction 100, 13th Edition).
k) Penalties: ¼ mark out of 10 for each spelling, grammatical, punctuation syntax and format error (to a maximum of 4 errors); -1 mark (out of 10) for not including a word count or for each word in excess of the limit of 500.
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	1) Identify the two items below, and indicate how each is significant in the story. In each case your objective should be to discuss symbolic and/or thematic importance, backed up by evidence from the text. Write complete sentences, not notes or point form text. 
	

	a) The setting of “Young Goodman Brown” (time period, place and social context).
The setting of Young Goodman Brown takes place in Salem Village which is a City that can be found on the coast of Massachusetts in the United States of America. The city of Salem was known to have “witch trials” in which the townspeople would single out those they believed to be “wicked” and would execute them. Hawthorne’s (the author) ancestors were known to be reputable for condemning accused witches to their punishment. The chosen setting for the story to take place would be symbolic to the heritage of Nathaniel Hawthorne, as not only is this his birthplace, but the history of the city also correlates with his own family history. The setting can also be seen as symbolic in the sense that, Hawthorne himself had never experienced being in the position where he had to fear if he was sitting next to an “evil being” or not, so this may be symbolizing some kind of excitement he wishes he would had experienced.

	b) Goody Cloyse
Goody helps teach young kids the bible, but she is secretly a witch practicing magic on them along with other witches in the forest, “Goody Cloyse, that excellent old Christian, stood in the early sunshine, at her own lattice, catechising a little girl, who had brought her a pint of morning's milk.” She is symbolic to this story since she spiritually guided Brown when he was young as her Sunday School teacher; however, when he sees this religious woman practicing magic with the devil, his is deeply confused as his vision of faith crumbles. At this point of the story, Brown becomes confuses and slowly starts to lose trust of the people in his village.

	2) Explain the significance of the passage below, in terms of such things as symbol, theme, plot or characterization. Cite the Fiction 100 page number in brackets.
Often, awaking suddenly at midnight, he shrank from the bosom of Faith, and at morning or eventide, when the family knelt down at prayer, he scowled, and muttered to himself, and gazed sternly at his wife, and turned away. And when he had lived long, and was borne to his grave, a hoary corpse, followed by Faith, an aged woman, and children and grand-children, a goodly procession, besides neighbors, not a few, they carved no hopeful verse upon his tombstone; for his dying hour was gloom.
After encountering what Goodman Brown had either dreamt or his trip alone, he unfortunately did not take it well since the passage reveals that he lived the rest of his life in fear as a gloomy old man. He kept seeing evil in every human forbidding him to trust his own wife Faith, his children, and his grand-children; he was chained down by the devil due to his dream.
The theme seen in this passage is the loss of innocence of Brown; he scowls during prayer because he is corrupted by the dream since he was curious of the devil. He cannot help but believe everyone around him is living a lie by saying a prayer to God, for they could be preaching the devil in secrecy.
