Corn Laws
· Limited the importation of grain
· Raise the price of grain
· 
Reform Bill of 1832
· Increases the number of men allowed to vote by 50%
· Opens up politics to the better sort of commoners (higher wealth middle-class lol)
· Despite limitations Englands government
Sir Robert Peel (1788-1850)
· Parliament imposed income tax so the wealthy could contribute to running govt
· 1847 laws were passed to protect child and female factory workers
Queen Victoria (1819-1901)
· 1837, barely 18. 
· Succeeded King William IV
· Left 4 children, not all legitimate lol
· Young, inexperienced
· Married her first cousin, Albert, who advised her well. 
· By the 19th c. England’s kings and queens had little actual power in politics
· More power in patronage
· Victoria’s strategy was that the royal family would be a model to the people of England 
· Power relied on monarch gaining popularity
· 63 years on the throne 
· Crown remained v popular because of Victoria
· 
Charles X (r. 1824-1830)
· True reactionary
· Wanted to go back to the past
· Deeply religious
· Monarchy to control everything
· Supported by conservative ultra-royalists
· Used public funds to reimburse the nobles for lands lost in revolution
· Censored the press
· Shut down Universities aka hot beds of radical ideas
· Abolished secret societies lol
· Many people adopted liberal ideologies because of him
· Middle-class liberals began 
· Stubborn
· 1830 he (again) dissolved the 
July Ordinances (1830)
· Reduced the number of men who could vote to 2500
· Conjuring of the spirit of the French revolution
· Uprisings rid France of him
Louis-Philippe of the House of Orleans (r. 1830-1848)
· Agrees to be constitutional monarch
· Adopts the tri-coloured flag as a symbol that the gains of the revolution would not be undone
Neoclassicism
· Influenced by ancient Greeks and Romans
· Reflects the time period  ordered, proportioned, rational
· Fascination with nature as idealic, evocative of ancient cultures, 
Romanticism
· 1779-1848
· Art and music changed to reflect these movements (post-revoltuion)
· A period of rapid, violent change
· A more passionate time  appeals to the senses and emotions
· Thinking with ones heart rather than ones head
· A belief that you could understand your world just as clearly as opposed
· Rococo art made for aristocrats “the Swing” shows frivolousness of aristocracy
· “The Raft of the Medusa” 1819  Romanticism.

· 1815 England most industrial development, liberals most fully integrated. Constitutional Monarchy
· Despite long history of recognizing the rule of law (Magna Carta 1215?)
· Most power held by wealthy aristocrats
· If you were noble, you were allowed to sit in house of lords and pass on legislature
· BUT aristocracy also controlled the House of Commons indirectly because many members of parliament came from burrows controlled by these aristocrats
· 6% of Englishmen got to vote c. 1815
· Throughout the 1820’s there was agitation from middle/working class people for more say (esp. since the laws benefitted aristocracy)
· 1819 British Gov cracks down on protests of the Corn Law and aristocracy
· Outlawed unions and strikes
· By the 1830’s things changed
· Industrialization, transportation, urbanization in England would lead to unrest eventually
· Moderate reform out of transition
· Aristocracy: better to give the people more of what they want to protect the aristocrats
· Greek people were the first to have a successful revolt in 1820’s, gain independence in 1832
· Europe’s leaders were so terrified of Nationalist revolutions (1820’s, 1830’s, 1840’s) that they supported the ottoman’s even tho the Greek’s were Christian
· Important for several reasons
· Great powers’ hesitance to back the Greek’s shows fear of nationalist power
· Pressure to back greeks shows power of the masses 
· Lesson that Europeans wouldn’t forget it was possible
· Cultural changes reflecting the events around them
