Lecture 20 Reformation Continued

John Wycliffe (d. 1384)
Lollards
· Began reading works of Luther 
· Reformation in England comes from the top down
Henry VII (1491-1547)
· Married Catherine of Aragon
· Special dispensation had to be given by the pope to allow him to marry Catherine
· After 18 years of marriage he wanted out (she gave 6 children but only on girl survived)
· Henry is in enamored with Anne Boeyn
· 1527 he asks the pope for a divorce
· This wasn’t a thing so he needed a lawful reason
· Bases it on the fact that it’s basically incest
· Pope was like nah: she was the aunt of the emperor of the holy roman emperor who was holding pope hostage, also they were living in sin for a number of years, also church needed to be consistent
· Henry’s advisors made suggestion: English kings were constantly fighting with the pope. So sever ties with the church and make the king the head of the church
· This would solve wife problems and strengthen ties. 1532-1534 gets it started as head of the new English church. 
· Political/religious consequences
· Theological views weren’t just religious views but also political views (because monarchs were head of church)
· Take the oath!!!! If u stay with the church ur disobeying the king
· The church remained the same as it did before the break with Rome, just Henry is in charge of the English Church
· Elizabeth is the head of the English church now
· Many English protestants believed the English church was too close to English protestants
· 1532 he marries Boleyn who had Elizabeth II, then beheads her a year later
· Anne Seymour is the love of his life and next wife, gives him a son, but then dies
· Anne of Cleves is like “fuck she’s ugly” and he refused to have anything to do with her, he gets an annulment
· Marries Catherine Howard accused of engaging in pre-marital sex and post-marital sex and beheaded 1542
· 1543 Katherine Barre outlives him
· Son dies without taking the throne lol 

Puritans
Catherine of Aragon (1485-1536)
· Had been married to Arthur but her died in 1502?
Anne Boleyn (d. 1536)
Charles V (r. 1519-1556)
Sir Thomas Moore
· Henry’s advisor refused, beheaded in 1535
Edward VI (d. 1553)
Mary I (aka Mary Tudor aka Bloody Mary)
· Married to Philip II of Spain
· Reforms and turns the church back to Catholic church
Elizabeth I
· Never married personal and political
· She could rule outright and without restraints
· Freedom to navigate the complex disputes 
· Retained personal Independence 
· England prospered under her rule
· Did not tolerate dissent (catholics once again hunted, protestants like “not enough reform!!!!)
· Elizabeth long and stable rule following the upheavals of the last 20 years was welcomed happily
· Under her rule England became a truly gr8 power 
· Able to challenge catholic nations
· Conflicts with surrounding powers amplified because of different faiths
Philip II of Spain (r. 1556-1598)
· Sent armada to set England back to catholic 
The Counter Reformation
Council of Trent (1545-1563)
· No more selling church states, bishops HAD to be in their diocese, had to preach, had to be out amongst the people
· Council rules priests needed to be more carefully selected based on education, wealth etc. 
· Did this considering how many left due to corruption
· Continued to impose strict celibacy
· Continued to hold to 7 sacraments, and worship of idols/statues of saints
Ignatius of Loyola (d. 1556)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]One rule: I will believe that the white that the white that I see is black if the church says it is
Society of Jesus (aka “the Jesuits” 1540 founded by Ignatius of Loyola
· Storm troopers of the pope, soldiers of Jesus
· Sent out to prevent Catholics from converting to Protestantism, or re-convert
· Totes ready to suffer and die for the church
· Cross between priests and secret agents
· Hidden and infiltrated to try to overthrow
