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Crime of Morality:
· Victimless crime
· Morally wrong
· Disrupt the values of society
· Ex. Drug laws, abortion (until 70s), gambling, prostitution 
· Some argue enforcing these laws are difficult because it’s hard to bring about charges – it’s unlikely to report drug use when you’re also using drugs
· Set on the assumption that Canada has a common understanding of values

Utilitarianism:
· The greatest amount of happiness for the greatest number of people
· Problem: disregarding the minority
· When we discount the minority, we exclude them
· Over criminalized

Over Criminalization
· The law infiltrates our lives to govern our lives in a way
· Government gets a say in consensual acts that harm nobody
· Problem in minority groups

The Harm Principle:
· Mills
· That principle is, that the sole end for which mankind are warranted, individually or collectively, in interfering with the liberty of action of any of their number, is self-protection. That the only purpose for which power can be rightfully exercised over any member of a civilized community, against his will, is to prevent harm to others. His own good, either physical or moral, is not sufficient warrant. He cannot rightfully be compelled to do or forbear because it will be better for him to do so, because it will make him happier, because, in the opinion of others, to do so would be wise, or even right... The only part of the conduct of anyone, for which he is amenable to society, is that which concerns others. In the part which merely concerns himself, his independence is, of right, absolute. Over himself, over his own body and mind, the individual is sovereign.
· We can only create laws and restrict peoples rights when there is harm to others

Criminalizing Homelessness:
· The Criminal justice is being used as an emergency response 
· Band aid solution
· Homeless shelters – short term solutions
· Epidemic of homelessness in Canada
· Jail as social service system
· Broken windows theory
· Visual disorder – broken window, graffiti, creates an atmosphere of criminal behaviour
· A climate that allows people to get away with petty crime leads to a greater acceptance of more serious crimes
· Disproven multiple times
· Criminalizing being homeless
· Homeless people are no more likely to commit crimes
· Over-policing and over-incarceration
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
